The company sought to force a connec­
tion with the E. & N. for the purpose 
of a crossing in reaching salt water 
at Boat Harbor. The commission de­
clared that it had no authority to or­
der such and in view of the situation 
an application was made by A. E. Mc- 
Phillips, K. C., representing the com­
pany, to allow of an underground 
crossing, which -was allowed.

London, Feb. 25.—The British govern­
ment is given to understand that the 
United States Senate is prepared to ap­
prove the waterways treaty, subject to a 
declaration of the exact nature of the 
rights conceded by each side.

Chicago, Ill., Feb. 26.—At the general 
superintendent’s office of the Chicago, 
Milwaukee & St. Paul railroad It was 
stated that the westbound overland lim­
ited train had been ditched at Van Horne, 
la., that the engineer, C. H. Brown, had 
been killed, and that several persons had 
been Injured. There have been no other 
fatalities, the officers of the company as­
serted.

Reinhold Sydow, 
secretary of the imperial treasury, 
companiea by the finance ministers of 
all the federal states, appeared before 
the committee and announced that the 
government was Irrevocably commit­
ted to the death duties.

unanimously passed by the internation­
al conference at Washington for the 
conservation of the natural resources 
of North America were presented to 
the government to-day by the Hon. S. 

The members of the conference 
found that the waste of the natural 
resources in Canada, the United States 
and Mexico was practically the same, 
and starting from this common basis 
unanimous agreement was reached as 
to the recommendations to present to 
the respective governments.

The active principle of the recom­
mendations Is that each country shall 
appoint a conservation commission, and 
shall make an Inventory of the re­
sources which remain to be conserved. 
This work will be begun promptly in 
each country.

as public utilities and protected from 
monopoly and waste; that extensive 
forest reservations should be created 
under the control of trained forestry 
officers, that the taxation of standing 
timber should be regulated so as to en­
courage reforestation, and that Irriga­
tion works should be under the govern­
ment rather than private control.

It was sixty miles along the longer 
side and forty miles on the shorter, and 
between its two icy headlands was a 
capacious bay forty miles across, in 
which the two ships became embayed, 
with the result that they were lost with 
all hand*.

After Mr. Van 
Cleave’s departure, Mr. Taft said that 
he fayored such a commission but did 
not favor its immediate appointment. 
He declared that he felt that t,he pres­
ent tariff schedules are onerous to bus­
iness, halting it with the force of a 
drag-brake, but he added that revision 
was all important first and then per­
haps a commission. Such a commis­
sion, if appointed now, he said, might 
block the plan of revision as now con­
templated. After tlie revision the com­
mission could gather data with the 
working of the new law and suggest 
amendments to it.

Mr. Scott told of the large amount 
of attention the fruit had attracted, 
and of the many gold medals that had 
been won.
Royal Horticultural Association they 
had staged 366 boxes of fruit which 
made a magnificent exhibit. They 
were shown in the boxes as packed.

He asked that in future if apples 
were sent, the packers should put cor­
rugated papers between each row and 
he also advocated packing in diagonal 
rows, as when this was done the fruit 
did not bruise. He complained of 
some of the boxes not being sufficient­
ly full, but on the whole the apples 
stood the journey well and arrived In 
good shape. Just before he left Eng­
land ho told Of opening four boxes of 
the fruit which were left, Kings, 
Gravensteins and Spitzbergs, which 
were almost as good as they were 
when packed.

Continuing, Mr. Scott said they had 
exhibited the fruit at 20 different 
places, and distributed six tong of lit­
erature. They were aided in their ad­
vertising by a cinematograph machine 
which showed the picking, packing and 
shipping of the fruit. One of the best 
films, and one that attracted great 
attention, was th^ parade of live stock 
at the Victoria fair.

After Mr. Palmer left, he (the speak­
er) lectured at eight different places, 
and he found great Interest taken in 
British Columbia.

The precautions taken by the au­
thorities were successful in preventing 
any demonstrations early in the month 
on the first anniversary of the assas­
sination of King Carlos and the Crown 
Prince, but the population took ad­
vantage of the carnival time to in­
dulge in the manifestations they 
wanted to hold three weeks ago.

The assassinations of February 1, 
1808, were repeatedly re-enacted at 
various points throughout Lisbon by 
persons made up to represent the late 
King Carlos and the Crown Prince, 
Queen Amelie, Prince Manuel and the 
regicides Costa and Buissa as they 
were attired on the day of the trag­
edy, while other groups carrying cof­
fins containing skeletons to represent 
King Carlos and the Crbwn Prince 
gave representations 
procession to an accompaniment of 
blasphemous songs.

The police were completely taken by 
surprise, and when they tried to stop 
the scandalous proceedings^ the lower 
classes sided with the masqueraders 
and received them with volleys of 
stones. Women aided the rioters by 
throwing missiles from windows. The 
police finally had to make free use of 
their revolvers 
charged right and left and a panic 
followed. The situation was such that 
the police could not control it, and 
the troops had to be summoned, 
streets finally were cleared by the mil­
itary, who made arrests by the whole­
sale.

my Berlin, Feb. 27.—The situation be­
tween Austria-Hungary and Servis Is 
viewed much more hopefully at the 
Foreign Office this morning.

&Increasing interest is being taken in 
the city in the Victoria and Barkley 
Sound railway, a charter for which has 
just been obtained from the local gov­
ernment. This road is primarily de­
signed to open up a section of the 
coast, which notwithstanding its prox­
imity to Victoria, has hitherto been 
almost undeveloped, beyond a fifteen- 
mile raidus.

The territory which the new road 
will tap includes the districts of Ren­
frew, Barkley, Otter, Sooke, Metcho- 
sin, and Esquimau. All of these dis­
tricts front the sea, lying along the 
Straits of Juan de Fuca, which is rapid­
ly becoming a crowded marine thor­
oughfare, plowed by the keels of ships 
from every corner of the Seven Seas.

In spite of its access to the water, the 
districts mentioned have been unable 
to take much advantage of it, because 
there is but one harbor worth mention­
ing between Esquimau and Barkley 
Sound, that of San Juan. This harbor 
has been utilized to a limited degree by 
lumber concerns, but an enormous 
handicap on the development of the 
timber areas has lain in the difficulty 
of floating booms of logs out of this 
port. Only a week ago the Cameron 
Lumber Company, which has heavy 
limits there, and which has a railway 
running into its limits, lost a boom of 
a million feet of timber in heavy wea­
ther off the mouth of San Juan.

IMP Montreal, Feb. 25.—W. H. Aldridge, 
manager, of the Trail smelter, which is 
owned by the Canadian Pacific rail­
way, who is here in conference with 
Sir Thomas Shaughnessy, regarding 
the company’s mineral and smelting 
properties in the West.- announces that 
the company has just made a long con­
tract for the whole of the Le Roi No. 2 
output at Rossland, something like 100 
tons of ore per day, for treatment at 
the smelter. As this mine ships the 
highest grade ore in the Rossland 
camp and has paid dividends for a 
long period regularly, It is felt that 
a gcod stroke of business has been 
done.

