In. coreclusion his worship said
Col, Prior deserved tte thanks of the
pcople for calling the meéting, and
briefly stating the programme and sug-
gesting the desirability of ‘adhering to
the list of speakers arranged, and then
celling upon ovhers, if necessary, his
woiskip introdnced the first speaker,
Col. Prior, who was received with a
hearty round of applause.

Expressing his satisfaction with the
large and representative . gathering of
citizens, the Colonel stated that he in-
tended to lay before the meeting for
consideration some ‘deas of his own and
some of those which had been suggested
to him by other citizens. He had called
the meeting because he was a large pro-
perty holder.and a representative of the
city, and self-preservation, the first law
of rature, had prompted bim to the
step, which he thought was quite justi-
fied by the circumstances. He knew
there were mary others better qualified
than himself for the task, but he had
come to the conclusion tkat the best
thing to do was to take the bull by the
horns and see if it was not possible to
do something. There was no intention
of fault finding on the part of those
who had called the meeting. There was
nothing wrong with the council, but
the system required amendment, as was
amply proved by the fact that ‘the peo-
ple are not satisfied with things as.they
are. It was not because Victoria lacked
adventages; (it was not because . the
businers men have not sufficiert ability;
there was enough of both to make this
<ity the gem of the Pacific Coast. He
knew it was a big undertakifig, but if
the people would put their shoulders to
the wheel there was littie doubt it could
be done. (Mr. Prior-quoted the experi-
ence of Montreal as applicable to Vie-
toria, and read a statement made by Mr.
Wilson Smith, ex-mayor of Montreal, in
1‘h<1*1 Insurance and Finance Chronicle, as
follows:— .

“The pres nt system of administration

is now totally out of keepiiig with the
requirements of the city. #The principal
anxiety of each committee of aldermen
seems to be the obtaining of as much
noney as possible for its special depart-
ment, and being always ready and able
to spend all they can get. We frequent-
ly find a large part of each appropria-
tion being expeaded upon something of
secondary importance, when ome ser-
vice of vital consequence to the city is
being neglected for want of funds.”
Col. Prior thought it would be admit-
ted that it applied just as well to Vic-
tcrin:  as to Montreal, ard, continuing,
said that while he was going to express
his own ideas he had no desire to force
their acceptance by the meeting. It was
not likely the movement would be caf-
ried through without some opposition;
opposition was the soul of everything,
and the man who was afraid of it was
not worth his salt.

It seems
ridieculous to borrow money for the civic
housekeeping, to float a loan for repair-
ing sidewalks, cleaning streets, or main-
taining a fire depaitment; and yet this
has practically heen the system of con-
ducting civic basiness. Instead of re-
sorting to the debt-creating means of
obtaining money for these purposes, a
system of adequate taxation inust be
adopted.”

The speaker referred to the difference
cxistirg between Vancouver and Viec-
torin. Across the Gult there was a pro-
gressive, wida-awake city; pot as’in
Victeria, where the 1everse was the
case; although there was no reason why
the people here should despond. The
petural advantages enjoyed here were
so great that there was every induce-
mwent for people to come her: to locate.

LOST WITH ALL HANDS.

Ooal Laden Schooner Sinks Near Shore
on Lake Ontario.

Sodus, N. Y., Oct. 27.—A terrible af-
fair occurrefl to-day at noon about five
miles northwest of Sodus on Lake On-
tario, when the three-masted schooner
St. Peter, of Cape Vincent, laden. with
700 tons of coal, sank with all on board,
save one, the captain, who was rescued
in .an unconscious ' condition.

