Mr. Vye again spoke up, saying he was
requested by every ratepayer at the School
Meeting to represent their views in the
matter, and he again reiteratzd his as-
sertion that he was not afraid, etc.

This ended the matter, so far as the
speaking was concerned, but Coun. Betts
and Mr. Vye were soon laughing together
over the cpisode, in the lobby.

A SEVERE CENSURE ON JAIL MANAGEMENT.

Coun. Johnson from the Couaty Aec-
counts Committee, submiited the fullow-
iug report :—

Ist. That your Committee found the
County Accounts in a very unsatisfactory
condition. Some accounts do not show the
particulars of each item. A large number
are not sworn to; others containc xorbitant
charges, and the Jail matters, pai ticu'aily,
are in a very bad state, the ex-
penses connected with the jail are
shameful, and all the Jail accounts, with
two exceptions, appear to be contracted
without any authority,and your Committee
could not obtain satisfactory information
to guide them in the matter, which is no
doubt due to the negligence on the part of
the Jail Committee.

2nd. That if your Committee fail to give
satisfaction, it is owing to the bad state of
accounts and unfurnished information
which make it almost, if not quite im-
possible for your Commuittee to do justice
to the County, the partics who have just
claims, the parties who allege they have
claims,and themselves. Aud your Con-
mittee deem it absolutely necessary that
prompt measures should be taken to rec-
{ tify the loose manner in which the busi-
ness has been done, and curtail much en-
ormous expense connected with the Jail.

3rd. That your Committee consider the
following charges, among a unumber of
others,unnecessarily large and improper:—

Gas bill for jail $59.20, besides 9} gal-
lons of oil, when the prisoners gt no light;
24 brooms; 12 beds; besides 3 mattrasses,
with a further charge of $8 for straw to
fill them.

Your Committee would direct the at-
tention of the Council to the fact that the
Sheriff is paid the sum of $288 per year
by the County for the Jailor's salary, the
County furnishing things for the Jail, such
as wood, coal, soap, towels, brooms, combs,
lamps, stationery, &c., and “‘cash paid for
lahor done about the jail,” of which there
is no explanation whatever, the Jailor
getting free rent, light, &ec.

AN EXTRAORDINARY RENOLUTION—ATTACK
UPON PME XEW BRUNSWICK GOVERNMENT.

Coun. W. 8. Brown moved a resolution
remonstrating against the erection of the
proposed Legislative Buildings at Freder-
icton on the ground that they would cost
$1C0.C00 or $§150.000, which the Province
could not afford jto expend for such a
purpose. The resolution being seconded
by a member—

Coun. Lawlor said he had hoped the re-
solution would not have been seconded.
It seemed that a certain representative of
a newspaper in St. John which was in
the intercst of the local Oppesition was in
Newecastle a day or two ago endeavoring
to impress upon several Councillors the
importance of meddling in the matter re-
ferred to in Coun. Brown’s resolution, in
order ‘that the Council might be induced
to take action in that direction and thuns
place in the hands of the Opposition a
weapon with which to assail the Govern.
ment. Whatever his (Coun, Lawlor's)
views might be in connection with the
subject of the resolution or whatever his
sentiments towards the Government, he
held that the Municipal Council should
promptly put its foot down on this attempt
to make use of it for the purpose he had
referred to. The matter was one entirely
outside of the control of the Council, which
ought not to meddle, as a Council, in Pro-
vincial party politics. The Government
of the Province was responsible in the
matter to the people, through their re-
presentatives in the Assembly, and rot to
County Councils. ,_

Coun. W. S. Biown (}ﬁg’he the
Government was disposed to do right in
the matter, but its members, as well as
other representatives would, probably,
like to know what were the views enter-
tained on the subject by the Munigipal
Council. If the Council failed to express
its \fewgthe Government would take it
for gradted that the &rection of the pro-
posed buildings was sanctioned by it. The
proportion of the cost that this County
would have to contribute—-

A voice:—‘“Well, what
County have to contribute ?

Coun. Brown said that was a question
he must confess he was not prepared to
answer. At all events, the present Legis-
lative Buildings were good enough, though
not the best and he would press his reso-
lution.

Coun. Adams thought the Council would
find sufficient employment in minding its
own business and allowing the Local
Legislature to dispose of this matter
which was one exclusively within its con-
trol. The present Legislative Buildings,
were a disgrace to the Provinte and no-
body would thank this Council for inter-
fering with any proposed action of the
Legislature in connection with them.

