Everybody who has any connection with 
Birmingham will be acquainted with the 
vast publishing establishment still known 
by the short title of •‘Meeson’s” which is 
perhaps the most remarkable institution of 
the sort in Europe. There are—or rather 
there were, at the date of the begining of 
this history—three paitners i.i Meeson’s— 
Meeson himself, the managing pirti er; Mr. 
Addison, and Mr. Roscoe—and people in 
Birmingham used to say that there were 
others interested in the affair, for Meeson’s 
was a “company” (limited).

However this may be, Meeson & Co. was 
undoubtedly a commercial marvel. It em­
ployed more titan two thousand hands; and 
its works, lighted throughout w ith the elec­
tric light, covered two acres and a quarter 
of land.

In short, Mco- 
son’s was an establishment created for and 
devoted to money-making, and the fact was 
kept studiously and even insolvently before 
the eyes of everybody connected with it— 
which was, of course, as it should be, in 
this happy land of commerce. After all 
that has been written, the reader will not 
be surprised to learn that the partners in 
Meeson’s were rich beyond the dreams of 
avarice. Their palaces would have been a 
wonder oven in ancient Babylon, and would 
have excited admiration in the corrnptest 
and most luxurious days of Rome. Where- 
could one see each horses, such carriages, 
such galleries of sculpture or such collec­
tions of costly gems as at the palatial halls 
of Messrs. Meeson, Addison & Roscoe ?

“And to think,” as the mighty Meeson 
himself would say, with a lordly wave of his 
right hand, to some astonished wretch of an 
author whom he had chosen to overwhelm 
with the sight of this magnificence, “to 
think that all this comes ont of the brains 
of chaps like you! - Why, young man, I tell 
you that if all the money that has been paid 
to you scribblers since the days of Elizabeth 
were added together it would not come up 
to my little pile; hut mind you, it ain’t so 
much fiction that has done the trick—it’s 
religion. It’s piety as pays, especially 
when it’s printed.”

Then the unsophisticated youth would go 
away, his heart to full for words, but pon­
dering how these things were, and by and 
by he would pass into the Meeson melting 
pot and learn something about it.

One day King Meeson sat in his counting- 
house counting out his money, or, at least, 
looking over the books of the firm.

NOT JACK THE RIPPER-
London, Oct. 24.—London is bonified to­

The doctor sum­
moned said she had been dead quite half an 
hour.

There the doctors found that the head had 
been almost severed from the body, and 
there were several deep holes in the back of 
the skul1. She was dressed tidily aud the 
lady gave the police the appearance of a 
domestic servant about 33 years.

There is no doubt that death was caused 
by a tremendous “swipe” across the neck, 
but the holes in the skull, which presented 
a shocking sight, indicate to the police that 
the work is that of “Jack the Ripper,” as

GLADSTONE IS HOPEFUL.
London, Oct. 23,—Mr. Gladstone in a 

sp-iech at West Guider, to-day refeired to 
the result of the Eccles election as a fore­
cast of the triumph of the Liberals in the 
coming general election, which, if the pres­
ent ratio of gains continued, would give them 
a majority of 90.

Recurring to the Irish question, he ob­
jected to the name ’‘separatist,” as applied 
to the Home Rulers. The appellation, he 
said, was untrue and unfair. There was now 
no question among the Liberals about re­
moving the Irit-h representations from West­
minster. Nor did they propose to repeal the 
act nf union. But they did propose to dele­
gate to Ireland the control of local affair*. 
He advocated the principle of one man, one 
vote, and shorter Parliaments.

Commenting upon the enormous power 
workingmen now possessed, he said it would 
prove beneficial, as the judgment of great 
questions by the masses is more enlightened 
than that of the educated classes. He 
would not venture a decisive opinion upon a 
general eight hours’ bill until he saw a 
definite measure, but a special eight 
hours miners’ b'll was on a differ­
ent footing. He was inclined to think 
that eight hours a day was quite enough 
for miners.

Referring to strikes, Mr. Gladstone said 
that down to the present time, when the 
contest between labor and capital had gone 
to the sharp issues of strikes and lock-outs, 
the laboring men had in the main been 
right

Among the means workingmen ought to 
select in order to strengthen their position, 
legal combination was the most valuable. 
It was a sound system, aud with only rare 
exceptions was it harsh upon individuals. 
The bulk of what workingmen had gained 
in the contest with capitalists bad been 
through the judicious use of combination.

Worhingmen ought not to contract the 
habit of appealing to Parliament to help 
them tmt of difficulty by a special act. 
Freeclom of action, reliance upon them- 
selvf з and unity of policy would lift them 
to st higher position as individuals and as a 
class.

