A DEADLY EXPLOSIVE.

NEW YORK, June 3.—Thé Press says
Maximile, the new explosive invented
by Hudson Maxim, has been adopted
by this country after a series of suc-
cessful tests at the Sandy Hook prov-
ing grounds. The secret of the explos-
ive has beén gold to the government by
the inventor, and the explosive, it i8
thought, "may revolutionize warfare.
It is said to be more deadly in its char-
acter than lyddite, yet so safely can it
be handiéd that the danger attaching
to its use is less than that incurred in
transporting .ordinary black powder.
The tests indicate that the explosive
will place a 12 inch Harveyized nickel
steel armor plate and explode on the
other side with sufficient power to de-
stroy everything with which it comes
in contact. The inventor thinks the
moral of these developments is that the
ponderoug battleship must go and be
replaced by the small, swift torpedo
boat or torpedh gun-beat and cruiser.

A FAMOUS SCOTCH CASTLE.

One' of the most picturesque and beauti-
ful of the old Scottish castles is Glamis
Cagptle, the anclent seat of the Earls of
Strathmore. It dates back to the Dark Ages,
Raving been a royal residence in the time
of King Malcolm, and remained so until the
end of the 14th century. At the marriage of
the daughter of King Robert II, to Sir John
Lyon, in 1372, the lands and thanedom of
Giamis were given to the bridegroom by the
King. The present family of Lyon, Barls of
Strathmore, is directly descended fromh him.
At €ir John's death he was buried among
the Kings of Scotland at-Scone,

There are. many interesting old plttures
and relics, one of the most valued of which
is the portrait of Sir Peter Lely of the
famous Claveérhouse., His coat, of buff col-
ored leather, ornamented with silver, hangs
on a chair near it. Claverhouse (Viscount
Dundee) was an int! of the St
of that period, ‘end was much at Glamis.

Other echerished relics are the watch and
sword of Prince Charlie, who spent two
nights at Glamis. It 1s sald that 88 beds
were prepared for his suite. The walls in
Prince Charlie’s room are supposed to con-
tain a concealed staircase.

The gardens Glamis were laid out by
the. present Lord Strathmore, and are re-
nowned through the kingdom for their
beauty, the grapes being particularly  cele-
brated, Lady Strathmore always keeps the
drawing room full of flowers, which she ar-
sclf. Her daughters are also art-

a clever paintér, and Lady Maud Lyon &
skiiful violinist. Lady Strathmore embroid-
ers with exquisite tast¢ and skill,
worked: all the altar cloths for their private
chapel, which is considered one of the most
beautiful in the United Kingdom. Its panels
were painted in 1688 by De Wet, a Dutch
