CANADA WILL SEND ANOTHER
AT INMAiNTOWN.

The water at Indiadtown has gone 
up about six inches since Saturday, 
and is still rising. Lest night at, high 
tide it came just about up to the street 
car tracks, and is within an Inch or 
two or last year’s freshet record. All 
day yesterday the sidewalks and street 
cars brought crowds of people to the 
north end, the temporary bridges over 
the submerged wharves being crowd­
ed all the afternoon. Douglas avenue 
was also largely patronized by the 
numbers who walked ever to the “Sus­
pension bridge to witness the unusu­
ally heavy masses of brown water 
dashing over the falls.

' і OTTAWA, March 15,—The wil'd and 
woolly west is generally supposed to 
be against protection, and the mem­
bers still say they are. But yester­
day they all Agreed in putting in a 
plea for what would be protection it 
it happened in the east. The west has 
become a horse producing country, 
and is also an extensive employer of 
horses, Mr. Boyd, who represents a 
Manitoba constituency, which he cap­
tured from the government at the last 
election, knows a good deal about 
horses, for he trades in them. He 
makes complaint that a twenty-five 
per cent, duty on horses doesn’t 
amount to much in the way of keeping 
out animals valued at ten to twenty 
dollars. That kind of creature is 
coming in fast. Mr. Osier says he 
saw a drove of 500 from Wyoming 
which had been driven as far north 
as Edmonton, and the dealer had been 
selling aH the way from the border, 
having started probably -with a thou­
sand or more. The duty paid on these 
prancing steeds might be two or three 
dollars, a head, and the western' farm­
er has no better taste than to buy and 
use them, when well bred stock can 
be bought in his own country for five 
or six times the price. Naturally Mr. 
Boyd and his like in the west would 
rather sell at $100 each horses that are 
horses, than have these scrubs intro­
duced through the country. Mr. Osier 
says that he has lost thousands of 
dollars in western horse ranches to 
which he transported the best breeds 
he could import from England, Scot­
land, Ireland, the United States and 
France. It was all because the drovers 
could rush any kind of stock oyer the 
border.

The Irish nationalist Paper» Uphold 
Him and Attack Mr. Chamber*

A lain.t
. o to... 0 1* LONDON, March 2*.—The sensational 

exit of Jihn Dillon, the Irish National­
ist, from the house of cornons Thurs­
day last, continues to be the topic of 
the hour. The Irish Nationalist pa­
pers back up Mr. Dillon's declaration 
regarding Mr. Chamberlain’s lack of 
veracity, with fearful frankness, 
though the Dublin Evening Telegraph 
remarks that Mr. Dillon was guilty of 
a slight anticipation regarding Mr. 
Chamberlain’s damnation, which it 
says is only coming, though already in 
sight.

LONDON, March 21.—One of the live­
liest scenes witnessed in the house of 
commons since the palmiest days of 
the Irish nationalists, ended Thursday 
Afternoon with the suspension of John 
Dillon. During the discussion of the 
South African affairs, the liberal lead­
er, Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman, 
-vigorously protested against the gov­
ernment’s conduct in uttering “malig­
nant slanders" in calling the liberals 
“pro-Boers.” These slanders, Sir Hen­
ry said, were used for part/ purposes. 
The speaker proceeded to give a bitter, 
detailed criticism of the. government's 
treatment of the Boers and its miscal­
culations, declaring that the honor and 
interests of the country were Just" as 
dear to the liberals as to the most 
supercilious defender of the govern­
ment’s policy and the liberals would 
continue to protest in the name of 
the righteous and generous traditions 
agajnst the methods of the govern­
ment. The colonial secretary, Mr. 
Chamberlain, to the course of an equal­
ly incisive reply, said he desired to de­
liberately accuse Sir Henry Campbell- 
Bannerman of losing no opportunity 
for slandering his countrymen, the sol­
diers and the government. Subse­
quently “the malignant elanders" had 
come from the opposite side.

The ’speaker, William Court Golly, 
here intervened and declared that the 
tens “malignant slander,” was un­
parliamentary.

Both Sir Henry Campbell-Banner­
man and Mr. Chamberlain thereupon 
withdrew the words amid cheers.

Mr. Chamberlain proceeding, refer* 
red- to the Boers who are fighting on 
the British side when John Dillon 
(Irish nationalist) interjected “they 
are traitors,” on which Mr. Chamber- 
laid retorted:

“The honorable gentleman is a good 
judge of traitors.”

