It 18 sratep Taar Tam Nova Scormia
FRUIT GROWERS have discovered that they
bave been paying higher freights on their
spples shipped to the English markets
than has been paid from Montreal, On-
tario, Boston or New York, while, at-the

THE PROPER RELATION BETWEEN THE TWO,

That the conscience should always be
obeyed we would all admit. The ques-
tion is, when should the feelings be
obeyed? To what extent should we al-
low our emotions to determine our
action ? To what extent ought we to
depend upon our feelings for an idcen-
tive to weil-doing ? Thesé are fair ques-
tions to ask, and have a very close bear-
ing upon our daly lives. That the
feelings should never be appesled to, or
that they should not in any sense be
used as a stimulus to action, no ome
would ciaim. But just how far shall we
be guided and constrained by feeling,
and how far by principle? In what rela-
tion shall feeling and principle stand to
wach other? 1t is certainly right to be
influehoed to some extent by our emo-
tions—it is right to appeal to them as &
stimulus to duty. But when feeling and
principle conflict, the former must give
way to the latter. Conscience, like a
compass, must always determine our
course. Loyalty to principle is the pro-
pelior that vrges the num-hnr on ite
oourss. The feelings are the favorable
or. adverse winds—now helping, now
hindering. lrreapeotive of wind and tide
the propelior wust drive the steamship
on its course. S0 fuithfulness to prineiple
must urge us on in the path of duty
whethor the feelings Aelp or Ainder. The
emotions have their place and their use,
and when beld in their proper rela'ion
to principle may often be of immense

value ; but they should never be followed
without reference to principle, Many
peoplo séeni 1o think that there is &
certain class of actions to which prinaiple
cannot be applied In such ocsses,”

they say, “ we are at liberty to follow our

The liberty with which
Christ makes us free is not the antino
misn liberty to do what we pleass, but
that true liberty which no ome experi
ences until be bas learned to conguer
self, and to bring every thought into
subjsotion to Christ. It is the liberiy to
serve God and .by His grace lndovem
into His image. I do not think [ shail
be far astray if [ eny thst the liberty to
“do as you please” mnd “follow your
tastes whithersoever they lead you"
is dangerously characteristic of the re
ligious life of today in America: It is
one of the “ signs of the times.”

That harmful results follow when we
depend too much upon our feelings is
seen in the fact that many persons in
the absence of ewotion lack motive
power, and hence are almost helpless in
the discharge of religious duties. When
they lack feeling they are like a sbip be
calmed at sea.

Thus he isoften a helpless vie
tim of bis varisble moods, and ss often
is as dumb as- the walls around him,
Evidently he bas been depending alto-
gether too much upon his emotions and
bas not been governed sufficiently by
prineiple. During revival seasons, when
there is much excitenient and his
emotional nature is chiefly appealed to,
he finds it eamsy to work or spesk for
Christ. When the heat of the revival is
over be inevitably falls back into inertia,
I'ben the “ love of many waxes cold”
and “ many sleep.’

Perhaps in no sphiere of religious work
is there »0 great ao appeal to the emo-
tions as in_the department of missions.
Probably there is no other sphere in
which there is s0 much material with
which to feed the emotions. It is well
fo stimulate people to give and labor in
the Lord's work by telling them of the
great need.  But behind the need there
should always be & strong appeal to their
eonscientious regard for Christ's claim
upon them.

But
his abstaining in the one case (contrary |
to his fee and his partaking in the
other case (in accordance with bis liking)
should be ta:ed upon his duty to serve
his Master with as scund & body as pos
sible. It will thus be seen that our feel
ings should sometimes be set aside
because to follow them in such cases
would be to depart from the line of duty.

Paul found his emotional nature a
great help to him in many cases. In
other cases his loyalty to Christ and the
truth led Kim directly contrary to the
course'in which his feelings would have
led him. When he roceived the Gentiles
into his heart and determined to spend
his life in winning them to the truth, he |
found it peceskary to antsgonize anc
overcome his etrong feelings of Jewish |
prejudice—teelings which he inherited
from his ancestors, and which were ce
veloped through a long period of Phar
asaical training. Both Christ and His |
aposties appealed to the emotions as a |
stimalus to repested and persistent |
efforts in well doing. But behind the
emotions they appealed to the con-
science. The feelings may be merely the
watural likes and dislikes, or they may
be the outgrowth of religious training.
The best kind of emotion is that which |
grows out of a deep conviction of the
truth. It is good to allow our feelings to |
slimulate us, if they stimulate us to right
action. It is certainly wrong for us to
follow our feelings when they lead us into
wrong doing

