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would be impossible in one large lodge with 
one set of officers.

It is the activity that keeps the order 
afloat, but when the suckers get thinned 
down, as they undoubtedly do in a shorter 
time than is probably imagined, the order 
must sink, and sink very deep.

But the argument is put forth that even 
if the members do not receive large profits, 
but are assessed to the full amount of their 
endowments, that they will save money, 
which would in other cases be spent, and 
that workingmen could not save money in 
any other way. Neither can workingmen 
afford to lose money in that particular 
way; and lose they will, in a dishonest 
speculation.

The table on the ninth page of this issue 
shows the standing of the different endow­
ment orders in Massachusetts and New 
Hampshire. Nothing more is needed to 
show that they are frauds of the most 
transparent kind.

“The ‘Order of Unity,’one of the Massa­
chusetts assessment endowment concerns 
ruled out of several states, and the true in­
wardness of which we exposed at some 
length several months ago, has lately 
attempted to find dupes in Sherbrooke, 
when it announced by cheap handbills that 
Carl W. Kimpton, “supreme secretary” of 
the order, would hold a public meeting on 
July 9, to present the beauties of the 
scheme of getting something for nothing. 
A correspondent writes of the failure of the 
attempt, through the exposures made by 
himself and other level-headed citizens. 
This concern collected during 1890 over 
$23,000 for “expense fund,” and paid in 
benefits only $13,920. — Insumnce and 
Finance Chronicle.

AND THE BAND PLATEDspades and not an ounce of dirt was left on 
the side. There were many other evidences 
of the large number of bodies buried in 
that vicinity. In half a dozen spots could 
be seen the ends of coffins which were dis­
closed by the shovels of the men. In another 
spot a coffin was cut right through by the 
workmen who picked up the loose bones 
and tresses of hair and threw them together 
in the poor house box.

Policemen hovered around the scene 
during the day, and occasionally drifted 
near the spot during the hours of darkness, 
not so much on guard as with the usual 
curiosity. Doctors came from all quarters 
of the city to see what they could see and 
learn something if possible. Old men 
clustered around and speculated as to who 
were buried there, calling to mind the 
early days of ’40 when men were cut down 
with ship’s fever and many found an un­
known grave. Two citizens rushed to the 
spot at one time, hearing that the lots of 
their ancestors were being disturbed. They 
found that they were mistaken and went 
away again.

Meanwhile some person complained of a 
stench which arose from the place, and 
orders were given to throw lime into the 
hole. A cask of lime was brought and 
distributed freely. This act seemed to 
arouse the indignation of the people, and 
it is a wonder that the workmen were per­
mitted to remain as long as they did.

When the early hours of Thursday morn­
ing—before the dawn—arrived, a few men 
gathered around the excavation quietly 
and began to fill it in. They meant busi­
ness, and would have succeeded in doing 
what they set out to accomplish, but for 
thj police. They arrived on the scene and 
the volunteers disappeared. A conflict 
with the police is not desirable, but many 
contend that the officers had no right 
whatever to interfere. Work, however, 
was not resumed by the contractors the 
next morning, owing to the pressure 
brought to bear upon the Young memorial 
committee. Perhaps the fact of threatened 
injunction by Messrs. Macaulay had some­
thing to do with the cessation of work. At 
any rate, the ground was filled in Thurs­
day evening.

The beautiful and picturesque valley of 
Sussex is admired by all who visit it, or by 
passing travellers in the trains as they go 
east or west during the summer season.

The admiration is well merited as, be­
yond doubt, no more attractive spot can 
be found in the provinces, and the chances 
for beautiful drives, views, fishing, camp­
ing out, etc., are varied and numerous.

