TONES AND UNDEBRTONKES.

Alter baving been named and renamed
several times, Paul Vidal's latest work was
given recently at the Opera in Paris as
“La Burgonde.” Its previous titles were
“Gauthier d'Acquitaine” and “‘Attail.”
Vidal is known chiefly through a previous
work, ‘‘Guernica,” which is ssid to be
greatly inferior to his latest opers. The
libretto is founded on an eleventh century
poem written by Gerald, a monk in the
monastery ot Fleury sur-Loire. It tells
the story of & Cbristian girl who is given
as ahostage to King Attaila and of the
affection which she inspires in the heart of
Hun aod some of his generals. M. Al-
varez and Mmes. Breval and Hegeon sang
the leading roles. The work was enthus-
iastically praised by the Paris critics, who
oonsider M Vidsl and Alfred Bruneau to
the greatest of French compositors.
Where are MM. Massenet and Saint-Ssens?

Ewmelien Pacini, who died in Parie a
short time ago. was thought to be the lib-
vettast of Il Trovators.” He was 87

+¢J1 Trovatore™ was not to be laid at his
door. Another man did it. Pacini wasa
member of the Legion of Howmor. Ales-
sandro Bettini, the former busband of Zalie
Trebelli, died the other day in Europe.
He was 79 years old and is remembered
in London as an agreesble temor.

Jean de Resske's new opera bouse in
Pans will doubtless derive additional suc-
cess from the fact that the mew Opera
Comique is 8 complete failure trom every
‘point of view. The architect is said to
have sacrificed everything to the idea of
safety. In order that the public might be
sble to get out of the building sately
‘acoustics, besuty and comfort were disre-
garded. Ouoe newspaper remarks tnat the
bouse has sp many doovs that it would be
serviceable only as a pawnshop where no”
body would be seen either enmtering or
leaving. The gals programme of the first
performance contained the names of Boiel-
dieu, Masse, Auber, Thomas, Herold
Gounod, David, Massenet, Saint-Saens,
Delibes and Bizet. This selection drew a
protest from some of the journals on the
ground that Meverbeer, who wrote
“Dinorah” and ‘L'Etoile du Nord” for
the Opers Comique, was not represented
on the programme.

Madrid has recovered suffien'ly to pro-
duce & new opers. the work of & Spanish
composer who bad just reached his thirtieth
year and was praised chiefly by the critics
for having shown a caretul study of Mas
sent, Wagner and Bizet, and for the ekill
with which he treated the Spanish folk-
songs. *‘Maria del Carmen,” which is the
title of the opers, is also the nameofa
well-known Spanish story. The effort was
not regarded as a strikiog achisvement for
either the composer or the librettist. But
the supply ot nationsl muaic in Spain is so
meagre that every operatic effsrt is regard
as a national work.

‘A few months after the first perform-
ance of ‘Dimitri’ I received the cross, and
some time after ‘my nomination appeared
in the Officiel I got from 8t. ;Petersburg a
telegram of congratulations, signed Mar-
quis and Marsquise de Bsux. Now, ac-
cording to its original date, 'this telegram
was sent only some hours before the scene
which occurred between the celebrated
cantatrice and the Marquis.

Among the strange steries to bp found
in the nasretives of early travelers, few are
stranger thau that of tbe vegetable lamb
of Tartary. This story, as beliemd by
the resding public, snd even by the natuss-
lists of two centuries age, is so murvelous,
snd so obviously absurd thet we wonder
bow the most credulsus could have be-

Tiewed it to be true.
The story is that in sn elevated and cul-

tiveted sslt plsia of great extent, west of

the river Volgo, thers mey be found a
creature half-gnimal, balf-plent, to which
the matives give the mame of bsrometz
meaning ‘little lamb.’ To obisin it, the

Tartars sow in the ground s seed like that | i

of 8 melon, from which, in due time, rises
the strange plant, having the figure of s
lamb, with the fest, the hofs, the ears,
and toe whole head, exceptthe horns, of
that animal distinetly formed.

It grows on 8 stalk about three feet in
beight, being according to ome version,
rooted to the ground by its four feet, while
snother sccoust rsites the whole lamb,
feet and all, from the ground on s single
stem, on which it is sble to tu'n, and aleo
to bow itself downwards to the h:rbs om
which it feeds. Tt lives as long as there is
‘n-orhrhgeuondil.bn-h.itlu
consumed all within its reach, it dies, and
withers awsy. Its skin is covered with a
very]white down, as five as silk, and is
greatly prizad by, the Tartars, who pall it
off, and we rit as s cover for the bead.

Inside, it is composed of flesh and bones
and when wounded it gives out s liquid
resembling b'ood. Wolves sre ssid to be
the only snimals that will eat it, and they
are very fond of it. ‘

Specimens of this remarkable production
in the ecllecti of the in days
gone by. Two different specimens bave
been described in the ‘Philosophical Trans-
actions,’ and & third bas its portrait l{/m
in an engraviog in Dsrwin's ‘Flower
Garden’ and its history told in the florid
verse of that work.

The ‘lsmb’® iss natural production,
greately belped, in the devclopment of
the particulars in Jwhich it most resembles
that cresture, by the ‘ingenuity of the na
tives. The body is a portion of the creep-
ing stem of & species ot fern which gever-
ally grows as erect as & tree. This stem
is densely covered with beautiful, jointed
silky bairs, of & rich golden color.

On the suiface next to the ground s tew
roots sre given off, while the leaves—or
fronds as they are calied in ferns spring
ftom the upper turisce. The fronds reach
a Beight of twelve or fourteen feet, and
bave s long bare stock before the leat is
spread out The Tartar takes s suitable
part of this creeping stem for a body, de-
prives it of the roots, and of all the stalks
except four, which are intended to be the
lege two short ones for the ears, and
s stump for the tsil, and then turning it
upeide down, trims the stem, and so pro-
duecs this msrvel of the esrly exployers.
