In the death of Thomas Potts,
which took place at his residence, 1
Pagan Place, at an early hour yester-
day morning, St. John loges a well
known and highly respected citizen.
Mr. Potts was a man who took
much ‘more than ordinary interest in
provincial and civic affairs.
His great regard for the welfare of

After be-
ing educated in the city, he became
engaged in ship building on the east-
ern side of Courtenay Bay, with his
father, who was Captain Willlam
He took a prominent part in
the Confederation struggle, and was
& popular platform speaker in favor
of the scheme, One result was that
in 1871 he was appointed Commission-
er of Immigration in England, and
after successfully carrying out the
duties of that office for about eight
years, he retired and returned to St.
John in 1879. While in England he
delivered many addresses. He then
went into che fruit business with his
brother, Mr. J. W. Potts, under the
firm name of Potts and Co, which
business, in Market street, he took an
active interest in until within a few
weeks of his death. Mr. Potts was
an alderman for three years in the
old Council before the union, repre-
senting Duke's ward from 1884 until
1887, In politics he was a Conserva-
tive, and always took a deep interest
in the affairs of the province and Dom-
inion. Among his many letters and
writings was a speech of an imperial-
istic nature which he wrote about
three years ag It was highly com-
mended, and was sent in printed form
to boards of trade and similar bodies
in different parts of the country, even
as far as Australia. Mr. Potts was a
member of the Masonlc order. Ie
was twice married, in 1857 {o Miss
Amard J, Dunham, of St. John, who
died in 1860, and M 1906 to Miss Julia
A. Sulis, also of this city. Besides
his wife, he is survived by one daugh-
ter, Mrs, Chas. E. Harding, of this
city, and four grandchildren, Arthur
G. Harding, Marion W. Harding, Cleve-
land H. Harding, and Olive B. Hard-
ing. One brother, J. W. Potts, and
one sister, Mrs. E. B, Snider, of Glass-
ville, Carleton county, also survive,
The funeral will take place on Fri-
day afternoon from his late residence.

Gas companies,
electric light companies and street
rallway companies all operate without
paying anything for their franchises
or without contributing to the city
assessment otherwise than by the ord-
inary levy on their real and personal
properties. Gas sells at 90 cents per
1,000 feet. The city pays $55 per light
for street lights on the moonlight
schedule, and $60 on the all night
schedule.

New York, March 22.-~There was
an absence of news developments to
materially influence the course of
prices in today's cotton market but
the failure of the market to advance
on the recent census ginning figures,
poor trade reports and advices of fur-
ther rain in Texas are apparently be-
ginning to outweigh the strong statis-
tical position as & market factor.
These considerations in conjunction
with the apparent disposition of the
faction controlling the May position
1o bid up tho market caused scattered
selling today in considerable volume
and a reaction extending from 6 to
10 points, The situation 1s one to dis.

JUDGE GIROUARD
DIED YESTERDAY

Senior - Member of Supreme
Court of Canada Passed
Away in Ottawa---Death Re-
sult of Injuries in Accident.

—

Ottawa, Mar. 22-<Ion, Desire Gir-
ouard, senior puisne justice of the
supreme court of the Dominlon of
Canada, dled this morning at 7.10 o
clock after an {llness lasting only two
weeks, The immediate cause of the
aged jurist's death was concussion of
the brain, which ensued on his being
thrown out of his carriage in a run.
away accident a short time ago, It
was not thought at first that Justice
Girouard was severely injured, but
his advanced age, aggravated by the
injury to his head, sustained in the
accident, caused his death. Madame
Girouard sustained a fractured arm in
the same accident, but is recovering.
The late justice had the honor of ge-
veral times acting as administrator of
Canada, during the absences of Earl
Grey and Sir Chas. Fitzpatrick, A
message of welcome sent by him to
Cardinal  Vannutelli during. the re<
cent eucharfst vorgress, while he was
acting as administrator, caused some
public discussion, on account of its
wording,

Mr. Justice Desire
Girouard was the son of Jeremie Gir
ouard, and was born at 8t. Timothee,
Que,, on July 7, 1836, the family being
of French descent. After three de-
feats, {wo in Jacques Cartier and one
in Beauharnois, he was elected in 1873
on an appeal and represented Jacques
(.-rllcr in Parliament. Up to the close
of his' parliamentary career in 1896,
he was reelected at every general
election. He especially distinguished
himself in connection with the deceas-
od wife's gister bill, which he intro-
duced for two sessions and finally car-
ried after a long debate and a most
strenuous opposition in 1882, Al
