London Bluecoats Use Force to
Repel Attack of Skirted War-
riors on British House of
Commons,

180 ARRESTS MADE.

London, Nov, 21.—The sulfragettes
fared badly at the hands of the police
tonight. They had threatened to force
their way into the House¢ of Commons
and make a protest on the floor of the
Houge against the Prime Minister's
refusal to pledge the government to

a bill giving equal suffrage to both J.

sexes, but they failed even to-reach
the entrance to Parliament.

Thwarted by the police, who made
upwards of 180 arrests, the Suffrag-
ettes resorted to a campaign of win-
dow smashing. Driven from Parlia-
ment Square by the police, 1800 of
whom were on duty, the women, ac-
companied by sympathizers and gangs
of rowdies proceeded through White
Hall armed with bags of stones con-
cealed under their coats, and broke
the windows in the public offices, the
Liberal headguarters and the Nation-
al Liberal Club., They even extended
their operations to the Strand where
windows of the post office bank and
other private concerns suffered from
the omslaught.

The militant tacties of the suffraget-
teg followed a statement by Pre
mier Asquith that the government was
unable t Introduce*® bill to enfran-
chise women, as the cabinet was di-
vided on the question, but would allow
an amendment to be introduced to the
proposed manhood suffrage bill, leay-
ing it to the House of Commons to de-
cide whether women should be. given
a vote.

The sufiragettes had made ample}
preparations ‘to renew their attacks
on parliament with a battle which wa:
expected to surpass all previous ef-
forts. They met early In the evening
in Caxton hall, about a mile from
Parliament Square, and after adopting
a resolution declaring that the Prime
Minister's denial of their request was
a grave and unpardonable insult to
women, called for yolunteers for
“dangerous service.” A deputation of
fifty. women,. headed. by . Mes. Patrick
Lawrence and accompanied by im-
mense crowds, started shorily for the
House of Commons to present the re-
solution, or take whatever action was
deemed advisable. The police, how-
ever, were too much for the women, in
spite of all their preparations, and
the assistance of hundreds of sympa-
thizers.

a unique position—midway belween
the civilization of Europe and the
Orient. When the Panama canal was

opened there would be great changes
on the Pacific coast.

Christianity was exercising a great
influence upon the Orient. Old re-
ligions were being broken down,

Christianity was the only universal
religion, the only one capable of
satisfying the needs of the human
heart. It might seem that they had
embarked on a visionary undertaking,
but if they believed in the reality of
Christ's religion, and fel His €pirit
flooding their souls, they counld achieve
their purpose.

[} Had Learned Lesson.

Fmpires in the past became possess-
ed of selfishmess, and passed away.
But the people of Canada had learned
that a nation could maintain its posi-
tion only by giving, and showing in-
terests in all people.

Sir Andrew Fraser.

Sir Andrew Fraser then gave some
reminiscences of missionary work in
India. In opening he spoke of seeing
parties starting out on pilgrimages
to the shrine of the god Juggernaui,
and seeing the same parties returning
decimated by disease, and troubled
in spirit because of their failure to
obtain a vision of the god. On one
occasion a party of natives made a
sacrifice to a locomotive hauling the
commissioner's train. This was only
one example of the darkness prevail-
ing among a loving and lovable peo-
ple.

The speaker said that on one occa-
sion when the Brahmins refused to
pray for rain in a certain district, he
had done so and rain came next day.
Continuing, he spoke of the Indian
converts of the missions whom he had
mel, and claimed that many lived
more consistent Christian lives than
white men,

The Church's Commission.

At the afternoon meeting there was
a fair attendance, and J. W. Spurden
presided. The subject of discussion
was the local church, and methods of
raising money for missionary purposes,
After the devotional exercises, H. K.
Taskey spoke on the question of.en-
listing interest in missionary work.
No one, he said, would continue in
missionary work without compelling
motives—chief of which was love of
Christ,
Temperance Work.
The country was sometimes amazed
when whole districts voted dry. But
there should be no cause for amagze-
ment, The mothers of the present ®en-
eration were foremost in the fight
for temperance, and it was not sur
prising that their children voted for
temperance,
One of the most successful methods
of such instruction was by means of
object lessons and maps showing the
mission ficlds. The young people should
attend the summer conferences and ac-
quire a knowledge of the methods of
ingtruction practiced there.
Continuing, he said every minister
should try to preach missionary ser-
mons. Most of the missionary meet-
ings held in the church were poky
‘affairs, but they should be made great
sources of inspiration.
Enlist Business Men.
Rey. A. E: Armstrong, of Toronto,
spoke on the methods of enlisting the
interest of business men in missions.
He said there was an impression in
the west that the maritime provinces
led the country in missionary effort,
and that the West had much to learn
from the East.
The Canadian part of the mission:
ary movement was (o evangelize
40,000,000 people. That was a big
problem, and they could not leave it
to the women or the children growing
up in the Sunday schools. Men were
being enlisted in mission work be-
cause its heroism appealed to them;
because being practical it inspired
them,
Need Organization,
The church should have a mission-
ary committee, Its first object should
be to promote the spirit of prayer.
This committee should arrange month-
Iy meetings. Mission study classes
should be organized; there wasn't
anything more fascinating than ithe
study of missionary enterprise in the
home and foreign fields,
There should also be a system of
weekly offerings to missions with an
annual canvass of each member of the
congregation, But the dominant
factor in the success of the movement
was personal effort and example.
For Annual Suppers.
Rev. J. A. Arnupp, secretary of the
Methodist Laymen's Assoclation, said
the greatest subject which could
come before the convention was the
local church. The missionary com-
mittee was the basis of the whole
movement, Suppers and anmual
meetings would increase the contri-
butions to n ions by 00 per cent.,
but the personal canvass would iu-
crease them 100 per cent. The men
who raised the money consecrated
themselves as much as those who
took service on the foreign field.
.+ A. Hamilton, of Toronto, them
dise ed the question whether the
missionary movement was a business
proposition, He said he was a busi-
ness men never made a better
elgn missions were a success. Busi
ness men never made 2 better
investment than when they put their
money in the mission cause.
A great deal of work meeded .to be
done in the West where many of the
new settlers came from countries of
state endowed churches, and had not
been educated in giving to missions,
Progress Slow.
Turning to foreign mission work
he said that it took 100 years to
bring 1,000,000 people to Christ, but
in the last twelve years 1,000,000 more
had been added to the fold. 500 a
day were stepping into the light.
In conclusion he advised the audi-
ence to get in on the ground floor,
and invest their time and money in
the work of preaching the gospel.
J. Campbell White.

spoke on the subject of a financial
programme for the local church. He
said that a church instead of trying to
make up deficits at the end of the
year, should plan in advance, so that
there would be no deficit,
A church was a part of the Army of
Jesus Christ, having the world as a
field. It should have as its central
idea the conguest of the world.

Bishop Richardson—“It is the plan
of the Incarnation—the only possible
plan.”
Continning, the speaker agreed with
the Bishop, and said it was a calami-
ty, if the Church did not have an ac-
tive interest in missionary work.
Personal Canvass.
Continuing, the speaker outlined a
system of business methods for secur-
ing the money for missionary pur
poses, the key-stone of which was, he
said, the personal canvass,
In replying to & question, Rev. Mr.
Armstrong sald it cost 3 1.2 per cent.
to administer the missionary work of
the Church.
Question—“Wounld you persuade
worldly men to give their unconsecrat-
ed money? Would God bless such
gifte?”
Mr. White said they should be care-
ful of the motives held out to men. A
money contribution often led a man
to give his heart and soul to the work
of Christ.
