Before He Would Address fall. It set out today to kill two of the most important and popular measures 
on the legislative program of the government, the Naval Aid Bill and the 
Highways Bill.

The promised caucus of the Liberal Senators was held this morning and 
was well attended. Sir Georflfc Ross was there and made the official an­
nouncement at the dose that the caucus had come to an unanimous decision. 
The official announcement contained no hint of the nature of this decision, 
but the determination of the caucus to carry out the orders of Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier and hold back the aid offered to the Empire by the Canadian peo­
ple, soon became known.

The plan is understood to be to so amend the bill as to make its accep­
tance by the Commons impossible. The idea at present is to pass the meas­
ure with an amendment that it shall not come into force until the Question 
involved has been referred to the people. Such an amendment, would not, of 
course, be accepted by the government. It would. If adopted, constitute a 
triumph for the Laurier policy of delay and this the government would never 
agree to.

Ore Reserves Schwab 

Was Supreme.
Public Meeting.

Washington, May 2}.—Determination 
to equalize live stock and grains and 
their respective products in the Under­
wood tariff bill has been reached by 
the Senate Finance Committee con­
sidering the agricultural schedule. It 
has been agreed that if cattle, sheep, 
hogs, wheat and oats are to remain 
dutiable as the Underwood bill classi­
fies them, then a duty shall be placed 
upon beef, mutton, pork, wheat-flour 
and oats, or if these products are to 
remain on the free list, the raw ma­
terials will be put into the free list.

This is the first basic tariff change 
to he planned by Senate Democrats 
since the Underwood Bill came from 
the house.

Whether raw materials and their 
products are to be free Msted, or all 
are to be made dutiable has not been 
determined, but that all would he 
treated alike, was asserted today by 
Senator John Sharp Williams, chair­
man of the sub committee which has 
the schedule in hand. The decision 
to equalize these schedules, it also 
was reported ad been reached with 
the knowledge of the president and not 
without his approval. Whatever the 
sub-committee does in the matter is ex­
pected to meet with the approval of 
the finance committee majority.

The Underwood bill puts a duty of 
ten per cent, ad valorem on all live 
stock and free lists all fresh meats, 
a duty of ten cents per bushel on 
wheat and oats, and free lists wheat- 
flour and oatmeal. Representative 
Underwood when asked about propos­
ed Senate changes, said he had heard 
nothing about them and that he did 
not intend to take any further part 
in the tariff consideration until the 
bill gets to conference.

GOVERNMENT HEARING

REVEALS SITUATION. Washington, May 21—Reassuring ad­
vices reached the State Department 
from Japan late today indicating that 
the American reply to the protest 
against the California land law was 
received in good spirit by the Tokio 
government and that the situation bad 
taken on a much more favorable ap­
pearance than at any time since the 
negotiations began. Officials here ad­

The despatches related also that the 
Japanese government realized fully 
the difficulties u^der which the Wash­
ington administration had labored in 
handling this situation, understanding 
the dual system of government in the 
United States and the powers of legis­
lation held by California.

Today's advices were of a prelimin­
ary character and made no prediction 
of ensuing steps, but in general they 
reflected a favorable view in Tokio of 
the American note replying to Japan’s 
protest. President Wilson, who had no 
small part in the writing of the note, 
is said to have described in most com­
plimentary terms what he believed to 
be the real feeling of the majority of 
the American people toward Japan.

Ottawa, May 21.—The debate on 
the budget speech occupied the Com­
mons tlt-oughout today’s sitting and 
will furnish subject of further debate. 
It displayed A. K. MacLean, of Halifax, 
In the role of chief financial critic of 
the opposition and his utterances 
aroused little interest. Mr. Ver ville, 
the Liberal-Labor member for Maison­
neuve, endeavored to show 
through the tariff, a product of Liber­
al rule, the government was responsi­
ble for the high cost of living.

As Mr. H. B. Ames, of St. Antoine, 
Montreal, said Mr. MacLean had 
changed his tone, he spoke of what he 
had formerly termed "abundant re­
venue” as "excessive taxation," and 
was once more able to preach the doc­
trine of tariff reduction which his party 
abandoned in practice in 1896.

Mr. MacLean demanded remission 
of taxation but declined to Indicate 
how such a retroactive reduction 
should be granted. Mr. Ames and Mr. 
('ocksliutt, of 
hand, demonstrated that the increase 
In revenue was due to Increased im­
portation to meet increased demand 
and also to the fact that the duties 
were nowr rigorously collected. Mr. 
Ames intimated that a tariff revision 
might be expected in the future and 
pointed to the significance of the prime 
minister’s announcement that the Ca­
nadian government would provide for 
the establishment of dockyards, the 
fortification and creation of naval 
bases and the naval defence of the 
Dominion.

Has the Senate a Right?
The question as to the Senate’s right to amend the Bill at all has not 

been settled. The Senate does not seem disposed to act on tlfe assumption 
that any such question exists so that there seems to be no way out of a dead­
lock with the Liberal majority in its present temper.

