Germans Lose Heavily.

Paris, Nov, 15.—8trong German for-
ces attacked the French today north
and south of the Somme river, but,
according to the bulletin issued by
the war office tonight, were able to
gein- only limited advantages, at the
cost of heavy losses. The Germans
gained a footing in the French ad-
vanced pesitions in the northern cor-
ner and western outskirts of St, Pierre
Vaast Wood.

They also made some progress in
the eastern section of the village of
Pressoire. The statement reads:

“On the Somme front the battie con-
tinue dwith viclence the whole day.
The enemy made a strong effort with
considerable effectives at the same
time north'and south of the river. The
resistance of our troops held back the
assaults of their adversaries, who
were able to obtain only limited ad-
vantages, at the price of very heavy
losses.

“North of the Somme an attack was
launched, after an intense bombard-
ment, against our positions from Les-
boeufs to the south of Bouchavesnes.
The enemy succeeded in gaining a
foothold in our advanced elements In
the northern corner and western out-
skirts of St. Plerre Vaast Wood.
Everywhere else our machine guns
and barrage fire checked the attempts
of the enemy. .

Germans Repulsed.

“South of the river the Germans re;
newed their attacks in the course of
the afternoon on the front of Ablain-
court and the Chaulnes Wood. The
struggle, carried on with obstinacy,
ended in the repulse of the Germans,
who were obliged to return to their
trenches after sanguinary losses, ex-

cept in the eastern part of the village |

of Pressoire, where they were able to
make progress. *

“There was an intermittent cannon-
ade on the rest of the front.

“Belgian communication: After a
raid on.the German trenches at Dix-
mude prisoners were brought bpck to
our lines, I n the course of the day
there was considerable ertillery ac-
tivity on the whole front of the Bel-
glan army. :

Ottawa, Nov. 15.—General Sir Sam
Hughes finally packed up his belong-
ings today, vacated his offices in the
militia department and handéd over
hig keys of office to Sir Robert Bor-
den, He has doffed his khaki and is
now a private citizen. His daughter,
Mrs. Green, who is at Lindsay, has a
birthday on Friday and he will spend
the day with her. He will return to
Ottawa for Saturday to present the
colors of the 207th Ottawa Battalion
which leaves shortly for overseas.

Addresses Staff.

Before his departure from the de-
partment General Hughes addressed
the members of the headquarters stafl
in his office. General Hughes said:

“As you are aware I am severing
connections with the department of
militia and defense over which I have
had the honor to preside for upwards
of five years. These years, especlally
the last two, will be memorable in his-
tory. Canada has nobly played her
part.

“To you, ladies and gentlemen, I
desire to express my high appreciation
of your capability and fidelity to me
and the great cause,

“The work accomplished will go
down in history as unparalleled in
its magnitude; its efficieney; its free-|
dom from serious defects and in its
results, as displayed by our citizen
goldiers under the most terrible condi-
tions of any war,

“If at times, in my recognition of
the needs of the department, urgency
of energy and of action the feelings of
any of you have been ruffled, permit
me to express regret therefor. In!
cases such as this the individual
ghould always come second to the
cause.

Forced the Issue,

“The reason of my retirement does
not concern this occasion. Suffice it
to say that the interferences with the

feel that I have ever asked you to do
anything that was not the soul of hon-
or. We have had but one desire, the
success of our great cause, And to
you, ladies and gentlemen, I wish
publicly to acknowledge the deep debt
owed for your splendid share in its
success,”

feeling of all your staff when I say
it is with deep regret that we find you
have chosen to sever your connection
with the department of militia and de-
fense, and resign your portfolio.

“Few men could cope with the tre-
mendous task, which the war has im-
posed on you, in such a masterful
manner. You have done the work of
ten for the last two years, Your won-
derful energy has been a source of ims
spiration for all of us and if Canads
has succeeded in raising such a force
it is, we recognize, entirely due to
your ability, energy and driving pow-
er. We feel extremely sorry to saf
godd-by to you. I wish you, in the
name of all your officers and officials,
Godspeed and good luck.”

Itallans Meet Reverse.

