New York, July 8—Pr t Wil
eor. returned to the United States to-
day, and in his first speech delivered
-on American soil since the peace treaty
was signed, declared that the peace
conciuded at Paris was “a just peace
which, if it can be preserved, will safe-
guard the world from unnecessary
blcodshed.”

The only reference the President
made to his political opponents was
when, in referring to the negotiations
at Paris, he said:

“l am afraid some people, some per-
scns, do not understand that vision.
They do not see it. They have looked
too much upon the ground. They have
thought too much of the interests that
were near them, and they have not
listened to the voices of their neigh-
bors. 1 have nevér had a moment’s
doubd as to where the heart and pur-
pose of this people lay.”

The President arrived at the
Hcboken Army iPer, formerly the dock
of the Hamburg-American, shortly be-
fore 3 o'clock. ' The army transport
George Washington, on which he
sailed from Brest, was escorted up
the bay by the battleship Pennsyl-
vania and more than a score of de-
stroyers and smaller naval craft. On
the New Jersey shore, the Stale
which first honored Mr. Wilson with
a political office, were massed 10,000
school children, who welcomed the
Chief Executive of the nation with the
strains of the National Anthem.

Through the lines of the children,
all dressed in white, the President
passed to the ferry which carried him
to the Manhattan side of the river,
where he was greeted by the official
réception committee, headed by Gov-
ernor Smith and Mayor Hylan. From
the ferry terniinal, the President was
driven to Carnegie Hall

The President’s appearaance on tha
piatform was the signal for an ovation
which lasted some minutes. There
was a sudden pause when an officer in
British uniform unexpectedly  ap-
peared on the Jplatform.

Mr. Wilson jumped to his feet and
crossed the stage to meet him, and the
cheering broke out in redoubled vol-
ume as the word flashed through the
hall that the stranger was Major G. H.
Scott, commander of the British trans-
Atlantic dirigible R-34.

Brief welcoming speeches were
made by Rodman Wanamaker, Mayor
Hylan and Governor Smith.

President Wilson spoke only ten
minutes, saying “a few words from my
heart.” In his address he declared:
“] have mever had a moment's doubt
as to where the heart and purpose of
this people lay. When anyone on tha
other side of the water has raised the
guestion ‘Will America come in and
help? I have said: ‘Of course, America
will come in and help.’ She cannot do
anything else. She will not disappoint
any high hope that has been formed of
ther. Least of al! will she, n' this day
o! new born liberty all over the world,
failto extend her hand of support and
assistance to those who have been
made free.”

In concluding, the President said:

*“The Governor has spoken of a great
task ended. Yes, the formulation of
the peaoce is ended, but it creates only
2 newtaskjust begun. I believe that if
sou will study the peace, you will see
that it is a just peace, and a peace
which, if it can be preserved, will save
the world from unnecessary bloodshed.

“And now the task is to preserve it.
1 have come back with my heart full
of enthusiasm for throwing everything
1 can, by way of influence or actiom,
in with you to see that the peace Is
préserved.”

The forwarding of $500 to Winnipeg
to assist with the defence of the labor
leaders arrested under the provisions
of that act. The serving of notice up-
on the Premier that the U. M. W,
‘holds itself as perfectly entitled to
.brganlze to suit itself, and to band
all the working men in Canada into
‘one organization of labor men, if
‘they consider ithey are more effective-
1y served by organizing in that way.

Several resolutions were passed set.
ting forth the U. M. W. stand on
these matters, concerning the repeal
of the Immigration Act, they say:

FOREST FIRES
DRAWING NEAR
TO CALGARY;

Now on the Edges of the
Scarpee Reserve and it Ap-
pears Impossible to Keep
the Fire off the

Reserve.

FLAMES BURSTING
FORTH AFRESH

After a Few Days' Respite
Following Rains of Friday
Northern Ontario is Again

Threatened by Fire's Rav-

ages.

Calgary, Alta., July 8-—The big
forest fire approaching Calgary down
the Elbow river, on the west, has
reached Robinson's Cow Camp, along
the western edge of the Sacree Re-
serve, and, at last accounts, it' ap-
pearg impossible to keep the fire off
the Reserve.

