Candidates for seats in the Com.-51
mon Council should be made :to. pro-:
‘mise that the sidewalks will be kept
clear of snow and the crossings. free
from mud by the Corporation. It has
been abundantly demonstrated that the
present system will never keep the side-
walks in a sife state. People will ‘not
clean them properly and at the proper
time. Mest of the showelling does
more harm than good. The snew gets
tramped into ice on part of the walk,
and then the rest is cleared off, leaving
a dangerous ridge for people to fall
" over. Especially is this the case when
snow storms come on Saturday night or
Sunday, the snew lying on the side-
walks until after the stores are opened
Monday morning, eausing the principal
business streets to present an extremely
village appearance. Fines will never
remedy the evil, except in part. The
people are willing‘to pay for passable
streets and sidewalks, and they should
bave them. The t{ime has come when
St. John should present sidewalks free
from snow banks and ice ridges and
hummocks. Ifthe present pensioners

snow storm, they should be turned out,

He
was brought to the second station,where
he admitted of having killed - his vietim,
whose name was Anton Huttl, but claims
that he did it in self defence. It appears
that Henger keeps a locksmith’s shop in
the building, and Huttl is in his employ.
Both men 8 in the building, andit is
supposed that they were on friendly
terms. At the time the deed was com-
mitted both men were apparently upon
the point of retiring, as neither of them
were wholly disrobed, although there
was no light in'the room but what came
through the window. Henger states th: &
they h.d some words together, and that
Huttl seized & hatchet which was near
the bed and threatened his life. -He then
drew a small seven-barrelled pistol, and,
as he says, in order to protect himself,
knocked the hatchet from the hands
of ' his - autagonist, and afterwards
fired the seven shots at Huttl, but one of
which entered his bodly, this being in the
right shoulder. Henger must at this
time have become perfectly frenzied as
he seized. the hatchet, a small one, and
literally butchered his opponent to death.
There are fifteen distinct cuts upon the
head and neck, varying in length from
oue to three inches. Over the left ey
was a very severe cut, and the jaw was
completely broken

‘What motive the murderer had for the
committal of the deed, or what the quar-
rel was about, is not known, as Henger|
is rather uncommunicative, and in fact;
his answers to several questions were
rather vague and incoherent. Anton
Huttl, the mardered man, was & Bohemian
by birth, was about 25 years of age ami‘i
unmarried, and has been employed in this;
place for some time. The premises were
put in charge of the police as soon as the
tragedy was known, but by order of Dr.
Foye the premises were locked up and
the police relieved. The affair occarring
so early this morning was not known by
the public to any great extent, and con-
sequently there was but little excitement
in the locality.

Next they operated with drills, and made
a hole large to admit a hand. Aj
quantity of jewelry and some money, es-
timated at _in all, were extracted.
The robbers smashed thelockso that the
safe could not be opened yesterday, and
it is not known just what they had taken.
They were inthe house about threehours,
and the agony of the prisoners was terri-
ble. Afterthey had gone Mr. Emmet slip
ped one of his hands out of its prison, and
then with difficulty released the other
prisoners, and the alarm was sent to the
village about noen. The robbers were
tracked to the beach, but there they were
lost sight of. No clue has-bcen obtained.
It is believed that they belong to a gang
-of ‘'des and horse thieves who
have been the terror of the lower coun-
ties of Connecticut for several months.
Mr. Emmet’s cottage is ahout tywo.niles
from the village of New Rochelle, and
stands alone. There are no neighbors
near enough to have heard an outery if
any had been made.

; New York, Dec. 25.
The active, gamesome members-of the
Stock Exchafige were little inclined te
business yesterday morning. For two or
three days past they have been clearing
contracts in view of the usual Christmas
intermission.

1 that little Sumatra war of Hol-
land’s is really ended, as our cable de-
spatch asserts, we will rejoice with our
readers, as all must e weary of the in-
evitable paragraph about the landing of
a few Dutch troops, the march of the
Atchinese, or the speech of a native
chief. That war has cost the Press
Association fully as much as it lias the
Dutch Government,

The organs are still out of tune. One
announces that the Ottawa clerks have
been forbidden to vote for a certain can-
didate-for the Mayoralty, and justifics
the outrage; while another denies that
such'is the case. Why not tell the truth
About it and condemn ‘it and demand
that every free man have the right to
vote according to his conscience and not
according to the dietates of his employ-
er?

