Pleasures of Travel.

We sympathize with the disappointed
feelings of the many professional blood-
curdlers in the newspaper fraternity who
pricked up their ears and sharpened their
pencils on the first intimation of the thrill-

collided with a barque in the Sound, sink-
ing the latter almost instantaneously, and
being compelled to run ashore for safety.
The special correspondent was, of course,
on board, accompanied by the special artist
ready to take a terrific sketch of the har-
rowing details, *‘on the spot.” With
what grim hypocrisy the knights of the
pen and pencil added theclause, ¢* happily
there wes no loss of life,”” can only be
conceived by speeial reporters and sepsa-
tional paragraphers. The equally forta-
pate result of the late accident to the

steamer ¢ New England’’ is another rare
instance of harmless effects from what
might prove a terrible tragedy. It is only
a few months since a spirited discussion
occupied the columns of the Boston press
on the subject of the safety of the Sound
steamers, experienced navigators affirming
that an accident on one of those boats
would entail a fearful loss of life. ~ That
the dire prophecy was unfulfilled must be
ascribed to a conjunction of circumstances
peculiarly favorable. The proximity to the
shore and the absence of that most terrible
and panic-spreading element, fire, prevent-
ed what the reporter would have infallibly
described as & * holocaust.”’ Due justice
must be given in both cases to the wise
action of the commanding officers and the
rare common sense of the passengers.

Eastern steamboats are managed with
more regard to safety and less to the ambi-
tion of speed loving patrons than those of
the Western rivers and lakes. Mississipp
steamboat captaius are proverbial for reck-
lessness. The laudable ambition of that
eminent engineer ¢ Jim Bludso,” whose
simple creed consisted of a determination
to * never be passed on the river,”” is no
poetical exaggeration. To do them jus-
itce, it must be confessed that their pas-
sengers are equally averse to being beaten
by 1ival boats, and the result is a periodical
explosion, or coroner’s inquest exonerating
everybody from blame, and a very interest-
ing series of funerals. To command the
fastest boat on the Mississippi is, in all
the Southwest, to be a -person of note, a
being to be regarded with awe by passen-
gers and envy by rival captains.

Ot late tho steamers of some trans-At-
lantic lines have been diversifying the
monotony of the ocean transit by races
from shore to shore, to the edification of
sporting passengers and the dismay of
shareholders and insurance companies. 1
only the parties directly interested in the
contests of speed were liable to the results
of any untoward accident, it would be
comparatively harmless, but unfortunately
there are many peaceable travellers who
have no high ambition to achieve glory of
such a nature, and who would not object
to beirg tho last in any race provided they
arrived safely on dry land. The perils
from fire and water, sea sickness and
storms, to say nothing of icebergs and
sand-banks, is sufficiently great without
the addition of possible explosions to make
the ** ferry’’ trips dangerous. Hence the
protest from scveral interested parties
against the late Atlantic races, a protest
which deserves attention as that of a large
constituency who do not mind being beat-
en so much as they dread premature eleva-
tion on short notice.

A Mutiny in New York Bay.

KNIVES AND PISTOLS DRAWN, AND ONE MAN
| SHOT.—THE MATE AND CREW OE THE SHIP
/

| ¢ NENRY'’ ARRESTED.

\

[From the New York San, Aug. 13]

The ship *¢ Henry,” of Newfoundland,
bound for Quehee, intended to sail yester-
day, to carry a cargo from the latter place
to a foreign port. She was moored off
Bedloe’s Island, awaiting her full comple-
ment of sailors. A crew was finally ob
tained and shipped aboard yesterday. The
men having received some advance money,
spent part of it for liquor, and became in-
toxicated. :

Walter Furlong, the second mate, was
up in the rigging fixing some rcpes prepar
atory to sailing. While he was coming
down the ladder he_ordered the men to
hoist the mooring chain. 'I'he men did not
stir. When the mate reached the harri-
cane deck he Tepeated his order. They
said they would not obey, and called the
mate hard names. During the altercation
which followed the mutineers surrounded
the mate and threatened to murder him.
They wanted to know who he was, and
said they didn’t care a —— for him.
Farlong told them who he was, and said
that they must obey him, as he was their
superior.

John Smith. a mutineer, then struck him
in the face. Knives werc drawn by four of
the mutineers, and a general onslaught
was made on the mate, who was knocked
down. Smith, who seemed to be the lead
er, tried to stab Farlong, who managed to
get on his feet, and, drawing his revolver,
threatened to shoot if they went too far.—
The mutineers laughed at him, and said
that he dared not shoot. Theyagain moved
toward the mate with the intention of
murdering him, then he discharged one
shotat them, but missed. He fired u second
shot, which took effect in Smith’s left wrist,
shattering the bone badly. The mutineers
became frightened when they saw that the
mate meant business, and implored him
not to shoot again.

