| gives the majority of the rate-payers of
any parish  the -power to prevent the
issue of licenses for the sale of liquor
among them. :This is a most import-
ant provision, and has been productive
of more goed than any other legal pro-
vision for the restriction of the liquor
|itraffic.

When the majority of the peo-

ple are so opposed to the sale of liquor
as to petition agninst the issue of licenses
they will, as a rnle, look to it that the
trade is not -carried on without license.
By virtue df this law dram-shops have
been banished -from many parishes of
New Brunswick. Itisthe boast of the
West Islesand many other parishes that
intoxicating liquor cannot be purchased
within their boundaries.

And yet - the-advocates of restrictive
legislation propose to repeal this impor-
tant provision, and the holders of tem-
perance meetings, and the preachers of
ternperance sermons, and the getters-up
of temperance petitions, and the coiners
of brimstone-smelling epithets for anti-
temperance people, remain profoundly

Do these gentlemen realize the im-
portance of the retrograde legislation
now hanging over the country, or do
they fancy that the law can be easily
re-enacted? Give ear, O ye revilers of
the wine cup! hearken, O ye hurlers of
fiery epithets at the heads of the liquor
dealers, to' THE TRIBUNE!
now on ewur statute books the law per-
mitting a majority of ratepayers to pro-
hibiv the sale of liquors in any parish.
This law will remain in force unlessthe
Supreme Court declare it unconstitu-
The Ottawa legal authorities
are opposed to the Local Legislatures
imposing important restrictions on the
liquor traffic, holding that the power of
prohibition belongs to the central Par-
lisayent;, and are prepared to disallow
any prohibitory bill that may be passed.
But the general Government can do no-
thing to annul the law that is now on
our statute books. Should the Supreme
Court decide that our present law is
constitutional, as it probably will, we
shall then be sure of the prohibitory
power that works se-effectually in com-
munities overwhelminly opposed to the
traffic in strong drink; butif we repeal
the law we will never be allowed to re-
enact it, because the central authoritics
claim the sole right to prohibit the traf-
fic and will disallow any measure simi-
lar to thie oume to be repealed by Mr.
Crawford’s mutilated bill.

If temperance men are a majority of
the_ House,as would appear from the talk
on temperance legislation, although
the frequency with which members find
‘il: necegsary to wetire to neighboring
bar-rooms for private consultation on
the affairs of State and the best methods
of promoting the interests of their con-
stituents would appear to suspicious
.people to denote the contrary,—the re-
mains of Mr. Crawford’s bill will be
thrown out, and legislation confined to
the imposition of such restrictions as
may be deemed possible of enforce-

TRIBUNE has called the attention of

Railway Policy—Mr. Mackenzie’s
Complaints—Mr. Dodge Predicts
Constitutional Monarchy for all
America—Sir Francis Strikes from
the Shoulder.

The Toronto Mail has very full reports
of the debate on the Address. As our
telegrams did full justice to Mr. Tobin,
our report of his speech having been
widely copied in Nova Scotia as the best
report published, we begin with the
speech of the seconder:

Mr. Palmer, of 8t. John, rose to second
the address, and though he could not add
much to what had been said by his pre-
decessor, yet coming from another Pro-
vince he would desire to say a few words.
While he would yield to Nova Scotia in
eloguence and poetry, yet, as a represen-
tative of New Brunswick, he wounld yield
to none in loyalty and love to British
rule, and he was proud to say that any
man in his Province who would advocate
any scheme of severance from the Mother
Country would find himself entirely un-
supported. He desired to assent entirely
to the remarks made by the mover of the
Address with reference to our Governor
and his lady. He then referred to the
Pacific Railway, congratulating the Gov-
ernment on their success in the matter.
He fully realized the value of money, and
would hold the Government strictly re-
sponsible for the expenditure of the
public money; but money was of no
use unless it was used to develop the
resources of the country. With reference
to the canal improvement, he was glad
that without burdening the people the
Government found themselves in a posi-
tion to propose such improvements in the
canal system of the Dominion. With re-
gard to the western canals, he would
have been ashamed of his ignorance of
the subject had he not found that gentle-
men from the west were fully as ignorant
respecting the wants of the Maritime
Provinces. He dwelt on the importance
and necessity of the Bay Verte Caual,
describing the hindrances to trade and
commerce experienced from the want of
this canal, and was sure that there was
no public work of greater consequence.
Mistakes, no doubt, had been made in
public works of the past, but he would
hope that every care would be taken in
the future. There was one other subject
to which he would desire to refer. The
Speech seemed to have been framed in
order to ensure its easy passage, and to
his mind it was principally remarkable,
not for what it mentioned, but for what
it did not mention. He referred to the
claims of New Brunswick, and said that
he firmly believed that her only hope was
from the Government, for he had care-
fully looked to the speeches in Ontario
during the election, and whenever the
claims of New Brunswick were mention-
ed favorably, it was so mentioned by a
supporter of the Government. This being
s0, he thought New Brunswick represen-
tatives ought to thank the Government
for making no mention of this matter in
the Speech, for whatever the Government
proposed would be sure to be opposed by
the gentleman opposite. What he want-
ed was to have an opportunity of appeal-
ing to the justice of the whole House.
He, therefore, thanked the Government
for omitting the question from the Speech.
He again referred to the matter of con-
nection with England, believing that the
whole House was agreed on the subject.
He sat down amid cheers.

