THE LIBERAL RALLY.
Enthasiastic Meeting in the Institute
~ A!d. Rowan Nominated.

In answer'to the call of the commitiee
that met in the Victoria Tuésday after-
noon a large and representative meeting
of the Liberal party was held last even-
ing in the Mechanics’ Institute. The old
standard bearers of the Liberal party
were there, and many prominent support-
ers of Mr: J. S. B. DeVeber. About 8
o'clock the meeting was called to order
by the Secretary,J. Gordon Forbes, Esq.,
and Hon. Geo. E. King, Attorney Gener-
al, was, on motion, appointed Chairman.
Mr. Forbes read the call and stated the
object of the meeting, viz: to select a
candidate for the Liberal party to oppose
the present announced candidate for the
City. The chairman stated that at the
meeting of the committee held at the
Vietoria  Hotel no candidate had been
named at all, but it was determined to
give the meeting full latitude in the selec-
tion of their candidate. C. H. Fairwea-

ther, Esq., then moved, and W. H. Ofive -

seconded the motion, that three repre-
sentatives be chosen from each ward in
the City, to form a nominating committee,
which was passed unanimously. The
following gentlemen were then selected
from the meeting and sent out to selecta
candidate :

to speak, but no one seemed inclined-
Capt. Coughlan was called for by the
boys in the gallery.

The Chairman, being called on, ad-
dressed the meéting. He spoke of the
reasons why the great Liberal party that
had been a united band for so many years
should still remain so. !
eight or ten years they had been particu-
larly united, and, only in 1872, combined to
send a man who would represent their
viéws. He maintained that the party to-
day was as strong as ever. It had been
said they were a party of office holders—
of place men—who could not exist in ad-
versity, They had been thus challenged,
and now as the party cannot control the
offices in St. John, it was for them unit-
edly to show that they are as strong as
ever, and will send a man to represent
their views. ' He reviewed the idea
thrown out by some that there was, at
present, a purely Liberal Goyernment at
Ottawa. Two, at least—Cartwright and
Seott—were Conservatives. The latter

had been taken in to get over thedifficul-

ty of not giving Anglin a seat, and they,
a Liberal Government, so called, were
carrying this man around as a cat carries
a kitten, though known to be a rank
Tory. For the first time in the history of
St. John the electors wepe introduced to
Oficial Candidates, and the Court Journal
had said that Mr. DeVeber was brought
out by the gracious consent of the Pre-
mier. The Grit party movements were
severely criticised by the hon. gentleman
—their abhorrence of coalition, and their
forming ope—their views of economy and
ideas of cytting down the Cabinet, and
straightway, when they get in power,
adding .two more offices. He concluded
by speaking of the kind of man the peo-
ple of St. John wantsd—a Liberal-Pro-
gressionist, not a dyed-in-the-wool Tory ;
one who has been known as, a Liberal,
not one whose very name is but a bul-
wark of Toryism. St. John wants one
who can speak for himself on the hust-
ingsi - Though the present Government
mdy turn out a good one, yet we cannot
truss them when their first act is to pro-
pose as our representative such a man as
they had sclected. He sat down amid
great cheering.

It having been announced that Hon.
Peter Mitchell was in the room, the
Chairman called on him. The late Minis-
ter of Marine and Fisheries was greeted
with loud and prolonged cheers on ad-
vancing to the platform. He said he came
accidentally,as a spectator,and did notex-
pect tospeak,norwas he fit toaddress them
as he had just finished a three days’ jour-
ney. But he would, for a short time,
speak to them, not for himself, but as the
representative of the great leader of the
Liberal party of New Brunswick—the
Hon. 8. L. Tilley—your respected Gover-
nor.

A voice—¢ How did he get it?”

Mai. Mitchell—¢: From a Government
that had the right to give it to him.
[Applause.] He got it as the reward of
twenty years faithful service of hisnative
Province. [Great cheering.] He got it
because hedeserved it, because he was the
fittest man for the position, because the
Government that appointed him had the
right and power to appoint him. [Tre-
mendous applause.] As the lieutenant
and follower of Mr. Tilley for the last
seven years I anrhere todefend him and the
acts of the Government of which we were
members. [Cheers.] Askasmany ques-
tions as you wish. You cannot interrupt
one who has a just cause to plead, and
is not afraid to speak his mind.” [Cheers.]

After this there were no more ques-
tions—no more interruptions. The ad-
mirers of Mr. Mitchell’s splendid powers

of repartee rather regretted that the Grit

element had been flattened out at one
blow, and wished they'd ask more qucs-
tions. g :

The Hon. gentleman then went into a
history of the Liberal party from 1854,
when it first breke the bands of old
fogyism and Toryism. TheProvince was
then without railroads; it was only an
isolated fragment of British North
America; its people were leaving its
shores and seeking homes in the nighbor
ing Republic. To stop this it was neces-
sary to build railways, to encourage
manufactures, and the Liberal party had
done that. The bistory of Confedera-
tion was also outlined In a clear manner,
and the different parties in power through-
out Canada at the date of Union describ-
ed. The work of the Cabiuet under the
leadership of Sir Jobn A. Macdonald,
since Confederation, was ably defended.
He defined his own position in the Cabi-
nets and his present position. He was
a Liberal, and always had been one,
thoughhaving been amember of a Govern-
ment whose leader was a Conservative.
He had taken the portfolio of Mi.ister of
Mariné and Fisheries, and had created
the department. - He paid a high compli-
ment to his successor, the Hon. A. J.
Smith, and had no doubt but, under his
management, the Department would still
progress. Mr. Mitchell explained the
position he had taken up after the fall of
the Coalition Government in which he
and Mr. Tilley represented the great
Liberal party of New Brunswick. At the
first cancus—the caucus at which Sir
John was chosen leader of the Opposi-
tion—he had defined his position. He was
not a Consérvative and could not be
merged in the Conmservative party of
Canada—would not berome a joint in its
tail. He had gone in the Cabinet as a
Liberal, and only remained in it because
the ‘Cabinet persued a Liberal policy that
entirely met his approbation. Mr. Til-
ley’s retirement had left him at the head
head of the New Brunswick Liberals, and
they would - take up a distinctive
attituCe in Parliament-notas partof . ither
the Conservative or Grit party—not in
perfect accord with either—not wil-
ling to sacrifice New Brunswick’s hon-
or or welfare for the benefit of - either—
and bent only on advancing Liberalism
and benefitting this Province. This at-
titude might keep him a long time out of
office—it might be many years before his
party could cordially unite with any
leader. as they had united with Sir John
Macdonald ; but he did not court office,
he was in no hurry to get office—he want-
ed only to serve the his interestsjofnative
Province. - The honorable [gentleman
said he was ready to answer any ques-
tion that might be asked—ready to justi-
fy any act of the Government—ready to
‘reply to any charge tobe brought against
it; and he intended to go from County to
County, from hustings to hustings, and
meet the men who may dare to assail the
acts of the late Government—the men
meén who may dare to repeat the foul
charges of corruption—the men who dare
to question the patriotism, the honesty
and ability with which the Government

1 of Sir John A. Macdonald had consum-

mated Confederation and runled the
country. :

The applause that followed was loud
and long. The bold and manly attitude
of the fallen Minister, his outspoken ap-
proval of his late colleagues, his chal-
