The Manitoba School Question,
Catholic Rec rd.

We are aeain intrrmed hy cable
despatch s that the decision of
the Pope in regard to the Mani-
toba school question will be
issued in a few davs, and it is
asserted by the correspoadent of
the London Daily Chronicle that
itscontents as already annonnced
will be to maintain “the right of
(‘atholics to  have Catholic
schools.

No announcement has been
made to the ecclesiastical author-
1ti2s of Mbontreal, to the effect
that the Pope’s decision has been
authentically made known, but
as Archbishop Bruchesi is now
in Rome it is believed that he
will at once send a cablegram
when such will be the case.

Mr. Tarte being interviewed
by a Mail and Empire correspon-
dent,isreported to have expressed
doubt as to the accuracy of the
despatch which states that the
Poperefuses tosanction Catholics
in Manitoba attending the Public
schools, the reason he gives for
his opinion being that the Holy
Father“has sanctioned the system
In vogue through the United
States and Canada.” Mr. Tarte
has evidently mistaken the situa-
tion.  The Pope has not given
any such  sanction, Catholic
schools having been always
strongly nrged by the Holy Fath-
er, wherever they can be success-
fally put into operation, but
where they cannot be estublished
the secular Public schools may
be made use of by Catholics,
while parents and pastors of
parishes are required under such
circumstances to make an extra
effort to secure a religious train-
ing for the children. This is

what Mr Tarte asserts to be the
case. This g-ntleman continued:
“I never expected that there would be
any other opinion expressel by His
Holiness as to the abolitior of Seperate
schools in Manitoba. There was no
variance 48 to the question of fact, and
in this respact he repeats what we have
said again and again. On the other
hand His Holiness advises no violence
to regain the rights which have been
lost to Catliolies, rather he advocates the
same sunny ways of peace and concilia-
tion for wuich Sir Wilfrid Laurier and
the Liberal pariy have ever stood.”

“Noconcessions excepta complete
surrender of principles would
satisfy the heads of the Church,
and this was, of course, utterly
out of the question.”

The Globe desires that Cath-
olics must do all surrendering,
that we should give up our cons-
titutional rights whithout a mur-
mur o1 a struggle; but this is
also “‘utterly out of the question.”

We publish elsewhere a very clever
criticism  of a  well-known lecture
which the Rev.Hugh Pedley takes par-
ticular pleasure in deliveriug up and
down this western country.

Hix Grace Makes Somme Reforence tothe
school Question—~He 15 Hopefal of Ulti-
mate Success for the Catholic Cause—
Interesting Sermon by Rev. Father

The Feast of the Immaculate Coneep-
tion was fittingly celebrated at the Cath-
olic churches. At the morning services
there were large congregations and in
the evening at St. Mary’s extra chairs
were needed in the aisles to accommod-
ate those present. His (irace the Arch-
bishop of 8t. Bonifice, withi Mgr. Pascal,
Bishop of Prince Albert, and Mzr. Legal,
coadjutor Bishop of St. Albert, occupied
seats in the sanctuary. Tlie sermon
was preached by Rev. Father Drum-
mond, 8. J., who prefaced the discourse
by addressing the following words lo
His Grace the Archbishop :

“I need hardly express to your Grace
the joy of your people in seeing you here
to-day for the first time since a grievous
illness wrested you from our admiration
and love, and we are happy that your
appearance here amongst us should be
on the patronal feast of your own order,
the feast of our Laly Immaculate. We
have prayed o her that through her in-
tercession she might completely restore
You to your health and strength and we
now hope that our fervent prayers shall
continne to be heard. Your lordships,
the sufiragans of His Grace, are welcome
here to-day to rejoice with us in this
great feast. and will no doubt unite with
us in thanks to the Giver of al] mercies
that he should thus have given back to
vs our beloved archbistop.” TFather
Drummond gave out as his text the
words, *“He thatis mighty hath Jone
great things to me,and holy is His name,”
8t Luke’s gospel, st chapter, 49ch verse.
These words applied very well to the
truth which the church commemorated
that day, namely the immaculate con-
ception of the mother of God. Indeed
He had done great things to her because
He chose her first of all to be His moth-
er, and in order that she might be wor-
thy ofso lo‘ty and sublime a dignity He
preserved her from the stain ot original
sin, That was the meaning of the Im-
maculate conception., 1t did not mean
there was anything supernatural or
miraculous in tiie method of her pro-
creation ; she was not born of a virgin as
her Son was to be ; she was not essen-
tially sinless ns e is; sin and the God-
head were two things that excluded one

