[KTKRBOl.OV'OH, Ontario, Canada, the county seat 
of Peterborough County, is situated on the Hiver 
Otonabee. and occupies a site of great natural beauty, 
with the river Mowing thiough it, and sévirai hills 

within and around It, and is one of the most prosperous, 
progressive and attractive places In the Dominion. The 
growth of the City, especially during the last few years, has 
been rapid, owing to the industrial dev -lopment that has 
taken place, and In attractiveness and beauty it has kept pace 
with the expansion and Increase of population.

The Mrst settlement on the site of Peterborough was in 
1819. The town plot was laid out in 1K25. and In 1827 the 
name Peterborough was adopted for the embryo city It Is 
in the centre of a rich agricultural section and lies between 
the two chief business centres, Montreal and Toronto.

The city has several very line parks, through which wind 
attractive driveways and walks, ami the beauty of which Is 
enhanced by streams which How through them. Its public 
buildings are In keeping with the progress of the City, ami 
Include the Armouries. Post Office, the Customs and Inland 
Revenue Offices.

The City Is somewhat proud of Its educational Insti­
tutions, which Include a Provincial Normal School for teacher 
training, n Collegiate Institute and eight Public Schools, it 
has, in addition, a line Public Library. The principal relig­
ious denominations have excellent churches, these being 
twelve edifices for public worship, and In addition, handsome 
and commodious buildings for the Young Men's Christian 
Association and the Young Women's Christian Association. 
Of the churches, St. John's (Church of Fugland ) occupies a 
commanding and beautiful site and possesses the heaviest 
set of chimes In Canada. Three Hospitals, each well 
equipped, are provided for caring for the sick, ami there are 
two homes for old people and two for dependent children.

Peterborough is served by the two great Canadian rail­

ways, the Canadian Pacific and the Grand Trunk, ami their 
brunches, and Is on the Trent Waterway, which consists of a 
series of navigable rivers and lakes connected b> short canals, 
and stretches front Lake Ontario to the Georgian Hay. On 
the waterway at Peterborough, there is a hydraulic lift lock. 
In which the height of the lift is sixty-five feet. It Is con­
structed of concrete with steel boat chambers, and Is the 
largest monolithic mass of concrete In the world, containing 
over 26.lino cubic yards The actual time used In raising a 
steamer the sixty-five feet Is one ami one-half minutes.

One of the features of the City Is Its supply of hydro­
electric power Several powers on the Otonabee River and 
connecting waters have been developed, and others are being 
developed, ami as fast us it may be called for, 30,<H)tf horse 
power of hydro-electric power can be supplied This, with 
the fact that the extensive works of the Canadian General 
Klectrlc Company are located here, lias given to Peterborough 
the name of "The Klectrlc City."

The central location of the city, Its shipping facilities 
and Its abundant power have attracted and developed a num­
ber of prosperous manufacturing Industries and resulted In 
an Increase in population in the past ten years of over 7<> per 
cent., the population now being about 23,non

The City has all the facilities of a progressive community, 
Including an electric street railway, complete waterworks and 
sewer systems, efficient fire protection, theatres, conservatory 
of music, and wholesale and retail mercantile establishments.

The summer resorts adjacent to Peterborough are cele­
brated ones. Including Htoney Lake with Its picturesque 
Islands, Chemong Lake with Its beautiful park, and the 
Otonabee River and Rice Lake with their numerous attractive 
resorts.

Peterborough Is progressive and prosperous ; a city of 
natural advantages, acquired facilities and rapid growth ; a 
centre of business and beauty, of utility and pleasure.

The Quaker oats Company at Peterborough are- Imme nse consume rs 
of grain The large elevators, she.wn In the- above- eut. have a capacity 
of 1,300,000 bushels and the yearly consumption of grain In bushels would 
fill the- elevators over five times during the year. This Immense- plant 
rece ive s and ships eeut dally about fortv e-urloads. The- dally consumption

The entire plant Is operated by electrical powe r, ge ne rated by water 
power on the-lr ow n premises a short distance up the river, where a total
Of 8,600 H P. Is developed , .................................................... ......

one cannot help but be Impressed with the automatic methods ->r 
handling the grain, etc., from Its receipt In cars until the pro,lu,t Is 
delivered Into pae-kages and finally Into cases for shipment. Kne-h step 
Is done by machinery—neither the grain nor the product - om.-s In contact 
with human linn.Is during the whole process. The- unbinding is done bv 
machinery. The- oats are the n cleaned thoroughly ; all chnff. dust, foreign 
grains and small e.ats are- removed and dlspose-d e>f as offal, only' the best 
part of the oats e-ontlnues on through the- proe-ess of being thoroughly 
dried, graded and milled. In the proe-ess eif milling, hundreds of machines 
are- used for the- purpose of separating the groats ( berriei with the hull

removed) from any eiats whle-h are unhulle-el. This Is a very Intricate and 
Inte resting proe-ess The greiats are again graded as te. diameter, so as to 
assure- perfect redllng At the- rolls the- groats ate- sterilized and finally 
rolled Into a flake-. The- preedue-t then ge>e-s through further machinery In 
eirde-r to remove any flakes, which become broken In the reilllng. or any 
dust which might be- caused by conveying the- Make s from the rolls to the 
Package- Department.

The- Pae-kage- Department Is especially Interesting from the fact 
that about twee hundre-d girls are employed, e-ach erne- wearing a white 
apron uniform and e-ap. This Departme nt alone create-s a very gre-at Im- 
pre-sslem te. the on-lemker. as re-gards e-le-anllness. The Ileelle-d Oats are 
nut.imutieallv weighed, delivered on to carriers, past the girls who do the 
wrapping and after be ing wrapped are replace-d on the carrier and carried 
through the- drier to the Vaslng Hoorn, where the packages are cased 
ready for shipment.

This Company sends Imme-nse quantities of Quaker Oats to Oreat 
Britain, In fact handles all the export trade-

Practically everything use-d in the plant Is made- on the premises. 
Box machines are working constantly, making up boxes, scoring and

Sluing machines for the making up of cartons and shells, and barrel and 
,-g machines for making up barrels and kegs.
