ROUTES to show the various routes from

Boston to Digby. Steamships of
the Boston-Yarmouth Line connect at Yarmouth wharf
with fast trains of the Dominion Atlantic Railway (C. P. R.)
for Digby, and two fine steamships from St. John, N.B.,
(daily except Sunday) run to Digby wharf, a pleasant ten
minutes'drive from Lour Lodge. St.John is reached by boats
of the Eastern Steamship Line, and by all rail from North
Station, Boston. An interesting roundabout trip is by the
Plant Line ships to Halifax, thence to Digby by Dominion
Atlantic Railway.
