THE ACTION OF SEA-WATER OV 
CEMENT.

An important paper on the destruction 
of Portland cement by sea-water was con­
tributed by M. Le Chatelier to the pro­
ceedings of the congress on the testing of 
materials of construction which recently 
met at Budapest. M. Le Chatelier has 
shown that compounds ol aluminum are 
the constituents of cement moM subject to 
attack by sea-wafer. The decomposition 
arises from the action of calcium sulphate 
on the calcium aluminale of the cement, 
and the calcium suiphtie is ilsell pro- 
duced by a reaction between the lime of 
the mortar and the magnesium sulphite 
dissolved in tne sea-water. The read ion 
between the sulphates and fhe aluminates 
of calcium results in the production of a 
sulpho-aluminate of lime, which swells 
considerably, and thus disintegrates ihe 
mortar. The disintegration thus arising 
is the greater, the greater the quantity of 
alumina in the cement. Thus, with ce­
ments containing only 1 to 2 per cent, of 
alumina, it is very slight and often unde­
tectable, whilst with 7 per cent, or 8 per 
cent, alumina, the swelling is marked, 
and Ihe mass is rapidly destroyed. With 
a view to producing a mortar more stable 
in sea-water, M. Le Chatelier has investi­
gated the effect of replacing the alumina 
by other oxides not reacting with calcium 
sulphate. The substitutes tried have in­
cluded oxides of iron, cobalt, chromium, 
and magnesium. The cements were pre­

pared by bringing up the mixed ingredi­
ents lo a temperature ol incipient fusion, 
and then grinding the clinker thus pro­
duced. The cements on grinding were 
gauged with water, and the test-pieces on 
moulding were allowed to harden under 
water. The stability of these cements in 
the presence of Caa S04 was much super­
ior to that of cements containing Ala Of, 
the best results being got when l-Vj O3 
was the substitute used. Such a cement, 
having a composition equivalent to 5 
SiOa, Fea O , 17 CaO, was found to be 
not only very stable chemically, but to 
have i-t the stfme lime excel eut mechani­
cal properties. M. I.e Chatelier has fur­
ther observed that cements having but 
small percentages of lime are less at­
tacked than those with more lime, and an 
equal percentage of Ala 03, and that ad­
ditions of puzzo'ana do much to mitigate 
the chemical action of the sea-water. 
The resistance of cements to the sea is, 
however, not altogether a matter of chem­
ical composition, but is dependent also 
upon the physical characteristics of the 
concrete ; a dense close-grained concrete 
resisting much better than many porous 
ones, of better composition from a chemi­
cal point ol view.

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NOVEL METHOD OF EXCAVATING 
FOR FOUNDATIONS

Excavations of foundations for two or 
three large buildings in the down-town 
district of Chicago will be made in a novel 
way. Chicago's down-town streets, as 
now is generally known, are paralleled 
torty-six feet below the surface with tun­
nels corresponding to the streets above. 
In order to get lid of the earth from the 
building foundations the. Illinois Tunnel 
Company, owning the underground tun­
nels, will extend spurs from their main 
tunnels to a point about the center of the 
lots to be excavated and wells will be dug 
connecting the-e spurs with the surface. 
Steel cars of about 20,000 pounds capacity 
are being built, which will be run to a 
point at the bottom of the wells, and earth 
from the foundations will be shot down the 
web into these cars. An outlet for the 
earth thus sent below ground will be pro­
vided on the lake front, where the cars 
with their loads of dirt will be elevated up 
a well and run on tracks to the dump.

DERRICK SIGNALS.
On a large building in course of con­

struction nowadays, there are installed 
anywhere from two to half a dozen or 
more hoisting engines, each controlled by 
its own engineer, who receives his in­
structions from a whistle in the mouth of 
a derrick-man as often out of as in sight. 
These whistles are usually of the same 
make, and, so far as we have noticed, 
seem to be pitched in the same key, and 
with half a dozen such whistles giving in­
structions intended for so many different 
engineers what can be more natural than 
that now and then an engineer should 
obey the signal of some other derrick-man 
than his own and begin to hoist a load be­
fore it was properly chained up or lower a 
block of stone before the masons were 
ready to handle it. Probably there are 
slight differences in pitch and tone of the 
whistles used which the engineer has 
learned to discriminate, but a careful 
contractor will take care that the whistles 
used on the same job cannot be mistaken 
for one another. The attempt to control 
the hoisting engine by electric signal has, 
we believe, been found practically a fail­
ure, as the derrick-men have to give too 
much of their attention to keeping the 
flexible electric cord from fouling the dis­
orderly heaps of building material as they 
move from place to place as the derrick 
boom swings.—American Architect.

THE OILED ROADS OF CALIFORNIA.

