A Board of License
Commissioners for each city and county is
one of the first recommendations of the sub-
committee, which, it is suggested, should be
formed of the mayor of a city or warden of
a county, a County Court judge (Superior
Court in the case of Quebec), and a person
appointed by the Dominion Government.
This is an improvement upon the Ountario
system, removing as it does the licensing
function above the domain of petty local
polities and prejudices. The number of
licenses is to be limited according to the
population, as has been done in Ontario
under the Crooks Act. A very important
proposal, adopted from the New Brunswick
law, is to separate the liquor traffic from
the grocery business. Not only is this one
of the greatest necessities as a temperance
provision, buta simple act of justice toward
grocers who will have nothing to do with
liquor.
