Mpr. President and Gentlemen of His Majesty’s ‘Council :
M. Speaker, and Gentlemen of the House of . dssembly.:

T is my firfl duty to inform you,=that&the health..of His ‘Majefty the King, continues

nearly the fame as when I laft met you in General Affembly.

For fomé :months paft, much anxiety, has ibeen Hfelt -on account of the aisturbances
which have agitated the manufadturing diftrids in England and Scotland. It . -appears that -
mischievous and «daring men:have flirred mp the people to adls of fedition and outrage;
but 1 amthappy to-flate, that:théreiis every reafos to bzliewe,that the sefilute ccmduet of; v
the Civil Magiftrates, has putdown this d:epoﬂtzon to-riet and disorder. |

if we:lookaround on ‘the inations of vhe world da all theu' peculxar \dlﬁculexes, or vari= ‘

. : . < . OME .,
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ous degress of profperity, we cannot but reflet how few of them enjoy the peaceful
tranquillity with which this portion of His Majefty’s dominjons is blefled. Among the
great natural advantages which Nova-Scotia poflefles, I confider the induftrious content-
ment of her people 1s the fureft guide to lead them to a proper use of thefe bounties of
an Almighty Providence.

I'am happy to think, that T have not any unfavorable report to lay before you of the
general ftate of the Province jalthough, like others, we alfo have our difficulties.

Icis to be regretted, that our Fisheries have not been fo fuccefsful this paft feafon, as
they have been in former years ; and that our Trade ftill feels the cﬂ"-&s of the general
embarrassinent of Commerce.

The Agriculture of the Province profpers to my utmoft w:ﬂx --Under the fanction
given in the laft Scflion of the Legislature to this Branch of the Public Intereft, by
the Inflitution of the Proviacial Board of Agriculture, no less than twenty Socie-
ties have been formed for the encouragement and improvement of Farming. The
zzalous exertions of these Societies have done much good around them almoft every
where. The mind of the people is roufed to this purfuit; and a2 manly emulation has
fpread abroad the blefled influence of active Induftry.

Itis a pleafing part of my duties to fuggeft to your confideration fuch new fubjedts as
prefent themfelves in the rapid fteps of our improvement; and I confidently truft, that
the Legislature will enable me to promote and confirm this profperous march,

The want of an accurate Survey of the Province, has been long felt as a very ferious
inconvenience ; and one that neceffarily increafes with the increafing fettlement of the
Forelt Lands : I recommend this to your attention, as a matter if not abfolutely neceflary,
ar leaft as highly defireable—and, I think, of eafy accomplithment.

I alfo fubmit to your confideration the practicability of a Canal, to connect the ‘Harbour
of Halifax with the Balon of Minas, by the Lakes of Shubenaccadie. This is a work of
‘great importance, and to be attempted with caution : It promifes great public advantages;
but 1 do not know the extent of its difliculties—and to afcertain thefe, by comipeteat
LEngineers, is all [ mean to fuggeft at prefent.

.L'he improvement of the pubhc roads will, as heretofore, have your attentive confidera.
- fion 3 and, with them, I again recommend the roads lately opened into the Military, and
other new Settlements ; which, I am bappy to say, are profpering tomy beft expectations.

Mr. Speaker, and Gentlemen of the House qf Assembly :

The Public Accounts will be laid before you ; and, I truft it wdl appear that the
Supplies granted to His Majefty in the laft Seflion, have been carefully and faithfully ap-
plied.

Although the Revenue has not augmented largely ftill, ithas been increafing in the
course of this year. I muft, however, 2gain advise a prudent application of the Funds that
fhall be found to be disposable for Public Services.

Alr, Prcsident, and Gentlemen of His Majesty’s Council :
Mr. Speaker, and Gientlemen of the House of Assembly

His Majefty’s American Provinces bave lately {uftained a fevere lofs, in the death of
the Governor-General, the Duke of Richmond. This event, moft fudden and unexpected,
has been generally and juftly lamented ; and deeply foin Canada, where his Grace’s able
Adminiftration, his manly character, and mild and amiable manaers, had gamcd hxm the

- confidence and affection of the country.

