Present. Condition of Bridge.

The present condition of the
bridge 18 good, said Mr. L. E. Allen,
Engineer, in a report which he pre-
sented to the Chamber of Commierce.
His opinion is that with an expen-
diture, of operhaps, $10,000 the
bridge would accommodate present
traffic for from 20 to 25 years.

He meéntioned the possibility of
making use of the présent apprpaches
and the extension of the present ap-
proach southward for a distance of
some four hundred feet.

Schedule of Tolls,

The burden of the tolls " .at the
bridge has been felt keenly by Am-
eliasburg people, more so since the
present schedule came into force.
The rates ebtaining now aré—each
person, 10¢; automobiles, 20c; bi-
cycle and rider, 20¢; horse and sin-
gle carriage with driver, 20c¢; yteam
of horses, vehicle and driver, 40c;
horses, cattle, etc, 10¢. On those
who pay return fare, 560 per cent. in-
crease is imposed for the return trip.

The northern part of Prince Hd-
ward County has always found its
most convenient market for the sale
of its products and the source of its
supply in Belleville. Many years ago
a steam ferry plied thée waters of the
bay between Belleville and Amelias-
burgh and in winter communication
‘was by way of the ice. Thege however
did ‘mot satisfy the requirements of
the publi¢c. The ferry wa$8 open fto
traffic but a.portion of the day: at
times gales interfered with its oper-
ation: no boat large enough to ac-
commodate the-traffic which offered
at certain times and on special oec-
casions could be profitably employed
on the route, and in early winter and
in spring there were periods when
the ice was forming - and:rotting,
communication was impossible. Out
of this state of affairs arose a desire
for a bridge. The .Hon. Billa Flint.
many years ago, planned the con-
struction of a bridge, but nothmg,
came of this proposal. '

EARLY PROSPECTS

In the year 1873 the subject was
agitated so strongly that George C.
Keefer, C.E., a cousin of the eng-
ineer who eventually designed the
structure—was employed and made
a series ¢f soundings between Bushy
Island and Rossmore. On these he
forwarded an estimate of $125,000
for a wooden bridge. This sum seem-
ed too large and the project . fell
through. ' Finally about 1886 G. 8.
Tickell, whe wds a méember of the
ccuncil, moyved a resolution in faver
of the project, which. he declared he
would advecate until it became an
accomplighed fact. Circumstances
took a favorable turn as there was
an immensge reduction in the cost of
building bridges of :steel ‘or iron
and as the' ferrv service became So
inefficierit.and the people of Amel-
lasburg and Belleville, atier suffering
great annoyanee and much loss for
several vears, were at last ready to

3. Notwitstanding anything contained in this Aect or the said By-
law No. 2286, the Council of the Corporation of the City of Belleville may,
in the manner and' for the purpose set out in section 291 of The Muni=
cipal Act, pass a by-law amending the said By-law No, 2286; and any
such amended by-<law so. passed. shall be valid and ‘binding on the said
corporation and the ratepayers thereof.

The act passed and received the
Royal Assent in June 30th, 1887, It
was provided that the plans should
be approved by the government, that
the capital stock of the company
should ‘be:$160,000, ' and that ' the
aboye named gentlemen should he
directors..” Work was <Commenced
within six years from the passing of
the act. In the following year an act
was passed enabling the company to
accept aid from the municipalities..

On your return ‘to your parlia-
mentary duties, am glad to be able
to congratulate you on the relative
prosperity  of the country and its
comparative fraedom from the feeling
of unrest which has agitated coun-
tries not so fortunately situated. Fol-
lowing the conditions of expansion
due to the war, a period of contrac-
tion was inevitable. Restriction of
credit involving a certain limitation
of production and business has been
universal, ‘but this dominion has less
suffered than other countries and a
feeling of .confidence . prevails. = A
general reduction of the cost of liv-
ing has set in, and the country, save
in certain limited areas, has been
blessed with a bountiful harvest.

In spite of this contraction the
annual revenue has been well main-
tained and my advisers considered

Accordingly with a few exceptions,
these taxes have been remitted, free-
ing industry and business and thus

118 of the criminal ¢ode of Canada,
were explained by ‘Superintendent
Jos.

Offensive weapons under the act
are divided into two classes. The
first includes “;heath knives,  bowie
knives, | daggers, stilettos, metal
knuckles, 'skull crackers or other
offensive wedpons which may be
concéaled on the person:’’ The second
class ' includes - ‘‘cannon, machine
guns, rifles, guns, revolvers, pistols,
bombs or other firearms, or any de-
vices for muffling or- stopping‘ the
sound of the report of any firéarms.”

Permits to carfy weapons of the
secand class, may be obtained from
chiefs . of police or other officials.
Permits for weapons of the ~ first
class only allow’them ‘to be kept in
the home, and under no ciréumstances
may they be earried upon the per-
son except in the home. i

Permits may be issued by officers
of- the Northwest Mounted Police;
Dominion Police or superintendents
of Dominion Policé; by magistrates,
sheriffs or chiefs of pollag. No fee
is set by the act according to super-
intendent Rogers, and officials have
.no power to charge a fee for issuing

PARIS, Feb. 10 —-After a lapse of

about seven or €ight years Professor

d'Arsonval, member of the Institute
of the Academy of - Medicine, ‘has
presented a report to the French Aca~
demy  of Sciences on the carvature
treatment of. tuberculosis by a new
method dincovered by the Swiss bac-
teriologist, Henry Spahlingher. The
method -was first applied in 1913 and
1914 in hospitals in England, Franes |
and Switzerland on patients euﬂe?
ing both from ' the minor forms of

tuberculosis and advanced :phthisis,

Since that time those patients, who
are ‘pronounced cured, have been
kept under observation. A}l of them
are declared to be-alive and in good
health, andsthey have shown ho symp-
toms of g relapse . for theé last < 'six
years, although they underwent no
farther mti-tubetculnr treatment of
any sort.

.‘These results are veuched  for,
among others, by the London physi-
eian, Dr. Leonard L. B. Williams,
Fellow of the Royal Society of Med-
Jicine and other scientific bodies. *

The treatment ta.kee -the form of
injections of | anti-toxins and ferm-
ents which ' are modified lecerding
to the condition .of the patients
‘Briefly, it aims first at eradicating
the acute symptoms, then immuniz-
‘ing the patient, completing the cure
and preventing a. relapse. E

As originally deseribed before the
Academy of Medicine by Professor
Letulle, the method consists of infra-
muscular injections of a combination
of antigenic solutions and ferments.
It is claimed that the  treatment
causes the c¢losure of lung cavities
and the dlnappennnce of the bacilli.

“DANGER” SPEECH
STIRS OLD LAND

People Belleve Iloyd Geo
Serious  in Voicing Hisrge
“'l‘remetdone” Fear,

WILL GERMANS REVOLT?

‘Premier Gives No Hint as fo
Source of Trouble—Cabin-
et 0.K’s Words,

LONDON, Feb. 11.—Whatever its
purpose, Lloyd George’s sensational
speech to the Welsh Liberals at Wesi-
minster Hall on Tuesday, when he
expressed fear as to the future or
Europe has impressed the British
public as an astounding disclosure of
a grave international situation.

The feeling is tempered, particu-
larly among the Premier’s political
enemies by the belief that the Welsh
leader may be indulging in an astuts
bit of political tub-thumping in view
Iot the rumored approach of a gene-
1 ral election.

The gravity of his utterances,
yhowever, and the studied way in
which the speech was composed and
delivered, leads the big majority to
believe that the ‘Premier is abso-
lutely sincere when he voices a tre-
mendous. fear of future danger.
