The work has been going on with­
out intermission throughout the win­
ter over, the whole northern front. 
The enemy has never known a quiet 
night anywhere within fifty miles of 
his front trenches, and in some sec­
tions this feeling of threatened secur­
ity was made to extend a hundred 
miles into the territory occupied by 
the Germans. Storehouses were tired, 
ammunition trains exploded, trains 
derailed, bridges dynamited, telegraph 
wires cut, officers and despatch riders 
waylaid, villages filled with exhausted 
sleeping men were attacked or set on 
fire—this was the kind of exploit that 
the Russian guerillas kept up continu­
ously. Its nearest counterpart is 
found in the guerilla activity which so 
harassed the northern troops during 
the Amer*can Civil War, except that 
the Russian scheme has been far more 
complete.

The Germans at first sought a rem­
edy in reprisals upon the scanty re­
maining population of the occupied 
districts, but after a short time they 
began to realize that this was a mis­
take, as it only added to the numbers 
of their intangible foes.

Each Province Has Its Own 
and Each C. 0. Independ­

ent of Central Govt.

BuPeking, March 7 (Correspondence 
of the Associated Press)—Before the 
outbreak of the Yunnan revolution 
the total reported strength of the 
Chinese army was 481,300. Of these 
troops 82,000 were reported to be in 
Chi-li, which is the province in which 
Peking is located. Kwangtung pro­
vince, in which Canton is located, had 
38,800 according to the last official re­
port and was third in military 
strength. Kiangsu Province, in 
which Shanghai and the very import­
ant strategic city of Nanking which 
commands the Yang-ste valley are lo­
cated, was second in military strength 
with a total of 434,500 troops. Hun­
an province, immediately south of 
Chi-li, province, which is the home of 
President Yuan Shi-kai; was fourth 
in military strength with 34,600 
troops.

Yunnan and Szechuen provinces, 
which are now figuring so promin­
ently in the revolution, had a much 
less military strength at the time this 
last report was made, but many troops 
have been moved recently and the 
military forces at Szechuen are now 
probably three times the 17,000 troops 
reported a few months ago. Yunnan 
province, when this report was made, 
had 21400 troops. At the time the re­
volution broke out, it was generally 
estimated that 30,000 soldiers joined 
the revolutionists and deserted the 
government. Recruiting has been go­
ing on at a lively rate since the revo­
lution, and the number has now prob­
ably been greatly increased.

One of the great weaknesses is that 
each province has its own army, and 
to a great extent each commanding 
general is a potentate quite independ­
ent of the central government. The 
co-relation of the provincial army has 
always been a very difficult task. 
Commanding officers frequently dis­
play very great independence, and 
there is constant fear in Peking lest 

commanding general like Feng 
Kuo-chang, who is in charge of the 
important garrison at Nanking., shall 
desert the government and join the 
insurrectionists