“The company is now treating 40,000 
tons of ore per month at the Trail 
smelter,” Mr. Aldridge says, “and the 
gross value of the monthly output is 
over $400,000, $4,800,000 worth per an­
num of which 40 per cent, is gold, 22 
per cent, silver and lead each, and 16 
per cent, copper. The ores are being 
supplied largely from the company’s 
properties, which are located in the 
Boundary, Rossland, East Kootenay 
and Slocan districts. The company also 
occasionally purchases copper ores from 
Idaho.” '

So far as the general condition of the 
mining industry in the Canadian west 
is concerned Mr. Aldridge says that 
notwithstanding the present low price 
of copper, lead and silver, the output 
of ‘the mines continues large and the 
general result under the circumstances 
is fairly satisfactory. The coal mines 
in British Columbia and Alberta are 
working at their full capacity, and 
everything Indicates that the 
sumption will continue large.

The C.P.R. which began the develop­
ment of its own coal ares not long ago 
has now a large installation including 
steel tipple and coke ovens at Hosmer 
and are increasing their output from 
the property slowly.

Most gratifying results are being ob­
tained from the new method that has 
been adopted at the Bankhead mine in 
Alberta, where hard coal dust which 
formerly went to waste is being turn­
ed into an exceedingly profitable out­
put. The consumption of soft coal dust 
for steam purposes has long been a 
practical proposition, but hard

A conference between representatives 
of fruit growers and boards of trade, 
the department of agriculture and the 
officials of the C. P. R., was commenced 
this morning in the offices of the agri­
cultural department, for the purposes 
of having the growers express their 
wishes in regard to freight rates and 
transportation, and of allowing the 
growers to hear the C. P. R. officials 
on their side of the case. There were 
present lion. R. G. Tatlow, minister of 
agriculture, in the chair; R. M. Palmer, 
deputy minister, who acted as secre­
tary; F. W. Peters and J. H. Lanhigan, 
of the C. P. R., and W. F. Stout, of the 
Dominion Express Company. The fol­
lowing accredited delegates were pres­
ent, besides a number of interested 
parties from various parts of the pro­
vince: M. Megan, Vernon Board of 
Trade; T. W. McKenzie, Hammond 
Fruit drawers’ Association; W. A. Pit­
cairn, Kelowna Board of Trade; J. S.

Exceptional advantages had 
been given British Columbia fruit on 
the overseas steamers by the com­
pany and its assistance in the ad­
vancement of the horticulture indus­
try of the province must receive the 
accord of all growers and others in­
terested.

He then called on Mr. Peters, who 
said he and Mr. Marpole had been ap­
proached by the parties in British 
Columbia who are interested in the 
fruit growing industry. Mr. Lannigan 
had many interviews with parties who 
asked for certain alterations in rates. 
They had all been asked to attend 
several meetings on the matter in 
various parts of the province. Then 
the second vice-president and the 
president had been approached on the 
matter when here last.

"The C. P. R. did not take the po­
sition that it was perfect,” said Mr. 
Peters. “We have been trying to get 
the rates on a fair and equitable ba­
sis, and the same with the service. 
There may be weak spots in our sys­
tem, and if there are we want to 
know them. If the other conditions 
are in order in regard to marketing 
you will find the C. P. R. will not be 
behindhand. Mr. Stout, of the Do­
minion ‘Express company, is here and 
will doubtless be heard on these mat­
ters, and Mr. Lannigan will speak 
later for the C. P. R. on freight rates. 
Anyone with good and reasonable 
grounds for complaint who will put 
them forward will be heard and the 
traffic officers will go as far as they 
can, as business men, to assist them. 
We cannot afford to retard the devel­
opment and growth of the fruit indus­
try of the province in any way at all.’’

Mr. Lannigan said there was but 
little to add, as Mr. Peters had cov­
ered the field. He had felt in the 
calling of the meeting that it should 
be a conference as the interests of all 
the parties were mutual. The freight 
rates he said are of great importance 
to the growers and to the C. P. R„ 
and if anything is wrong with the 
rates the convention should benefit by 
examining them. He had requests 
from various districts, some of which 
had been able to agree, while others 
had not, so that the idea to bring 
all together was carried out in order 
to look for an equitable basis that can 
be agreed on between- the company 
and the growers interested.

It is fashionable in these latter days 
to contemn the spirit of militarism. 
But, after all, is not militarism, prop­
erly differentiated from mere jingoism, 
an outward and reasonable manifesta­
tion of the spirit of patriotism? The 
British Empire to-day is a structure 
which, unquestionably, can only be 
maintained ~by a cultivation of a prop­
er spirit of patriotism, whatever the 
advocates of peace at any price may 
think of the foundation upon which 
the original edifice was reared. The 
Chinese Empire, on the other hand, 
may be taken as an example of the ul­
timate condition of any people lacking 
what may reasonably be regarded as 
a spirit of proper pride in the history 
and traditions of the race which be­
gat it.

The standard of the railway con­
structed was set forth and was to be 
agreeable to the other party to the 
contract. No one else had anything to 
say in the matter except the parties 
concerned. In 1886 an acceptance of 
the railway by the Dominion as being 
constructed According to agreement 
was formally given. The company 
then deposited security for the im­
proving of the nine miles about Mount 
Stephen. The line was constructed 
according to contract. He argued that 
nothing was said in the agreement 
that the grades were to be equal to 
those of the Union Pacific. The Union 
Pacific was to be the standard as to 
quality and character. Grade was 
not of the essence of quality or char­
acter. The company was not com­
pelled to go by the Yellow Head Pass.

The provision that the rates should 
be reducible when 10 per cent was 
earned on the capital was not put in 
for the benefit of the railway com­
pany. The general act provided for 
the rates being reduced when 15 per 
cent was reached. The government 
said that the C. P. R.’s should be re­
duced when 10 per cent was reached.

The tolls were to be brought under 
any special rule. There was no dif­
ference between the C. P. R. and any 
other railway. The same tolls were to 
be charged different persons under the 
same conditions and the same circum­
stances. The conditions in British Co­
lumbia were different to some other 
provinces.

It became, therefore, a question of 
law. British Columbia seemed to have 
given a bonus in land for the purpose 
of having the railway. This land did 
not come to the railway company. All 
that was stipulated was that a rail­
way was to be constructed. Under the 
terms of union if what was to be given 
was not as given, the remedy lay 
against the Dominion and not against 
the C. P. R.

On the point that 4 cents a mile was 
paid in British Columbia, he pointed 
out that this excluded through tickets 
from the other provinces. Local re­
ductions were made also, so that only 
a small part paid this 4 cent rate. But 
75 per cent of the passengers were not 
local ones. The population of Britisn 
Columbia was sparse along the main­
line of the railway in the province.

A decision was not given, the com­
mission reserving the case for further 
consideration.

was appointed. Mr. Harris had pro­
ceeded with the work and made a 
number of awards when an order was 
made by Mr. Justice Martin prohibit­
ing his proceeding farther with it. Al­
ready thirty-two cases had been settled 
and only two or three remained to be 
dealt with. He quoted from the act 
to show that the money should be 
raised from all those included in the 
Ralph map and not from the whole 
city.

Thornton Fell, being called upon by 
the court, said that the chief reasons 
given in applying for the order were 
that ttie charges should have been 
against the whole city and that the 
by-law under which the action was 
taken was bad.

Their lordships did not think the by­
law was bad, but that there was an 
inapt mode of expression which had 
no bearing on the validity of the act.

Continuing Mr. Fell said there was 
another objection in the form of a 
typographical error, but it was not 
considered by their lordships to be of 
any importance.

Mr. Fell setid that the defendants in 
this appeal had taken part in the arbi­
tration proceedings and had not 
brought up this case until recently.

Mr. Justice Morrison said that if 
there was a complete map known as 
the Victoria city official map he would 
think the legislature intended that the 
assessments were to he collected from 
the whole city, crazy as it may appear.