The schooner showed signals of dis-
tress carly in the morning as she drifted
past Charlotte. The tug Proctor, after
a little delay, put out to her, but' after
eruising: sbout for four hours returned !
without  getting a glimpse of the dis-
tressed -vessel. During the forenoon: the.!
people at  Pultneyville sighted the St.
Peter, and immediately telegraphed’ to
Sodus Point that help be offered. - The
tug Cornelia, Captain Henry - Buys,
started for the rescue, but {he great seas
nearly swamped the boat and the Cor-
nelia was finally compelled to return to |
the barbor. |

Word was sent to Charlotte that the !
vessel had been sighted \near Pultney-
ville, and the tug Proctor\started with
the life-saving crew for the second time.
When within a mile of the St. Peter the
crew of the Proctor were surprised to
see the distressed ship sink. In five
minutes the tug was cruising about
where she sank. The captain of the St.
Peter was picked up in an unconscious
! condition. Afier spending half an hour
looking for the other members of the
ill-fated vessel’'s crew the tug started
for Sodus Point, where medical assis-
tance was secured.

At this writing he 18 still unconscious,
so it is impossible to learn the number
of men who met death. It is known,
boweves, that the wife of the captain
met a watery grave. KEight or ten per-
sons at least perished. The captain will
1ecover. .

0. Jolley and Jacob Vosburg, of this
Itown, were standing on the shore when
’ the St. Peter went down. They saw two |
men standing at the mast when the wa-,
ter swallowed them. The two men claim |
that the boat was not more than half a |
mile from shore. It 1s thought the St. |
Peter lost her rudder and that the heavy

'The valuators will rer ain here some
time, for their task is a long and tedious
one, and will. not be completed much be-
fore the nesxt session of the commission,
v hich is to take place in Washington
about the second week 1n November.
The ‘appraisers will journey to Wash-
ington at,the close of their investigations
to lay their 1epoits before the commis-
sioners of their. respective governitents.
Captain J. G. Cox, who goes to iook to
the rights ot the sealers, as president of
the Victoria Seslers’ Association, will
accompany them.

A BOLD, BAD PIRATE.

Jim Murphy, Arrested at Union, is Said
to Have a Long Record as a
Smuggler.

Jim  Murphy, one -of the pirates ax-
rested  at Union and sentericed to five
vears in the’ British Columbia peniten-
tiery, -is ‘an old- time coaster on this
coast,’and it is allaged has been for years
eugaged smuggling in the northern
wrters, says the Nanaimea Free Press.
His chief field of operation was Port
Simpson and "Juneau, where it is be-
lieved he took life quite leisurely and
rlways ~ worth at least $12,25 in his
pockets.

He was a dare devil sort of a fellow,
and would. run the greatest risks of
any presumed smuggler on the coast.

The hotel-keeper was
greatly grieved at his misfortune, and
tcok Murphy-into his confidence, at the
same time offering him a twenty-dollar '
gold piece if he could davise a scheme
to- get the whiskey from the custom
officials.

Murphy was ready for the job, and
loaded his boat with kerosene tins, and
with a tap and hose he went for a row
and soon found his destination, whi:h
was under the dock, and immediately
under the keg. The officer- was a dis-
tance from the keg, but kept a careful
watch over it, until an express wagon.

SUSPENDED OR
DISMISSED

Police Magistrate Macrae Relieved of
Office by Attorney-Gener-
al Martin.

Mr. Martin Considers the Magistrate's
Action in the Libby Case a
“Travesty on Justice.”

Farquha: Macrae, the city police mag-
istrate, -was yesterday suspended from
Oﬁ‘xce by Attorney-General Martin as a
result of an investigation.held by the
hatter into the case of Jos. T. Liddy, a
sea.nén of the Tartar, who yesterday
was released from prison after serving
two‘_weeks for refusing duty. The sus-
pension took place at omce, and tais
morning the duties of the magistraté
were: discharged by Messrs. Dalby and
Belyea.

The circumstances of the case from
the standpoint of ‘he seaman are set
forth im a letter which he has sent to
the press, in which he says:

“I shipped as seaman on the steamship
Tartar at Vancouver, and the day aftec
our arrival at Esquimalt drydock I wae
troubled with stricture, and was com-
pelled to quit werk ‘and lay up. At
3:30 p.m. on that day the chief officer
sent for me and informed me that I was
logged and fined two days’ pay for be-
ing drunk and off duty. I demied the
charge and told him the cause of my be-
ing absent from work. The captain then
told me he would remit the fine, and
gave me notice to leave, and not to turn
to any more, and I received my last dis-
charge from the chief officer, who told
me to pack up my- effects and that I
would be paid off on the following morn-
1ng.