Coun. Freezesaid that the apportionment
of the Alms House assessment was an in-
justice to Blisstield, which he trusted the
Council - would set right. The parish of
Newcastle seemed especially favored by
the report of the Committee, who had not
revised the. apportionment recommended
by the Alins Honse Commissioners, as he
claimed they ought to have done. 1t was
unfortunate for the smaller parishes that
their representatives on the Alms House
Board lived at such remote distances from
the place of meeting that they could not
in many cases, be present to guard the in-
terests of those parishes, and it was,
therefore, necessary that the Council
should afford the protection which this
condition of things called for. Newecastle
owed a debt of $344,86 on Alms House
account and had 13 paupers in the Alms
House, while Blissfield, which owed only
8 cents and had no papfiers in the institu .
tion was to be assessed $100. Newcastle
was in debt $26%.24 on Alms House Ac-
count in 1878; her debt was increased
during the past year to $344.86 and next
year her defanlt would probably be greater
with an assessment of only $800, and he
called upon those members of the Council
who knew of the wrong done to Blissficld,
as well as to some other parishes, to insist
on having the apportionment made more
in accordance with equity and justice.
He moved for a Committee to re-arrange
the apportionment of Alms House assess-
ment.

Coun. Betts said all the parishes wcre’
sufficiently represented on the Alms House
Board,and it seemed reasonable to bel:eve
that the infurmation Lefore that Lidy was
such as to enable it to arrive at quite as
equitable an apportionment of assessment
as could be determined npon.

Coun. Lawlor.said this was not the first
time that the Council had been favored
with Blisstield’s complaints in connection
with the Alms House. He would le
among the first to assi:t in rectifying any
wrong that might Le doue that,or any other
parish, but it was well known that Bliss-
field’s member of the Alms House Board
was generally on hand when mcetings were
held and it was to Le supposed that he
could take care of its interests. It seem-
ed like an attack vjen him for Coun.
Freeze to make the complaint he Lad pre-
sented to the Council. Coun.Frecze seecmed
to forget-that there were certain charges in
connection with the Alms House which
were borne by the County, ard Plisstield
could not expeci to shift her share of
these to the other parishes. Besides
Blissfield, as well as some other parishes
appeared to act as if they thought that
they gained by aiding some of their
paupers without sending them to the
Alms House. If Coun. Freeze would logk
into this phase of the matter he wonld
find that the granting of such aid was an
expensive mistake for the parish, as
paupers were supported in the Alms
House at ouly a fraction of the cost of
maintaining them in any other way.

Coun. Bamford #aid heconld not under-
stand how Blissfield," with a paltry debt
of eight cents was assessed $100 on
Alms Houee Account where she had no
paupers in the Alms House, while other
parishes, which were go fak behind, aud
had paupers in the Alms House, were
placed at an advantage. For this reason
he seconded Coun. Freeze's motion for a
committee to change the assessment to a
more just basis. Hé was in favor of giving
justice, to all the Parishes. He would ask;
also, that otlier Councillors should see
that justice was done to his Parish.

Coun. Loggie said an extravagant charge
had been made against Alnwick for a
pauper who really belonged to Newcastle
and he also had, therefore, a right to com-
plain. ! ;

Coun. Cameron said Ludlow had some
$55 to her credit and was assessed $50.
She had no paupers in the Alms House
and while he might cemplain, he remem-
bered there were eleven paupers chargealle
to the whole County in the Institution
and Ludlow—as well as Bliesfield—must
rightfylly bear her share cf the cost they
entailed, He, therefore, thought that,all
things fairly considered, the figures recom-
mended by the Alms Honse Commissioners
ought not to be disturbed.

Coun. W. 8. Brown endorsed the views
of the last speaker in an effective epeech.

Coun. Frecze said he had hastily made
out a scale on which he thought the ass-
essment upon the different parishes ought
to be mle. He based his calculation on
the numbper of paupers each parish had in
the Alms House, the condition of their
accounts with the Institution, the weekly
cost per head for the paupers kept there,
which, was 52c. per week, and the ap.