The York election was not only a splen­

did victory for the government, but it was 
al*o a crushing defeat for the local Oppo­
sition. They made a supreme effort. Look­
ing over the provincial field they saw that 
the only possible chance of their obtaining 
power turned upon the defeat of Mr. Blair 
or several members of his ticket in York. 
They had nothing to hope for from the 
tried and true supporters of the government 
in the legislature. The latter had proven 
themselves invulnerable against all attempts 
to seduce and corrupt them. The scats now 
endangered in the election courts are those 
of opposition men. The best that could l>e 
done by them in- the case of the vacancies 
in Westmorland, or in Albert and St. Johu, 
where petitions are pending, would be to re­
gain the positions they have lost or may 
lose by the action of the courts. The 
chances of doing this were problematical 
enough, unless in some way a brighter pros­
pect of capturing the seals of office should 
open. Нзоое the necessity, the vital im­
portance, of winning one or more seats in 
York, thus depressing the hopes of the min­
isterial party, lessening their numbers, and 
making it appear possible that the govern­
ment could be overthrown.

They relied upon no half measures. A 
herculean effort, a multitude of workers, 
and a big corruption fund were necessary, 
and these were provided.

That they did not succeed is a tribute to 
the strength and popularity of the govern 
ment, and the incorruptibility of the great 
mass of the electorate. But on the othei 
hand the defeat is not of Mr. Gregory and 
his three colleagues merely, but of the en­
tire opposition forces of the province. Ic is 
to them a Waterloo defeat. Their last hope 
of capturing the government died with the 
announcement of the resale in York, 
they are terribly punished in pocket and 
prestige, in wasted toil, in blighted hapes 
and ruined political prospects.

They 
wantonly and without good pretext forced 
on the contest in York, and they hav$ their 
answer in a defeat so emphatic and crashing 
that its effects must be felt for years to come 
to the remotest bounds of the province.

majority via* cntolown.by over 300 votes.” 
To put it very mildly the Globe is inaccurate 
in this statement. The average majority bf 
the four government candidates in York in 
January last was 572 votes. The average 
majority of Mr. Blair and his colleagues over 
the average of the opposition four is now

These are alarming figures, and they show 

an increase fmm year to year. An army of 
30,000, mainly of strong young men, killed 
or maimed every year by the railways of the 
republic in a single year! For the purpose 
of illustration let us institute a comparison 
between this ‘butcher's bill’ ar d that of one 
of the world’s great historié battles. At 
Waterloo from 10 o'clock in the morning 
till 6 in the afternoon 150*000 men under 
Wellington and Napoleon with above 400 
cannon were engaged in the work of mutual 
slaughter. At the close of the fight some 
50,000 Prussians with 100 cannon took part 
in the buttle and pursuit. Yet the total list 
of kilbd and wounded in the allied armies 
amounted to 4,206 killed and 14,539 wound­
ed. The British forces, which bore the 
brunt of the battle, lost but 2,009 and offi­
cers and men were killed and 4,923 officers 
and men were wounded. It will be seen 
that the illied. losses io killed at Waterloo 
were fewer than those killed by American 
railways in ж single yea.-, while the British 
losses iu men killed were no more iu number 
than of railway employ ees alone in a year.

EXPLOSION.
Lynn, Mass., Oct. 26.—The Lynn Gas 

and Electric company suffered serious loss 
at 2 a. m. to-day at their electric light and 
powder station on Pleasant Street by the" ex­
ploding of a large fly wheel, twenty feet in 
diameter, on a five hundred horse power 
Corliss engine, used for running arc lights 
for street lighting. From some unknown 
cause, fire stouted among the wires in the 
wire tower, burning out the dynamo con­
nections and throwing an immense load up­
on the engine. The governor failed to con­
trol the speed of the engine and the large 
flywheel revolved at an alarming speed and 
burst. Two sections went through the walls 
tearing ont two large holes. One struck a 
wooden building adjoining, occupied by C. 
O. Marshall as a wood turning and planing 
mill tearing out a section of the side frame 
and wiped out the power station office. No 
one was injured. The huge corliss engine 
was considerably wrecked. The dynamos 
are running as usual with a reserve engine 
aud the entire arc system of lights through- 
ont the city were lit before 7. By to-mor­
row the company will be able to supply all 
the pov/er required of them except for horse 
cars. The total loss will be between $10,000 
and $12,000.

The Agricultural Society’s Show- 28th
;ealis.Oomto Be Paris la Montreal.