A scene of great confusion ensued. 
When order was partially restored Mr. 
Dillon demanded a ruling on Mr. 
Chamfberlein’s words.

The speaker said:
“An honorable member spoke of sol­

diers serving under the British flag as 
traitors. I deprecated the interrup­
tion and I deprecated the retort of the 
other member.”

Mr. Dillon then said:
“t will tell the right honorable mem­

ber that he is a damned liar.”
A dead silence followed this remark. 

Such unparliamentary language seem­
ed to stun the house.

The speaker invited Mr. Dillon to 
withdraw the expression, but the lat­
ter said:

"I will not withdraw.”
“Then I must name you,” said the 

speaker.
The government leader, A. J. Bal­

four, then said:
“I beg to move that Mr. Dillon be 

suspended from service in the 
house.”

The motion was carried by 248 to 48 
votes.

Mr. Dillon immediately by direction 
of the speaker left the house amidst 
wild nationalist cheers and Mr. Cham­
berlin resumed his speech.

Mr. Dillon’s suspension under the 
present rules cannot exceed a week. 
His offence would have been much 
more severely dealt with had the new 
rules been in force.

All the oil -brought into the country 

is supposed to be inspected by the 
customs department and all the oil 
produced is inspected by Mr. Bernier’s 
men. But when the oil is found in the 
shop or -the tank through the country 
no human being can tell whether it is 
inspected or not. There are no marks 
to indicate inspection, and therefore 
when a toad article is found the remedy 
is not in sight.

While Mr- Bernier is quite dull in 
working his estimates through, Mr. 
Tarte never ceases to be interesting. 
If any complaint is made he laughs it 
off or blames it to his officers, solemn­
ly protesting that if they have done 
wrong they have violated his sacred 
instructions, and he will see that they 
are -punished. If he is confronted with 
promises that he has made, he calm­
ly explains that he could not get his 
colleagues to back him up, but that 
he hopes still to overcome their ob­
jections. Last night Mr. Bennett read 
a report of Mr. Tarte’s proceeding;: in 
a visit to Orillia, where he promised to 
spend *40,000. He has not spent any­
thing, and was called to account. Mr. 
Tarte replied by saying that when in 
Orillia he was quite carried away with 
the beauties of the place and especial­
ly toy the beauty of the ladles. Seduced 
by these charms he is afraid that he 
“went pretty far.” He is inclined to 
admit that he promised to persuade 
ifle colleagues to spend this *40,000, but 
in the cooler atmosphere of Ottawa 
he cannot quite recall how much he 
■was beguiled into promising. Never­
theless he says be will try and do 
what he said he would, remembering 
the pleasure that they gave him in 
Orillia and the charming way in which 
the ladies there entertained him. “1 
have never been charged with going 
back on the ladies,” said the little 
minister, and so the debate closed.

Mr. Borden seems to have given 
great delight to the audience which 
he addressed last night at Lindsay, 
in Col. -Sam Hughes’ constituency. 
The opposition leader Is making 
friends rapidly in Ontario and is in 
great' demand as a speaker on politi­
cal and non-political occasions. He 
was at Belleville early-in the week, and 
is booked for several other addresses 
during the session.

Col. -Sam Hughes has ideas about 
militia administration. He comes 
back from Africa able to speak with 
even greater authority than ever be­
fore. He tells Dr. Borden that he 
gives too much prominence to hie per­
manent officers and corps and not 
enough to the active militia. The 
colonel is going to make another 
speech on the subject, and his address 
in supply this week is merely prelim­
inary. But in the meantime he takes 
occasion to say that the best men in 
Africa were the militia men, and the 
best officers were militia officers. 
Everywhere, from the days of Greece 
and Rome, the civilian soldier has 
been better than the regular soldier. 
Col. Hughes says that it was proved 
in India, in the Crimea, and in the 
American civil war. A new man was 
called to the field to wind up affairs 
in the Russian war when the trained 
officers failed. The final conquerors of 
the southern confederacy were men 
from the farms. The only man who 
achieved success in the Philippines 
was a civilian soldier. Apparently 
Col. Hughes refers to the officer who 
played the low down trick to capture 
Aguinaldo. In Canada Col. Hughes 
has no doubt that the militia officers 
are far* ahead of the regular force. 
He knows, because he is one of them. 
For proof he is able to cite instances 
in the Northwest rebellion, and' on 
later occasions when the permanent 
force was outwitted, outgeneral led and 
outfought in sham battles on the gbry 
field of Queenstown Heights and else­
where.