Whoever is elo
quent enough to portray the most vividly
pitiful scenes of misery, will succeed in
getting the largest collection for missions.
As a matter of fact, is not that often the
case? How often we find people who
do not give regularly and from principle,

the person who appeals for the money
and the extent to which his words have
aronsed their feelings! This way of se.
curing an interest in the Lord’s work is
effective for a time, but ere long the
mind becomes accustomed to such tales
of sorrow and is perhaps less and less
affected by them: However interested
we may be to learn about the condition
of the heathen, we should be influenced
to give and to labor chiefly by the prin
ciple of loyalty to Christ. ~ Conscientious
regard for His claims upon us should be
a never failing motive power.

were written “ either at Edeass or under
the influence of the Edessan school.”

Although bearing the name of a man
who had died centuries before these
works were written, they are not to be
regarded as forgeries. Such pseudony-
mous authorship at the time mentioned,
as indeed among the Hebrews at a much
ealier date, was regarded quite different-
ly from what is the case at] present.
What a hundred years ago was regarded
as & great offence in & Macpherson or a
Chatterton, was easily forgiven some
centuries earlior, and was considered a
very suitable expedient for directing at-
tention to writings which if announced
under their true authorship might have
commanded too little notice. The works
of “Dionysius the Areopagite"” upon
“The Heavenly Hierarchy,” ¢ 'i'he
Ecclesiastionl Hierarchy,” “Twe Divine
Names,” and on * Mystical Theology,”
must now be understood as written by
some one in the fifth or sixth century
whose name has probably never entered
into history, snd who for the sake of
gaining currency for his books was con
tent to eflace himself under s pseudouym
which he had good resson to believe
would surely provoke curiosity if no |
higher sentiment, in their behalf,

At a literary point of view, these writ.
ings do not appear to be deserving of
much praise.  “ Their style,” says Dr.

1. Joxam meruvnving Peworaxr vo Goo
avp Dury, In our last ledson wo saw
Jonah with his face toward the wicket
gate of repentance, confessing fils sin
to the sallors, and willing to suffer for
his sin in order that others might escape.

Jowed him as be was thrown overboard,
and in that prison he remained three

days and nights. The prayer recorded
in Chepter I1. was doubtiess put in form
after his rescue, but it expresses the sum
of his experience during those three
fearful days. 1t is full of the spiriTiof the
older Psalms, with which Jonah must
have been familiar. The place where
Jonah came ushore is said by tradition to
be near Cemsarea.

1L Jowan's Mussioxn ro Ninevem. 1.
“Came unto Jonah the second time.”
(1) This new commission was a proof of
his sincere repentance. (2) It was a
token to Jonah of the divine forgiveness
and acoeptance; like Jesus' “ Feed my
sheep” to Peter after his denial of his
Lord. (3) The work was still waiting to
be done. There was the same need a\
before. (4) Jonah was now better fitted
than ever for his work. He had had a
new experience of the evil and danger of
sin, an r‘he blessedness of being for-
given. He could speak from the heart
with & new power. (5) Whatever dan-
gers should loora up before him,whatever
lions appeared in the way, Jonah was
now aware that it was more dangerous
to turn back than to go forward.

2. % Go unto Nineveh, that great city.”
It was a very wicked city given to vio-
lence and cruelty, and dangerous to
Israel and other nations. But the As
syrians were also & strong, intellectual,
and vigorous race. The great libraries
of Nineveh lately discovered show a re-
markable intellectual development,
Jonah was sent to a people wicked in
deed, but capable of underahmlmv, pos.
sessing a living oconscience, and shrewd
to see the wise path. “Preach
unto it the preaching that [ bid
thee.” It was to be s message from
God, not from Jonab. So should all
px»:chmg and religious teaching be the
word of God.

3. “ Now Nineveh was an exceeding
great city, Literally, A great cily to
God; an expression equivalent to &
divinely great cify. Great in extent of
groun({ in the strength-of its fortifica-
tions, bheight, and breadth of its walls,
and multitude of its towers; great in
the multitude of its numbers and riches
of ite oitizens, and every whit as great in
the multitude of itasins ; but let nothing
retard or discourage thee, a.rne and go.
“Of three days’ journey.” The most
probable and most generally received
opinion is that these words refer to the
cireuif of Nineveh, and that the writer
intends by them to say that the city was
80 large that it would take® & man, walk-
ing at the usual pace, three days to go
round it.