To the Ship laborers, Scowmen, Painters

About four Weeks ago the majority of 
the roillowners of St. John issued notices 
demanding that after July 13th themillmen 
should work 10 hours a day instead of nine 
hours. While there were fourteen firms 
signing such a demand there were ciui 
number of prominent millowners who did 
not sign it, including Messrs. King Broth­
ers, Wm. Hayford, Roberts & Son.Clarke, 
James Gregory, C. Hamilton & Son, 
Cowan and McGinty, and John McMulkin. 
This will show that the demand that the 
-men should return to the ten-hour system 
•was far from being unanimous. The de­
mand that the milTmen should return to the 
ten-hour system did not suggest that if they 
preferred to accept a reduction of wages 
they could continue at the nine-hour sys­
tem. Had such an alternative proposition 
been made we think we are safe in saying 
considering the state of the lumber market 
four weeks ago, our men would have been 
willing to have met their employers half 
way. They would never consent to a re­
turn to the 10-hour system, but they would 
no doubt at the outset have accepted a 
temporary reduction of wages. We need 
not go into particulars of what has been 
done by the men for the past tour weeks. 

; sympathy was aroused in our cause 
h an extent that the millowners have

practically abandoned all hope of winning 
on their demand for 10 hours. Nearly 
every wage earner in the city and county, 
through his respective organization or in­
dividually, has expressed sympathy and 
offered financial aid if necessary ; and the 
general publie bave shown a willingness to 
help on men while contending tor what 
they consider to be their just rights.

Ex-mayor Thome having published a 
letter in the press last week suggesting 
that the millowners and representatives of 
the millmen should meet and try and ar­
range a settlement of this difficulty, the 
general committee of our association met 
last Monday night and appointed one dele­
gate from each mill to see the owners. 
The result of the interview in each case 
was stated at Wednesday’s public meeting 
in Berryman's ball, and has already been 
made public in the press. Except in one 
or two cases the delegates were not treated 
as they had expected they had a right to 
be treated. In most instances the owners 
refused to treat with them at all, because 
they (the men) belonged to a millmen’s 
union. We have no desire to quarrel with 
our bosses, with most of whom we are on 
the best of terms personally, but surely 
they cannot reasonably complain about our 
forming a union. In forming such a union 
were we not following the example set us 
by the millowners themselves? They joined 
together, or at least 14 firms of them, in a 
demand that we should work 10 hours a 
day, and now some of them seem to com­
plain because we have also formed a union. 
To use a slang expression, what is sauce 
for the goose should also be 
gander, and it it was well for 14 firms of 
millowners to combine, they cannot rea­
sonably complain against their men for also 
combining in a defence of their rights.

Tbe millowners having declined to ac­
cept the olive branch which we held out 
to them, to come to some understanding, 
our union on Wednesday night resolved 
to stand by the nine hour system and no 
reduction of w 
mous and en 
meeting. Had our delegates been received 
differently by the majority of the mill- 
owners even at this late date, after four 
weeks’ loss of wages, our men might have 
considered lavorably a proposition for a 
slight reduction of wages, but considering 
the answer of the majority of the owners 
called upon by our delegates, tbe only 
solution of the difficulty possible seems to 
be that the owners

Now. however, we 
regret to say that the prospect of a settle­
ment seems far off. We desire, acting on 
your suggestions, that none of our milTmen 
shall be in want even though the strike 
should unfortunately continue until next 
spring. It was largely because of your 
oilers of help and the generous offers of 
the general public, including very many 
business men, to assist us that we have de­
cided to open subscription lists in the city 
and county of St. John. No labor body 
is expected to give more than it can afford, 
and the desire is that no individual citizen 
or merchant shall contribute beyond his 
means. The millmen have paid their bills 
well in the past, and if Goa spares them 
they will not forget in the future their 
fellow wage earners or the business men 
who treat them generously in the present 
crisis.

In making this appeal we desire to say 
that except in very, very few cases there 
has been no suffering among the millmen 
or their families, nor do we fear that there 
will be. The object of this appeal is to 
guard against such an emergency. Those 
of the millmen who have not gone away are 
getting employment at other 
rapidly as possible. Those of our citizens 
who have any general work that millmen 
could perform, would oblige us very much

If not intending to wash the ceiling, it 
may with advantage be treated the same as 
the walls, though, if thus done, it will not, 
of course, have the brilliant whitenes of a 
fresh-washed ceiling.