The Laurier influence in the upper house is being exercised through the 
medium of certain French-speaking Senators from Quebec, and the line of 
action is to be especially adapted for an appeal to that province. That the 
Liberal leaders at Ottawa and the Nationalists are coming together on this 
issue, there are increasing evidences. The presence of Armand Lavergne 
in Ottawa, and the report that he was in lengthy conference with Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier, has helped to substantiate the belief in this "unholy alliance."

New York, May 21—Because of the 
fact that the United States Steel Cor­
poration owned some seventy-five per 
cent of the ore reserves of the coun­
try, it would have been impossible In 
1901 to have organized another cor­
poration its equal, Charles M. Schwab, 
first president of the corporation, tes­
tified today in the hearing of the 
government suit to dissolve the cor­
poration as an Illegal combination. 
The testimony was adduced from the 
witness in cross-examination by gov­
ernment counsel in support of the 
charge that the Steel Corporation is 
a monopoly.

Mr. Schwab said, however, that ores 
could have been Imported from for­
eign countries and a corporation as 
big as the United States Steel organ­
ized provided its plant were located in 
the east. He conceded on thé other 
hand, that there were no other finan­
cial interests in the United States as 
strong as these which went into the 
corporation, pamely, J. P. Morgan & 
Co., the Rockefeller Standard OH inter­
ests the Carnegie interests and "W. 
H. Moore group. ’

Mr. Schwab, who had been on the 
stand since Monday, completed his 
testimony today, $id in the face of 
persistent effoits on the part of Judge 
Jacob M. Dickinson, 
attorney, to gain admissions to show 
that the corporation was organized 
chiefly to prevent destructive wars 
among competing steel concerns, de­
fended the corporation at every point. 
In his conversations with J. P. Mor­
gan that led to the organization of 
the corporation he had never, he de­
clared, discussed alleged threat of 
Andrew Carnegie to build a 
plant in competition with the National 
Tube Company, one of the concerns 
afterwards taken over. This alleged 
threat, the government maintains, 
was one of the factors which precipi­
tated the organization.

In connection with present condi­
tions in the steel industry he testi­
fied that "If I live long enough and 
have the money," the Bethlehem Steel 
Corporation, of which he is now the 
chairman, would manufacture every 
product now manufactured by the 
Steel Corporation.

He said the steel corporation, ow­
ing to the advantage of owning trans­
portation facilities, 
facture steel rails four to 
cheaper than its competitors, but de­
clared that that was only because 
"the Bethlehem Steel Corporation has 
not got the resources to build rail­
roads of its own."

THE LAWilhelm Richard Wagner, the im­
mortal operatic composer and reform­
er of the mualcal drama, was born In 
Lelpsic one hundred years ago today, 
and the centenary will be observed 
throughout Europe and America. Wag­
ner festivals, commemorating the 
genius of the musical rebel, have been 
held, or will take place within the next 
few days, in many cities on this side 
of the Atlantic, as well as In Ger­
many and England.

Leipsic, where he was born; Dres­
den, where he won his first operatic 
success, and from which city he later 
fled, an exile, because of his participa­
tion In the political agitations of 1849; 
Konigsberg, where he was for a time 
a conductor, and where he married 
Frauleln Wllhelmlna Planer, an ac­
tress; Riga, where he was also engag­
ed as a conductor; Zurich, where ho 
spent his exile, and produced most of 
Ills literary works, as well as outjin- 
ing his famous tetralogy, "Der ring 
des Nibelungen," and other operas ; 
Ixrodon, where he conducted concerts 
with great success in 1855; Venice, 
where he completed "Tristan und 
Isolde”; Paris, where he went in 1859 
and negotiated the production of 
"Tannhauser," at the Grand Opera—a 
miserable failure, due to a clique that 
determined to suppress both the piece 
and its composer; Vienna, where Wag­
ner heard his “Lohengrin” for the first 
time; Munich* where he lived for a 
time after 1862, when he received a 
pardon for his political offenses, and 
was permitted to return to Germany; 
Balreuth, where he completed "Der 
Ring," and where he died thirty years 
ago—all of these cities and others con­
nected with the life of the great musi­
cal genius will hold impressive centen­
ary celebrations today.

Perhaps the most noteworthy of the 
day’s observances will be at Balreuth. 
long a Mecca for Wagner lovers, and 
the scene of the memorable produc­
tions of "Parsifal.” From 1868 to his 
death in 1883 Wagner resided perman­
ently in Balreuth, in a house named, 
Wahnfrled, in the garden of which he 
himself built the- tomb iq which his 
remains now rest The copyright on 
"Parisfal" will expire at the end of this 
year, a petition asking for its extension 
having been refused by the Imperial 
Parliament. Under the copyright the 
heirs of Wagner have confined the 
production of "Parsifal" to Balreuth— 
a monopoly immensely profitable both 
to the heirs and to the people of the 
little city.

Frau Coaima Wagner, widow of the 
composer, has led in the movement to 
confine "Parsifal" to Balreuth, and de­
clares that. in. so doing she is carrying 
out the wishes of her husband, who 
expressed a'desire that the opera 
should never be produced outside his 
own theatre. In America “Parsifal" has 
already been produced many times, 
and productions are now being ar­
ranged for in several European cities.