Rome, via London, Nov, 16—Italian
troops were compelled. to evacuate
some of their more exp trenches
on the San Marco, east of Gorizia,
vesterday, after repulsing five Austro-
Hungarian attacks on an Italian sal-
ient at Two Pines House, says today’'s
war office announcement. The state-
ments reads:

“Trentino front: There was artil-
lery activity. Movements of the ene-
my -in the region between the Adige
and Assa valleys continued.

“Julian front: There was desultory
artillery action at several points on
the upper and middle Isonzo. On the
San Marco, east of Gorizia, at day-
break yesterday, three battalions of
the enemy, supported by heavy artil-
lery fire, attacked a sallent of our line
et Two Pines House. Five determin-
ed attacks successfully were driven
off, with heavy loss to the enemy. The
Austrians then subjected our positions
to a heavy bombardment with guns of
all calibres, in consequence of which
it was found advisable, during the
afternoon, to evacuate some of our
more exposed trenches. On the Carso
we again rectified our line by an ad-
vance at several points, taking some
prisoners.”

Teutons In Retreat.

Bucharest, Nov. 15, via London
(315 p. m.)—From the border of
Western Moldavia to the Slanic and
Oituz Valley, in Transylvania, tue
Austro-German forces are being pur
sued, according to an announcement
made by the Roumanian war office
today. In the Jiul Valley the Rou-
manians have been forced back to
their second line trenches as the re-
sult of continued violent Teutonic
attacks, the statement adds, and the
Roumanians have been obliged also
to yield some ground in the Alt Valley
The text follows:

“Northern and northwestern fronts:
From the western Moldavia frontler
to the Slanic and Oituz valleys the
enemy is being pursuell beyond the
frontier dy our troops. We have
taken 80 soldiers prisoners, and have
captured one machine gun.

“From the valley of Putna to Pre-
delus there has been no change.

“In the Prahova Valley there has
been a feeble artillery bombardment.
“In the region of Dragoslavele the
enemy again attacked, on several
occasions, being assisted by heavy ar-
tillery, but everywhere has been re-
pulsed. Our troops are maintaining
their positions.

“In the Valley of the Alt the enomy
having received reinforcements,
obliged our troops to yield a little
ground towards Salatruo and Brezoiu.
“In the Valley of Jiul the enemy's
attack has been continued with vio-
lence, and in spite of counter-attacks
our troops have been obliged to fall
back towards their second line
trenches.

A SPLENDID WORK.

Too much importance cannot be at.
tached to the really great work being
done in the interest of disabled Cana-
dian soldiers by the Military Hospi-
tals Commission of Ottawa, the St.
John member of which is Dr. Thomas
Walker. As previously explained, it
is the function of this commission to
-are for the disabled soldiers in what-
ever way their individual necessities
may direct, At the beginning of the
present month the Commission had
under its care 2,081 soldiers, 426 of
whom were at sanatoria for tubercu-
losis and 1,616 at the various conval-
escent hospitals, (682 of the Ilatter
number being out-patients), while 39
were inmates of asylums for the men-
tally deranged. Of the 426 tubercular
cases almost half were discovered in
time to prevent them from leaving
Canada for the seat of war

A statement issued by the depart-
ment of militia shows that up to Oc-
tober 6th last 6,208 soldiers had been
returned to Canada because of physi-
cal unfitness. This number included
961 who were suffering from wounds,
shell shock or gas poisoning, 122 were
insane as the result of experiences at
the front, 245 were tubercular and
4,880 suffering from other disabilities. |

It is for these the Military
Hospitals Commission aims to work
and the undertaking is so worthy of
that too,
much attention cannot be directed to
it. Every disabled soldier is medical-
ly examined at Quebec and if the ex-
amination should reveal that he is no
longer in need of medical attention he
is sent home free of expense and given
his discharge with either a pension or
a gratuity according to the extent of
his disability and his consequent re-
quirements.