The fire was about two miles from
the western edge of the Reserve,
Monday, and the services of all men
on the Reserve were comynandeered,
but so far they have been unabis to
halt the steady progress of the flames,

The Sheep Creek District, where
tremendous damage has been done to
timber by the big fire raging there
for weeks, also experienced another
bad day Monday. The flames jumped
across the Lynx Creek several times,
but in each Inastance the flre fighters
were able to hold them. This fire is
now moving down the North fork of
Sheep Creek.

No late reports have been received
from the big fire west of Morley,
which jumped the Ghost River on
Sunday. The last reports were that
this fire was spreading rapidly,

The big fire in the Porcupine hills,
which was started by lightning, has
now been under control for about ten
days. It s estimated that between
fifteen and eighteen million feet of
timber were destroyed in this one
fire alone.

The big fire on the Clear Water
river, between the Red Deey and Sas-
katchewan rivers, yesterdy jumped
the Clear Water river and {s now
cating into the northern part of the
‘Bow River Reserve,

Cobalt, Ont., July S—After a few
x'lnya respite from bush fires, following
the rain of last Friday, smoke clouds
‘are beginning to fllll the Northern
‘Ontario sky again. On the Elk Lake
branch of the T, and N, 0., where the
rain fall was very light, the situation
is still serious, and reports from Harl-
ton tell of continual fights to save
settiers’ farms from fire. One man
had his root house, three feet under
ground, destroyed, but so far as is
known here, no bulldings have yet
been burned, although the fire crept
as close as twenty feet in some in-
stances.

It is declared the bush from the
main line of the railway, east of Elk
Lake, is burning, and advices from
north of Englehart say smoke clouds
are visible at different places,

The two fires behind Hafleybury are
again flaring up, but no damage is
reporied yet. Rain is greatly needed,

Clergymen Join With Women
in Hissing, Booing and
Cheering Over Debate as to
Whether Women Should
be Admitted to Priesthood.

Londom, July 7.—(Correspondence
The Assoclated Press.)—Exolpement
attended a debate in a public meeting
held the other day in Church House,
Westiminster, the headquarters of the
Church of Bngland, over the g i

is in the hands of the five Allled com-
missiomers, representing America,
France, Great Britain, Italy end Bel
gium. The powers of these five men
are even greater than thdse of the
anclent kings who ruled the Rivine in
mediaeval days.

Backed by troops, they are empow:
ered to declare martial law over the
‘whole or portions of the Rhineland ter-
ritory et & moment's motice, and,
clothed with all the powens, immuni-
tes eand privileges of ambassadors,
they will have absolute supervision of
every amgle of political, industrial, fi-
uancial and economic life until Ger-
many has paid her debt, whether this
be ome, five, ten or fifteen years.

German Rule to Stand.

“We have decided to allow the exist-
ing German governmensi to function as
ih peace times under our strict super
visiom,” Noyes added. “It will be a
peaceful civil edministration unless
Germany seeks to evade compliamce
with the terms of the peace treaty.
The ‘troops who remain here will not
be billeted om the population, but wil
live in barracks, of which there are
American, French, British and Belgian
occupléd areas to accommodate 80,000
men, The Germam government not
only pays the expenses of the troops
but also the cost of the maintemance
of our commissfon as long as we re-
main,

‘“We will call on the military forces
on'y when it is evident that peaceful
concillation of all differences between
ourselves and the Germans hecomes
impossible. We do not look forward
to invoking martial law, as we are
empowered to do, except as a last re-
sort. However, troops will always be
handy."”

Mr. Noyes was unable to say whe
ther any American troops will re
main on the Rhime for @ period of
years, This, he declared, must be de-
cided at Versailles, although the com-
missioner understands that the French
are highly desirous that some force of
both the Americans and British troops
be maintained here to co-operate with
the French force which it is already
decided will be a great majority of
the commission's police force.

Americans May Remain,

“1 have been umofficially informed,”
Commissioner Noyes added, “that
President Wilson may bow to Marsha)
Foch’s desire to maintain at least one
American regiment here and that
Lloyd George, in that case, would con-
sent to leave at least @ battalion of
British, just emough to fly the two
flags. These forces in any event would
comsist of volunteers specifically em-
listed for this service. All mikitary
forces, however, will be under our ab-
solute control, whether French, Brit-
ish or Americans, and so far as Ger-
many is concerned we retain all oc-
cupying rights we mow emnjoy.”