The decision of Attorney General
Williams in the Virginius matter fully
proves, if any further proof were waut-
ed, his unfitness for the position of Chicf
Justice of the Supreme Court of the
United States to which he has been no-
minated by the President. Itis a mere
expediency decision—not such aone as
would be given by a juvist worthy of
the first judicial position in the nation.
He is useful as Attorney General, espe-

cessary, and he should not be elevated
to the bench.

Tt must require considerable shame-
lessness, in this country and at this date,
to advocate the right of employers, be
they public or private, to compel their
employes to vote according to osders or
stay away from the polls. The hionest
indignation of the country, manifest not-
withstanding the efforts of slavish parti-
san journals to defend tha outrage, has
drawn from Ottawa denials of the cor-
rectness of reports telegraphed to their
own organs and defended as just and
right. Shame on the apologists of those
who conspire to prevent the expression
of freemen’s opinions at the polls. What
outrage will they not defend after that?

it should be stronz and clumsy
wirs it sloild be elegant. All
theresults of lack of proper training and
proper devotion to the work in hand.

ammtoniy tweive years before producing
a statue, as his celebrated “Sleeping
Cupid” was executed before he was
twenty, but there is no doubt of the im-
mortality of his works being due to the
thoroughness of his studies and the
faithfuluess of his devotion to his art.

Debate in Congress.
WAQmNGTON, Dec. 18.
The hard feelings and personal animo-
sities engendered by the debate on the
Salary bill ave by no means allayed by
the disposal of the bill. They promise to

| make themselves;felt and heard for along

time, and will probably disturb the har-
fnony of the entire session and influence
legislation to a considerable extent. To-
day they cropped out in & quarrel be-
tween Mr. Hale of New York and Mr.
Wilson of Indiana, Mr. Eldridge, and
Gen. Butler, in the course of whick a
great deal of bitter and abusive talk was
indulged in. The affair originated in the
rather intemperate denunciation of the
supporters of the Salary bill of last ses-
sion, which Mr. Hale had got off during
the debate. Messrs. Butler, Wilson, and
a few ochers had made it their business
to look ‘ever every man’s record who
made himself particularly prominent in
the movement for repeal,and if they found
any weak places in his armor they assailed
him unmercifully. 7They discovercd that
an effective attack could be made upon
Mr. Hale, and last night Mr. Wilson had
an amendment read, providing that if any
member .of Congress had received coun-
sel fees from the Government whiledraw-
ing hispay as a Congressman, the amount
so received should be dedacted fromn his
future salary. Nothing was said at the
time, and uo vote was taken on the
amendment, but everyboidy knew that the
shot was aimed at Mr. Hale, who, up to
the meeting of Congress, has been acting
as Government counscl before the Biitish
and American Claims Commission.

This ‘morning he got the floor for a
personal explanation, and beginning by
saying that the amendment was intended
as an insult to him, he proceeded round-
ly to abuse Mr. Wilson, whose record on
the old salary-grab he attempted to use
azainst him. He then brought Mr. But-
ler into the controversy by saying that
he got up the amendment, and got Mr.
Wilson to introduce it by “reaching his
arm around Mr. Eldridge.” He defend-
ed his éwn cause in continuing to act as
¢ounsel before theCommission afterhebad
been elected to Congress by citing &
1aw passed lastsession fur the ¢xpress pur
pose of authorizing the Secretary of State
to continue to employ him, but evaded
replying to questions as to the salary he
had received by saying they were imper-
tinent. He ended by comparing Mr. Wil-
son to a “dirty cur,” who wallowed in
the mud and then spattered the filth upon
decent people.

Mr. Wilson replying, said the House
had just been given -an exhibition of a
“dirty cur.” e successfully defended
his record on the salary bill, and then
showed that the bill under which Mr.
Hale had been drawing two salaries since
March 4, had been slipped through on the
last day of the session, without a word
of explanation, when nobody knew what
it meant. Mr. Eldridge declared that he
had no knowledge of Mr. Wilson’s amend-
ment. Mr. Butler, meanwhil ;, had tele-
graphed to the Treasury Department for
Mr. Hale's account, and when he got the
floor he had the reply of the Register,
showing that since March 4, Mr. Hale
had drawn over $10.000 as Government
counsel, all the while drawing monthly
his pay as a member at the rate of $7,500 a
year. Mr. Butler admitted that he had
a right under the law to this money, and
that he had rendered good service, but
what he objected to was his scolding
other people about the salary steal when
he was himself the greatest salary stealer
of them all: In conclusion, he quoted
the story of the woman taken in adultery
and the Saviour’s reply about casting the
first stone, and then brought down the
House in a roar of laughter at Mr. Hale’s
expense, by saying, ¢what a nice leader
of a stoning party the gentleman from
New York would makei” The funniest
part of M. Butler’s speech, however,was
his solemn, parson-like opening, when he
showed such tender regard for the repu-
tation of Congress for dignity and re-
gretted the scene that had just taken
place. This, from a man who the night

Michael Angelo—Hon. Wm. Parsons
at the Mechanics’ Institate.