In the meantime the harbor police boat
having been signailed, promptly answered
the call. Capt. Speight aud Sergt. Fitz-
gerald, with a_section of police, boarded
the Henry, and made all hands prisoners.
‘They were taken to the New street police
station, where they gave their names as
follows: William Murpby, aged 21, a
native of Baltimore ; Michael Sweeney, 22,
of Phliadelphia ; John McDonzld, 20, ol
Liverpool ; Jobn Doolittle, 22, of London;
James Ward, 19,.of Southampton ; William
Hackett, 21, of Liverpool ; JohnSmith, 21.
of Liverpool.

Police Sergeon IHutclhinson extracted the
bullet from Smith’s wrist and sent him to
the Park Hospital in an ambulance. The
mate was held by Sergt. Banfield. Hi-
face showed plainly that he had been badly
beaten. 'The ship is owned by R. S.
Vaughn, of New Branswick.

A Remarkable Voyage—Terrible Suf=
fering at Sea.

The ship *Chandos,” which arrived
at New York from Calcatta on the 12th,
bad a lively voyage. She sailed April 7,
and after a succession, of heavy- gales,
terrific sgnalls, rain, thunder and light-
ning, and conlusion seas +¢ like a boiling
pot,’’ she was struck by the worst gale on
June2, and thrown upon her side. Thelee
deck was filled over the combings of the
main hateh. including the saloon, cabins
aft, topgallant forecastle, port side, wash-
ing the saloons, bunksand bedding away
with everything moveable on dec’, stove
galley, &e.; carried away topgallant bul-
warks and stancheons from break of fore-
castle to after part of main rigging, port
side; washed the port life-boat off the
sides, leading the sternpost to the davit
tackle ; cut the fore davit tackle, and let
her drift away with everything attached.
In this helpless position the ship lay at the
mercy of the wind and waves until this
fearful gale abated toward evening.

On the 7th she experienced another ter-
rible storm, during which the sea made a
clean breach over her. This weather
lasted twenty days. All this time the
crew never changed their wet clothing,
being at all times ready to set steadying
sails between the awful gusts of wind.
They were completely worn out, and their
rands were all covered with sores and salt
water boils. On July 29th a large: water-
spout broke hall'a mile trom the ship.

Tae Lumser TRADE IN PENNSYLVANIA.—
A late number of the Pittsburg Post claims
that the enormous supply of lumber ne-
cessary to the grewing wants of the mar-
ket in that section is in danger of becom-
ing inadequate to the demand. Pittsburg
alone consumes 100,000,000 feet pr annum.
At the same time not much more than that
quantity has passed down the Alleghany
this season, one half of which has gone to
the markets below. This would leave the
Iron Uity 50,000,000 feet short, which she
is compelled to procure from Michigan and
Canada, a thing she is now doing, The
Post says that the pine of the Alleghany
region is nearly all cat. Careful estimates
<how that at the present rate of cutting,
five years will absorb the greatest portion
of that now left, The supplies from the
Monangahela are trifling. The history of
lumbering by water, it i3 stated, is nearly
at an end in that region, and the rail must
be looked to for supplies in the future,
unless new fields South-west of Pittshurg
are opened. Since the scarcity of pine,
hemlock is coming into more general use.
The supply of that timber, it is said, how-
ever, will not last over a period of more
than twenty years.

| shipped John E. Robinson, a good looking,
peatly dressed, colored man, at Boston, as
steward, and Robinson’s wife as steward-
ess. On leaving Boston, Robinsen’s wife
sailed with the ship, and Robinson went
down by steamer. On arriving here the
man went to work,and has been about
three weeks with the vessel. Last night
he asked the Captain for a month’s ad-
vance. $40, which the Captain refused to
give, and on Robinson's trying to leave, the
Captain put him in irone. This morning,
after being in irons all night, he was let go,
when he came ashore and got ont a warrant
against the Captain for assault. Robinson
is a British suliject, and the captain had
no more right to put him in irons here
than a hotel keeper has to put a waiter in
irons for refusing to do his duty. Heavy
damages could be extracted from the Cap-
tain, as the Magistrate informed him that
in a similar case Mr. Doherty had recover-
ed some hundreds of dollars.

WE have already drawn attention to the an-
nual meeting of the Society of Arts held
on the 23rd current, under the presidentship, of
M. Th. de Saus:ure, and are now able to furnish
some further details.
Professor Soret, in delivering a most interast-
ing report, passed in review the operations of
the Industrial section, in reference to Com-
merce, laying great stress upon the competition
that has taken place in the manufacture of
chronometere. This competition was institute:
with the object of testing the workmanship and
precision of chronometers turned out by Gene-
vese manufacturers, and none but those adopted
for pocket use were admitted. They were de
posited in charge of the authorities at the Ob-
gervatory, and underwent the most searching
ordeal possible to be applied to pocket instru
ments of this class. The jury specially retained
to decide the difficult question as to whom to
award the palm of excellency. unanimously de
cided in favor of Messrs.J. M. Badollet & Co.