Mr. Mackenzie’s speech dealt princi-
pally with generalities that didn’t glitter
worth a cent, and he made few salient
points. He paid a warm tribute to Mr.
Tobin and Mr. Palmer. The following is

about all he specifically complained of :

He was surprised to find no referencs
in the speech to the necessity for the
passage of an insolvency law, as there
was a strong feeling in the country for
the necessity for sucha law. Then there
was no reference to the claims of New
Brunswick. The seconder of the Ad-
dress was dissatisfied because the Oppo-
sition did not take action in the matter.
He might tell him that, during the elec-
tion contest recently past the great
charge against himself and his friends
was that they favored the claims of Nova
Scotia. The Opposition did not propose
to move any amendments to the address
as it did not commit them on any sub-
ject; but he desired to congratulate the
House on the return to political life of
many veteran politicians, such as the
hon. member for Montreal West, and on
the accession of new members to the
House; and he also congratulated him-
self on the victory he had recently gained,
and on the large accession of gentlemen
who supported him.

The Premier’s speech contained a com-
plete refutation of the sianders so dili-
gently circulated by the Toronto Globe
and its hangers-on throughout the coun-
try in reference to the control of the Pa-
cific Railway having been vested in citi-
zens of the United States. A portion of
his speech is thus reported :

Sir John Macdonald on rising congratu-
lated Mr. Mackenzie on his continuance
in office as leader of his party, though he
would have been equally satisfied had the
hon. gentleman by his side been selected
for the position, and he desired to assure
them that whoever might be leader they
would receive every courtesy from the
Government side of the House, and he
believed the members of Parliament of
Canada would rival the members of the
English Parliament in the observance of
all those rules which made political life
so pleasant in England. Though he could
not concur generally in the remarks of the
member for Lambton, he could cordially
join in his congratulations towards the
mover and seconder of the Address.
The eloquence of the former must have
struck every one who heard him, and they
all knew the deep learning and’ the prac-
tical good sense of the seconder. The
House might well congratulate itself that
in these two gentlemen, and in
many others, including the member
for Montreal West, they had gen-
tlemen who would do credit to the
House and good service to the country.
The hon. gentleman opposite had acted
with a wise discretion in carrying out the
English precedent of not moving an am-
endment to the address, as such amend-
ments were useless obstructions, and
lengthened discussions on the various
subjects were always unsatisfactory, and
could accomplish no useful purpose in the
absence of the papers and information
which would enable the House to come
to adecision. He could not complain of
the conduct of the hon. gentleman who
had taken a very fair course in informing
the Government on what questions they
might expect opposition and attack. As
to the Pacific Railway, he did not desire
to enter into the subject at length on that
occasion, but in reply to what had fallen
from the leader of the Opposition, he
might state that the Government were
quite ready to stand by the course they
had taken in the matter. That course
was adopted after a most anxious and de-
liberate consideration of all the circum-
stances of the case. The House and the
country knew with what difficulties the
matter had been surrounded. There were
local and sectional jealousies which, it
was feared, might rjse to such an extent
as to destroy the fair hope of carrying
out the enterprise. The Government

had to guard against this
to guard against any injury. te the eredit
of the project, either in this country or
England, and above all they had to guard
against the possibility of any foreign line

obtaining control of our great Canadian {*

enterprise, (great cheers), and he could
assure the House that if in the charter
that had been granted there was a single
departure from the word or spirit ¢ f the
Act of last session, that departure was to
prevent that possibility of foreign con-
trol. (Cheers.) He would not now
dwell on this, as it would be the duty of
the Government and their pleasure to
prove to the country and the House that
they had omitted no protection which
could be devised for the purpose of keep-
ing the entire control of this great Cana-
dian enterprise in Canadian hands, and
to insure its being dealt with by Canadi-
an means and Canadian ingenuity and
skill, and by Canadian or English c: pital,
or both. (Cheers.)