another ; no such sinlessness belonged

to Mary ; her sinlessness was not a right,
but a gift from the divine muanificen-e ;
therefore when they spoke of her as con-
ceived immaculate, what they méant
was that at the very tirst mowent of her
existence as a human being when God
united Ler soul to her body that soul was
gifted with grace and wus not stained
with original 8in, Ie wished to insist
upon this somewhat at length, because
the idea of sin Lad been of late years so
much obscured in the non Catholic
world. Men seemed to forget that car-
dinal doctrine of original sin, or if they
did not forget it they so dtstorted it as to
explain away all its meaning and its
dire import. As an example of this he
reterred to Bellamy's work, “Equaluty.’
Ononewho was not a Christian or a
thinker the effect of this book would be
to carry him away with hope for the fu-
ture, indeed the picture drawn was a
most enticing one and might be true if it
were not for one very uncomlortable
reality which was called original sin.

Speaking of the importance which
Bellamy attached to a state of affuirs
under which men should have no taste
for money which he held was the root
of all evil, Father Drummoud said the
author’s whole sysiem sinned by being
eminently unpractical, by showing a
wonderful ignorance of the human mind
and heart. Had he known better he
aould never have foretold such a glo-
rivus result from his theories as he put
forward. Had he consulted Catholics,
and especially those belonging to reli-
gious orders, hie would have knowua that
his elimination of the thirst for money
was a thing that had already been done,
that had been going on for nineteen
hundred years, ever since the founda-
tion of the churchi, ever gince the Acts
of the Apostles telling us of the faith-
ful who laid their money at the feet of
Peter and with whom all things were
in common. From that time there had
been thousands of Catholic men and
women who have had no interest in
money matters at all, with whom the
question of finance hag had no intlnence
whatever, and Bellamy would have
known, too, that their experience bhore
out his theory to a great extent, for it
was quite sure thatif there is a paradise
on earth it was enjoyed by religions,
men and women who, have taken the
vows of chastity, voverty and obedience,
observed them. But the difliculty was
to observe them and that required spe-
cial grace and constant watchfulness
and care, and that was a thing which
Mr. Bellamy did not count upon and
waich all those who tried to do away
with original sin studiously iguored.
Without extraordinary supernatural
Leips Bellamy's elimination ot the Jove
of money was not a praciical considera-
tion for the human race and could not
be on account of the etlect of original
gsin, Another ingtance of the errors
caused by this ignoring of original sin
was to bs found in a late book by Grant
Allen, in which the author tried to ex-
plain the evolution of the idea of God,
and it was hard to say which was the
most wonderful thing in that book, Mr.
Allen’s ignorance of facts or the stupidi-
ty of his theoies. Having given instance
of this, Vather Drummond went on to
deal further with the effects of original
sin on the human race, and to show that
there was only one who had escaped—
one whom an English poet had describ-
ed ag"Our taintednature’s solitary boast,”
Yes, Mary was tainted nature’s solitary
boast. By the merits of her sou foreseen
the Holy Irinity ordained that she
should be free from 8in; she began where
the saints and angels ended, she alone
of all the human raceé was never under
the dominion of Satan. Father Drum-
mond then showed how this doctrine
bad been held from the earliest ages
of the churel, and incidentally paid a
glowing tribute to the Oblates of Mary
Immaculate. He showed hLow reason-.
able the doctrine was, Low necessary,
in view of Mary's close relation to the,
Saviour, and how Mary’s graces and
dignities, which were beyoud men’s fu]j
comprehension, entitled her to their
admiration. That admiration should not
be sterile, but should lead them to
imitate her in their lives a8 nearly ag
they could. He concladed with a most
powerful and effective picture of the
enormity of gin, and Witk a beautifu]
prayer to the Blessed Yirgin to watch
over thew all and grant them her pro.
tection and support in all times of ¢ria]
and temptation. He asked the Archbis-
hop to bless the congregation,