Oiled roads are no longer a novelty in 
many parts of California. When, in 1892, 
experimenting was begun to improve the 
public highways of Santa Clara county, 
Cal., by sprinkling them with oil, there 
w’ere many stenuous objections directed 
to the State Bureau of Public Highways 
by the residents of that county who be­
lieved such a course would render the 
roads impassable to those not wishing to 
be bespattered with oil. After the first 
application of the oil, the roads were in a 
disagreeable condition for a few days, but 
after the oil had been properly worked in 
and the roads rolled, which hardened the 
surface, travel was rendered easy and 
dustless.

The oil is applied with a sprinkler wag­
on with tank attached, similar to the or­
dinary water sprinkler. From one hun­
dred to four hundred barrels a mile were 
necessary for the tirst application, but in 
subsequent applications this number was 
greatly decreased. The oil is heated by 
steam to a temperature of 300 degrees, 
which causes a three per cent, expansion. 
The oil costs ninety cents per barrel and 
upward, according to the distance it has 
to be hauled from the railway.

After the first application of the oil the 
roads can be sprinkled and kept in condi­
tion at about one-half the cost required to 
sprinkle them with water. Previous to 
1892, Santa Clara county had been paying 
$89.00 per mile a season, exclusive of the 
cost of water, wagons, repairs, etc., for 
sprinkling the roads with water ; since 
that time the roads have been kept in ex­
cellent condition wyith the use of oil for 
less than fifty dollars per mile a season.

In the valleys of California the roads 
are naturally very dusty, the dust being 
light and usually four or five inches deep, 
hence the discovery of the usefulness of 
oil in allaying this dust and in keeping the 
roads hard has proven of great value to 
the people of that state. There is an 
abundant quantity of oil throughout the

CONCRETE FOB SEWERS
The city of Chicago has at last recog­

nized the merits of concrete tor sewer 
construction and an ordinance passed by 
the Common Council last month provided 
for the building of about fifteen miles of 
concrete sewers of large diameter in the 
southern part of the city. Eight or ten 
years ago the city appointed a commis­
sion to investigate the availability of con­
crete for sewer work, and this committee 
visited Reading, Pa., where concrete had 
been used successfully for a number of 
years, at a great saving over the cost of

The internal diameter of the new sewer 
is ten and a half feet at its mouth, the size 
gradually decreasing to three feet. The

immense region that is drained by this 
new sewerage system is very low and 
swampy, only a little of the territory rising 
more than a few feet above the level of 
Lake Michigan. A noted civil engineer 
has estimated that to raise this region to 
the level of the down-town district of 
Chicago it would be necessary to dredge 
about one-third of the lake, to get enough 
material to level things off. Almost the 
entire length of this fifteen miles of sewers 
will lie below the level of the lake. At 
the mouth the bottom of the main sewer 
will be seventeen and three-tenths feet be­
low Chicago city “ datum," a theoretical 
level, or the low water record of 1847, 
which is used in all surveys in the city. 
The lake often stands several feet above 
this level. A pumping station with three 
Corliss engines will be equipped, operat­
ing centrifrugal pumps, to elevate the 
sewerage into the Calumet river.

The entire sewer will be of cylindrical 
form. At its largest diameter the concrete 
walls will be ten inches thick, and the 
thickness will gradually taper with the 
size down to five inches in the smaller out­
lying sections. All the conduits around 
the pumping station will be of concrete, 
and there will be 157 concrete catch-basins, 
besides concrete manholes.

The city engineers estimate that the ten 
and one-halt-foot section will cost $20 per 
lineal foot ; the nine-foot section $14 ; the 
eight-loot section $12.50; the seven-foot 
section $10 and other sections grading 
down in cost to $4 per foot for the three- 
foot sections. The entire cost of the 
sewers and the pumping station is esti­
mated at $740,000.—Concrete.

PURE WATER BY CHEMICAL MEANS
From numerous and extensive experi­

ments made by Professor Paterno and re­
ported in Tribune, Rome, it appears that 
by adding to impure water,even that con­
taining pathogenic microbes, an extreme­
ly small quantity of chloride of silver, 
there is accomplished the complete disin­
fection of the water. For this purpose 
two milligrams or at most two and one- 
half milligrams of the chloride are suffi­
cient absolutely to sterilize a liter of water 
and to eliminate every danger of infec­
tion. The process is so simple that one

cannot expect any improvement up-,n it in 
the future ; it may be used by anyone and 
in every condition of life, the sterilization 
being complete after a few minutes—ten 
at the most—and no apparatus being 
necessary beyond a small vial with a solu­
tion of chloride of silver.

The water keeps its flavor and all of Its 
properties without modification, only un­
dergoing a slight whitening which disap­
pears after a few hours of repase.