His Royal Highness the Prince Regent has been meft graciously pleafed to honor me
~‘with that important command ; and to appoint Lieutenant-General Sir James Kempt, to
the Goverament of this Provmcc. _ . th!c
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While T rejoicz in-the-pleafing fcene.of ,comfort- and. profpcnty which this Province
exhibits ; and while I prefs upon your attention such matters as' cccur to me to be
worthy of your confideration, I look to your more intimate knowledge of local wants and
circumftances ; and I depend upon that unanimity, which kas so happily exx&ed between
the feveral branches of the Legislature, to enable me to beftow an ‘unbiafled and equal
attention ta all ‘points.of Public.interet. It is no lefs my duty anddefiré to give this,
than it is your right to.expect:it:3. and. .by. thus j joining my_ powers, with' yours, the im-
portant obje&s for which:you:are affembled will, be.moft cﬁ'e&ually accomphﬂaed.

That the Committee, purfuant to the Refolution of the Houfe, have made enquiry as
to the actual Surveys of the Lines of the Townships and Counties, and the main Koads
of the Province, and have obtained from the Surveyor-General a ftatement of thofe
Surveys, which they have {ubjoined to this Report. That it appears to. the Committee
that the Surveys of the Lines and Roads of 4nnapolis and King’s County, made by John
Harris, Deputy-Surveyor, and mentioned in the annexed Report, are, apparently, the
moft corredt and fatisfactory to the Committee, of any which they have feen, and if the
adtual Surveys of the Lines and Roads of the other Townthips and Counties, can be had
at the moderate Expence, which has been incurred in making thofe Surveys and Plans,
it would be a very defirable object, and by conneéting thofe Plans, when completed,
a mcfl corre@ Map of the whole Province' could be made, by which, at one view, the
tinlocated Lands would be apparent. The Committee further report, that they have
enquired into the expenditure of the fum of Seven Hundred and Fifty Pounds,
graated in the year 1816, for the purpole of procaring a Survey and Plan ofthe lines and
bounds of the Townfhips and Counties in the Province, and that, by the Surveyor-
General’s Account of the Expenditure, it appears that the-Grant has been exceeded, and
that the whole expense amounts to eight hundred and eighty-four pounds four fhillings
and four pence, of which fum the Surveyor-Genetal has received ooly fix hundred and

fty pounds, leaving undrawn in the Treafury, ore-hundred pounds, and the balance of
one hundred and thirty-four pounds feur fbillings and four psace, claimed by the Survey-
or General. The Committee obferve, that there is included in this Account a Charge of
one hundred and eighty pounds, for money paid to Mr. Lockwood, for completing a
Map of the Province, which {um does not appear to have been provided for by the
Legislature, and that the Account of a Mr. Gill, wherein he has charged twenty fhillings
per day, and that of Mr. John Roach, Deputy-Surveyor, whercin he ‘has charged fifteen
thiliings per day, exclufive of his expenses, are extravagant and ought not to have been
allowed. The Commirtee further report that from any information which they can
obtain they cannot accurately determine what fum of Money will be requifite to complete
the running through the Lines of the Townfhips and Countics, purfuant to the Refolu-
tion of the Houfe, butthey are of opinion that a fum not lefs than five hundred pounds,
will be requifize for that purpofe. o R

‘The Committee have enquired of the Surveyor-General as to the probable expense
which would be incurred, by running out the unlocated Lands of the Province, but cannot
obtain fuch information as wiil enable them to report, puriuant to the Refolution of the
Houle. Butas the Emigrants and others, who are defious of becoming Settlers, on the
ungranted and wildersefs lands ‘of the Province, experience great and almofl infarimount-
able difficuity, and inconvenience, in laying out their Lands, for want of a proper Survey;
and as.the expeuse of making the Survey of the ungranted Lands will be veiy great, the
Committee fubmit to the Houfe the propriety ot granting fuch fum or fums.of money,
as might be deemed expedient, for the ‘purpofe of laying ot and opeuing two or three
Roads, throngh fuch parts of the ungranted Lands, as are moit fuitavle for tettlement,
and.on which Townthips might be laid out, and, by fuch, facilitate the- fettlement of the
great Tracts of Forelt Lands, which are to be found in the Weltern and Eaftern - parts of
the Proviuce,