In delivering judgment the chief Jus­
tice said it was to be regretted that 
the learned judge who had tried the 
case had not submitted his reasons in 
writing. It was plain that the official 
map referred to was the Ralph map. 
which was the one made officially by 
an act of the legislature, which also 
created an arbitration court for the 
settlement of such disputes. He 
thought it was the duty of the court 
to uphold this arbitration court. The 
assessment referred to must mean the 
assessment of the property in Victoria 
West. He further held that the lan­
guage of the act which, it was said, 
limited the submission, was inapt on 
which to base an objection, but that 
it was his opinion it referred to the 
manner in which the mopey for paying 
the awards should be raised.

Owing 
to the extreme dryness of the summer 
season the spark arresters provided for 
under the Dominion act, fires were not 
prevented.

This application was held over.
Old Esquimalt Road Crossing.

In the matter of opening up the 
crossing at the old Esquimalt road, a 
request made by the city, W. J. Tay­
lor, K. C., wished to know if any evi­
dence was desired, or whether the 
commission having viewed the place, 
were satisfied to make 
without the examination of witnesses.

The chairman, Hon. J. P. Mabee, 
said they did not require any evidence.

J. E. McMillan said that at the time 
the railway was constructed the gov­
ernment was building a new high road.

Mr. Taylor said that at the time re­
ferred to that' portion of the city was 
not within the municipality and no 
consent was obtained to close it.

This is still In good con­
dition, and a committee of three will 
be appointed at the next council meet­
ing to journey to Portland to examine 
the work done there and find out how 
the people like it. According to the 
figures put before the committee there 
would be a saving of over a dollar % 
yard by using the bitulithic pavement, 
and as the city will be laying 40,000 
yards during the year, it would mein 
a saving over block pavement of $40,- 
000, and in addition to that, if the re­
presentations are correct, it would 
make a better and more lasting pave­
ment.

A communication was read from the 
residents on Yates street, between 
Douglas and Blanchard, asking that 
the section be paved with vitrified 
brick, or any pavement other than 
blocks which the council might see fit. 
It was suggested that this would be a 
suitable street on which to lay the 
bitulithic pavement. A notice will be 
posted of the Intention to introduce a 
by-law to provide for the paving of 
this street, but the kind, of pavement 
will be omitted until a decision has 
been arrived at as to the pavement to 
be used.

Thompson, in his report upon the past 
year’s work, spoke briefly of what had 
been attempted and accomplished dur­
ing his term of office.

The retiring secretary, A. J. Plneo, 
spoke of the increased interest being 
taken in the league work. He reported 
a membership of sixty-two, represent­
ing twenty-eight churches, young peo­
ple's, temperance and other societies.

“Resolved that this Citizens’ League 
strongly protests against the proposed 
amendment to the Dentistry Act, which 
is to limit the powers of the college of 
dentistry sq that the college shall be 
able to inflict no severer punishment in 
case of a first offence than suspension 
for six months, and to make this limi­
tation retroactive.

Few realize the won­
derful possibilities of our northern nav­
igable waters. Where the Mackenzie 
leaves the Great Slave lake it has a 
width of fourteen miles, and at its 
delta there is a width of fifty miles.

Civil Service Salaries.
For the expenses of civil govern­

ment here and at the sixteen agencies 
throughout the province, a vote of 
$367,440 was taken, in thirty-three sep­
arate items, on which there was little 
or no discussion. The vote for this 
purpose in 1907-8 was $294,420 and for 
the nine months of the fiscal year now 
approaching its close it was $249,960, 
or at the rate of $333,280 a year. Iri 
addition to the sum voted to-day there 
was a lump sum of $25.000 voted yester­
day to cover salary increases which 
will be made when the civil service 
is regraded. In the supplementaries 
there was some $3,000 voted In in­
creases of salary dating from April 1st 
last, the beginning of the present fiscal 
year.

The salary vote for the administra­
tion of justice was $163,848, made up as 
follows: Officials of supreme and 
courty courts, $29,648; provincial poliçe. 
$85,600; stipendiary magistrates, $3,700; 
industrial school staff, $6,640; staff of 
Victoria Jail, $7,512; New Westminster 
jail, $8,448; Nelson jail, $5,700; Kam­
loops jail, $5,760; inspection under the 
Factories Act, $1,620.

This completed the voting of the main 
estimates for the fiscal year, which be­
gins on April 1st next, and ends on 
March 1st, 1910, the total being $5,- 
615.798, voted in two afternoon sittings 
of the House.

Supplementary estimates for the cur­
rent year, 1908-9, to the total of $1,030,- 
638.55, were taken up and went through 
merrily till the public works votes were 
reached. The items passed included 
$91,047.61 for the redemption of the dyk­
ing debentures mentioned in the budget 
speech, $21,430 for civil service salaries. 
$41,500 for administration of justice, 
$26,880 for hospitals and charities, and 
$10,750 for education.

Books of 
licensee are allowed to lie in the hands 
of New Westminster fish-dealers and 
cannery managers along the river, who 
issue licenses to all and sundry.

Another matter which Mr. Oliver 
brought to the notice of the House was 
that at the rate the government is ask­
ing money for surveys at Prince Ru­
pert the clearing and survey of that 
townsite would appear to be costing 
the inconceivable sum of $320,000. This 
item was allowed to stand over for fur­
ther information and discussion.

Matters of which mention was made 
in which Victoria citizens are directly 
interested were the centralizing of the 
several provincial exhibits, the provid­
ing of more suitable accommodation for 
the legislative library and the desira­
bility of removing the unsightly fence 
around the government house grounds.

660, the separate Items being: Per cap­
ita grants, $537,980; free text book 
branch, $33,440; Inspection of schools,

"Well, I have positive assurance that 
the books you get from Morang are 
made in the States and in scab shops,” 
Mr. Oliver said.

C. W. Munro (Chillwack), asked if 
the government intended to establish 
a school for the deaf and dumb and 
blind. The expenditure seemed to be 
largely for transportation.

Hon. Dr. Young replied in the nega­
tive and said there was really little for 
transport. There were some children 
at the Mackay Institute for the Deaf 
and Dumb and Blind in Montreal, one 
in California, one in Halifax and ten 
in Winnipeg.

The vote for transport was $37,000, 
$2,000 for charges on remittance and 
$35,000 for travelling expenses of offi­
cers on duty. For commissions, courts 
of appeal, travelling expenses and mis­
cellaneous expenditure in connection 
with the collection of revenue there 
was voted a lump sum of $40,000.

The total vote for public works was 
$2,831,100, made up as follows: Roads, 
streets, bridges and wharves in the 
various constituencies, $1,482,585; works 
and buildings, $666,475; surveys and im­
provement of lands, $560,000; govern­
ment house, $5,600; subsidies to steam­
boats, ferries and bridges, $16,440; con­
tingencies, $100,000. There is $3,000 In 
for repairs to the parliament buildings 
and $7,000 for the improvement of the 
grounds. For the construction, repair 
and furnishing of schools in unorgan­
ized districts there is a vote of $126,760.