“At 9:30 a.m. on the following day I
went to the chief officer and asked him
what time ‘it would be-convenient for
him to pay me off. He informed -me
that the captain had (hanged his mind
and that I would have to resume duty.
I told him that I had received verbal no-
tice to D.ack. up and quit, and that I did
not feel inclined to be reinstated in a po-
sition which I had been dismissed from.
The chief officer reported my reply, in
my presence; to the captain, who ordered
him to have me arrested for refusing
duty. Consequently I was taken into
custody and brought before Magistrate
Maecrae, who brow-beat me in sueh a
manner that he nositively ‘declined to
gallow me to make any defence, but kept
interrogating me by saying, “Did you er
did you not refuse duty?” I replied that
I could not have refused duty, as I was
dismissed from; performing ary. He in-
quired if I was a sea lawyer, and said
h2 would sentence me to the:full penalty,
28 -days, when Sergeant Langley, who
bhad charge of the case, and could discern
from the acknowledgments of the chief
officer in court that I was not guilty of
any great offence, told the magistrate
‘that the full penalty was not pressed for,
wherevpon he reduced the sentence to
14 days’ hard labor, with the remark
that when I came out I would return to
work a better and a wiser man.

“On my liberation from prison at 8|
o’clock this' morning, I applied at the
provincial~ court for $6.25 that I was
paid off with, but was informed by the
chief of police that 1 forfeited that
money, as it went towards paying for
my food whilst in jail.

“I then made‘an application to Magis-
trate Macrae, at the city police court,
who informed me it had nothing to do
with him whether T was destitute or not.

“Hunger made me desperate, and a
gentlemman on the court steps, whom I
related my story to, advised me to lay
my case before the Attorney-General, !
who, thank God, procured my money for
me, and had-me before the executive
council to state my case.

“Such, Mr. Editor, is the trme case
connected with Jack’s “Two weeks
ashore,” and on the arrival of the Tar- |
tar the captain will most likely compen- |
sate me, before a court of justice, for ;
false ‘imprisonment.

Yesterday morning the seaman called
at ihe police court to recover the $6.25 !
which bad been rvetained by the provin-

cial superintendent of policee. He ex-
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plained the matter to the police magis-
trate, who replied that he had nothing
to.do with the matter and would not
interfere. During the forenoon
sajlor returned with Hon. Jos. Martin,
but as the magistrate was out the At-
torney-Greneral left instructions to ask
My. Macrae to call’at his office during
the “afternoon. He had in the meantime
questioned Sergt. Langley, Mc. Atkins
and others of the provindial police force
in reference t¢ what took place and sat-
isfied himself that the magistrate had
acted  peremptorily. When  the police
magistrate called at the attorney-gen-
eral’s office he found the seaman present,
and after some friendly conversation the
matter was brought up. After some dis-
cussion Mr. Martin intimated that he
thought the action of the magistrate had
boen a travemsity upon justice and there-
upon dismissed him. Mr. Macrae asked
for notification of the action of the de-
partment in writing and withdrew and
later in the evening received official no-
tifieation of his suspension.

Althougn the matter nas not yet come
before- -the executive, the attorney-gen-
eral said:this morning that he regarded
the suspension as final and did not
think any further investigation would
e¢nsue when the matter had been passed
by the council. On the other hand the
dismissed offizial is not disposed to ae-
cept his discharge complacently and will
insist on an investigation. The sitting
of the small debts court will in all ‘prob-
abilily be temporarily suspended, as a
justice of the peace without magisterial
powers is not gualified to dispose of such
mattera,

“The suspended ofticial has occupied the
bench at the city hall tfor over six years,
baving succeeded Mr. A. L. Belyea in
that office. He had some previous legal
experience in New Zealand, where his
brother was a member of the judiciavy.

Mr. Macrae denies the sailor’s story
and holds that there was nothing in his
action to warrant his dismissal or the
statement of Mr. Martin that it was a
travesty on justice. The view of the
latter is that no undue favor should be
shown ship ecaptains over their seamen
in matters before the court.