Brown submitted the report
of the Newcastle Firewards. It dealt
with the purchase of the Steam Fire Engine
which had becn named the ““Vulcan,”
gi\'iqg a resume of the negotiations con-
nected therewith and the final arrange-
mentseadifig in the receipt of the machine.
It also referred to the purchase of rubber
hose and siated the intention of the
Firewards to purchase additional hoge
when they were-in funds to do so.

Complimentary “reference was made to
A, W. Perley, Esq. of the Intercolonial
Railway, who had gratuitously performed
the duties of Engineer, to the satisfactiou
of the Firewards. They express regret
that he had been removed from Neweastle
to another part of the Country and state
that on his departure he was presented
with a resoluticn expressive of the Fire-
wards’ appreciation of the services he had
rendered to the town in the position he
had so well filled.

! They report that there was only one
re of any consejuence at which the
Steam, as well the Hand Engine had done
excellent service.

1st—that the owner, keeper or harborer
of any dog or dogs, in the front lots of the
Middle Distiict ot the Parish of Chatham,
shall, between the fitst days of February
and May in each and every year, register
his or ber name in full with the name of
the street on which they reside or cause
the same to be so registered in a book
to be kept for that purpose at the Police
Office, in the said District, and shall place
or cause to be placed opposite his or her
nan.c the number of dogs he or she owns,
ke,’q)s or harbors; and any person who
shall be guilty of a Lreach of any of the
provisious of this section shall, for every
offence, be liable to a penalty of $2.00 aund
in defauit of payment of any such fine
the said dogs hall bekilled by order of
the magistrate impesing such fine.

2nd—that the Collector of Dog Tax for
said District, shall procure a book to bLe
paid forout of the money collected for
Dog Tax, and place the same in the said
Police Court on or before the lst day of
February, in each year, for the purpose of
the provisicns of the first section and the
said Collector shall when,in his knowledge
oron being informed of any person who
has committed abreach of the foregoing
section thall prosecute such person, and
the omission of such Collector to so
Kmsecute within ten days after such

nowledge or information shall subject
him to a fine of §2.00.

3rd—that the owner, keeper or harbor-
er of any bitch who shall allow or permit
such bitch when in season to go at large
in the said front lotsin the said Middle
District of Chatham, shall be liable to
a penalty of §5.00 and in default of pay-
ment thereof the said bitch shall be killed
Ly the direction of the magistrate who im-
poses such penalty.

4th—that all fines and penalties record-
ed under any of the foregoing sections,
shall be paid over to the said Collector by
the magistrate imposing the same and the
said Collector shall enter in the said book,
to be kept in the said Police Coutt, all
such fines and penalties together with the
names of the parties paying the same,

S5th—that all fines and penalties recover-
ed under the foregoirg sections shall be
applied for Alms House purposcs, for the
Parish of Chatham, according to Section
Second of the Bye-Laws relating to Dogs.

6th—that,this law shall come in force on
the first day of January 1880.

Adjourned for dinner, until 2 o’clock.

It is unnccessary to inform our read-
ers that Northumberiand Municipality
matters occupy the ADVANCE this week
to the exclusion of the variety usually
presented. A good many subjects
dealt with by the Council invite editori-
al comment, which we defer until next
week, merely adding, now, that the
work done during the time the Council
was in session was the best and most
eflfectivein the interests of the County
ever performed in Northumberland.

Our report is complete, including the
names of every Parish and County Offi-
cer appuinted for the year, the full list
of Tavern Licenses granted the full text
or pith of every resolution presented,
the details of accounts as presented and
the points of discussions on the various
matters dealt with. We may add that
no other paper outside of St. John pos-
sesyes facilities for publishiyg such a
report in a single issue and in uniform
type, to say nothing of the experience

necessary ko the preparation of the
matter.

Ront Finances:

The people of Kent County wish that
the Municipal Cruncil now in session
would,through its Finance Committee,
let them know the worst respecting the
finances by publishing the actual debt.
Another matter for consideration is the
proposal of some méthod to liquidate
the indebtedness. At present a Kent
County School warrant carries about
407 discount, as the drafts must stand
unpaid for nearly thsee years after they
become due. The County is about three
years behind in paying its school war-
rants. It would,certainly,be Letter for
the County to resort to direct taxation
to wipe out the burden it now carries,
than to thus compel the School Districts
to sacrifice their warrants. When the
Councillors have found out how much
Kent owes, of them will be
"disagreenb]y surprised. Let them grap-
ple with the payment question, or pro-
ounce their incapacity for the manage-
ment of Municipal affairs.