Montreal, Oct. 25. —The Count of Paris 
concluded to-day’s round l»y attending a 
banquet given in his honor by the French 
citizens of Montre»1. At 7 o’clock the gntsts 
assembled at the Windsor Hotel to the num­
ber of 400 and for an hour a teception was 
held. At the banquet Judge Jette presided, 
and at his right was tbe connt, and at hi* 
left the Duke of Orleans. On one side were 
cabinet ir.inisteis, judges, senators and all 
leaders of French Canadian Society. The 
count received a tremendous ovation and the 
proceedings wpre often ioteriupte4 by cues 
of Vive le Roi When tbe dinner was over 
Judge Jette proposed the toast to the Queen 
followed by that to Our Guest in a short ad­
dress. He thanked the count for his visit 
and affirmel that France had fashioned Can­
ada in its own image and though it was lost 
through tbe fortunes of war, its fidelity still 
remained; but England had granted so freely 
that it con Id be said that Canada was the 
freest country ou earth.

The count replied in French, thanking 
those present for the cordial greeting they 
had given him. He congratulated them 
upon the fact that through their efforts and 
those of their ancestors, a country, French 
not only in language but in manners and re­
ligion, had been built upon the banks of the 
St. Lawrence. For the hour of their race it 
was consoling that a French kingdom had 
been reared on this immense continent. In 
observing the rapid development uf Canada, 
in admiring its power and faithfulness, one 
was right in saying their race was not affect­
ed with incurable weakness. The Canadian 
laws were all that could be desired and the 
sovereign that gave them would remain one 
of the grandest figures of the age. “To yon 
gentlemen,” said the count, “is committed 
the glorious task of sustaining in the new 
world the honor of the French, and of per­
petuating our language, our character and 
tradition.” In conclusion he said : “Gentle­
men of British descent, I will attempt to re­
pay you for the cordial greeting you have 
given me by proposing a toast to the proar 
parity of Canada ”

Sir Francis Johnson and Hon. Mr. Chap* 
lean, secretary of state, replied to the toaât. 
The sentiment La France wa* responed to 
by several gentlemen, which closed the pro­
ceedings. The greeting the count received 
was such as has never been accorded here 
to any foreigner; he was cheered as if he 
were a sovereign. All talk of a counter 
demonstration died away before the enthu­
siasm of the French royalists and the coant 
has openly expressed satisfaction at the en­
couragement he met.

Guysborro, Get 26.—The schooner 
Mystery My os, from Newfoundland, has 
arrived here. She experienced heavy gales 
daring the passage and lost foretopmast and 
jiboom.

Chicago, Oct. 26.—-The schooner Eliza 
with four men, left here on July 5tn, fog 
Milwaukee. Since then nothing has been 
heard of her. It is supposed she sank and 
the crew were drowned.

Newport, R. I., Oct. 2R.—Word has been 
received here that the schooner Howard 
Smith cannot be saved. The work of stripp** 
ing her is in progress. Her insurance is only 
on individual shares, abont a quarter being 
covered.

Norfolk, Out. 26. —The Steam barge 
Wemple was passed 30 miles from Cape 
Henry Friday by the schooner Telagama in 
a sinking condition. The Wemple’g boat 
was picked up. afterwards and it is supposed 
all hands were lost. A great many vessels 
in this vicinity were damaged during the 
big storm.

Philadelphia, Oct 26.—Capt Bocquut, 
of the British steamer Maine, which ar­
rived here* to-day from Swansea, reports 
that on October 20th in lati 45.03, long. 
48.20, passed an island of ice, 2,600 feet 
long, and 450 fdet high, and close round the 
vicinity of this obstruction were hundreds of 
detached pieces, rendering navigation in the 
locality extremely dangerous during fog 
or at night.

What may strike the average citizen as a 

carious law went into effect recently. It is 
chapter 41 of the Session laws of 1890, en­
titled “an act for the prevention of blind­
ness.” It provides as follows 

Section 1 Should any midwifa or nurse 
having charge of an infant in this State 
notice that one or both eyes are much in­
flamed or reddened at any time within two 
weeks after its birth, it shall be the duty of 
such midwife or nurse so having charge of 
such infant to report the fact in writing 
within six hours to the Helatb Officer or 
some legally qualified practitioner of 
medicine of the city, • town or district in 
which the parents reside.

Sec. 2. Any failure to comply with the 
provisions of this act shall be punished few a 
fine not to exceed $100, or imprisonment not 
to exceed six months, or both /

Sec. 3. This act shall take effect o4 the 
1st day of September, 1890.

An Express man asked Health Officer 
to explain the law, but he only said 1 
was to prevent blindness. If tbe r 
was not clear that was the fault of the law­
makers. He said no cases had been brought 
to hie attention yet When he learns of 
one probably Dr. Batch will endeavor to 
find ont what hie dntiea are in the premises. 
Redness of the eyes, perhaps, may mean 
granulation of the lids, which needs atten­
tion, bat whatever it may mean it ia appar­
ently a duty hereafter to make a grand 
hustle to notify the health officer or some 
physician the moment that a very young 
ioUot’i eyes may become red.