4. “And Jonah began to enter into
the city a day's journey.” It means
merely, that Jonah journeyed into the city
for one day.»- Preaching as he went, and
hindered by"sue orowds and excitement
caused by that preaching, he would
necessarily make but slow progress, and
accomplish but a small distance one day.
“Yet forty days, and Nineveh shall be
overthrown : ”  utterly destroyed as
Sodpm and Gomorrah, about whose de-
struction the same word is used. No
hint was given of the means. On the
one hand the warning was more in-
credible, but on the other hand it was
more .ppdlmg and effective, for this
mystery. We have here the spectucla
of an unknown Hebrew, in a prophet’s
austere and homely attire, passing
through the splendid street of the proud-
est town of the eastern world, uttering
words of rebuke and menance, bidding
the le not only to make restitution
of their unlawtully acquired property,
but to give up their ancestral deities for
the one God of Israel.

According to
(3eorge Smith, in his Chaldean account
of Genesis, Rimmon Nirari was king of
Nineveh about this time. “He arose
from his throne.” See description of
Solomon's throne (1 Kings 10: 18-20).
The king in his penitence would stand
before Giod on & level with his subjects.
“ Laid his robe from him.” His rich and
luxurious dress. “And covered him with
saokoloth,” like his people, in great con-
trast with his usual {robe. “And sat in
ashes,” in contrast with his costly snd
besutiful throne,

Rerewranoe mxpressep I¥ Desps. “ Let
them turn every one from his evil way.”
Prayer without reformation is mockery
of God. The prominence of the moral
element in the repentance of heathen
Nineveh is very striking. Complete as
was the outward act of humiliation, the
king's decree implies that it would be
worthless without a corresponding moral
reformation. The tenth verse tells us
that it was to this that God had respect.
He saw their works, that they turned
from their evil way, and the heathen
king seems clearly to have underatood
that it would be so. “The violence that
is in their hands.” Violence was their
chief sin, as all we learn of the Assyrians,
both from sacred and seculsr history,

shows. Repentance and restitution
clear the hands from the guilt of the
violence : restitution, which gives back
what was wronged ; repentance, which,
for love of God, hates and quits the sins,
of which it repenta.

Many among us
are quite as well fitted for the office as
thase appointed from other bodies, whose
influence in politics is more actively ex-
erted. Wé recommend our friends to
look out from among us some man of
good report, and to do their beet to secure |
his appointment.

The seriptural authority
quoted for that appoiniment is the
sixth chapter of Acts, where is related
the ordination of seven members of the
charch in Jerusalem as church officers
to attend to the distribution of alms.
From this some have inferred that the
deacons of a church are its seriptural
finance conamittee, or board of managers.
But a careful examination of the passage
cited will not tend to confirm this view
of the subject. In the first place, the
seven appointed by the first Christian
church to attend to its almsgiving are
never called deacons, either in the
narrative or elsewhere in the book. Two
of them were preachers, and one of these
was an evangelist. Twice the apostles
in the course of the nargative apply to
themaselves, and not to the seveun, words
from which we derive our terms deacon
and disconate. They said, “It is not fit
that we should forsake the word of God
and serve (diaconize) tables. But we
will continue steadfastly in prayer and
in the ministry (diakonis) of the wori.”
This throws a flood of light upon the
subject, and reveals to us the principle
that should determine all our ideas of
deacons as officers of the Christian
church. The apostles call theiresown
special work of prayer and preaching a
deaconships and they apply the same
term in another form to the distribution
of alms ; in other words they tell us that
any allotted work in the church of
Christ is a deaconship, and that whoever
is appointed to perform it is a deacon.
It will be found upon investigation that
every reference t6 deacons in the New
Testament, either harmonizes with this
view of the subject or confirms it.

Paul addresses his epistle to the Phil
igpians Lo the saints, bishope and dea
cons, or in other words to the church
members, pastors and other officials. In
I Tim, 3 the same apostle gives a state-
ment of the qualifications of bishops and
deacons.

Growing Carrants™

Many negieot to ralse the wholesome
and pmliugln currant beosuse they im
agine it diffioult to start and care for the
bushes. But the bushes are easily

saved and planus protected by one or two
applications of hellebore. A writer in
the Mirror and Farmer states that he
started with three ourrant bushes and
has now over one hundred that cost him
nothing but setting out and a little care.
He takes cuttings of new wood, about
eight inches long, sets them in the gar
den in the spring,.some six inches deep,
with a little -slant, and places them six
inches apart in the row. If the soil is not
too dry, snd  the weeds are well kept
down, in the fall he has as nice a lot of
bushes as one can desire to see. These
he sets where he wants them, about
three feet apart in the rows in a rich soil,
giving them good ocultivation. Thus
started they grow and thrive, paying the
best interest on the time expended of
anything raised on his premises.