The loose dust on the walls should first 
be removed by a soft broom or brush, and 
then the lump of dough passed lightly over 
he paper, when it will be seen to remove 
the dirt in its path as effectively as an 
india rubber squeegee removes liquid mud 
from an asphalte road. The dough in 
use works soft, and in consequence it. will 
be found desirable to have some flour in a 
bowl to roll it in occasionally.

By this means I have, in less than an 
hour, well cleaned the walls and ceiling of 
a room 14 ft. by 12 It. by 8 ft. The walls 
and ceiling were very dirtv and spooky 
when I began, and the walls showed in 
very pronounced patches the parts that had 
been covered by pictures, pier-glass, furni­
ture, etc., but when finished they presented 
an evenly clean appearance, suggestive of 
new paper ; the ceiling also looked very 
clean and presentable, though previously 
blackened by smoke.

receive a letter written and posted years 
before. A short time ago a considerable 
number of inhabitants of Spandau, in 
Prussia, were astonished to receive letters 
bearing the date of 1880, and treating of 
matters long since gone by. An investi­
gation of this affair was made by the 
government, and the fact was revealed that 
a wagon in which the mail for Spandau 
had long been brought to the post office 
was so badly constructed that a large 
packet ot letters had slipped in between 
the two floors ot the structure. There 
they had lain until the necessity of repair­
ing the wagon brought them to view ten 
years utter.

Several of the persons to whom these be 
lated letters were addressed were dead,and 
the post office was forced to take charge of 
their mail once more.

Not long ago, in Michigan, a gentleman 
received a letter which was written, Mid 
bore evidence of having been put into the 
post, in Vermont in the year 1856.

The stamp upon this letter was obsolete, 
but the post office department forwarded it 
to its destination. It was perfectly good 
when the letter was posted. Where the 
letter had been during all these years was 
never explained.

It may be surmised, however, that it had 
slipped into some cranny in the course of 
its transmission, and remained there until 
the making of certain repairs revealed it. 
It was then put into the post anew and 
nothing said about it.

It gives a very singular impression to re­
ceive, as a new communication, a letter 
which is ten or fifteen years old, so com­
pletely do the circumstances of life gener- 
ally change in such an interval. But it is 
not a more singular sensation than is felt 
when one receives a letter which is in­
tended tor someone else of the same name.

Not long ago, for instance, a wealthy 
and fashionable lady of Wigglesworth— 
the names we use are of course not the 
real ones—received a note which read as 
follows :

Mark, still further, the eloquent silence 
as to the cause of the panic and the flight. 
There is no appearance of armed resist­
ance. This is no “battle of the warrior 
with garments rolled in blood,” and the 
shock of contending hosts. But an unseen 
hand smites once—and when the morning 
dawned “they were all dead corpses.” 
The impression of terror produced by such 
a blow is increased by the veiled allusion 
to it here. The silence magnifies the de­
liverance. It we might apply the words 
of Milton to that night of fear.

will find that it falls into three portions. 
There is the glory of Zion, the deliverance 
of Zion, and the consequent grateful 
praise, and glad trust of Zion.

I. There is the glory of Zion. Hearken 
with what triumph the psalmist breaks out. 
“Great is the Lord, and greatly to be 
praised in the city of our God, in the moun­
tain of His holiness. Beautiful for situation 
(or rather elevation), the joy of the 
earth, is Mount Zion, on the sides 
north, the city of the great King.”