Men who, on discharge from hospital,
are unfit to resume their former oc-
cupation are enabled to take special
training to fit them for new employ-
ment. This is also provided free of
all cost and in addition the soldier and
his dependents are maintained by the
Government during the period of
training. Men In need of artificial
limbs are sent to Toronto where these
are made free of charge while serious
nerve disorders are specially treated
at the Ontario Military Hospital at
Cot

The governments of all the Cana-|
dian provinces have appointed subsi-
comm 1s to work with the
body in finding employment for
weturned soldiers New . Brunswick
has already done much in this regard
and the secretary of the Returned
Soldiers’ Aid Commission has secured
positions for a number of men who,
after doing their bit, have been return-
ed to their homes In this province.
The principle that returned soldiers,
where capable, shall have the prefer-
ence in all public positions has been
zenerally recognized in this province,
while private employers have shown
their willingness to co-operate with
the commission in every possible man-
ner.

Citizens have it in their power to
assist the commissions in many ways,
They can encourage the men to em-
brace the educational and curative ad-
vantages open to them and afterwards
help them to secure suitable, steady
and remunerative employment. Much
attention has already been given to
this phase of the work by patriotic
citizens who recognize their debt tothe
men in khaki but much more remains
to be done if the desire of the Com-
mission is to be fulfilled in its en-
tirety.

The curative treatment prescribed
by the commission is carefully car-
ried out in accordance with the lat-
est disco' and p d its of
medical experience. It includes many
forms of strengthenng exercises, some
of which require special and costly ap-
paratus; the sclentific use of electri-

the hospitals for instruction and prac-
tice in many arts and industries. Such
classes have been carried on in this
city and today samples of the work
done by the soldiers in the Parks Con-
valescent Home can be seen on exhi-
bition in one of the store windows in
King street. The occupation provid-
od is suf-h as to help increase the earn-
ing capacity of the patients and at the
same time to lessen the disability
brought about by injuries they have
received.

The pension lability of the state

position. Citizens who are interested
in the soldiers, and no citizen {s not,
should heartly co-operate with the
commission in the work it is doing.
Those having employment to offer
should give returned soldiers the pre-
ference, for no matter how great an
effort may be made to show gratitude
to the man who in the hour of na-
tional need entered the Empire’s ser-
vice and cheerfully made sacrifices, it

[New Brunswick Might Find

ANOTHER INDUSTRY

Prcfitable Business in Man-
ufacture of Birch Oil —
Pennsylvania Has Done So.

The following article, taken from
the N, Y. Journal of Commerce, might
be taken to heart by the people of
this province where bireh grows in
lange quuntltlu It birch ofl cam be
ured fully in Pennsyl-
vania, there is no reason why the
same could not be done here. The
raw material needed s here in plenty,
and the stills could easily be installed,
and thus create another industry for
the province. The article says:
“Pennsylvania’s birch oil industry,
one of the oldest in the state, which
was almost wiped out by the compe-
tition of the cheaper synthetic winter-
green oll, has been revived as  re-
sult of the scarcity of the latter, caus-
ed by the cutting off of supplies trom
Central Burope by the war.

“In the operations on the Pennsyl.
vanla forests whole birch trees are
dragged to the stills, where the bran.
ches are made into bales, and the
heavier wood of the trunks s split
into sections. The copper-bottomed
wooden stills are then filled with
branches and trunk wood, and fired
for twenty-four hours.! Birch oil and
water are expelled from the wood by
this cooking process, and are conden.
ged in a copper worm. 'The oll is wep-
arated from the water by gravity, be.
ing much heavier, The wood which
has gone through the distillation pro-
cess lg used to fire other stills, and
the ashes from the firés are sold to
celery growers to supply potash and
phosphorus to the soil. A long cord
of birch, about 210 cubic feet, yields
from four to five pounds of the oll,
worth from !2 21 to $2.50 pnr punnd

“Whereas the national debt of Can-
ada already exceeds a half billion
dollars, and at the present rate of ex-
penditure, will, in all probability,
reach one billion dollars at the close
of the war;

“And whereas the requirements for
the pension fund for our disabled
soldiers and their dependents. will un-
doubtedly add many millions to the
Canadian national expenditure;

“And whereas this prodigious debt
and pension expenditure will necessi-
tate an enormous increase in Canada's
national revenue, which must be rais-
ed through taxation;