Commissioner Noyes is the finest
type of American business man, tall,
erect and slightly gray. Until Amer}-
oa entered the war he was the head
of one of the greatest silver manufac-
turing concerms in Amenica. The
fonceful part he played in framing the
future administration of the Rhine-
fand will some day be known though
certain reasons exist now why alj
should not be told. In thoroughly dn-
formed scurces it was said that it i
entirely due to Mr. Noyes that the
Rhineland's future comes under civil
imstead of military law. The military
conventiom in the peace comference
had decided to hoid the Rhineland n-
der heavy military ocoupation, exer
cising the iron heel of military disci
pline on civilians so long as Germany
owed the Allies & single cent.

May 30 Plans Accepted.

‘Feeling that this character of ocon-
pation meant breeding war, Commis-
sioner Noyes, in deflance of the emtire
military convention, drafted plans for
clvil occupation diametrically opposed
to the mandate of the conventiom.

Aided by his friends, he put the mat.
ter squarely beforé President Wilson
in sweh a cc meing manmner that the
Presidemt was converted to civilian
ocontrol of the Rhineland. After a pro-
tracted struggle, dn which powerful

agencies were opposed to Wilsom, the
clvilian programme won, and Commis-
sloner Noyes now is beginming . his

“reg! as one of the five Alled
‘kings” of the entire Rhineland.
Working in closest co-operation with

Mr, Noyes is Sir Harold Stewart, the
British Commissioner, who told The
Tribune correspondent he was com-
vinced that civillan coatrol of the
Rhineland, in which conciliation in-
stead of mlitary force will be invoked,
will do much to prevent sowing the
seed of future conflicts.

“I have the greatest respect for our
military brchers,” said Sir Harold;
*but they think only along one ¥me-—
military discipline and force. To sad-
dle a pecople after pelace is signed um-
der & military yoke for a long period
of years will nct make for either peace
or good wild. Though our civil com-
misgion is empowered to use force
here amd is backed by real soldiers, we
expect to operate under a policy of
minimum interference as long as the
terms of the peace treaty are observ-
ed.”

tries. For years the govermment has
spent much money conducting adver-
tising campaigns on behalf of the
western provinces and various natural
resources, but it has not done much to
advertise Canadian fish abroad, and it
is an interesting coincidence that it
should take up the question of adver-
tising fish at a time that Ontario has
4 large surplug of Lake fish in cold
storage. Of course the government
urged the fishermen to increage pro-
duction as much as possible, and now
possibly feelg a certain responsibility
in helping them digpose of the surplus,
In the past it has not been the cus-
tom of any government to wWortTy very
much over the question whether the
Maritime Provinces were able to find
@ market for their fish.

The governmeni's advertising plans
provide for co-operation with the big
dealers in issuing special numbers of
the Canadian Fisherman, which will
be printed in English, French and
Spanish and sent to fish importers
abroad, and to various Canadian trade
agents in foreign countries.

C. B. Allan, secretary of the fund for
New Brunswick, and F. 8. West, the
local agent of the fund, the matter of
holding a convention in this city dur-
ing the early part of August for the
‘purpose of taking up the problem of
after the war relief to families of
soldiers who might come without fhe
orbit of the pensions scheme of Parlia-
ment.

In this connection Sir Herbert said:
“It 1s thought the regular assistance
to families of soldiers who are over-
seas will have ceased by September
first, as there was only about 47,000
men on the other side on July first,
and these will practically be all home
by the first of September. The Cana-
dian Patriotic Fund will then have
fulfilled its pledge to the men when
they enlisted, to look after their fam-
ililes while they were away, but we
find a good many cases outside the
orbit of the pensions act where sym-
pathetic assistance will stil] be needed
and it is the purpose of the fund to
supply the assistance. For example
if a soldier dies after his discharge,
leaving a wife and family, the deserted
wife and children whose husband has
not returned, neither of - these are
eligible for pension, and it is the pur-
pose of the Patriotic ¥und fo render
assistance in such cases.

“On September first ih.re wi'l be en
hand in the fuad severai millions cf
dollars which was subscribed for
families of soldiers and this will be
used to relleve such cases as the
above. It is anticipated the money on
hand will be sufficient to <¢arry on this
work for two or three years without
calling on the people for any further
subscriptions, and that is as far into
the future as those in charge are
looking at the present time.