Mr. Parsons, without any manuscript
in his hand, stepped to the side of the
1eading desk, nearly sidewise to the audi-
ence, and said “Ladies and Gentlemen”
in a tone so loud as to sturtle some of his
hearers. He began by describing the
subject of his discourse as a universal
genius—sculptor, paiater, poet, engineer,
architect -whoseé works had stood f-r
centuries the gaze of-criticism with Ler
hundred eyes. But why take an interest
in art? Becaunse of its high object, its
sacred mission. Its mission is to inter-
pret the inflnite—to bring it within the
compreliension of the finite. The sculp-
tor embodies the infinite in statues of
stone. Beauty is infinite. The artist
who seizes the spirit of beauty that per-
vades a landscape, that hovers over a
grand old wood, and puts it on canvasso
that it may be secn and understood by
those who never recognized it in nature,
has succeeded in giving you the infinite
in the finite—has done a service to man-
kind. Truth is infinite, and the true ar-
tist is he who reveals it, no matter how.
The artist descends to the finite to reveal
the infinite, while the philosopher as-
cends from the finite. The artist breathes
mind into matter, while the philosopher
changes matter into mind. The philoso-
pher, with matter as a basis, soars aloft
into the realms of light. The artist puts
great and sublime truths into his works,
making them clear to those who would
never have perceived them without his
aid. Art is not alone to the man
who paints, or builds, or carves. Weare
all artists after a fashion,-and-all should
bsvady its principles. There is art .in

the works of the old masters. Angelo
set a trap for these critics.and taught them
a lesson. He buried a small statue of the

accident; the critics pronounced i an
antique, and it was purchased as such in

artist who made it, and produced the
hand belonging to it, he was called to
Rome and still further increased his repu-
tation by executing his Pieta, now in St.
Peter’s. He returned to Florence and en-
gountered a new rival in a new walk of
art, he and Leonardo Da Vinci being
commissioned by the Gonfaloniere Sode-
rini to paint a picture for the Council
Hall in the Palazzo Vecchio—the best of
the two to be chosen. Da Vinci was one
of the greatest artists of his fime, and
Angelo had never bandled a brush. They
undertook their tasks. Angelo drew his
celebrated ¢ Cartoon of Pisa,” soldiers
startled while bathing by the call to arms;
and DaVincidrew his “Battle of the Stan-
dard.” They were set up, one each end of
the hall, and popular opinion was divided
as to which should be chosen. -AFloren-
tine tradition says that one day Angelo
visited the hall and found his own car-
toon in tatters, it having been destroyed
by a pupil of Da Vinci..

We have the arts of the hand and the
arts of the head—the useful and the or-
namental. This. is the popular distinc-
tion, bnt it is not philosophic. Noble
thoughts are of high and holy use, and in
calling forth man’s highest sentiments the.
artist becomes a true producer. The
political economist savs that he who
makes two blades of grass grow where
but one grew before is a benefactor of
his kind, and is he not a benefactor who
makes two beautiful thoughts arise where
there was but one or none at all before?
Michael Angelo, the noblest figure pos-
sessed by the world of art, was born
nearly four hundred years ago. Here is
an incident of his childhood. Itis inthe
north of Italy, in Tascany. The night is
dark; thunders roar in the heavens;
lightnings flash from the murky clouds
to the trembling earth; consternation and
awe fill the bosoms of the people. The
youthful heir of a noble house is
missing. Servants aund retainers hurry
hither and thither in search of
him. At last the child is found,
perched on the summit of a lofty turret
of the eastle, watching the lightnings

play, holding communion with the spirit
of the storm. The child was father of
the man. He became the artist of the
grand and terrible. The great book of
the Middle Ages was Dante’s Inferno,
and this book Michael Angelo read with
avidity. It is a book of horrors, and it
is said that the author realized so com-
pletely the horrors he depicted that they
were reproduced in his countenance, and
he was tremblingly pointed at in the streets
as the man who had been in hell. His
work, however, aroused the slumbering
conscience of Europe. It was the spirit
of Dante that animated the breast of
Angelo. Michacl Angelo was the son of
a reduced nobleman, of the family of
Buonarroti, who was the Mayor of the
village in which he lived, and like the
Mayor ¢f every other place, the most
important man in if. [Laughter.] The
smaller the town the larger the Mayor.