Sir Francis Hincks made a telling
speech in reply to Mr. Mackenzie. He
evidently feels free, now that he is a pri-
vate member, to pay off some old scores.
He is thus reported:

Sir Francis Hincks wished to repeat
that he had absolutely retired from official
life, and the cause of such retirement
was entirely on private grounds. The
member for Lambton had referred to his
financial policy as being the cause of the
recent stringency in the money market.
He would ask if the hon. gentleman attri-
buted the stringency in England and the
United States to the same cause. (Langh-
ter.) The hon. gentleman had not point-
ed out any fear of a stringency. One
cause was patent to all. The Govern-
ment had for some time a large balance of
money for the Intercolonial Railway, but
as that railway had to be constructed, the
qmoney had to be withdrawn from the
Banks, thus mecessarily diminishing the
power of the bankg to give accommoda-
tion. He could nof say whether importa-
tion had been excessive or not, but a fur-
ther cause was the increased price of all
staple goods. Since he had retired from
the Government he had received the
strongest expressions of regret at his re-
tirement from gentlemen in opposition to
him in politics, as well as those on his
own side of the House, and he would not
be afraid to go to any part of Ontario
and meet the hon. member for Lamb-
ton squarely on his financial policy.
The honorable gentleman had made
use of an expression about the subservi-
¢nt majority on the Government side of
the House. He (Sir Francis) thought it
better to be subservient to a Government
than subservient to the proprietors of a
leading newspaper in Ontario. The hon.
member for Lambton had also stated that
his (Sir Francis’s) former financial policy
had brought ruin to the country. Of
course he referred to the Act which had
enabled municipalities to borrow money
to aid public works; but it was not fair
to'charge the Premier of the day with all
the blame arising from legislation which
received the sanction of Parliament, and
he well remembered that the Hon. George
Brown strongly supported the measure
referred to; and, faurther, what the hon.
member for Lambton styled ‘‘ruination to
the country” was not so much the result
of injurious legislation as recklessness on
the part of the municipalitics borrowing
the money. They had heard during the
past few years a great deal from the op-
posite side of the House about coalitions
and the evils thereof, but not a word had
been uttered against them since the fa-
mous Scott coalition in Ontario.

Mr. Dodge, in reply to contemptuous
remarks on the progress of Canada, made
a remarkable speech, showing himself
more Canadian than the Canadians, and
more British than natives of Great
Britain. His remarks, coming from one
who was a citizen of the United States
until very recently, are curious:

Mr. Dodge said that when he heard the
speech of the member for Waterloo he
thought he was in the Legislative Cham-
ber of Illinois, or some other State, and
not in a chamber under the protection of
Great Britain. A short time ago he had
been honored by being made a loyal sub-
ject of the Queens He could assure the
House that it was wonderful what a una-
nimous wish there was among the respec-
table population of the States for a con-
stggutional Monarchy, and they looked to
Ottawa and this House for the men who
would raise a bulwark behind which the
respectable men of the Continent could
make a stand against licentiousness and
disorder. Though an American a
short time ago, hie believed himself to
be as nearly as anything a Baldwin Re-
former, .and if he wefe a spiritualist,
he would like to have some spiritual in-
tercourse with the late Robert Baldwin,
so that he might ask him where his
friends now are. He professed himself
a Government supporter, and said his
constituents were disgusted with the ty-
ranny of the Globe and the old man at the
head of it who desired to rule the whole
of Canada. A mcmber of the House had
been talking to him and told him how he
sympathised with him as an American,
and told him he rejoiced in the prospect
of there being one whole republic on this
continent, and said the Governor was no
more than the bauble on the table, and
the Queen a mere appendage. Any one
one who could do this and then
try and get him on the other side
of the House deserved to go tu a place, he
would not mention. (Loud cheers.) He
believed what was done in Ottawa was of
much greater consequence in respect to
the future of the whole continent than
what was done at Washingten, and he
hoped yet to see the day when 20,000,000
of people and more should fill up this
great and glorious country. He had told
his constituents that the present Govern-
ment was a Government of statesmen of
which the country ought to be proud,and
he believed the true Reformers were on
the Government side, and the obstruc-
tionists opposite.