His Grace said: “Before I bleas the con.
gregation I wish to 8ay a few words to
thank the reverend father who has given
us such a learned, interesting and pious
germon. I wish also tothank you all
for your fervent prayers, for the prayers
of the little ones, and the prayers of ali
the good souls of the congregation.
Thanks to those prayers, the care of g
learned physician, and of the good nuns
has heen most successful, and I Ligve
recovered from the dangerous illnesy I
have suffered. I bless you that you

~

may realize the importance of what has
been said to-night, and prepare for the
great feast of Christmas. I call upmn
you all to usk God to purify your hear s
and your minds. I ask you to prepare
for Christmas by praying most ferventiy
for all your spiritual needs, for all our
social needs too, for the needs of (atl.o'ic
society are great, and it is our duty to
take interest in the future of society, and
of our families in particular. You shou'd
pray forthe Chiurch that she may trinmph
over her enemies; pray for the Pope, our
beloved father; pray for your childre:.
[ want you to go back to your homes
with a word of hope—I want you to un-
derstand that yoar archbishop has just
the same dispositions as before. I waut
to tell you that I am hopeful, and more
hopeful than ever, for a great cause, a
most important cause, a cause of life and

death for us, the cause of our Catholic
schiools.  You will pray that we may
triumph over our adversaries. The

politicians and the newspapers mmnke
cofling from day to day in which to bury
our schools, but these cofling will surely
be used not for that purpose but for many
of these who prepare then, They may
bury it in the papers, but they will not,
canuot, succeed in burying thie uestion
as they would like to, becanse it is an
impossgibility ; for to do 8o they must
first bury natural law, then justice, then
the constitution, and not until they have
done this may they expect to attend the
funeral of our schools, so they need not
hinrry their preparations for coming to the
ceremony. Buat [ say to you don’'t listen
to the rumors that are manufactured and
sent around solely to discourage those
who are warm of faith and valianut at
hieart, and to encourage those poor ones
whose faith seems to be frozen, but wio
yet say they belong to us. Wait for a
word from Rome and from those who
represent the supreme authority a-
mongst you and be hopeful.”

The Archbishop then blessed the
congregation and the service concluded
with the benediction of the Blessed Sa-
crament by Bishop Pascal.

Doesn’t  Believe i,

An Interview With Senator Ber-

nier on the School Ques-
tion Rumors,

In connection with the recent rumors
ou the reopening of the school question,
a Nor’-\Wester reporter called on Senator
Bernier, of St. Boniface on ¥Friday morn-
In the course of an interview the
senator expresged Limse!f as follows;

ing.

“I do not believe in the rum-
ors that are afloat again about
the school question. I do not
believe in the resignation of our
present lieutenant-governor and
in the appointment of an eastern
man in his place. Manitoba
should insist on having its own
men appointed to whatever po-
sition there is in the gift of the
crown within the limits of its
boundaries. And this I say more
particularly for such a high po-
sition as that oflieutenant gover-
nor. Manitoha has men capable ot
occupying the gubernatorialseat
and they should not be ignored.
I do not believe either in the
appointment of Governor Chap-
leau or Judge Routhier as com-
missioners to investigate the
school matter. 1 do not believe
that either one or the other gentle-
man would accept such a positi-
on. They know that the feeling
of the minority is strongly ad-
verse to such a policy, and thev
have too much regard for that
feeling to do anything that could
hurt the same,