A Survey of the New Public Roads, from Dartmouth to Fort Sackville, and from Durtmouth to the T:uro

far as respects the Navigable Harbours, Bays, and {ndents of the Ceast, have stood the test of minute examina- -
tion, and excited the adwiration, of all experienced Mariners who have visited these Shores,

. _Thus much having been accomplished, and the lives of the District of Pictou, with its internal Towushins
of Pictou, Egerton and Maxwelton, having been previously surveyed, and well marked, and also the dividing
line batween the County of tlalifax and Sydney, run ouland well marked. ‘The division lines belween Chester
and Luneiburg Towaships, and between New Dublin and Liverpool run out ; and .it being in coutemp'ation tr
make alterations, subdivisions und additions, in the old, and to create New Covnties and Townships, and which
are now under consideration.

of Fifty Families, and upon the fame being certified, the faid Townthip thould. {end a
Member to reprefent the Inhabitants thereof in General Affembly. That the faid Town.
fhip now contains more Inhabitants than any other Townthip within the County of An-
napolis, It confifts of four hundred families, and has three hundred frecholders within
it, as appears by the Certificate annesed. That moft of the other Townfhips mentioned
in the faid Ac, when, and as they feverally extended their Settlement to  fifty families,
had the privilege of fending a Member to the General Affembly, under the faid A&, and’
praying that the Houfe would be pleafed to take the premifes into confideration, and obtain
for the Petitioners the privilege promifed to them by His Majefty’s Goverament, and cone
firmed by an A¢t of the Geueral Affembly, as before ftated. o
Ordered, That the Petitions do lie upon the Table.

Thatthe Commiltee gove an early notice to each of the Petitioners, that they would severally be required to
afford satisfactory preol of the truth of the Stalements made in their respective Petilious, and intimated to them
2 wish lo be furnished with a Schedule of Lheir property, real aud personal, and of ail their poods, ctlects znd
credits, accompanied with an afiidavit similar to that required from Petitioners, clsiming he benefit of the
‘Insolvent Debiors Act, leaving the sums to be fitled up at their discretion. '

That the Commiltec were not furnished with any aflidavits until a lale period, which has prevented them from
making an carlier report on this subject,and even at ihis time, the Commillee are wilhout such affidavits as
they were desirousof obtaining, and those received are are less salisfactory than they could wish,aund will
net warrant the Ccumitlee in conviying to the House their conviction, or beliel, ot the inability of the
T'etitioners  to  satisly the Judgments against them, although the Commitice are induced to believe,
that the Petitioners are in embarrassed circumslances, and are not now-solvent.

The Committee alvoreport, that the Judgments were recovered against the Pelitioners and others, at the
times and for the respective sums set forth i the annexed certificate of Mr. Nutling, the Depuly Prothonotary,

That the Judgment recovered agaiust Joln Owen and Thomas Dobson, therein mentioned, is for Lwpost
and lixcise Putivs, secured on two several Bouds, bearing date, the 11th Nov. 1814, and 25th July, 1815, made
by the said John Owen and Principal, snd the said Thomas Dybson, as his only Surcty, and upen which Bonds
there appears to be due for principl and interest, a balance of L.281 17 5%, about £iftly pounds of which, aie for
interest computed in the said Bonds, That the said Bonds severally became due in one year from the respective
dates thereof, and were payable in equal quarterly payments, ‘That the whele sum dee upon the Judgment
recovered for principal, interest and costs, amounts Lo the sum of L.289 13 93, for which the said Thomas Dobson,
the security, has been committed to Gaol, the said John Owen having bitherto kept himself ¢lose, in the hope
of being ultimately delivered by the Order of the House of Assembly. ‘

That the Judgment recovered against John Moody, Joseph P. Boyle, and Thomas Moody, in the said
Certificate mentioned, is plso for Empost and Excise Duties, secured in like manner, on three several Bonds,
entered into by the said John Moody aud Joseph P. Boyle, as priacipals, and the said Themas Moody, as their
ouly Securily, bearing date the 20th July, 18ih August, and ISth September, 1817, respeclively, and
vpon which Bonds there remains due, a balance of L.358 18 10%, principal. That the said last meationed Bonds,
were also payable in one year from the respective dates thereof, by four equal quarterly payments, and that
the amount due on said Judgment, for debtaud costs of suit, is in the whole she sum of L.367 2 6% and ia
satisfaction of which the said Thoreas Moody, the Petitioner, was committed to Gaol in December last. )