.L BANQUET. Nelson, Feb. 25.—The new Methodist 
church, built by TV G. Gillett, con­
tractor, has just been completed in this 
city and will be formally opefted with 
appropriate services on Sunday, March 
7th. From the ground to the roof no 
detail has been neglected that would 
tend toward increasing the convenience 
or suitability of the building for 
church purposes, while the plans pre­
pared by Thomas Hooper of Victoria, 
secured the very best results so far as 
outside appearance is concerned, from 
the native marble of which the build­
ing is constructed. The interior is in 
keeping with the handsome exterior. 
The design of the auditorium com­
bines a certain massiveness with ele­
gance, while the lighting arrangement 
and the finish have been given the 
proper church effect. Along one end of 
the auditorium runs a balcony, placed 
in such a way as to add to rather than 
to detract from the beauty of the place. 
One of the features of the auditorium 
is the panelled walls which are finish­
ed in Kootenay cedar, as is the build­
ing throughout. Off the auditorium is 
the Sunday school roopn which can be 
opened into the church proper, great­
ly increasing the seating capacity. This 
Sunday school room also has a balcony. 
On this floor also is the pastor’s study. 
The basement is occupied by the Young 
People’s room, the primary room and 
rooms for a young men’s parlor and a 
gymnasium, kitchen and furnace room. 
The estimated cost of the building was 
$30,000 and the contract has been kept 
well within the figure. The building is 
80 x 72 feet in size, with a wall 33 feet 
high, surmounted by a shingle roof, 
painted black.

One thing in connection with the 
construction of the church in which 
those who have had charge of the work 
take special pride is the fact that the 
material used In it is of local produc­
tion, and that every order that was 
possible has been placed with local 
agents or contractors. Mr. Gillett se­
cured the contract and has furnished 
the marble from his own quarry at 
Kaslo, while the granite came from 
the quarry at Beasley and the lumber 
and shingles was from Kootenay mills.

Mr. McLean explained that the line 
was built on the lands of the Welling­
ton Colliery Company.

“How did they get permission to 
cross the E. & N. line ?" asked the 
clmirman.

Mr. McLean explained that there was 
a very close connection between the 
E. & N. and the Wellington Colliery 
Company at the time the line was 
built, Mr. Dunsmuir owning both.

The 
location of the bridge will be partly 
over each line at the point of inter­
section. The Wellington Colliery Com­
pany would demand the more benefit. 
The expense should be paid one-half 
by the Wellington company, one-quar­
ter by the E. & N., and one-quarter 
by the government. In case of dis­
pute it may be referred to an en­
gineer.

An application on behalf of Mr. Car­
ter, of Courtenay, being called no one 
appeared for the applicant. It was ac­
cordingly dismissed.

When the application on behalf of 
the province for a reduction in rates 
was reached, A. P. Luxton, K. C., who 
appeared for the province, suggested 
that it might stand over unless the 
commission intended to sit in the af­
ternoon.

Call for Prosecution of Culprit 
and Resignation of Mr.

The Vancouver Province says: Van­
couver Liberals and the Hon. Mr. Tem- 
pleman are resolved not to allow to 
drop the matter of the forged Colonist 
telegram from Leader Borden, publish­
ed on the eve of the last federal elec­
tion at Victoria.

Wednesday Hon. William Temple- 
man, minister of inland revenue, who 
arrived from Victoria en route to Ot­
tawa, declared he was unable to de­
cide whether the man who forged the 
telegram or Bishop Perrin who absolv­
ed the Colonist after hearing the forg­
er’s confession, was the greater of­
fender.

Tuesday night the Vancouver Young 
Liberals’ Association unanimously re­
solved that the provincial attorney- 
general’s department was to blame for 
not prosecuting the parties concerned 
in the forgery, and it was demanded 
that an investigation of the affair and 
the prosecution of the guilty should 
take place immediately.

Mr. G. H. Barnard, M. P., elected in 
Victoria, was condemned by this 
iution for taking his seat in parlia­
ment after such an occurrence as that 
of the forged telegram published in 
his constituency, on the eve-of elec­
tion. His resignation was demanded 
at the earliest possible moment.

“It is difficult to tell which is the 
greater offender, 
forged Hon. R. L. Borden's telegram 
to the Victoria Colonist during the 
late Dominion election campaign, or 
Bishop Perrin of Victoria, who is said 
to have received the alleged confes­
sion,” said Mr. Templeman.

H. F. W. Behnsen said he considered 
tho Island was the timber storehouse 
of the world for the future.

There could be no 
question of the need for trails. The 
people of Metchosin and Colwood had a 
small request to make.

TRAILS TO OPEN 
UP THE ISLAND

GOVERNMENT WILL
ACCEDE TO REQUEST

Vancouver Island Development 
League Deputation Pre­

sents Strong Case.

“I think I can promise you that your 
representation» have not been made 
in vain and that there will be no dif­
ficulty in giving the Vancouver Island 
portion of the province a proper pro­
portion of the money at our disposal 
for roads and trails. I am heartily in 
accord with the work of the Vancou­
ver Island Development League.”

This was Premier McBride’s answer 
to a deputation of gentlemen from that 
body who waited on the government 
on Saturday in the executive cham­
ber, to ask that the government build 
some two hundred miles of trails on 
the island with the object of making 
it possible for prospectors to'go in and 
look for minerals, and to enabfe a 
more accurate knowledge to be ob­
tained of the immense resources it is 
known to possess. In the deputation 
were Col. E. G. Prior, president of the 
league; Simon Leiser, president of the 
board of trade; H. B. Thomson, M. P. 
P. ; H. C. Brewster, ' M. P. P. ; Fred 
Davey, M. P. P.; H. F. W. Behnsen, 
M. P. P.; W. J. Sutton, F. R. G. S.; 
J. J. Shallcross, D. R. Ker, Capt. 
Gosse, Colwood ; Hy C. Helgesen, Met­
chosin; John Nelson, L. A. Genge and 
C. H. Lugrin.

The deputation was received by Pre­
mier McBride, Hon. Thomas Taylor, 
minister of public works; Hon. F. J. 
Fulton, commissioner of lands, and 
Hon. Dr. Young, provincial secretary.

Col. Prior was the first speaker and 
dwelt on the unanimity with which the 
people of Vancouver Island had joined 
in the formation of the league. In the 
request which the deputation had to 
make the whole island was behind 
them. The first thing, it was felt, 
which was necessary was the construc­
tion of cheap trails to open up pres­
ent portions of the island inaccessible 
on account of the timber. Nothing ex­
pensive was asked; not wagon roads 
but trails over which a man could go 
in with a pack. These could be built 
at an average of $150 per mile and the 
trails being asked for aggregated about 
200 miles and would cost $30,000, a 
modest request when it was considered 
what an area it covered and the bene­
fit It would be. The clearing of land 
for agricultural purposes was also a 
matter which the league would like to 
see taken up.

Trails That Are Needed.
W. J. Sutton pointed out on a large 

map which the commissioner of lands 
had had prepared trails which were 
asked for. The first was from the 
mouth of Campbell river up to Camp­
bell lake and over Crown mountain. 
Running from this there should be a 
trail from Camosun lake to the head 
of Clayoquot Sound, and another from 
the head of Nootka Sound. Connect­
ing with Buttle’s lake by way of 
the upper Campbell lake, a trail would 
open up a rich mineral country. An­
other valuable trail would be from 
Sproat lake, through by Sutton Pass, 
connecting the head of Taylor river 
with the upper reaches of Elk river, 
opening an excellent mineral region. 
He also suggested trails from Nanai­
mo lakes connecting *with Cowichan 
Lake trail, from Cowichan lake in, 
and from San Juan In, going up the 
Robertson river to where a rough trail 
led to a copper prospect.