Buddhism and Mahometanism
\The Rev. Dr. Jurdine gave a lecture
last Thursday evening on the above
subject to a fair sized and very atten-
tive audience in the Methodist Church,
Chatham. The lecturer commenced by
indicating varions points in which these
two forms of religion resembled one an-
other and differed from other faiths.
He then proceeded to give a brief ac.
count of the rise and leading character-
istics of two of the great world-religions,
one of which szill commands the allegi-
ance of a greater numbar of adherents
thun any other. Buddhism originated
in a province north from Benares
in the sixth pre-Christian century ; and
no biographical study is more iuterest-
ing than that of Siddhartha Gautama,
its founder. It had however to retire
before®le opposition of the Brahmans
and is now the principal religion of
Ceylon, Burmah and China. The reli-
gion founded by the great Prophet of
Arabia in the seventh century after
Christ,notwithstanding its pure theism,
is inferior in every respect to that of
the great refcrmer of the East.

After the lecture, which was listened
to with great attention was concluded,
a cordial vote of thanks, proposed by
the Rev. Mr. Howell, was presented to
the lecturer. It was announced that
Dr. Jardine would deliver his lecture
upon Divine Symbolism in St. An-
drews Church on Friday evening the
30th inst, at 8 o’clock. The subject is
an important one and we bespeak for
him a full house.

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Extract from Duke of Argyle’s Im-
pressions of America.

““ On the Cascapediac I saw one cele-
brated American bird—the White-
Headed Eagle (Haliaetus leucocephalus)
—I must vindicate his character. He
has been accused on high authority of
living by piracy, not fishing for himself,
but basely using his superior weight
and strength to compel the Osprey or
professional fishing eagle (Pandion
Carolinensis) to give up its prey. On
this ground, no less a man than Benja-
min Franklin expressed his regret that
this eagle should have been chosen as
the national emblem of the United
States. The great American ornitholo-
gists, Anderson and Wilson, both re-
peat the same story, and neither of
them appear to have ever seed a white-
headed eagle capturing his y prey
from the water, except, indeed, on one

. occasion, when an eagle was seen in
most un-aquiline fashion wading in
some shallow pool and picking out
“‘ Red Fins” with his bill. But I had
the good fortune on the Restigouche to
see a fine white-headed eagle catch a
salmon for himself, by what seemed a
bold and almost a dangerous manceuvre.
About a thousand yards below our en-
campment, the river disappeared round
a sudden bend, with a very sharp cur-
rent. The eagle appeared coming up
stream round this bend, and flying
slowly about, thirty feet above the level
of the water. Over the sharpest part
of the current he hovered for a moment
and then dashed into the stream. With
x good glass I saw him buried deeply in
the water, holding his neck well above
it. Tt was evident he had some diffi-
culty in getting out of it again. A few
heavy and laborious flaps of hisim-
mense and powerful wings lifted him at
last, but with empty talons. Very
tired apparently, he flew to an ad-
jacent bank of gravel, and sat there
for some minutes to rest. But his
countenance and attitude were that
of restlessness, eagerness, and dis-
.appointment. He then rose and re-
turned to exactly the same point in the
air and thence made a second plunge.
It was beautiful to see his bearing in
the siream, with the water breaking
against his great brown chest, and his
arched neck keeping his snowy - head
clear of its turbulence. This time the
difficulty in emerging was much greater,
for his talons were fast in a fine salmon;
with a strong effort,however,his pinions
again lifted him and his prey, which it
seemed as much as he could do to carry
to the same bank of gravel, where the
struggles of the fish were soon put an
end to by the eagle’s terrific clutches
and his powerful beak. This was all
honourable work, and althongh tig
Osprey was frequently ‘o be seen on the

same river I never observed it to be fol--

lowed or molested by the eagle. On an-
other day one of these magnificent birds
lighted on a blasted pine which overhung
the river at the height of about 500 feet
and from that elevation he watched vne
of our party playing a salmon, an
operation which he seemed to regard
with great curiosity, and probably with
some longing to take his part in the
sport. The pure white head and the
equally pure tail of this fine eagle in
cohtrast with the dark chocolate brown
of the rest of the plumage, make it one
of the handsomest of its tribe.” :