Now these words are something more 
than mere patriotic feeling. The Jew’s 
glory in Jerusalem was a different thing 
altogether from the Roman’s pride in 
Rome. To the devout men amongst them, 
of whom the writer of this Psalm was one, 
there was one thing, and one only, that 
made Zion glorious. It was beautiful in­
deed in its elevation, lifted high upon its 
rocky mountain. It was safe indeed, isol­
ated from the invader by the precipitous 
ravines which enclosed and guarded the 
angle of the mountain plateau on which it 
stood, but the one thing that gave it glory 
was that in it God abode. The name even 
of that earthly Zion was “Jehovah-Sham- 
mah,” the “Lord is there.” And the em­
phasis of these words is entirely pointed in 
that direction. What they celebrate con­
cerning Him is not merely the general 
thought that the Lord is great, but that the 
Lord is great in Zion. What they cele­
brate concerning it is that it is His city, the 
mountain of His holiness,where He dwells, 
where He manifests Himself. Because 
there is His selt manifestation, therefore 
He is there greatly to be praised, 
because the clear voice of His praise rings 
out from Zion, therefore is she “the joy of 
the whole earth.” The glory ofZion.then, 
is that it is the dwelling place of God.

Now, remember, that when the Old 
Testament scripture speaks about God 
abiding in Jerusalem, it means no heathen­
ish or material localising of the Deity, nor 
does it imply any depriving of the rest of 
the earth of the sanctity of His presence. 
The very Psalm which most distinctly em­
bodies the thought of God’s abode protests 
against that narrowness, for it begins, 
“The earth is the Lord's and the fulness

worldliness of its heart,the abounding evils 
that lie around it and the actual hostility 
of many that look upon it and say, “raze 
it, even to the ground,” would have smitten 
it to the dust long since. It lives, it has 
lived in spite of all, and therefore it shall 
live. “God will establish it forever.”

In almost every land there is some fort­
ress or other, wh.ch the pride of the in­
habitants calk “the maiden fortress,” and 
whereof the legend is, that it has never 
been taken, and is inexpugnable by any 
foe. It is true about the tower of the 
flock, the stronghold of the daughter of 
Zion. The grand words of Isaiah about 
this very Assyrian invader are our answer 
to all tears within and foes without : “Say 
unto him, the virgin, the danghter of Zion, 
hath despised thee, and laughed thee to 
scorn ; the daughter of Jerusalem hath 
shaken her head at thee. ... I will 
defend this city to save it for my own sake, 
and for my servant David’s sake. God 
will establish it forever.” And the pledges 
of that Eternal Stability are the deliver­
ances of the past and of the present.

III. Then finally, there is* still another 
section of this Psalm to be looked at for a 
moment, which deals with the consequent 
grateful praise and glad trust of Zion.

I must condense what few things I have 
to say about these closing verses. The de­
liverance, first of all, deepens the glad 
meditation on God’s favor and defence. 
“We have thought,” says the ransomed 
people as with a sigh of rejoicing,” ‘ we 
have thought of thy loving kindness in the 
midst of Thy temple.’' The scene of the 
manifestation of llis power is the scene 
their thankfulness, and the first issue 
His mercy is His servants’ praise.

Then, the deliverance spreads His fame 
throughout the world. “According to Thy 
name, O God, so is Thy praise unto the 
ends of the earth. Thv right hand is full 
of righteousness.” The name oi God is 
God’s own making known of His character, 
and the thought of these words is double. 
They most beautifully express the pro- 
ioundest trust in that blessed name that it 
only needs to be known in order to be 
loved. There is nothing wanted but His 
manifestation of Himself for His 
praise and glory to spread. \\ by 
is the Psalmist so sure that accord­
ing to the revelation of His character 
be the revenue of His praise ? Because 
the Psalmist is so sure that that character 
is purely perfectly, simple, good—nothing 
else but good and blessing—and that He 
cannot act but in such a way as to magnify 
Himself. That great sea will cast up 
nothing on the shores of the world but 
pearls and precious things. He is all 
‘‘light’’ and in Him is “no darkness at 
all.” There needs but the shining forth 
in order that the light of His character 
shall bring gladness and joy, and the song 
of birds and opening flowers wheresoever 
it falls.