“And whereas ne material increase
fn revenue can be derived through
customs duties without seriously in-
creasing the cost of living, crippling
trade, and adding greatly to the bur
den of the Canadian people;

“And whereag the land values of
Canada are a national resource, creat-
ed by the community at large, which
may be taxed without interfering with
industry, crippling trade or increasing
the cost of living, but on the contrary,
would have a reverse effect of forcing
idle land into use and promoting en-
terprise and business activity;

“And whereas & tax of one per cent.
on land values of Canada would pro-
duce an additional revenue of approx-
imately eighty million dollars per an-
num, with a maximum of equity and
certainty, and may be collected
through existing municipal organiza-
tions with & minimum of ‘expense;

“It is hereby resolved that this con-
vention urges upon the Dominion Par-

raising extra revenue by a tax upon
the land values of the Dominion of
Canada;

“Further, that a copy of this resolu-
tion be sent to the Right Honorable
Sir Robert Borden and to the Right
Honorable Sir Wilfrid Laurier, and to
the members of the Canadian Parlia-
ment and Senate with the request that
the recommendation be given their
immediate and earnest consideration;

“And further, that the large num-
ber of people throughout Canada, who
understand and appreciate the impor-
tance of this recommendation be re-
quested to urge on their parliamen-
tary representatives and candidates
the support of the principle express-
ed in the resolution.”

In transmitting this resolution to
you we take the opportunity of point-
ing out that our proposal involves no
disturbance of business conditions.

Aside from the undoubted fact that
increase in tariff taxes, provided im-
ports continue at the present or lar-
ger volume, would accentuate the high
cost of living, there is a great prob-
ability that an increase in the rates of
customs duty will check imports in
many linés and defeat its own object.

A multitude of varied, direct or
semi-direct taxes would have to be
imposed to obtain anything like the
equivalent of the result obtained by a
tax of one per cent. on Canada's land
values.

A tax on savings or investments
would drive these from Canada; a tax
on industry or production will dis-
courage and curtail it.

Our plan {s free from these objec-
tions. The land 4s immovable and its
value will be maintained if Canada
refrains from driving population away
with uncertain and bothersome taxes.

A tax on land value to those who

Rubber Supply Is Steadyj
While Leather Gets Scarcer !

This Explains Low Price of Rubber Footwear
in Spite of Increasing Cost of Fabrics,
Chemicals and Labor

The war is using up enormous quantities both of
leather and rubber. At the same time it is seriousl
restricting the output of the former, much of whic
came from Russia—while rubber production keeps
pace with the demand. From the great plantations
now reaching maturity in Britain’s tropical Dominions
will come this¢year 150,000 tons of raw rubber—7/5%
of the world’s production, and an increase of over
40,000 tons from last year.

Thus, thanks to the British Government's fore-
sight in encouraging these plantations, the Allied
armies have been abundantly supplied with all the
rubber products they need—Germany and her allies
have been cut off—and the price to the world at
large has actually been reduced. Meanwhile, leather
has been getting scarcer and more expensive—80%
higher than in 1914—and the end is not yet.

At normal prices a pair of good shoes cost about
four times as much as a pair of standard quality
rubbers, and would last nearly twice as long if the
rubbers were worn to protect them in bad weather.
So even before the war rubbers were a mighty good
investment, to say nothing of their prevention of
wet feet, colds and doctors’ bills.

Now, when shoes cost seven or eight times as
much as the rubbers, the saving from wearing the
latter is so outstanding that no one who believes in
thrift will think of going without them. Nor will
those who are anxious to help win the war, for by
wearing rubbers and overshoes we conserve the leather
80 scarce yet so absolutely necessary for the soldiers.

“CHARGE IT, PLEASE!"”

Housekeeper Who Charges Is But Bor-
rowing Goods and in the End “Pays,
Pays, Pays:t- J

The high cost of living! What a
bogey it has become. And rightly so.
The war is responsible. Such is the
unanimous decision. But so alsc is
the housekeeper who ’‘phones for a
commodity and adds: “Oh, charge it,
please.”