“The New Pemsions Act of the gOv-
ernment takes in a great many class-
€8 not before igcluded, and also gives
@ generous rate, a widow and three
children receiving $81 per month, It
also provides for supplimenting the
pension of the widow of an Imperial
soldier and bringing it up to the Cana-
dian standard, if she {s living in Cana-
ada, and for widows of French, Bel-
glan and Itdlan soldiers, living in
Canada before the war and still here,
Notwithstanding these new clauses,
however, there will still exist the
need for an auxilary organization to
help the families of soldiers who are
Just outside the orbit of tae Pen-
slons Act, and this the Patriotic Fund
will do.

“The fund received during the war
about $47,250,000 and expended slight.
ly over $40,000,000. It never had a
case of any official defaulting with
any of the funds, and the total ex-
penses were met out of the interest
earned by the balances in the bank.|
Every dollar contributed was used
without impairment for the benefit of
the soldiers’ families or is in the bank,
not one dollar of the administration
expenses coming out of the subscrip-
tions.”

City Council an
Harbor Commission
R. W, Wig;;)re. M. P. Says it

is Now up to Council and
Citizens to Say if They
Want Harbor Taken Over
by the Government.

R. W. Wigmore, M. P., who returned
from Ottawa on Sunday, in speaking
to The Standard about harbor com-
mission, said it was now up to tha
City Council and citizens to say
whether they wanted the harbor
taken over by the Government or
whether the burden of maintaining
& winter port for the Dominion was
to remain on the shoulders of the tax-
payers of this city. The bill provid-
ing for the taking over of the harbor
by the Govérrment had been passad,
and all that was necessary now to
complete the bargain was the making
out of the deeds and signing them.

“It is not only the present indebted-
ness,” said Mr. Wigmore, “that has to
be taken into consideration, but thg
larger guestion as to whether the citi-
zens of this city were going to con-
tinue to tax themselves for the pur-
Pose of maintaining a port for the ben-
fit of the whole of Canada, for it must
nol be forgotten that additional facili-
ties must be provided if the port is to
hold its present position and expani
in the future.

“Another ‘feature, perhaps quite as
important as added facilities, which
the taking over of the harbor by the
Government will bring about is the
abolition of the present dual control,
and one set of officials will handle all
the business pertaining to the
wharves.”

With regard to the area taken in,
Mr. Wigmore said the lines of the orig-
inal grant were followed, and so far
as the ferry was concerned this was a
matter for adjustment between the
city and the harbor commission. "

The regular monthly meeting of the
Children's Aid Society was held last
night in the Children’s Home, 68
Garden street, A. M. Belding, the pesri-
dent, being in the chair, A good deal
of business of a routine nature was
transacted. Arrangements were made
for the placing out of three children
ana taking in of two.

The monthly report of the agent,
Rev. George Scott, showed that since
the last meeting seventy-seven visits
had been made. Four sets of papers
have been drawn up; twenty-seven
people called at his house; forty-two
telephone calls were received and
fifty-two letters and postcards had
been despatched. Two children wera
admitted to the Home, and a foster
home had been found for a four-
months-old baby under our supervision.

Wo cases of alleged physical abuse
to children had been investigated. In
one of these the boy is now in the hos-
pital in consequence of injuries to his
ecllar-bone. The condition of a family
iv the North End was called to the at-
tention of the agent by the police. In-
vestigation was at once made into the
niatter. The mother of the family
seemed determined to break up her
home, and as they were Roman Cath-
olics the attention of Father Hogan,
of St. Peter's Rectory, was called, to
the case. The result was that the Re-
demptorist Fathers took care of the
children. There were five little girls,
Application was made during the
month to have six children placed in
the Home temporarily. One of these
cases was a soldier's family, the
mother/of which is sick and is obliged
0 go away for a rest. The- other is
that of & woman whose husband died
last fall with the flu,

Complaints of neglect were received
in seven cases, all of which were duly
investigated and all of which were' hap-
pily unfounded. Since the last meet-
ing of the board the agent had re-
ceived from different sources the sum
of $43.80 towards the general funds of
the Soviety, which was handed to the
treasurer. Two sets of adoption
papers, duly signed, have been filed.
One little girl was before Chief Jus-
tice McKeown, when K. A. Wilson ap-
peared in our behalf. She was com-
mitted to the Maritime Home for
Girls, Truro, Nova Scotia.