[Renewed laughter.] He was incensed
at his son for listening to the voice of the
tempest instead of to his call, as though
there could be any thunder so impressive
as the Mayor’s nod! Michael must be
somechody. If he could not become a
Mayor he must at least reach the dignity
of an Alderman! But the inspired youth
determines to become a sculptor, and en-

ters the Academy of Lorenzo de Medici.

First he gave twelve years to the study of
anatomy, reading the human frame as he
| ad read Dante—readinz it wichhis imagin-
ation on the quivering and mangled limbs.

He learned to fear God, and then he was

a poet. Michael Angelo had rivals and
critics in every poition of his cafeer.

One of his fellow students often told him

he was born to use the pick:ixd and spade.

Sculpture is the simple aud spontaneous

outgrowtli of mau’s longing for immor-

tality. A chief dies and those who have
loved him erect a monument to his me-
mory. In tinic a statue arises instead,

and the dead heroes live forever in dull
grey stone. Michael Angelo did his work
thoroughly. He built up his models picce
by piece, first making a perfect skeleton
and then adding the flesh and muscles.
After the making of the model the statue

was only a matter of measurement and
chiselling, no matter what its size. His
colossal statue of David, now on the
Piazza Granduca at Florence, was made
from a very diminutive model. And yet
there were nil adinirar: men in those days
who deemed it & small matter—men who
laughed at the idea of Michacl Angelo

He is not responsible. for its looks. This
is not Leonardo. Da Vinci’s method of
painting a picture. The lady enters a
richly and artistically farnished room,
seats herself on a luxurious couch, in-
hales the perfame of flowers held in an-
tique vases, gazes upon the works of art
illumined by the light that eomes through
stained glass windows, listens to the
sound of sweet music—variety in unity—
and her eyes sparkle, her soul shines in
her face, the spirit of beauty lends grace
to her listening attitude, and then the ar-
tist places her on the undying canvas.
Angelo tarns toward Rome, as Columbus
is setting sail across the unknown west-
ern seas, and is commissioned by Pope
Julius IL., who is just the man to appre-
ciate Angelo, to paint the ceiling of the
Sistine chapel. The ceiling was divided
into twelve parts, and on each of these
was painted a picture illustrative of the
creation of the world, and of man; his
fall; the history of the world as it relates
to redemption and salvation,and the Last
Judgment. They taught the great truths

of religion, for, before the invention of P

printing, painting did the work of; the
press, the poet and the historian, The
lecturer drew a thrilling picture of the
emotions excited by viewing the ¢Last
Judgment.” Leaving Rome to his new
rival—Raphael—Angelo engages in engi-
neering and other works throughout the

country, the fame of the younger artist

ever ringing in his ears. One of the &e-
crets of his success was that he loved his
work, was prcud of being an aitist
When Florence was besieged he went to
the rescue, was made general of fortifica

tions, and successfully kept the enemy at
bay by a system of extern‘al defences that

saved the city from the fire of the enemy’s

guns. He was never married, but in his
old age he loved Vittoria Colonna, a poet-
ess of rare virtues, beauty and accoms
plishments, with all the ardor of youth,
and was beloved by her. The softening
influence of his love could b¢ seen in his
later works. The sonnets he wrote to
her were sufficient to render his name
immortal. At 70 ycars of age he was
made the architect of St. Peter’s and,
after nine years of labor, during which he
finished his great temple of God to the
base bf the cupola, he died. The lecturer

closed with a learned and eloquent dis- |

quisition on art in Egypt, Greece and
Rome, and its relation to, the people.
The lecture was enlivened by numerous
illustrative anecdotes, and contained
passages of great beauty and eloquence.
Some of the statements made are found-
ed rather on tradition than on authentic
data, but the lecturer was not dealing
with the subject in thespiritof a historian
and cannot be expected to adhere so
closely to the record as to spoil &
beautiful or interesting tradition,

The Schooner Frances, Duffy, master,
from Baltimore for San Andreas, passed
Turk’s Island on the 2nd instant; they
report having experienced very heavy
weather during the entire passage, aund
split sails.