The necessary buildings for the accom-
modation of the French Atlantic Cable
Company, on the Point Pleasant Beach,
Halifax, have been commenced. One of
the smailer buildings is up, and the frames
of the others are on the ground ready to
be erected.

Some of the Ialifax reporters talk of
providing themselves with badges to be
shewn when necessary as evidence of
their high calling, and they will probably
adopt a design of a little hatchet as em-
blematic of their inability to tell lies.

The republication of the Fortnightly
Review, at a rcduced rate, by Holt and
Williams, New York, cannot fail to find a
cordial support among the lovers of in-
dependent thought, profound discussion,
and earnest literature, for which that
Review maintains an eminent rank among
the foremost English periodicals. Its
editor, Mr. John Morley, is a young man,
not only of brilliant promise,but of distin-
guished performance, remarkable alike for
solidity of judgment,comprehensiveness of
view, breadth of attainment, and force of
expression. His monographs on Burke
and Voltaire fully attest his rare powers,
and have won for him a wide reputation
as an original thinker and admirable
writer. The number of T%he Fortnightly
recently issued contains a sagacious
analysis of the ‘“Causes of War in the ex-
isting European Situation,” an imaginary
“Conversation with Marcus Aurelius,” by
W. W. Story, ¢‘Louis Napoleon,” by
Albert Venn Dicey, and other papers of
ability and interest.

Aerial Navigation—Across the Atlantiz 1n
Three Days—The Model of the Air-Ship
at the Royal Hotel.

It is the intention of Mr. Wellby, an
Englishman at present stopping at the
Royal Hotel, in the city, during the com-
ing summer to cross the Atlantic in an
air-navigating steamship. Mr. Wellby
has given air navigation a great deal of
study, and the result of his labors is this
vessel in which he intends making the
voyage. Immediately after the French
war, which gave such an impetus to this
study, Mr. Wellby proceeded to Paris
with his model, patented it, and sold the
right in France for 100,0000 francs, mak-
ing the condition that they should not
use it until he had launched one of his
aerial crafts himself. So impressed are
those having the right in Paris that they
offer to construct one simultaneously
with him, and meet him at any latitude
or longitude he may name. Mr. Wellby is
an Englishman and is determined that to
his own country shall be the honor, so
he intends to leave this side of the Atlan-
tic, from somewhere in Canada, and land
in England. The money—and not a little
is required, as the- ship will cost about
$50,000—he supplies from his own private
means. The float or balloon part of his
craft is wedge-shaped at each end, 100
feet long and 50 feet wide. This is now
being made in Philadelphia of copper
sheets,weighing four ounces to the square
foot, and capable of containing 187,000
cubic feet of gas. Fastened to this by
metal bars to make it perfectly strong, is
another boat of the same shape to contain
the engine and steering apparatus which
will be made to weigh in proportion to the
sustaining power of the gas in the balloon.
This boat is provided with a ten horse-
power engine and screw propeller capable
of driving the vessel at a high rate of
speed. By the aid of very ingenious
clock work, these two wedge-shaped
boats can be turned in opposite directions,
as the wind may require, so that no mat-
ter from which quarter the wind comes,
the vessel can be kept in the desired
course. It can overcome a side wind by
turning the sharp end into it, and receive
half the force on the rear side, which will
assist its speed, as the mainsail of a ship
receives it when sailing across the wind.
The engine for the boat is now being
made in Fredericton under Mr. Wellby’s
own direction, and the fuel will consist of
petroleum and water gas prepared by a
process of his own. Between these two
parts of the craft is the car, or rather two
cars, in which the navigators stay, one
above the other. In the upper car is the
steering apparatus for the balloon part,
in the lower that for the boat part. Here
also the mails, provisions, etc., are car-
ried. The inventor thinks that, with
everything favorable, he could cross from
land to land in twenty-four hours, but
puts the ordinary passage at three days,
which, it must be admitted, is quick
transit. Professor Wise, of Philadelphia,
who is acknowledged to be the most prac-
tical eronaut mn America, considers this
the nearest approach to an air ship ever
produced, and intends accompanying Mr.
Wellby in his voyage, which will take
place about July of this year. Efforts are
making to have Mr. Wellby start from St.
John. We hope there will be no fog when

the great day arrives.

PARLIAMENT OF CANADA.
Special to the Tribune.
Exposure of a Conspiracy to Blacke=
mail Mr. Dodge into the Opposi=

tion Ranks—Great Excitement.
OTTAWA, March 18.

Mr. Tilley presented a petition in favor
of amending the Pilot Laws of the harbor
of St. Jolin.