“There is no reason whatever
to justify that policy or the ex-
penses it - wonld entail. If it
were proposed by this commission
to investigate the conditions of
the entry of our province into
confederation, it would be use-
less, because the first judgment
of the privy council has deter-
mined whatever rights we con-
tended to have in that respect.
That judgment cannot he revers-
ed. Idonot admit the correct-
ness of that judgment, but here
in Canada we have to take it as
it is. If it were proposed to in-
quire into the rights we may
have acquired since the union,
it would be useless again, because
the interpretation put upon the
constitution by the privy coun-
cil on the second appeal has
determined these rights, and no
commission can deprive the
minority of the benefit of that
interpretation.  We stand upon
that decision. Let all the partjes

caceept bona fide the divection of
;r,l}c highest tribanal of the em-
'pire, and the turmseil will be
over.  We would be satisfied
with having just what the privy
council of her Majesty has said
we were entitied to.  If it were
proposed  to inquire into the
working of our schools previous
to 1890, 1t would be also useless,
because the question at present
is not a matter of discspline, re-
gulations or administration, but
simply a matter of right. It is
the very existence of our schools
that is at stake. The management
of our schools at that time,
whether good or bad. would not
affect our right to lave the
schools themseives.

“TE it were proposed to inquire
whether the xchools uuder the
Lew law are Protestant or not. it
would still b uscless, hecause
the question ix not whether the
sehools are Protestant or not, but
whether the Catholic schools
have been aflected in their exis-
tence.  This the interpretation
ol the censtitution as given by
the privy council on the second
appeal decide, in the aflirmative.
The government of Manitoba
have themselves declared that
such an investigation would be
useless in their answer to the
order-in-council of 1804.

“This investigation could not
at present be ninpartial, as too
many changes have occured since
inthe circamstances of the popu-
lation and amongst men, many
of whom have now disappeared.
It would cause more irritation
than good, and whatever good
could be accomplished by that
inquiry could still be better ac-
complished by an amicable con-
ference between the represen-
tatives of the adverse parties.

“I do even question the right
of the federal govenment to ap-
point such a commission. The
Governor-General-in-Council has
in this matter no other right
than tohear an appeal and to
adjudicate upon it. This has
been done.  We have appealed,
and the Governor-Greneral-in-
Council has adjudicated upon
our appeal.

“Would it not be strange that
the Governor-Gteneral-in-Council
would appoint a commission to
Investigate matters alter having
finally adjudicated upon these
very matters 7 The least that
could be said if the (Governor-
Greneral-in-Council were to act
in that wayv is that it would be
highly improper.

“The idea of a tribunal giving
Jjudgment first and investigation
after, is it not absurd? [ am in-
clined to believe that if such a
commission could have been ap-
pointed, Sir Oliver Mowat
would have done it. But very
likely he saw that it was an
impossibility, or at least, an im-
propriety, and would not appoint
such a commission.

“1 would not be supprised at
all if these rumors had been re-
vived for the purpose of influen-
cing the election of Nicolet
which is to take place within
two weeks from now. However,
that commission cannot be any-
thing else than a device on the
part of the federal government
to gain time. But you must
observe that gaining time by
the government means the con-
tinuance of the injustice we
are suffering from, and then we
must say so and manifest our
hostility to such a device.”

Father Cherrier on Faith.

Last Sunday evening Rev. Fr. Cher-
rvier preached in his own church on
“Faith and Private Judgment,” He
sketched the condition of the Christian
world divided into two great sections,
Roman Catholics and Protestants, the
former of whom believed in the authori-
ty of the church as vested in their Su-
preme Pontiff, and the latter laid the
foundation of their belief on private
judgment. He showed how private judg-
ment must necessarily be undecided,
uncertain, movable and changeable, and
could not therefore be called faith which
must of its essence be perfectly certain
decided and unchangeable, as it rested
on the authority of God. In matters of
faith there must be infallibility and this
was seen in the early days of the church

e
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wlien the first believers accepted what
Christ said hecauvse [Te was God, and
what the Apostles said  becanse they
eame fron: God, and those who wanted
10 argne about points of faith were allow-
«d to vo, Iaith demanded anact of obed-
‘ence to some constituted authority,
whilst private judgment from the fact
that it rejected aathorivy never could be
akin to faith. He coneluded a powerful
#ermon by urging all his hearers to
practice hinmiiity and obedience without
whicli there could be no faith, and not
o mind the speers of the world which
wonld call them slaves and  victims of
priesteraft,
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‘The Cathohe Party in Germany,
Latholie Record.