The Committee further report, that the Bonds of Lhe said John Owen and Thomas Dobson, were in July, 1816,
placed by the Collector of Impost and Excise, in the hands of the Afttorney-General, for prosecution, as_ wiil
appear by the Certificate of the said Collector, hereunto annexed ; and in Janvary. 1817, a writ of Summons was
issued, against the said John Owen, and Themas Dobson, and a Judgment obtained thereon in May following.
The Committee also find that the said John Owen, and Thomas Dobsor, were generally reported to be solvent,
at the time the respective Bonds were taken, and when they became due, and they are of opinion that the amount
thereof might have been secured at that period, and payment thereof since obtained. ' o

That the Bonds of the said John Moedy, Joseph P. Boyle, and Thomas Moody, were placed by the said
Collector of Impost snd Excise, in the Haands of the Attorney-General in Nov. 1819, roon after they were taken,
and an Attachment at the suit of the King, wasissued against them in the same month, (Nov.) al which time
but one quarterky paymeunt had become due on the first Bond. That in March, 1818, ap alias attachment was
issued agaiost thew, and levied on the personal property of John Moody, only, to the amount of L.507 8 6 and
Judgment was thereupon obtained agaiust them in April, and signed in May following. The Commitlee also
find that in ©October, 1817, an attachment at the suit of the Hon. Charles Hill, was issued against the said
John Moody, and Thomas Moody, for a large sum of money, which attachment does wnot appear to have been
returned into the Prothonotary’s Office, but Judgment, by confession, was obtained thereon, against the
Defendantsin July, I1818,and Execution subsequently issued, which does dot appear to be returned, -but which
the Committee understand was levied on the real property of Thomag Moody.

The Committee further find that the said John Moody, Joseph P. Boyle, and Thomas Moody, were reputed to
be solvent and in good circumstances at the time the last mentioned Bonds were respectively taken. But that
the said John Moody and Joseph P. Boyle, the principal debtors, soou after failed and became Bankrupts, but the
Committee have reason 1o believe that the said Thomas Moody was cunsidered solvent, and was able 1o satisfy
the said Bonds, at that time, and when they became due.

-'iThe Committe have also turned their attention to the Act of Assembly, passed in the 67th year of His present

Majesty’s Reign, entitled, “ An Act for the more effectual reliefof fnsolvent Debtors,” by which ample provision
?yppgrs to have been made for the relief and discharge of Insolvent Persons imprisoned for debt, at the suit of the
Srown, and the Committee cannot perceive any necessity, while this Law isin force, for an application to the House
of Assembly, unless in very apecial cases, and where the object in view cannot be obtained under the regulations
and provisions of thet Act. '

Lastly, the Commiltee cannot refrain from suggesting for the consideration of the House, the propriety and ex-
pediency of adding a clause to the Revenue Laws, by which the Excise Officer shall be made responsible. for all
Monies secured by Bond, if he shall neglect for the space of thirty days, after any quarterly payment becomes
due, to lake the proper steps to enforce such payment, orif he shall neglect to take two or more Surelies on each
Bond, which the Committee conceive are required by the exisling Laws, but which they have reason tobelieve are
in too many iuslances not taken. o ~

That the Committee are af opision that the -Commiffioners of -
the Revenue fhould be invefied with discretionary power to eftablifh such rules and
regulations, under which dutiable asticles, exparted to the United:: States of America, ‘may
be entitled to the Drawback, as may be deemed fuflicient to -guard ‘the Revenue from lofs,
and bebeft adapted to the variations to which ‘our trade with that  country muft m all
probability be expofed. Penalties againft relanding dutiable avticles, fhipped for exporta-
tion may be -continued-or augmented. But the Committec are of -opinion that a lsffer
degree of evidence of the landing of fuch. articles in the United States than bas heretofore
been required, fhould hereafter be veceived as fatisfadlory. Thatin refped of the gene-
ral bevefit which would arife from fubjefling to the lefler duty only fuch- articles, of
Weft India Produce, as may be imported into this Province in veflcls owned here, akthough
purchafed with the produce ofany of the British North-American Colonies, the Commite
tee are unable to form a corre& and decided opinion ; it appears clearly that the naviga-
tion of the Province would be benefited, but it feems probable that fuch.a ‘meaiure would
‘operate unfavorably upon our Fitheries, and the Produceé of -the-Province, expurted to the
Weit-Indies.  As the larger duty payable upon West-India importations, not purchafed
with articles of our produce or manufacture, hasoperated to encourage the increafe of every
article which this Province may from its induftry-and refources export. The Committce
conceive that a departure from that long eftablithed principle of Revenue reguistion,a
meafure of fufficient importance to merit the ferious-confideration of the General Afiembly.