Conditions on the island, especially 
on the west coast, werp very different 
to those on the mainland, Mr. Sutton 
pointed out. The undergrowth was so 
dense that a mile a day was making 
good progress. The geology of Van­
couver island showed that conditions 
In the far past had been exceptionally 
favorable to mineral production and 
deposits were foqnd all through the isl­
and. Texada island was a miniature 
Vancouver island in this respect. The 
island had a three-fold wealth—coal 
and other minerals underground, tim­
ber on the surface and, when the tim­
ber was removed, a splendid agricul­
ture country. The timber was almost 
at the water's edge at every part of 
the island. But although the island 
had been settled for half a century 
very little was known of its wealth. 
A new era was now dawning for it and 
he felt the government would not turn 
a deaf ear to the request being made 
to' them.

Nanaimo Suggestions.
'Col. Prior read a memorial from the 

Nanaimo committee, signed by H. 
Shepherd, Ezra Cook, Robert Gillard, 
J. R. McKenzie, Stnith Moore and A. 
Cowie, submitting the following recom­
mendations: That the old government 
trail from the north end of Cowichan 
lake to Alberni road, about thirty 
miles, be opened for vehicular traffic; 
that a road be constructed from Na­
naimo waterworks dam for eight or 
nine miles along the north side of the 
south fork of Nanaimo river to tap a 
mineral area where much development 
has been done, and capable of exten­
sion past Mount Battle to connect with 
the Cowichan-Alberni road; that a 
trail be constructed from the end of 
Errington road, thirteen miles south­
westerly, to tap a section on Mount 
Arrowsmith, on which several valuable 
claims are located ; that the road on 
the south shore of Nanaimo lake and 
the trail along Green river be repair­
ed; that an expert on mineralogy be 
sent to examine these locations and re­
port; that an endeavor be made to get 
better terms from the E. & N. for en­
couragement of prospecting in the rail­
way belt.

Views of the People.
H. B. Thomson said every one of the 

Island members thoroughly endorsed 
the request made by the deputation. 
The people of the Island were alive to 
their opportunities.

COMMISSION 
VIEWS CROSSING

SEVERAL APPLICATIONS
DISPOSED OF TO-DAY

Commissioners Mabee and Mc­
Lean Handle Business 

With Expedition.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)
The railway commission for the Do­

minion held its first sitting here this 
morning in the Assize court. After dis­
posing of a large number of applica­
tions an adjournment was taken at 
lunch time until Monday at 10 o’clock. 
The application on behalf of lower 
freight and passenger rates on the C. 
P. R. within British Columbia was 
laid over until Monday, as the argu­
ments promised to be rather too long 
to open to-day when its turn in the list 
was reached. The city’s application for 
the reopening of the crossing on the 
old Esquimalt road was also laid over 
until Monday, as J. E. McMullen, the 
C. P. R. solicitor, wished to visit the 
spot. At file suggestion of the city so­
licitor the members of the commission 
will also visit the spot at 3 o’clock this 
afternoon.

The commission, which consists of 
Hon. J. P. Mabee, the chairman, and 
S. J. McLean, manifested their ability 
for disposing of business this morning. 
Starting at 10 o’clock they disposed of 
a considerable number of applications 
before rising at lunch time. R. Rich- 
prdson, secretary; H. A. Drury,1" of 
Winnipeg, expert engineer; James 
Hardwell, traffic expert, and the offi­
cial stenographers, made up the assist­
ing staff.

On opening a complaint was received 
from James Norcross asking for an 
automatic signal at an alleged danger­
ous crossing near Cowichan. A decision 
was held over.

An application of the Pacific Coast 
Coal Co., Ltd., and South Wellington 
Coal Mines, Limited, for authority to 
lay a wooden box containing an air and 
steam pipe under the tracks of the E. 
& N. Ry. Co., near South Wellington, 
was granted.

Railroad Crossings.
On an applications of the chief com­

missioner of lands and works directing 
the Nicola, Kamloops & Slmilkameen 
Coal & Railway Company to improve 
its crossings and to remove dangerous 
conditions where the highway 
alongside the railway, the deputy 
attorney-general, D. McLean, appear­
ed. He asked that at one point the 
highway should be diverted by the 
company providing for a road which 
would pass over an elevation of 400 to 
500 feet. The railway company had 
taken the original highway, and the 
road now ran. between the railway and 
the. river. A resident feared allowing 
his children to drive along theiy to 
school. 1

On behalf of the railway company, 
Mr. McMullen put A. J. Gambie in the 
box, who testified that improvements 
had been made; that a fence might 
aid the work; that only one white set­
tler was served, and that the road pro­
posed would not be used. He did not 
think there was great danger. The cost 
of the road he thought would be far 
more than $600, as estimated by the 
government.

Mr. Gamble said the government did 
not now retain the section man ort the 
road to keep it in shape as formerly/ 
which he thought was one of the 
causes of trouble.

.Another point on the road was in­
terfered with, Mr. McLean pointed 
out. In this case the company took the 
outside of the road and pushed the 
highway in against the face of the 
cliff. After rains, rocks and gravel was 
washed upon the road. He wanted the 
company to look after that also. Mr. 
McLean wanted a curb work put in.

The chairman asked by what right 
the company had gone upon this high­
way and taken the road. Was permis­
sion obtained?

Mr. McMullen did not think permis­
sion had been given originally.

Ruling of Commission.
The chairman in ruling on the point 

said that for a great many years this 
had been a highway under the pro­
vince. The fee would be in the crown. 
When a railway intended to locate a 
line plans were filed with the local 
municipality, and in British Columbia 
with the representative of the crown. 
The power was then given to expro­
priate. None of these steps seemed to 
have been taken in this case. How­
ever, the line was located without 
steps being taken to ensure the public 
safety. He ordered that the railway 
line be Improved and put in safe con­
dition. All diversions and encroach­
ments between Spences Bridge and 
Nicola, and particularly those mention­
ed in the application, should be made 
as directed by the chief engineer of 
public works. The engineer he felt 
would not be unreasonable. If tile de­
mands were unreasonable the matter 
could be brought before the board and 
the engineer would dispose of it.

In the matter of streets in Hastings 
townsite for suitable crossings, A. H. 
McNeill, representing the V. V. & Y., 
said the work would be done as re­
quired. The order was made accord­
ingly, one crossing to be overhead.

Company Not Represented.
An application was made by the 

province for an overhead crossing at 
Ladysmith, over the Wellington Col­
liery Company’s line and the E. & N. 
where they Joined. It was explained 
that the province was now building a 
new roadway between Ladysmith and 
Nanaimo which would become the 
main trunk road. If this overhead 
crossing were allowed there would be 
no flat crossing in the whole distance 
cf 18 miles, while at present the road 
crossed the Wellington Colliery Com­
pany’s line twice and the E. J N. once. 
The cost of the crossing was put at 
about $1,000.

Mr. McMullen objected, urging that the 
E. & N. should not pay a part as the 
proposed work would not alter . mat­
ters for them much.

As no one appeared for the Welling­
ton Colliery Company, the chairman

CASTRO SETS HIMSELF
RIGHT WITH PUBLIC

Repudiates Statement That He 
Conspired to Assassinate 

President Gomez.

Dresden, Feb. 27.—Ctpriano Castro, 
at one time president of Venezuela, 
to-day authorized the publication of a 
declaration of his innocence that he 
had conspired to bring about the as­
sassination of Juan Vicento Gomez, 
the present president of the republic.

“The only charge that has been 
raised against me,” Senor Castro says 
in a written • statement, “is 
tried to instigate the murder of Gomez. 
It is Incredible that after having 
shown my interest in him in so many 
ways I should try to cause him to be 
murdered. It Gomez had given me 
occasion to suspect him I would have 
given orders regarding him before my 
departure from Venezuela and I would 
not have been so stupid as to send 
such an order by cable.