Still further, there is the other truth in 
the words that we misapprehend the pur­
pose of our own deliverances, and the 
purpose of God’s mercy to Zion, if we 
confine these to any personal objects or 
lose sight of the loftier end of them all— 
that man may learn to know and love 
Him. Brethem, we neither rightly thank 
Him for His gilts to us, nor rightly appre­
hend the meaning of llis dealings, unless 
the sweetest thought to us, even in toe 
midst of our own personal joy for deliver­
ance, is not, “we are saved,” but “God is 
exalted.”

And then, beyond that, the deliver-

This shows how important a thing 
tilation is, and how necessary to li 
fresh air. We cannot live too much out of 
doors if we would be healthy, 
true, but it is also true that the state of air 
in most of our houses, by night and by 
day, precludes the possibility of healthful 
life therein, in the true sense of the ex­
pression. We do not live in our houses— 
we simply exist. The bugbear cold shuts 
the door and hermetically seals the double 
windows of many of the best houses in 
country or town. The air we breathe in­
doors is seldom or never pure ; it may sup­
port life after a fashion, as muddy water 
will the life of a fish, but that is all you 
can say of it. It may not of itself be posi­
tively poisonous, but it is, nevertheless, 
often eminently well-suited to the propaga­
tion of the germs of disease. It is on foul 
and unwholesome air and water that these 
often live and multiply. It should be re­
membered that the obnoxious gases ema­
nating even from sewers are not per se 

able of breeding fever when breathed ; 
but it is in them that fever germs float and 
live : they are to these germs what the soil 
around is to the plant. It is for this rea- 

among many others, that the sense of 
smell was given us, in order that we may 
be able to distinguish between what is 
poisonous and what is wholesome.

The olfactory nerves, for example, seem 
to get inured to unwholesome air afte 
time ; or, what is much the same thing, the 
brain becomes incapable of taking cogniz­
ance ot the impression. A person may be 
sitting in a room or railway carriage and 
feeling rather comfortable than otherwise, 
in an atmosphere that a person coming di­
rectly in from the fresh air finds suffocat­
ingly unwholesome. .

A deficiency in the oxygen we breathe is 
bad enough, but when, in addition to this, 
it is laden with impurities, as it too often 
is, I do not hesitate to say that even in the 
very best houses of olir cities and towns, 
the matter becomes serious.

Badly constructed houses have muc і to 
account for in the matter of foul air in 
rooms. The apartments which are the 
greatest sinners in this respect are the cel­
lars ; too often awful and loathsome dun­
geons, in which decomposition, and some­
time putrefaction, ride rampant, and which 
people too seldom think of disinfecting ; 
the kitchen vomiting its vapors upstairs 
into every chamber ; the larder, the water- 
closet with its evil leaky pipes ; and to a 
lesser degree the nursery itself. Houses, I 
have little doubt, will yet be built on 
arches open to the air, and kitchens and 
larders will be overhead, while stairs are 
outside altogether. And with such an ar­
rangement there is no earthly reason why 
beauty of architecture should not be com­
bined.

Meanwhile we must call in the aid ot 
scientific ventilation and disinfection, if we 
would not have the doctor’s carriage draw 
up too frequently at our doors.

are confounded, and a single strengthened 
effect known as resonance is produced, and 
this is often observed in halls and large 
rooms. To kill resonance.all that is necessary 
is to properly cover the walls with tapestrv 
or other cloth hangings4 which are very bad 
reflectors of sound. The multiple echos, 
which repeat the same word or tones several 
times, are among the most wonderful of 
their class. An echo of this kind in the 
phateau ot Simonetta, in Italy, repeats a 
note thirty times, at Woodstock, in Eng­
land, there is one which repeats from seven­
teen to twenty syllables ; and a remarkably 
fine echo occurs beneath the suspension 
bridge across the Menai Strait in Wales, 
which returns the sound of a blow with a 
hammer on the pier in succession from 
each of the cross beams that support the 
roadway, and from the opposite pier, at a 
distance of 576 feet; and in addition to 
this the sound is many times repeated 
between the water and the roadway, the 
whole effect of the series being most 
peculiar. In the whispering gallery of St. 
Paul’s, London, the faintest sound і