““That's a glib expression that is
s0 often on the lips of the young
housekeeper,” says Louise Morris in
the current issue of Hverywoman’s
World.

“It is so easy to buy when no money
is passed over the counter. Mer-
chants like that kind of customer,
they encourage them; but you young
housekeepers, and old ones too—for
the young ‘chargers’ become old
‘chargers’ in time, since we develop
either our good or bad characteristics
with the years—just stop a moment
and think that we get nothing for
nothing. We have to pay in this world
for everything we get; we pay in
teafs, in regrets, in remorse, for all
our mistakes. We pay eventually in
coin of the realm for all we buy of ma-

Lellan, who introduced the speaker:
Dr. Kierstead.

Dr. Kierstead said that he had come
at the request of the mayor and coun-
cil to explain the main features of the
assessment act which it was proposed
to enact on the recommendation of the
assessment commission. So far as his
duty in fon with the i
sion was concerned that had been
discharged, and whether the city
adopted thejr recommendations or en-
gaged experts to go over their findings
was no concern of his. Naturally he
would like to see the recommenda-
tions of the commission adopted but
he would not like to say that there
were not other ways of arriving at the
same end. .

The act recommended briefly: That
real estate be taxed at the gemeral
rate at its full value; that ‘tangidble
personal property be valued at its full
worth and taxed at general rate cm
half that valuation; that the incomés
from intangibles be taxed at the rate
of six per cent. and that other forms
of income be accurately ascertained
and taxel at the general rate, They
believed this to be a fair division of
the tax burden between the proper-
ties' and individuals concerned, and
that an administration up to the let-
ter of the law wguld give equity and
justjce. They had recommended as
few egxemptions as possible for the
Treaso! hat what one man escaped
some other man had to pay.

They had increased the exemption
on small incomes to $400, and recom-
mended the exemption of household
effects.

That  real and tangible personal
property be taxed where it was locat-
ed; that income from employment,
profession or business where it was
earned or secured; that income from
investments at the place or residence
of the recipient.

Dr. Kierstead took up some of the
forms of taxation in use in other parts
of the Dominion, compared them with
the proposed law for St. John, and
explained where he considered that it
wag supenjor to them.

It was felt by the commission that
the extension of the requirement - of
a declaration covering the income of
the*merchant and the professional
man would result in a much larger re-
turn from this form of tax and would
also be more fair.

After Dr. Kierstead had concluded
his address the meeting was thrown
open for discusesion.

Dr. Kierstead—"“If the company
does business in the city they would
have to pay taxesg here.”

.C. H. Stevens—"What about the
commercial men who live in the coun-
ty and travel for city firms, report-
ing to them at the head office every
three or six months?’

Dr. Kierstead—"“They would pay
taxes in St. John unless they resided
in the territory which they habitually
covered for the firm. For instance a
man living on the North Shore repre:
senting a St. John firm in fhat terri-
tory would not pay taxes here. On
the other hand a commercial traveler
living here and representing a Mon-
treal firm would pay taxes here.”

J. H. Frink—“How about the man
living in the county and working in
the city?”

Dr. Kierstead—“He would pay an
income tax in the city.”

Mr. Cooper—“The married man
working in the city and living in the
county gets no benefit of the schools,
why should he pay for their upkeep?”

Dr. Kierstead—"Taxes are neces-
sary to protect the business by which
he earns his living.”

W. F. Burditt said that he had lived
in the county and worked in the city
for a long time, and he felt it was only
fair that & man who was earning his
living in the city should pay an in-
come tax there. He expressed his
disappointment that the commission
had retained the personal property
tax as he did not think it was in the
power of any board of assessors to ar-
rive at a proper valuation of stocks in
trade.

Peter Sharkey was of the opinion
that incomes up to $1,000 should be
exempt altogether, as it was practical-
ly impossible to live for less than that
amount, and stated that so far as he
knew St. John was the only city in
America which had this particular
form of tax.

Dr. Kierstead pointed out that the
exemption was really more than $400
because the tax on household effects
and poll tax had also been removed.

Mr. Lawrenson—“What about the
man who has a factory outside the
city and does business with a half a
dozen teams in the city?”