The Bark Belvidere.—Advices from
Queenstown, dated the 5th inst., report
that Mr. Green, steward of the bark Bel
videre, from Philadelphia for Trieste, be-
fore reported abandoned on the 15th ult..
states that the vessel was thrown on her
beam ends on the 13th, during a gale, but
righted about two hours afterward, owing
to the main and mizen inasts being ear
ried away.

The Schooner J. W. Scott, Rogers, mas-
ter, before reported ashore, was floated
Poff the Flats on the 9th inst, and was in
Edgartown harbor on the 10th waiting a
wind to proeeed foir Boston.

The Brig Cora (of Liverpool, N. S.),
Henderson, master, from St. Thomas,
under charter to load at Rum Cay for a

port in the United States, struck on the
reef at the southwest part of Inagua (as
befure reported) on the night of Nov. 28.
The captain threw out a portion of his
ballast during the night, and was taken
off next day and night to Mathewton.
A board of survey examined her, and,
with the aid of a diver, ascertained that
she had received no damage except cha-
fing off her keel. ' She remained tight cn
the 25th, and was having ballast taken on
board to pat her in trim to proceed direct
to Liverpool, N.S., for permanent repairs.
Salvage was settled by drafts on Balti-
more for $700; other incidental charges
would amount to about $200. The ves-
sel would sail abovt 28th.

He looked bewildered, not to
say startled, and looked questioningly
through, over and under, and then again
through his speé&acles,bcfure and around
him. Mr. Barnes looked very solemn
and was rather nervous, and, as he be-
gan to speak, it is no wonder that Mr.

Hospitality and the Hohdays. -
(From the N, Y. Tribune.)

With the beginning of the holidays
next week ¢‘the season” in the cities is
supposed to open formally; from Christ-
mas to Ash Wednesday, hospitality. its
laws, and modes and cxigencies are the
business of tixe fashionable world. Among
the wealthier classes the late panic has
not dimmed the display of hospitality;
the balls are as frequent and splendid,the
dinners as recherche as in any previous
year; but with pcople of moderate means
the economy which is the order of the
day, whether . necessary or not, shows
itself most noticeably in their quality as
hosts. Hospitality according to Ameri-
can customs is a costly virtue er no vir-
tue at all. We may ask Brown to share
our roast mutton in a family way; but
Brown expects, and we know, that the
mutton and its surroundings must be of a
quality such as we would think it rash
extravagance to make onr family usage.
The same principle is carried out in in-
land towns and the loncliest hamlet. It
was originally, of course,only the beauti-
ful idea of the daty of.giving our best
to our guest, but it is that idea corrupt-
ed into vulgar and vain display. The
same idea of trade in hospitality, too,
extends everywhere through our society.
Its so-called leaders are in debt certain
invitations to balls; the farmer's wife
‘“owes” a tea drinking to her neighbors;
the one pays her debts with the result in
a few years very likely of a bankrupt
husband, the other perspires and drudges
for the days beforehand over cake board
and oven to acquit herself of hers; in
both instances hospitality is neither a
virtue nor refreshment, but sheer vanity
and vexation of spirit.

What are we to do then? TLock
our doors and sit down in economical,idle
solitude? As surely as the average
American woman loses this safety valve
of visiting and being visited, she will
spend her pent-up -energy in some other
way, religious or political, not half so
safe or useful and just as liable to vulgar
corruptions. Men who laugh at balls and
s cer. at tea-drinkings forget that they
are a safety valve. A man’s whole daily
business, trom the reading of his news-
paper at breakfast to his club at night,
leads him out of doors, out of himself.
He does not know how much of his sal-
vation from dyspepsia, morbid gloom.
iil temper, and religious doubt he owes to
his walks through the streets, his endless
greeting of acquaintances, the inces-
sant momentary friction against other
minds than his own. At the end of the
day his tired brain and body can find no
relief so welcome as a quiet chair in the
cheerful fireside. Why should his wo-
men folks insist on ‘“gadding about?”