At the meeting of the House yesterday
afternoon petitions were presented
against three Opposition members. The
Premier announced that a Court of Ap-
peals was still under consideration.

Mr. Dodge rose to a personal explan-
ation, and read articles in the Toronto
Globe charging him with having forged
letters for use in his canvass of North
York. The charges he pronounced utter-
1y base, false and malicious. He had
written authority for the use of Dr.
Clarke’s name. Canon Ramsay had writ
ten congratulating him on his election,
and the letter nad been followed by a
cool request for 82,600 for services
in the canvass. This he refused to
pay. A suit was instituted and
withdraw, and then Ramsay had given
the Toronto Globe certain letters
the publication of which was expected to
injure him (Dodge). Since coming to
Ottawa an Opposition member had in-
formed him that the Globe had documents
the publication of which would ruin him,
and intimated that the use to be made of
those documents would depend entirely
on the vote he (Dodge) should give in
Parliament. There was great cheering
and intense excitement, amid which Mr.
Edgar, the blackmailing agent of George
Brown alluded to, denied that he had
threatened Mr. Dodge with the publica-
tion of the letters in case he (Mr. Dodge)
voted with the Government. He had
merely informed him that Brown had the
damaging letters. Mr. Dodge repeated
his charge, saying that Mr. Edgar had
Jeft the impression on his mind that the
eharge of forgery would be made by the
Globe in case he (Mr. Dodge) voted with
the Opposition, and the charge had been
smade fmmediately after his first vote for the
Government. There was wild cheering
from the Government ranks when this
charge of political blackmailing was so
forcibly brought home. Mr. Holton said
Mr. Dodge should not have been permit-
ted to notice newspaper charges. The
Speaker said the member had a right to
deny grave public charges, and ruled that
there could be no discussion. Mr. Anglin
rose to teach the Speaker his duty in the
matter, and was put down with cries of
ssiorder.” There was mueh confusion and
great excitement, and the House ad-
Jjourned, The letters published by the
Globe are one from Rev. S. F. Ramsay,
Hounorary Deal of Newcastle, Ont., and a
letter from Rev. S. A. Clark, D. D., of
Elizabeth, New Jersey, to Dean Ramsay,
endorsing Mr. Dodge as a gentleman of
broad Christian liberality, whose name
was in all the churches of his native
land, who was the founder of charitable
institutions, who was the patron of every
good work, no matter what denomination
it was connected with. This letter, and
the letter from Dean Ramsay in forward-
ing it to Mr. Dodge, are pronounced by
the Globe to be deliberate forgeries, writ-
ten and signed by Mr. Dodge, and pub-
1ished for the purpose of aiding his elec-
tion.

In the Senate yesterday Mr. Miller
a sked if any ncw instructiors had been
received in reference to the titles of
Provincial Lt. Governors. Mr. Campbell
said none had been received since the
Duke of Buckingham’s dispatch of June,

1868, which explicitly stated that Lieut.
Governors should only be entitled to His
Honor, and he was surprised that any
gentleman should allow himself to be
called by any other title than the Queen
had conferred.

In reply to Mr Reed, Mr. Campbell
gaid the Government did not intend estab-
lishing a Dominion Postal Delivery. The
outlay would be too great. Neither was
it the intention of the Government to
erect official residences for Ministers in
Ottawa, though such might be desirable.

HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY.
FREDERICTOY, March 18.

Dr. Alwdd introduced a bill relating
to the Police districts of St. John; a Bill
relating to suits and proceedings in
which the City Corporation of St. John
is interested ; a Bill toinvest the appoint-
ment of the Recorder of St. John in the
Common Council, and a Bill to legalize
the assessment for school purposes in
and for the City of St. John for 1872;
Mr. Maher, a Bill relating to part of the
line of Strcet Raflway in St. John; Mr.
Ryan, a Bill exempting the Albert Mining
Company from local taxation for a cer-
tain period; the Attorney General, a Bill
legalizing the assessment of the parishes
of Wickham and Petersboro, Queen’s
County, for 1872, and a Bill respecting
the appointment of Queen’s Counsel, and
regulating the precedence of members of
the Bar; the Provincial Secretary, a Bill
relating to public works. He also laid
before the House a statement of the ex-

" penses of the  Better Terms” delegation
and the export duty delegation, and a de-
tafled accountiof the expenditure of $4,-
000 for purchasing a Diamond Borer. .