The force of united Catholic
action ix made clear by the  pre-
sent aftitude of the Catholic or
Centre party in Germany. The
formation of this party was due
o the anti-Catholic laws which
Bisinarck caused to be passed by
the Reichstag, banishing  rell-
gious orders, interfering with ec-
clesiastical administration, and
impeding Catholic education.
Herr Windthorst, with one-hun-
dred pronouanced Catholic mem-
bers of the Reichstag at his back,
and practically one hundred
and sixteen, as the Poles sided
with him on religious (uestions,
was able, by degrees, to wipe out
all Bismarck’s hostile legislation,
with the single exception of the
law which excludes Jesuits from
the Empire. The present Govern-
ment of Germany isstill seeking
the support of the Centre party,
without which it is doomed to
defeat, and Chancellor Hohenlo-
he has asked the party to support
the (overnment policy. The
Centre has replied that, as a con-
dition for doing this, the law

expelling the Jesuits should be

repealed, thus removing from
the statute books the last vestige
of the persecuting May laws.

Prince Hohenlohe has replied
to the Centre, stating, on behalf
of the Emperor. that the anti-Je-
suits law is not to he repealed,
and much interest is manifested
in regard to the course which the
Catholic party will take 1n con-
sequence of this blunt refasal to
undo an act of gross injustice.

Bismarck was obliged to yield
to the demands of the Catholic
party, notwithstanding his oft-
repeated offensive boasting that
“he would never go to Canos-
sa”’—which meant that he would
never recede—and it is highly
probable that the (Government
will even now be obliged to ac-
cede to the demand of the Catho-
lics; for otherwise it is almost
sure to be defeated, so that in any
case the Catholic party will be
victorious.

The Catholics ol the German
Empire constitute 35 per cent. of
the whole population. and, not-
withstanding occasional perse-
cution, when united, they are
well able to hold their own. the
more especially as the Govern-
ment has all that it can do 1in
the gigantic task it has before it
to restrain the Nocialistic tenden-
¢y of the large cities.

The Centre In Cermany.

World.

The Centre, or Catholic, party
in Grermany is once again the ar-
biter of political questions in the
Reichstag, and is making effec-
tive use of its power for the re-
moval of the last traces of the
Kulturkawapt. When Herr Wind-
thorst.many years ago.at the head
of a solid phalanx of over 100
Catholics. members of the Grer-
man Parliament,made Bismarck’s
goverument impossible without
a repeal ol the persecuting May
laws, he won a great but not an
absolute victory. Most of the
objectionable legislation was re-
pealed, and the religious orders
were allowed to return. The
Jesuits alone were excluded from
the treaty of peace, and ever since
their readmission has been one
of the aims of the Centre.

The present political situation
makes the support of the Centre
necessary for the Liberal govern-
ment. The Centre has dewanded
a quid pro quo in the repeal of
the Jesuit expulsionlaw. Chan-

cellor Hohenlohe, instructed by
the :nperor. has relused to a-
eree to the demands of the Cen-
tre, and, as things stand now,
the Government is doomed. Pos-
sibly the Liberal leaders may
persist in their refusal ; possibly
they may repeat the capitulation
of Bizmarck. who yielded in the
face of his repeatedly expressed
determination not to yield. In
either case the victory will he
with the centre. Italian and
French Catholics will do well to
note from the examples of Ger-
man Catholics the immense lorce
of united counsel and action
against a  persecuting govern-
ment.

Our Lady’slintercession,

Tie Relemptorists in Paris preach in
season aud ot of season if thar be pos-
sibie, devotion to Cir Lady of Prompt
Saceor. . The Rav. Pere Bouchage cites
from his personalexperience an instance
of the efficacy of thig form of devotion.
It was in 18580, Tiie cure of the parish
where he was preaching a mission asked
him to go and see a woman who was dy-
ing at variance with her brother. The
woman bad been a good Catholie, but
had fallen into a state of rancorous ha-
tred towards her brother. The priest
outreated her to forgive. She persisted
in her refusal. He reminded her of hell.

“No matter,” she sald ; “theylshall put }
on my tomb ‘Here lies a woman who had
her revenge.’ ’’