Your Committee have paid:particular attention to that part of the Petition which prays
for the adoption of a mode of fecuring the Provincial Duties altogether novel in this
Country 3 the privilege fought for, that Importers may have the option of fecuring the
Duties payable on fuch importations: by inftilments as heretofore, ar of depofiting the
articles in Warehoufes, in Cuftody of the Collettor of Impoft and Exdife, if granted l;y

the
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the Legnslature, will be attended with additional trouble and cxpense, and will require an
adoption of all our Revenue Laws to fuch propofed fyﬁem The advantage to be derived
from the chaoge appears-to be dcubtful. Precedents drawn from the pra&tife of our Pa-
tent Country are inapplicable in many refpects. The vaft difproportion which exifts in
the Duties upon the fame articles (as.compared with the prime coft) in Great-Britain and in
this Province, renders.it difficult to decide, whether a practice, there found convenient and
beneficial, could be introduced without prejudice liere ;. granting to the Importer, the
option would render it necefiary for the Province to prepare for the alternative. The
adoption of the Wharehoufing fystem to the total exclufion of the other has not been fug-
geﬁed as defirable.  Under all the circumiftances therefore, the Committee forbear to
recommend any thing decifive wpon this JJubjed, but beg to refer it entircly to the
decifion of the Affembly.

The Committec appointed to take into confideration and report upon the Petition of
David Crowell, Junr. and others, and the Petition of W. S. Church, and others, com-
plaining of the Fees taken by Officers of His Majefly’s Cuftoms 5 and alfo, to report
upon the documents and facis which have been laid before the Houfe by the Collector of
His Majefty’s Cuftoms, for the Port of Halifax ; and allo, to report if any, and what
grievances exift, and what may be  the proper remedy therefor, having met for the
above purpofes, having examined w'tneffes, and given full and mature confideration to
the fubjects committed to them, report as follows < -

THAT, from the circumstance of the Collector of His Majesty’s Customs for the Port of Shelburne not hav.
ing yet given, under the directions of His Excellency the Governor in Chidf, theinformation required by the
House upon the subject of the Petition of David Crowell and others, your Commiltee bave been unable to ex-
amine and Teport as particularly upon the grievances stated in the said Petition as the snbject seems lo require ;
but, from the many facts disclosed in the Documents accompanyiug this Report, and which have resulted from
the inquiry induced by the order of the Heouse in other parts of the resotution, your Comiviltee couceive much
proof is afforded iu support of the greal evils, and oppressive burtheus, endured by the Couasters and others de-
scribed in that Pelition. ’ - .

TuaT your Committee have reason%o believe, that the complaint coatained in the Petition of W. 8. Church
and others, that the Fees taken in the Custom-House at the Member-Port of Windsor are grievous and oppressive,
is well founded ; in support of which, your Counuittee refer to the Aflidavits of several Ship-Owners annexed to
the said Pelition, the Answers and Documents of the Collector of His Majesty’s Customs as laid before this
House, and the examination ofthe Comptrolder of His Majesty’s Cusloms accompanying this Report, aud made
before -your Coemnitiee.