“I arrived in Berlin on December 
14th, and when I later heard of the 
occurrence in Venezuela through the 
press and cipher dispatches from the 
then foreign minister of Venezlela, 
Jose De Jesus Paul, I answered Senor 
Paul in cipher through the Venezuelan 
legation in Berlin, transmitting to him 
orders regarding the situation with 
Holland. The originals of these mes­
sages must be in the central telegraph 
office in Berlin *nd copies in the for­
eign officer in Caracas, where they 
were received.

“I declare once for all that I sent no 
other dispatches in cipher. Who ever 
knows me knows also that I am inca­
pable of such disgraceful cowardice.

“I give this declaration in the in­
terest of truth to the press and . to 
foreign countries in ordetrr to set , at 
rest, in places where I am not known, 
all doubts and suspicions regarding 
my behavior.

“This I do also in the knowledge 
that the shameless individual who in­
stigated this conspiracy against me 
will have to proceed to the utmost 
tremes in order to Justify himself, for 
he is aware that as soon as the mat­
ter is understood the Venezuelan peo­
ple will not tolerate such perfldity.

“I know that sooner or later the 
truth must come forth and that God 
will do me justice. I seek nothing 
further.”

TO ENGLISH PEERAGE

Son of Spanish Dancer Seeking 
Sackville Title and 

Estates.

Paris, Feb. 27.—Over one hundred 
witnesses have been summoned to ap­
pear in the case of Ernest Henri Jean 
Baptiste West, claimant to the Sack­
ville peerage and estates, against Li­
onel Edward Sackville West, his neph­
ew, to whom the estates have passed, 
which comes up for trial on Monday. 
Ernest is the son of the late Lord 
Sackville, and he was born at Arca- 
chon, in the Gironde, on June 24, 1869. 
His mother was Josephine Duran de 
Ortega, a Spanish dancer.

The case hinges upon the legitimacy 
of Ernest. No attempt will be made 
to deny that Lord Sackville lived with 
Josephine de Ortega as his wife and 
that formally legitimatized his children 
by her, but Lionel will contend that 
the dancer In 1871 contracted a mar­
riage with a Spaniard named Oliva, 
and that consequently Lord Sackville’e 
legal recognition of his children is nul­
lified. He will produce in court copies 
of the register of a church in Madrid 
purporting to show the marriage of 
Ernest’s mother to Oliva. These cop- 
eis were procured in 1900 and the 
claim is made that the register was 
tampered with in 1901. The outcome 
of the case hangs upon the validity 
of the marriage of 1871 and this the 
court will have to decide.

EVANGELIST ASSAULTED

WHILE IN PULPIT

Extraordinary Scene in Illinois 
Church—Preacher Grapples 

With Assailant.

Springfield, Ill., Feb. 27.—Evangelist 
W. A. (Billy) Sunday, a former base­
ball player, was ^horsewhipped last' 
night by a man at the Sunday taber­
nacle where, in the presence of 8,000 
persons, he was conducting a revival.

While the evengelist was leaning 
against,the pulpit during the singing of 
a hymn, his assailant, who said his 
name was Sherman Potts, sprang for­
ward with a buggy whip and struck 
Mr. Sunday several terrific blows.

The evangelist leaped from the plat­
form and knocked his powerful foe 
down. The audience was on the verge 
of a panic with women weeping and 
children screaming while Potts 
Sunday rolled and tumbled in the 
midst. The choirlster directed the choir 
and the audience to sing, and in a few 
moments calm was restored. Several 
men held Potts until the policeman 
rived.

No Explanation given.
A little later a more glaring case 

cropped up, where a supplementary 
vote of $140,000 was asked for surveys 
during the current fiscal year. The 
amount voted last session was $50,000.

“Surely the government must have 
had something before them, some facts 
or data on which to base an estimate 
that the sum required for surveys dur­
ing the year 1908-9 would be $50,000,” 
said Mr. Macdonald. They estimated 
that they wanted $50,000 for surveys 
during the fiscal year, but now they 
find that they needed $190,000. They 
come to us and ask the House to vote 
them the extra $150,000 without a word 
of explanation of the need for this 
large additional expenditure or of their 
incompetency in the preparation of es­
timates.”

There was no explanation forthcom­
ing and the vote was passed mechan­
ically.

Public Works Votes.
The public works supplementaries 

passed included $170,300 for works and 
buildings, $372,800 for roads, streets, 
bridges and wharves and $140,000 for 
surveys. Among the items were $20,500 
for the Vancouver Island trunk road, 
$1,600 for the road from Victoria to 
Campbell river and $500 for the road be­
tween Englishman’s Bay and Alberni. 
There were also lump sum votes addi­
tional of $4,000 for Alberni district, 
$6,000 for Esquimalt district, and $7,000 
for Newcastle district.

H. C. Brewster pointed out that the 
asking of a supplementary vote proved 
the justice of his contention last ses­
sion that $10,450 was not enough ftr 
the demands of Alberni district. This 
year when he appealed for more he was 
told Alberni had got all that was com­
ing to it, but presumably next year 
there would be a heavy supplementary 
vote to justify him again.

Mr. Hayward inquired whether the 
destruction of fruit without reference to 
the board of horticulture would con­
tinue this season if necessity arose. He 
did not believe in the fruit Inspectors 
having too broad powers in this regard.

The minister of agriculture replied 
that the board of horticulture would 
meet here on Tuesday or Wednesday 
next, when this question among others 
would be discussed.

Farmers Institutes.
The minister or agriculture secured a 

second reading for his bill to amend 
the Farmers’ Institute and Co-opera­
tion Act. The object is to place these 
institutions on the basis of limited 
liability companies, with the 
powers as joint stock companies, ex­
cept that their business must only be 
of a co-operative nature. Members of 
any association formed under the act 
shall not hold more than one-twentieth 
in par value of the nominal share capi­
tal, either directly, indirectly or in 
trust. Voting power is proposed at one 
vote for every share, but the minister 
said he was open to discussion on that 
point.

The commissioner of lands moved 
the second reading for a bill amending 
the Bush Fire Act. The object is to 
provide greater safeguards in the case 
of setting out of fires, extending the 
liability of owners to all cases, whe­
ther the fire has been set out by owner 
or occupier or by his agent, servant or 
contractor. It also requires the 
curing of a permit to set out a fire for 
clearing land from fire warden or his 
assistant, government agent, gold com­
missioner, timber inspector, forest 
ranger, mining recorder or provincial 
police.

Parker Williams moved the adjourn­
ment of the debate.

The second reading of the bill ex­
tending to the whole province the act 
making it necessary to manufacture 
lumber cut in British Columbia in the 
province was moved, and the debate 
was adjourned by J. A. Macdonald.

The annual meeting of the Central 

Farmers’ Institute of British Columbia 
which opened on Wednesday in the 
agricultural' department of the govern­
ment buildings closed on Thursday. At. 
the evening session a resolution asking 
the government to provide stumping 
outfits for clearing land was given a 
year's hoist, and another asking the 
government to investigate the affairs 
of the Central Fruit and Produce Ex­
change had been passed. Votes of 
thanks were passed and the delegates 
left, feeling that even if the legislation 
they asked for was not given them, 
they at anyrate understood many of 
the subjects discussed much better than 
when they first met.