Simply because the whole daily business
of their lives (it they belong to the great

majority of the middle class), from the °"
dering of the breakfast in the morning ©
the basket of mending at night shuts
them in-doors, into themselves. A do-
mestic woman’s intercourse is almost to-
tally with children, servants—minds in-
ferior to her own.  The more intellectual
a woman she is, the more stringent is
this necessity; she does the headwork
tor the whole establishment of incompe-
tent servants; teaches her children, per-
haps; supplics what is lacking to every
incflicient member; has no time to read.
In short, it is a perpetual grinding of the
mill, with no grist going into the hopper.
If Darby needs his grange or fariners’
meeting, let Joan have her bee or sewing
society ; if men who live by headwork in
the cities require their clubs, their wives,
who also grind their brains to make their
bread, must have their equivalent; only
in the name of sénse and decency let
that not be vulgar parade and show The
custom in use among fashionable women
‘of setting apart certain evenings for re-
ceptions is a sensible one, which should
recommend itself to people of moderate
means. Let any woman, instead of giving
two or three costly acties in the Winte:,
from which the women are too apt to go
home fagged and the men tipsy, set apart
certain ev-nings in the month when her
friends know that she will be at home,
her parlors warmed and lighted, and that
they will be welcome to come and go at
their own pleasure. The vefreshment
should be a secondary matter with both
hostess and guest—the simpler it is the
better. In this easy, inexpensive way.
the true ends of hospitality will be reach-
ed; people of like tastes will gather in
certain houses; the mental refreshment
needed will be given, and an end put to
the system of vain show which desecrates
too many homes.

A Little Girl Turned in:o the Woods
Alone Night after Night  Rescued
from Death. :

SaLMaNica, N, Y., Dec. 16.

Mike Brisky, living in the outskirts of
this village, was left some time since
with one child, a little girl, between 11
and 12 years old. A short time since he
married again, and the lot of the little
one since then has been terrible. One of
her duties has been, ju-t at nightfall, to
lock up the cow, which frequently stray-
ed into the woods and could not be found.
Whenever the girl returned without the
cow she was locked out for the night, re-
.gardless of the state of the weather or
her earnest-pleadings, and threatened
with severe punishment if the cow was
not found. In a fence corner or under a
sheltering tree she passed many nights,
with no.covering except the sky.

Last week the weather was extremely
cold. Returning one night after she had
found the cow, she lost a small shawl
‘which she had thrown over her shoulders.
She was bidden to look for it, and not
return without it. Back to the woods,
out in the cold without shoes or stock-
ings, and but two thin articles of clothing
about her, she returned, driven by the
heartless wretches who should have cared
for and nursed her tenderly,

hunger and cold, she was found by some
of our citizens, who cared for her and had
the two inhuman perpetrators of the out-
rage arrested.

Mr. J. J. Kaye's New Building.

J. J. Kaye, Esq., has completed his
new building on Germain street, near
the foot- of the Country Market. The
building is 52 feet by 50 feet, and three
stories in height, with gravel roof. The
building is laid off in three apartments
or shops, 13 ft. 3 in. wide, and one alley
way 9 ft. wide, with gate in front, givinz
access to the rear of the building and to
the American House, which is also own
by Mr. Kaye. The basement walls are of
rubble stone, and the front sill coutse is
of cut granite; the walls are of select
stock brick; the window trimmings are
of free stone, and areneatly ornament-
ed with toothwork corbels. The entabla-
ture over the store fronts, and pinacles,
cornice and crestings on top of the roof,
are ot wood, sanded and ornamented
with trusses, brackets and dentals. The
first story front is supported by cast iron
pilasters. Each store has a rear en
trance. The store next the alley, with
the portion extending over the alley, has
been elegantly fitted up and is now occn-
pied by Mr. Pa'terson as a first-class
restaurant, there being seven - refresh-
ment stalls in the first floor, fitted with
marble tables, with oyster bar in the
rear, also a neat walnut counter and
shelving near the door; the openings of
the stalls have semi-circie tops with
scalloped areh and key block, cn which
is placed the number of each stall; the
arches are also ornamented with fancy
scrolled sprandrils; the cornice above is
richly ornamented by dentals, tooth
work and sawed eresting, making it the
handsomest place of -the kind in the
city. The second story is gained by an
easy platform stair starting from the
right of the entrance, under which is a
stair leading to the cellar. The cellar is
laid off in cook-room and rooms for
storing purposes, which communicate
with the upper stories by a dumb waiter.
The kitchen, dining hall and private
rooms, fitted with wash basins, pantries,
etc., arc located on the second floor; on
the fourth floor are four large airy rooms
with water and linen closets, etc,, fitted
with all the necessary conveniences. The
other shops are intended for grocery and
dry goods business. The shop fronts are
very neat in design, fitted with English
plate glass; the windows over are trion

i on the whole, onc of the handsomest and
| best baid out buildinzs for business pur-