The consideration of the law procedure
bhill was resumed and a debate arose on
the section allowing the Sheriff fees on
writs whether served by him or not. Mr.
Hanington moved to strike out the sec-
tion. The amendment was lost. Han-
ington, Landry, Adams, Blanchard and
Maher voting for it. Progress was re-
ported.

Hon. Mr. Willis's liquor bill was com-
mitted. It provides that liquor saloons
shall be closed from 9 p.m, to 7 a.m. Mr.
Maher would go for closing shops at 10.
Hibbard, Coram, and Lindsay favored
the bill, and Gough, Alward and Adams
opposed it. Progress was reported.

Toe-day’s Procecedings.

The following bills were introduced:

By Crawford, a bill relating to the recov-

ery of Dower; by Alward, abill enlarging
the jurisdiction of the City Court of St.
John, a bill to provide for a special as-
sessment in St. John on the Eastern side
of the harbor, and a bill authorizing the
further issue of Debentures to pay for
certain improvements mads by the City
of St. John; Palmer, a bill relating to
the Great Marsh, Hopewell, Albert Coun-
ty; Maher, a bill relating to Peters Wharf,
St. John, and a bill authorizing the Vic-
toria Hotel Co. to issue preferred stock,
and a petition from the Company further-
ing the same.

.Messrs. Humphrey, Ryan, Harrison,
Phillips, and Macpherson were appointed
a Committee to whom was referred the
petition of Alexander Fraser & Co.; and
Messrs. Crawford, Robinson, and Attor-
ney General, a Committee to consider the
bill relating to Parish Church, &c., Sus-
sex.

The Committee appointed to comsider
the bill relating to the Back Creek Driv-
ing Company reported favorably. The
Committee to whom was referred the bill
relating to municipalitles, also reported
favorahly.

Hon. Mr. Crawford’s bill relating to
several County Courts, on receiving fur-
ther consideration of the Committee of
the Whole House, was agreed to.

Otty read the report of the committee
to whom was referred the Germantown
Lake matter, namely, that the Commis-
sioners had performed their daty and
should be remunerated.

The House, in committee on Mr. But-
ler’s bill incorporating the Back Creek
Driving Company, reported progress.

The bill incorporating the Foster and
McAdam Brooks River Driving Company
was referred to a Special Committee—
Messrs. Donald, Tibbets, and Caie.

The House then went into considera-
tion of a bill incorporating the Hopewell
Free Stone Mining Company. It was
agreed to without discussion.

The comuiittee on Covert’s bill relating
to the municipality of Sunbury County
agreed to with certain amendments.

The House went into Committee on
Girouard’s Bill increasing the represen-
tation of Kent; and Hon Mr. Crawford
was speaking when the House rose.

LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL.

The bill to legalize the Fredericton as-
sessment was agreed to, Messrs. Haning-
ton and McInerney speaking and voting
against it.

Court of Bessions.

The Sessions for the City and County
met at 11 o’clock this morming. W. H. A.
Keans, Esq., owing to illness of the Re-
corder, presided. About fifty Jjustices
were present at the opening and the num-
ber increased before the close. The
Grand Jury were called; a majority .not
being present, Mr. Calvin Powers was
gent out to look for one of the lost sheep.
The number being completed they retired
and elected James Reynolds as foreman.
W. H. A. Keans, Esq., gave the charge to
the jary, and presented the accounts
which had been printed for their examina-
tion and report.

- Justice Marshall moved that copies o.
a basis of assessment which he submitted
be sent before the Grand Jury. Mr.
Keans could not put the motion but told
him to send it along.

Justice Tapley handed in a requisition
for an assessment for repairs to the Alms
House which was laid over until next
meeting.

The names of the parish officers for St.
Martins were read, and protest against
said elections, accusing them of being
gulty of fraud, forgery, and several
other crimes. This created some dis-
cussion, in which Justices Stewart, Gil-
bert, Moran, Moore and others took part.
The elections were confirmed by motion.
This was the only parish- that reported,
and committees were appointed to fill the
other parishes, after alively and useles:
discussion which wasted a good deal o
time.

The old surveyors of lumber who ha
taken out their warrants were reappoint
ed, and several new ones were added.

Samuel Hayward was appointed Harbo
master for Musquash, and John McNult,
pilot for the same port.

The quarterly salaries of the variou
officers connected with the Sessions wer
passed.

The County Treasurer’s report wa
read, showing a balance of over $80
against the County, which, with a num
ber of bills, were referred to a committee.

The Sessions then adjourned until Tues
day the 25th inst., at 11 o’clock.