; THE Committee have not yet obtained direct and positive proof of the amount of Fees received at the Mem-
ber-Port of Windsor forthe years 1816, 1817, 1818, 1819, but haveno hesitation in stating, that evils, to a very
greal extent, do exist, respecting the mode geuerally practised by Custom-House Officers, and wmore especially an
in the Out or Member Ports :—That Deputy-Collectors are in most cases Deputy Naval Officers. aund, demand
and receive Fees allowed in the Fee Table 1o the Collector, Comptroller, Surveyor and Searcher and Principal
Waiter.— Nor does it appearthat the Revenue of the Customs is in the slightest manner, bencfitted by sueh ac-
cumulation of Officers and expences or thatany Deputation whatever is made or given to such Deputy-Collector
by either the Comptroller, Surveyor and Searcher or Privcipal Waiter : But, on the contrary, that such Deputies
are iustructed, by the Cullector tor the Port of Halifax, to take all the Fees particularly given in the Fee Table
10 such Officers respectively, which these Deputicsinvariably do, and account to the Collector for Lhe Port of
Haltlax only fer the half of all such Fees. )

THE Committee have reason to believe (for the Collector refuses to give information, and the Comptroller
declares himsellincapabie) that during the years 1816, i8:7, 1818, 1819, upwards of £ 3000 have been received
by thie Deputy-Collector at Windsor under the name .of Custom-House Fees,while, during the same period, by a
return made by the Collector, the King’s duties 1 that Port have uot exceened 18>, 10d. The great dispropor-
tion between the Fees puid by the Inhabitants of the Province trading at that Puri, and the sum received to His
Majesty’s use, forcibly impresses the mind with the conviction of the unjust and ruinous nature of such a tax:
A tax, your Committee cannol forbear sialing, unsanctioned by any Law, and imposed on Cuasters almost wholly
employed in the unproductive shipment of Plaister ol Paris Lo the Porls of New-Brunswick, and to which tbey
can pass whithin the short period of 24 hours. Thatinene vessel, of 75 tons, belonging to one Jumes Wiicox,
and engaged in the Trade of Plaister during the last summer, the Custom-House Fees alone amounted 1o upwards
of Eighty Pounds, niearly equal-to the expence of Navigating the Veusel, the whole of which Trade is subject to
the hke and similar burtheus. .

. Tee
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Tue Committee conceive, that, in all the Member Ports, the ahove mentioned Officers, exeepting thal of
Deputy-Collector, ought to be, and can be, discontinved withont any hazard 1o His Majesty’s Dalies or Customs
in these Ports, while the Coasting Trade will be essentially relieved from its present embarrassed and oppressed
state.
" Your Committee cannot forbear remarking, ibat this formidable and expensive list of Custom-Honse Ofiicers
comprehended in the person of one {ndividwal whose duty and employment almost entirely consist in the recaipt
of Fees, would be far less burthiensome but for the enlarged, forced and interested, construction put upon the
terms and exaressions used in the Fee Table. '

THAT all British lopsail Vessels are considered Forcign Vessels, and Fees charged accordingly ; while
Foreign Vessels are considered withoul the pale and provision of the Table, and no Fees allotted for them but
such as the caprice or conscience of the Custom-House Department prescribe. Porls also which were Member
Ports of Halifax when the Fee Table was established; and paid the Fees of Coasters only, are now considered as
Ports of dislinct and separate Colonies ; and Fees taken by the Custom-Housein three-fold proportion,

THE dismemberment of the Province, by the separation of New-Brunswick, Cape-Breton, §c. fron Nova.
Scotia, has, accerding to Custom-Housc construction, occasioned a great increase of Fees. This easure, so
utterly inconsistent with the rights and privileges of His Majesty’s Subjects in this Province, and so very bur-
thensome and unjust in its operation, your Committee conceive shonld immediately, in the most respectful and
urgent manner, be brought under the consideration of lis Majesty’s Government. Your Commiliee also beg
leave to recommend, that the Coasting Trade, and the Fees to which il should be subject, may be regulated by
Law, without iuterlering in the smallest degree with the regulations of that portion el the Foreign Tradein which
His Majesty’s Government may be pleased to allow usdo participate. _

1N the course of a laborious and diligent inquiry, yeur Coinmitlee have oblained a knowledge that many
evils, and violations of Law, do exist iv the Halifax Department of the Custom-House in this Provinee, upon
whici: your Committee conceive the Resolution of this House impe ratively requires them lo Repert. The evi-
dence of the facts, upon which the Committee have founded their opinion, is herewith submitted to the consider-
ation of the Honse, —~And the Commiltee are of opivion, lhat they are warranted, from such evidence, further to
stale :==That the Hon.T. N. Jeffery, the Colleetor of Hiis Majesty’s Customs for the Port of Halifax, conlrary
to an Act of Parliament, has received King’s Customs in dollars at 4s. 6d sterling instead of silver at 5s. 6d. ster-
ling the oz. by which Debtors for His Majesty’s Customs, have paid upwards of five per cent. more than they
were liable to pay, andthat the Collector has frequently assumed the profit as a perquisite of Office.— In one year,
1814, the King’s Duties exceeded L.8000, upon the grealer part of which, there is reason Lo believe, a profit, at
the above rate, accrued to the Collector. One of the Wilnesses has stated to your Comrittee, that a leiter from
the Board of Customs, received in 1813, by the Collector, directed a discontinuance of the above practice, which
was, notwithstanding, persisted in until 1817, and occasionly since.