The first resolution submitted at the 
meeting in the afternoon was one asking 
the government to grant a bonus of $1 
a box on all powder purchased by 
farmers for use in blasting stumps. 
This was eventually amended.

In discussing this Mr. Terry thought 
it very pettifogging to ask for a $1 
a box on powder. He said it was wast­
ing the time of the meeting to discuss 
the resolution.

Mr. Mattison said he thought, it the 
duty of the government to encourage 
the settling up of the country. When 
they came in they had the pick of the 
country, but now others were coming 
in and were clearing the timbered land. 
These people were an asset to the 
country.

Mr. Heatherbell said agricultural land 
was a better investment than a bank. 
He thought the government should 
help the new settlers.

Mr. Kerry, of Kamloops, was opposed 
to asking aid from the government on 
every pettifogging thing. Here, how­
ever, was something that would be a 
great advantage to the people as a 
whole. The government had been ask­
ed again and again but had done no­
thing yet to help in this matter of 
clearing land,

Mr. Gillespie moved an amendment 
that instead of asking jor $1 a box they 
ask the government to obtain a reduc­
tion In freight rates.

It was announced the government 
was already taking this up so this 
amendment was not put.

Mr. Cowley moved as an amendment 
that the government ' be asked to give 
$10,000 in bonuses and; that powder be 
sppplied at $4 a box: Titlg resolution 
failed to secure â 'seconde?.

Mr. Cowley, speaking to the motion, 
said it was curious that if any company 
asked for a bonus they got it, but when 
farmers asked for anything it was con­
sidered absurd.

Mr. Owens, Salmon Arm, said they 
had been notified that the C. P. R. was 
going to withdraw the privilege of 
cheap rates for powder in less than car 
load lots.

Mr. Rendall thought the matter of a 
bonus should be left out, but they might 
ask the government to help them in 
the matter of freight rates.

Mr. Dillworth said he had spoken on 
this subject before. He objected to $1 
a box. He thought they should ask 
the government to give them powder 
as cheaply as possible,

Mr. Cook, of Creston, was Instructed 
to support a motion of this kind, as 
powder with farmers in his section was 
very expensive. They were paying over 
$9 a box. The following amendment was 
then carried : ,

“That the government be asked to 
have the price of powder reduced to 
enable the farmers to clear vast areas 
of timber lands."

A motion asking the government to 
sink one or two experimental artesian 
wells for irrigation purposes was lost.

Co-operation.

(From Friday's Daily.)
The private bills committee of the 

legislature has refused to fecommend 
t , the House the ratification of the 
city’s rights to water anywhere with­
in 20 miles of the city, as granted in 
1873 and ratified again in 1881 and 
1892. As a protest against this action 
Mayor Hall has called a piiblic meet­
ing to be held in thè city hall on Mon­
day evening.

The supporters of the city bill feel 
that they have received little or no 
assistance in their efforts from 
members representing the city, and 
with the announcement that the com­
mittee will not pass a section ratify­
ing their rights, it has been decided 
by the mayor to call the meeting.

The section asked by the- city reads as 
follows:

“The powers, rights and privileges 
granted and conferred by chapter 20 
of 36 Victoria, being the ‘Corporation 

I of Victoria Water Works Act, 1873’ as 
amended by chapter 64 of the statutes 
of 1892, are hereby ratified and con­
firmed to the corporation of the city 
of Victoria; and it is hereby declared 
that such powers, rights and privi­
leges were and are in no way abro­
gated or diminished by the statute 
chapter 190 of 1897 (the Water Clauses 
Consolidation Act), or by any statute 

. amending the same, or by any general 
statute previous thereto repealed 
thereby.”

This morning, after the refusal of 
the committee h»d been received, a 
section was substituted which it was 
admitted gave little or nothing to the 
city, but which. was not objected to 
by A. P. Luxton, K. C,, representing 
the Esquimalt Water Works Company. 
It is as follows :

"It is hereby declared that ■ the 
powers, rights and privileges granted 
and conferred by chapter *20 of 36 Vic­
toria, being the ‘Corporation of Vic­
toria Water Works Act, 1873’ as 
amended by chapter 64 of the statutes 
of 1892, were and are ip no way abro­
gated or diminished by the. statute 
chapter 190 of 1897 (the Water Clauses 
Consolidation Act), or by any statute 
amending, altering, repealing or in 
substitution for the same, or by any 
general statute previous thereto 
pealed thereby.”

Ratification of 1892.
In -cdntitrat- with’: thë ’ aifftofr of “the 

committee it IS pointed - out that ' in 
1892 when the Esquimau company got 
an amending act the legislature rati­
fied Victoria’s rights in a peculiarly 
strong- way -by repealing and re-enact­
ing the section giving the city these 
powers. The section read as follows in 
the act as passed in 1892:

“Section 6 of the Corporation of Vic- 
toria Waterworks Act, 1873, is hereby 
repealed and In lieu thereof the follow­
ing section and Sub-section shall be en­
acted: i- '

“6. It shall and may be lawful for 
the said commissioner, his agents, 
vants and workmen appointed as 
aforesaid from time to time and at all 
such times hereafter as they shall see 
ft, and they are hereby authorized 
and empowered to enter into and upon 
the land of any person or persons poli­
tic or corporate in the-said city of Vic­
toria or within twenty miles of the said 
city and to. survey, set out, ascertain 
and appropriate with or without the 
consent of the owners or occupiers 
thereof, . such parts thereof as they 
may require fqr the purposes of thç 
said waterworks, and also to divert and 
appropriate any springs, streams, lakes 
or bodies of water which they1 shall 
judge proper, and to contract with the 
owners or occupiers of the said lands 
and those having any interest or right 
in the said water or waters for the 
purchase -.thereof or of any part there­
of or of any privilege that may be re­
quired for the purpose of the said com­
missioner, and for the right to take all 
timber, stone, gravel, sand and other 
materials from the same or adjacent 
lands for the use and construction of 
the said work.”

Then follow sub-sections setting 
forth the plan of procedure under 
arbitration.

Extra Grant for Equipment of 
Halls Recently 
Completed.

New Westminster, Feb. 25.—The al­
dermen at a committee meeting follow­
ing the regular session, after the coun­
cil passed the estimates of five of the 
committees, police, library, health, 
market and fire.

Where the cost of clearing could 
not be paid down it could be paid in 
instalments. A lien on the land might 
be given which would be all right 
even if the land was already mort­
gaged, as clearing the land would make 
it more valuable. If the government 
would take this up they would be 
doing an incalculable amount of good.
The government could borrow at 4 per 
cent and farmers would be wiling to 
pay 7 per cent. The land, he sonsld- 
ered, was the backbone of the coun­
try, and the progress of the country 
depended upon its being settled.

Mr. Heatherbell, in seconding the 
resolution, said they knew that every 
acre brought under cultivation was an 
asset to the province. It was imperish­
able, the backbone of the other indus­
tries.

Mr. Harris said if the work was un­
dertaken at all it would have to be 
done everywhere. It was practicable 
but very expensive, and he thought 
small farmers would rather do the 
work a little at a time.

Mr. Harris supported the scheme. He 
had some experience with bush farms.
Farmers were shy in going after sub­
sidies. Other industries were being 
subsidized and he thought this was 
worthy of the consideration of the gov­
ernment.

ENGLISH RUNNER LOWERS 

AMERICAN RECORDS
■

Italian Defeated by 2 3-4 Laps 
in Fifteen-mile 

Event.