Taar the Collector, unauthorised by Law, considers British topsail Vessels, direct frum Ports in Great-
Britain, and indeed from all other Ports out of the Province, as Foreign Vessels, and charges the increased Fees
as for Foreign Vessels. This is a fact proved, and merely requires to be slated to show its absurdity and illegali-
ty.

g ‘THaT the said Collector, unlawfully and arbitrarily, varies the Fees, inthe Fee Table, particularly in the
cases of Registers, General Clearances, Entries, Cockets, Permits, Anchorage, §c. In most cases, he receives
10s. at the Custom-House for endorsing each Register, somelimes but 5s. The Committee have caused eighs
Bills, for Custom-House Fees, promiscuously taken, to be analized and arranged in such manner as to shew at one
view the Fees taken, compared with the swa which it appears might be lawfully received, and the difference
noted §c. in the aunexed Document,

" TRaT the said Collector, in the appointing Deputies for the Out or Member Ports, gives a Deputation from
himself alone, or purporiing to be the juint Deputation of the Compirotler and himself, which he alone signe.—Such
Deputies received instructions from, and account to, the Collector only. They haveheen in the practice of re-
ceiving the Fees, allowed in the Fee Table to the Surveyor, Searcher and Principal Waiter. The Collector has
demanded, aid received, from such Deputies, the eue halfof the Fees by them taken at such Member Porls, under
the head of Collector’s, Complroller’s, Surveyor and Searcher’s and principal Waiter’s Fees, until recently, and
has retained such half to his exclusive use. 1t appears that he has recentiy allowed the Comptroller a part of
the Fees received under the head of Comptroller’s Fees. The Collector himself acknowleges, that the Reveune of
the King’s Customs is not benefitted by his Deputies at the Member Ports holding Deputaticn from the Comptrol-
ler ; and the Comptroller states that they do not hold Deputation fro:a bim. This: corrupt, and oppressive,
mode of managing business, by which the Fees of so many Officers are levied upon the Navigation and Trade of
the Province, occasisns much discontent, particularly in the Member Ports, and, while it accumulales additional
expenses on the subject too heavy for him to bear, works no advantage or increase to the Revenue.

. THAT the said Collector has, for many years, received, at the Port of Haiifax, the Fees appointed for the
principal Waiter, amounting to upwards of L80 per annvm.  And this not only without authority, but latterly in
direct and open violation of a positive order from the Hou. Board of Customs. 1L even appears, that, since the
receipt of such order, the Collector has coutinued to receive such Fee as hefore, and directed the Clerk 1o dis-
coutinue the column of Waiier’s Fees, and include such sum in the Collector’s, which was done, and the amount
paid the Collector. ' . '

BY an enlarged, and as the Committee conceive a foreed, construction of the Fee Table, the Fees received at
the Custom-House amount to npwards of 60 per cent. upon an average above what can fairly and legally be de-
manded under the Fee Table. 1n the Out Ports, Lhe excess upon Coasters will probably amounl to upwards of
200 per ceut. as,iu those places, one Officer receives the Fees allowed Lo four, and for them all upon the enlarged
coustruction put upon the Fee Table at Halfax. ' : , .

Your Committee are therefore of opision that evils of grievous and oppressive nalure do existin the De-
partment of the Custom-House of Halifex, and although, from the various impediments and delays which haye
much retarded the Committee in the inquiry, they have not obtained such direct and positive proof, particolsrly as
respects the Out forts, as they probably would were it advisable to protract the inquiry, vel the Committee con-
ceive that abundant evidence has been produced to ground a couviction, that greal eviz do exist, aud riquire
-mmediate redress, " UxDER