Buffalo, N. Y., Feb. 26.—Leading his op­
ponent from the crack of the pistol to 
the finish, Alfred Shrubb, the English 
champion runner, easily defeated Pletri 
Dorando, the Italian, In a fifteen-mile 
race at the 74th regiment armory here last 
night.

The failure of Tom Longboat, the Cana­
dian Indian, to keep his engagement with 
Shrubb, was a keen disappointment to the 
Englishman. The fear that he might not v 
get a contest of any kind was removed 
when Pietri Dorando arrived ready for a 
race, and glad to get one with Shrubb, on 
any conditions.

He readily agreed to substitute for 
Longboat in a 15-mile contest. Shrubb 
was favorite at 10 to 7 in what little bet­
ting was apparent just before the race 
began. One wager was reported of $1,000 
to $800. The uncertainty as to the out­
come of the affair told on the attendance, 
which was less than one-half the num­
ber that saw Longboat defeat Pietri here 
some time ago.

The men *ere sent away to a good 
start at 9.11. There was a hot contest lh 
the first lap for leadership, the Italian 
leading to the tape by a yard, Shrubb 
sprinted in the second lap, passing Doran­
do and leading in the third lap by two 
yards. They maintained this position to 
the end of the first mile.

At the end of the second mile, Shrubb 
had gained an even lap. The time for 
the two miles was 10.05 4-5, which wae 
thirteen seconds faster than the time 
made in the Longboat-Shruhb race In 
New York. In the seventh mile, Shrubb, 
with two laps to the good, repeatedly „ 
tried to increase his lead, but Dorando 
hung close to his heels. The time for the 
seven miles was 37.58 3-5. The same dis­
tance in the race between Shrubb and 
Longboat was covered in 39.45. /

Shrubb won. Time 124.06 4-5.
Every American indoor record from the 

first to the fifteenth mite was smashed.
In the first mite Shrubb took a lead, 
which he gradually Increased to three 
laps In the tenth mile.

Dorando made several game efforts to 
regain the lost ground In the 12th and 
13th miles, but Shrubb never allowed him 
to get more than fifteen yards away 
from him. Shrubb’s lead at the finish 
was two and three-quarter laps.

Dorando completed the fifteen miles, 
finishing in a sprint that brought a storm 
of applause from the crowd.

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IREPUBLIC OF COLOMBIA 

AND TRIPARTITE TREATY

Begota, Colombia, Feb. 25.—Rafael 
Reyes, the president of Colombia, yes­
terday delivered a special message to 
the Colombia congress in reference to 
the tripartite treaty between the Unit­
ed States, Colombia and Panama, to 
settle the differences that arose, fol­
lowing the Independence of Panama 
and the creation of that republic of the 
canal zone.

Three and a Quarter Mil*

The late government secured 
for the purpose 1,184 acres of land, 
with 285 acres of foreshore. The prin­
cipal items in the proposal, as finally 
adopted, are:

A basin with an area of 52^4 acres 
and a depth of 38 feet 8 inches, giving 
a total wharfàge of 7,108 feet.

Entrance lock available for use as a 
dock 850 feet long, 110 feet wide, at ths 
entrance, and 36 feet over sill at ion- 
water of spring tides.

A straight river wharf 2,733 feet long 
with 36 feet depth at high water ot 
neap tides, and so constructed as to 
enable a depth of 36 feet at low water 
of spring tides to be dredged.

Dry dock, 750 feet long, 100 feet wide 
at entrance, and with 36 feet of water 
over the sill. This dock will be so 
built as to facilitate subdivision 
form, as required, two separate docks 
450 feet and 280 feet in length respec­
tively.

Boat slip, 280 feet long by 130 fe-i 
wide, half-roofed in.

Basin for submarines (and tempor­
arily for destroyers), 600 feet long by 
470 feet wide, with a depth of 15 feet 
at low water spring tides.

Floating dock, 250 feet long, for sub­
marines and destroyers.

Magazine for the storage of ammu­
nition.

Space for stacking coal is provide! 
on ground to the south of the 
trance lock.

Workshops, storehouses, and 
usual equipment of a base for naval 
repairs.

It is estimated that the works wiit 
take seven years to construct, but the 
contractor can earn 
completing them sooner.

CITY TO GET ROCK FROM 

LINEHAM-SC0TT QUARRY

Streets, Bridges and Sewers 
Committee iecides on 

That Move.

TO MOVE STATION.

It is reported that the life saving 
station and dock built on Waadah Isl­
and by the United States government 
is to be moved to the mainland and 
that the work is now being done in 
tha$ direction. After the station 
built on the island it was ascertained 
that the location was not suitable as 
during certain storms the life saving 
crew was unable to leave th» station 
to render assistance to vessels in dis­
tress.

At a meeting of the streets, bridges 
and sewers committee of the city coun­
cil, held . on Friday, it was decided to 
take rock from the quarry of the Line- 
ham-Scott Band & Gravel Company, 
tjie same to be delivered on the cars 
xçherever required at a cost of 60c a 
yard. The company also made-an offer 
to. deliver the roçk on the work at an 
extra . charge of 35 cents when Hot 
more than two blocks from the carline, 
40 cents when not more than four 
blocks from the line and up to six 
blocks from the lihe 50 cents. Arrange­
ments are being made by the company 
to have the B. C. Electric Company 
install a three-phase power circuit to 
Mount Tolmie in order to facilitate the 
work.

A good deal of discussion took place 
over the project, and it seemed to be 
the opinion of some of the aldermen 
that there was plenty of rock at Vic­
toria West. It was shown, however, 
that it would be impossible to instal 
the big crusher at any place there, as 
it was intended to leave in it the same 
position for years. The smaller crush­
ers would be used at different points 
in the city, clearing the rock from the 
streets. At Mount Tolmie, where there 
were no houses near, and there was a 
big face of rock, it could be dug much 
cheaper than anywhere in the city, and 
the roads would not be cut up in de­
livering it. The arrangement with the 
company is for three or five years.

The engineer reported that it has 
been costing the city from $2.10 to $2.25 
a yard to deliver the crushed rock on 
the work, but when they got to Mount 
Tolmie they thought they could do it 
from $1.75 to $2.

It was decided to accept the offer, 
delivered on the cars.

COMPULSORY SPRAYING 
OF ORCHARDS ORDERED

The provincial board of horticulture 
on Saturday at the offices of the 
board of agriculture parliament build­
ings, with W. E. Scott in the chair. 
Hon. Capt. Tatlow was present and 
took part in the deliberations. At noon 
the board adjourned until Wed­
nesday morning nc-xt, after having 
taken up many matters of importance.

The principle result of this morning's 
meeting was the outcome of the dis­
cussion on fruit and orchard inspec­
tion. It was decided that this year 
the spraying of fruit trees shall be 
compulsory. Posters will be distributed 
all over the province through the 
agency of provincial constables, calling 
attention to the regulations and the 
penalties a failure to observe will en­
tail. A more aggressive policy will be 
followed this year by the board, and 
wherever possible a rigid supervision 
of orchards will be made. The assist­
ance of the press in giving added pub­
licity to the programme was asked for.

—Houseboats are something to 
which the citizens of Victoria have not 
yet given much attention. There is 
but one in the harbor worthy of notice 
and that one was built by Roy Troup 
for his own use last year. W. Christie, 
manager of the C. P. R. telegraph of­
fice, is making arrangements to build 
a new houseboat for his own use. It 
will be fairly large, measuring some 33 
feet by 18 feet, and will be nicely fit­
ted with suitable conveniences. It will 
be built on pontoons and will be in 
every way a credit to the harbor.
