Helsingfors, Aug. 11—Swedish
and Finnish non-Socialist newspap-
ers appearing for the first time since
the introduction of the independence
law into the landtag, unanimously
condemn the law and the method
of passing it  Likewise they critic-
ize the policy of the Socialist ma-
jority as an unconstitutional pro-
vocative to Russia prejudical to the
cause of Finland’s independence for
which all of the nation stands.

The Swedish newspapers declare
Premier Tokio pushed through the
law on the calculation that the Pet-
rograd revolt of July 16 would over-
throw the provisional government
and the failure of this calculation
puts Finland in a dangerous situa-
tion. The dissolution of the land-
tag is fully legal and the new land-
tag which meets simultaneously with
the Petrograd constitutent assembly
must come a friendly agreement,
therewith insuring independence.

The respon-
sibility is placed . on the activity -of—
ex-policemen, gendarmes, and spies
of Emperor Nicholas, who after being
deprived of their livelihood- were
compulsorily gent to the front.

By the ‘end of June, says Colonel
Kolotkoff, the soldiers on the froat
were in excellent fighting form. The
army was beyond ecriticism. There
was an admirably completed plan to
advance which would probably have
led to the reconquest of Vilna. But
the police, gendarmes and spies of
the autocracy consciously started.an
anti-patriotic counter-revolutionary
campaign, the first design of which
was the dissolution of the army. .

Large numbers managed to get
elected to regimental company com~
mittees, started a propaganda against
war, inciting soldiers against officers,
against the provisional government’s
commissaries, and even incited vio-
lence. Later they secretly distilled
vodka and on the advance dosed sol-
diers therewith. Police and gendar-
mes arrested criminal convicts who
were sent to the army as were desert-
ers who by their bad examples de-
moralized the soldiers.

The Germans skilfully took advan-
tage of these conditions and flooded
the Russian trenches with spies In
Russian uniforms, finding this easy

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- THE SITUATON.

With better weather the Allied
forces, both British and French, are
commencing to aghin move forward
on the Flanders front, Not much of
an advance, it is true, but one which
is;in the right direction. Westhoek
and the remaining German positions
‘on’ the ridge at that point are now
in the hands of the British, and the
Erench have also made slight head-
way, although in the neighborhood
of St. Quentin Berlin claims that
some trenches have been faken. The
Huns suffered very heavy losses in
connection with this attack.

The Canadians have made further
raids in the Lens sector and reached
the enemy’s support trenches which
they found lightly held and badly
battered. They did not proceed
further, as it will require very heavy
forces to take Lens itself.

Russo-Roumanian troops repulsed
foe attacks in the Trotus Valley and
then made counter attacks whieh re-
sulfed in the capture of some prison-
ers- and guns. The Germans also
claim successed in this region and it
would seem to be clear that they are
making marke.d progress despit2
valiant but comparatively small ef-
forts to restrain them.

The Russian embassy at Washing-
ton has received a idespatech from
Petrograd contradicting press des-
patches as to the noor state of health
of Kerengky, and affirming that_l'le
“js physically equal to his respon-
sibilities.”” This is good news.

Lord Robert Cecil, discussing
Great Britain’s war expenditure,
stated that from April 1, 1914, to
August 4, 1917, the expenditure had
bheen $26,378,000,000. The sum 9%
$510,000,000 was now being raised
vearly by direct taxation and $2,365,
060 by indirect taxation.

He and President WiH Ex-
ercise Their Great
Powers

e

Washington, Aug. 10—Herbert C
Hoover was named formally as Food
by President
Wilson under authcrity vested in
him by Congress, and immediately
served notice on speculators and pro-
fiteers that the time of reckoning for
those who would not co-operate in
the efforts of the Government to ob-
tain lower prices for the consumer
and help supply the allies of Amer-
ica in the war against Germany had
come.

With the full approval of the Pre-
sident, obtained after a long confer-
ence at the White House last night,
Mr. Hoover announced that the food
administration would not hesitate to
apply to the full the drastic and co-
ercive powers that Congress had
granted. It was at the same time a
warning to those who had engaged
in gambling with the food supply and
in extortion that the United States
Government, through its food ad-
ministration, was the only agency
which could hope to successfully cor-
ner the food market.

That action, through power of pur-
chase or otherwise, it was broadly
intimated, would be followed out if
the best interests of the people of
the country and their allies demand-
ed it. Among the first steps to be
taken, Mr. Hoover announced, would
be the control of wheat and flour.

The . rapidity with which the
President and Mr. Hoover acted to-
day was accepted as proof that there
would be no hesitancy upon the part
of the Government to use in full the
great powers conferred by the food
control law. The bill was signed by
Speaker Clark in the House at 12.03
o’clock and by Senator Salishury,

In his stdtemeht Mr. Hoover out-
lined the needs of the allies of Am-
erica, and the great part which he
believed the consumers as well as
the producers could play in alleviat-

'ing suffering and distress. With pro-

per co-operation and exercise of the
unusual powers granted by the food
bill, he felt sure the situation could
be met.  The powers, he said, would
be used to protect honest and patrio-
tic men against those who saw fit
to gamble on the sufferings of others.

PRICES REGULATED.
By Courier Leased Wire,

Paris,’ Aug. 11-—The minister df
food supplies presided yesterday at
a meeting of the beer-selling indus-
tries, at which an agreement was
reached concerning the barley trade
;n order to stop speculation and br-
ing back malt beer to a -reasonable
price. As a result of the agreement,
barley henceforth may only be bou-
ght by a ministerial commitiee
which will divide according _to the
needs of the various districts.

The price of barley has been fixed
at 43 francs. per hundred weight and
the price of malt will not exceed 85
francs per hundredweight. The price
of malt has been 160 francs. The
lowering of the price on malt will re-
sult in reducing the price of beer
proportionately.

The following taken from the
Welland Telegraph, refers to a young
soldier who was born in this city and
has many relatives here;—

“Douglas Watt, sonof J. F. Watt,
Merritt street, one of the Welland
boys with the machine gun battalion
who was some weeks ago reported
among the wounded, leads, it would
appear a somewhat charmed life.

He was wounded in the hip, and in
that case the charm would seem not
to have been perfeet, but as a matter
of fact he had a talisman with him
that no doubt saved him much. He
had picked up a German buckle, in
heavy brass over heavy leather. (The
brass, by the way, has the embossed
legend, “Gott Mit Uns’’) The shrap-
nel fragment that wounded Douglas
hit this buckle and penetrated Iit,
and no doubt some of its force at
least was spent as it passed through.

“But Douglas had another experi-
ence, more strange still and not so
painful. To his :Bible: and‘’his pocket
mirror he owes his life, The Bible
and the mirror were carried in his
breast pocket. A’ German bullet went
through the bible, and then through
the mirror, glancing off = without
touching him.

Great - National Song' Of
France Was Written In’
Times of Stress

AR S

The greatest of war gongs is the
“Marseillaige.” = No song was ever
written that so inspired armed hosts
or so wrought vast, warm-blooded
multitudes to frenzy. This great
song was composed by a young artik-
lery officer, Rouget de Lisle, in 1783.
Rouget was from Marseilles, which

i cireumstance gave his song its name;

but it was written at Strassbours,
where the young officer was station-
ed. The time was just ripe for such
a song. The bloody revolution had
Pranee in tte-grip: «houls XVl Bad,
just been executed and nearly all
Europe, full armed, was leagued
against France and her democratic
government. The republican army
Rhins,
struggling against the combined for-
ces of the emperors and kings.

As consul and then emperor, Napo-
leon feared this appeal of freedom. It
would not do to have his people sing-
ing of liberty and shouting death to
tyrants. So he forbade its playing or
singing. ’

The sovereigns that succeeded
Bonaparte were guite as unwilling as
he that the people should be stirred
by this song of liberty, and ' both
Charles X. and Louis Philippe con:
tinued to suppress it. Likewise
Napoleon. III. would not permit it te
he heard.

Thus it happened that three times
only during the 70 years that elap-
sed betwen the rise of the first Napo-
leon and the downfall of the third
did this great martial air burst forth
and intoxicate the French people
with its fiery inspiration. Once, for

4 little while, it was sung when the

revolutinn of 1830 overtarned the
last of the Bourbons, Charles X., and
once again when, in 1848, his suc-
cessor, Louis Philippe, was driven
from this throne.

The third time was a memerable
occasion. . It was in 1870, just after
the war had been declared agaimst
Prugsia,. A great military fete oe-
eurred at the palace of St, Cloud.
Thensands of aristocrats, officers and
soldiers were gathered in its beauti-
ful park amnd stately halls. Napoleon
111, who had always before strongly
forbidden the song, but who knew
its. ‘thrilling effect in stirring the
ardor of the people and the valor of
the troovs, of a sudden gave a si”gg;al
to the bands, and with one accord
they struck up the long-unheard
“Marseillaise.”. A wild scene ensued,
The song had struck ‘a deep chord
in every French heart; and the, regi-
ments marched away for the geat of
war as its deflant strains filled the

air. /

(Cuban Ou'tfielder Now Making Big Hit In 6New York,
And Playing Hundred Per Cent Better Game
Than When With the Broyns -

The Cuban, highly temperamental
and once rated among the stars of
profession, seemed to be at the
I of the maior league trail not less
a month ago. He still could
flies in' the outfield and cover
1d as he did when he first flash-
his worth with Cincinnati Reds
k in 1911. But his hitting was
imentably weak, and outfielders
must hit to hold their places. Fur-
thermore, his gpeed on the bascs,
once a big asset of Marfans, was of
little use, because he was not getting
on often enough. He couldn’t steal
first base, and there was no such
thing as stealing seecond if he
couldn’t get on. So /Fielder Jones
had to place him on the bench.
Then Came the Chance.
Sitting in the dugout at Sport-
man’s park the Cubam became de-
jected. He longed to get into the}
game, but realized that there was
little chance of ousting any of the
present incumbents of Jones’ out-
field. He had had his opportunity
and had failed. A sentence to Port-
land in the Pacific Coast league, or
to Memphis in the Southern, th2z
farms for faded Browns, loomed up
before him. He had reached the
stepping off place which all major
leaguers, great or small, inevitably
reach. Then he suddenly emerged
from these discouraging surround-
ings and found himself again a re-
gular. He was told te join an-
other club, as he had been used in a
trade.

To-day Marsan is showing all the
fiery flash in his play that distin-
tinguished him with the Reds and
made him so desirable in the days
when the Federal league was raiding
the majors for stars. Instead of
seeing his team play from a seat in
the dugout he finds himself an im-
portant cog in another machine. The
realization that he is a big favorite
with the fans now stirs him to great-
er endeavors, especially so because
he realized that his hold on the af-
fection of St. Louis fans was gone.
1t is the old story of - change of
scene.

Has Made Fine Start in New York.

Marsans has played only fourteen
games in a New York uniform, seven
on the road and seven at the Polo
grounds, but he has been with' Bill
Donovan’s crowd -long enough t>
realize that the fans are with him.
and with him strong. His playiny
on both attack and defence was the
big feature of the double victory at
the Polo grounds Saturday, and few
players have drawn more applause in
ocne afternoon than the quiet Cuban
got for his efforts in that double
header. Timely hitting, clever out-
fielding and masterly throwing made
it a perfect day for this hustling ball
player, who is literally working his
head off to prove his worth. His
hitting won the first game, his field-
ing and throwing saved the other.
Surely the fans could ask for noth-
ing more.

As a hitter Marsans has done no-
thing since going to the Yankees
that should throw a scare into Cobb
or Speaker, but what he has done
has been done very well. He has
batted around .240 in a Yankee uni-
form and that is not to be despised
in a season when the Yanks have
been handicapped so much by weak
hitting by the outfielders. His chief
claim to distinction as a Yankee has
been his ability to rise to emergen-
cies at the bat or in the field.

Has Won Three Games.

Of the fourteen games played by
the Yankees since Marsans became
a member of the club, seven have
resulted in victories and seven in
dhr’foats. Marsans has had the dis-
tinction of pushing over the winning
Tun in three of these games—one at
Cleveland, one at Detroit and the
other at the Polo grounds last Sat-
urday. Two great throws Saturday
saved another game and his flelding
has been spectacular throughout.

That shapes up as glory enough for
any one player over a stretch of two
weeks. He has been there only a
short time, but long enough to im-
press upon the fans that he ranks
with the best fly chasers who ever
wore a Yankee uniform.

As said before, Marsans has not
compiled a very impressive batting
average as a Yank, but he has done
well, nevertheless. He has poled
twelve hits, two of them doubles, in
the fourteen games. He has reach-
ed first base four times on passes and
he has three sacrifice hits to his
credit. He has made six successful
steals of second base and lost another
decision by oversliding after his
speed had beaten the throw and he
had been waved safe. There are
many players who have not stolen as
many bases during the season a&s
Marsans has pilfered since becoming
a Yankee. So his work, figured from
every angle, nas been highly success-
ful and very satisfactory.

It is the old story of change of
scene. New ambition has been
awakened in the Cuban, and the
world does not leok half as dark
from the centre field patrol at the
Polo grounds as it looked from that
dugout at Sportsman’s park. Marsang
has proved in the past two weeks
that he isn’t yet ready for that trip
to the minors. He has flashed plenty
of baseball of major league caliber.
Buoyed up by the positive knowledge
that he really ‘“belongs’” and that
the fans are with him and for him,
he ig sure to show a lot more. Afl
of which will be of no little help to
the Yankees.

Marsans freely admits that he is
pleased with the transfer. Further-
more, he says this without making
any complaint about his former sur-
roundings. He is a player who does
little grumbling on or off the field.
He always gives his best efforts, is
somewhat inclined to elation or de-
jection, according to his success or
failure, but is not strong Tfor the
alibi or the kick. He is a ball"player
who is sure to win a place for him-
gelf with the New York fans.

Text of the Lesson, 11 Chron. xxxiv, 1-

. 13— Memory Verses, 2, 3—Golden
Text, Eccles. xii, 1—Commentary Pre-
pared by Rev. D. M. Stearns.

We bave come to the record of the
last good king who reigned over Judah,
and while Isaiah and Micah were the
prophets during the reign of Hezekiah,
Jeremiah began to prophesy in the thir-
teenth year of Josiah (Isa. i, 1; Mic.
i, 1; Jer. i, 2). Every good prophet,
priest and king points onward to the
Lord Jesus who when on earth was the
prophet like unto Moses, speaking just
what the Father told him; who is now
our great high priest within the veil,
ever living to make intercession for us;
and who when He comes again shall be
the true king of Israel, reigning in
righteousness, a priest upon his throne,
and we shall be His associates and
joint heirs, the twelve apostles ruling
over the twelveitribes of Israel (Deut.
xviii, 18, 19} John xii, 49, 50; Heb, vii,
24-27; Jer, xxiii, 5, 6; Zech. vi, 12, 13;
Rev. i, 5, 6; v, 9, 10; Luke xxii, 28-30).

What a glorious future to keep ever
before us, to wean us from all present
entanglements and enable us to run
with patience the race set before us!
(Heb. xii, 12.) As Josiah was power-
less, even with the help of Jeremiah,
to effectually stem the tide of ever in-
creasing iniquity, we may not expect
to do more than he did in the last
years of bis age, to which we have
come. Jeremiah was a prophet of the
Lord during the last forty years pre-
ceding the judgment upon Judah (the
last eighteen of Josiah’s reign and the
twenty-two of the four bad kings
who succeeded him), and we may be
within a good deal less than forty
years of the end»of this evil age, which
will end with a time like the days of
Noah and Lot (Luke xvii, 26-30). We
can only do as Josiah and Jeremiah
did, and that is be faithful to God as
He gives us time and opportunity. It
is profitable to compare the reigns of
Joash and Josiab ({1 Chron, xxiv), the
two boy kings, but Josiah did better
than Joasb, though he did not reign as
long. To do right in the sight of the
Lord, turning neither tothe right hand
nor to the left (lesson verses 1, 2), is
a good summary of a godly life and
reminds of the Lord’s message to
Abram after the thirteen years blank
in his history, “I am the Almighty God;
walk before Me and be thou perfect”
(Geun. xvi, 16; xvii, 1). '

The message might be read literally:
I am El-Shaddai, the mighty God, all

suffiéient for you; walk before Me and |~

be upright or sincere. It is a good
word for every believer. As to being
kept from turning to the right hand or
to the left, there is a very gracious
promise in Isa. xxx, 21. When Josiah
was sixteen he began to seek after the
God of David, his father (verse 3), and
no doubt he did it with all his heart,
according to Jer. xxix, 13, and in no
sense feignedly, as many do. When he
was twenty he began to purge the land
from idols (verses 3-8), and the saying
in verse 5 about burning men’s. bones
on the idol altars reminds us of the
saying of the unnamed man of God to
Jeroboam in I Kings xiii, 1, 2, when
he mentioned Josiah by name as the
king who would do this. In II Kings
xxiii, 15-20, the llment of this say-
ing of the.man of God is fully recorded.

I often refer to this prediction and
fulfillment as a token of the literal ful-
filment which shall yet be of every pre-
diction concerning things yet future.
As truly as His riding upon an ass’
colt foretold in Zech, ix, 9, was literally

fulfilled, so truly shall the prediction -

of the next verse (Zech. ix, 10) be as
literally fulfilled, and He shall speak
peace unto the nations, and His do-
minion shall be from sea to sea and
from the river to the ends of the earth.
In Mic. v, 2, it was foretold that the
Messiah would be born in Bethlehem
and that He would be ruler in Israel
Wé know that he was born in Bethle-
hem, the whole world being moved by
the decree of Caesar, and it was that
decree which brought Mary from Naz-
areth to Bethlebem at that time. He
has never yet ruled in Israel, but He
surely will at His coming again in
glory, and the whole world is now be-
ing moved to prepare the way for Is-
rael's restoration and recognition as a
pnation. We seem to have come to the
beginning-@f times foretold by our
Lord in Euike xxi, 25-28, distress of na.
tions, with perplexity, the sea and the
waves. roaring, men’s hearts failing
them for fear and for | g “after
those fhings which arg coming on the
earth. He said that even the begin-
ning of such times would indicate the
drawing near of redemption for Isreal
(Written May 28, 1916.) Josiah’s ref-
ormation reached even to the putting
away of some of the iddlatry introduced
by Solomoa (II Kings xxiii, 13, 14).
When he was twenty-eight--he be-
gan to repair the house of the Lord

German Emperor Is Duped
Like a Child By His
Ministers
RAEMAKERS SPEAKS

Modern German Deluded In
All Things, Says Dutch
Cartoonist

Louis Raemaekers, the Dutch car-
toonist, whose trenchant pencil, as
they used to say, has been worth an
army corps to the allies, sat in his
room in the Hotel Vanderbilt, -New
York, the other morning and review-
ed the mobilized reporters and press
photographers of New York.

He has pink cheeks and a timid
blond beard, and looks exactly as a
Netherlander is supposed to look—
like a Van Dyck portrait. He landed
in New York from London, a matter
the German Admiralty may he asked
to explain when the news reaches
Berlin. th even an army transport
would delight German great head-
quarters as the thought of Louls
Raemaekers in a lifeboat.

“There seems to be an idea here,”
he said, “that all that is bad in Ger-
many is summed up in the kaiser;
that if the kaiser were to be assassi-
nated or to ahdicate to-day all would
be well with the world to-morrow.
That is very silly.

“The kaiser is the tool, the dupe
of those about him. He is a child.
et him believe himself the all-wise
and the all-powerful and he is clay
in the hands of cleverer men. He is
content with the shadow. The sub-
stance is elsewhere.

“Stupid,” Kaiser's Father Called Him
“You know what his father said of
him to Bismarck. ‘Look out for
Wilhelm,” he told Bismarck. ‘He is
as stupid as he is square-headed. He
is a religious bigot and a hopeless
egotist.’

“If all the Hohenzellern dynasty
should die to-day and Scheidemann
or even Liebnecht should become
president of a German republic to-
morrow, it would not alter Germany.
Germany is an idea. The modern Ger-
man has been so insistently and
methodically taught that he is a su-
perman, chosen by God to impose
his will on the world, that he be-
lieves it with all his heart. He never
doubts it. The German Socialist is
no exception.

“There is only one way to reach
the modern German. ' Beat him over
the head. He understands nothing
else. The world must go on beating
him over the head until he gays
‘enough.” Otherwise the world can
never live with him.

“Germany never has made anv
secret of her philosophy or her in-
tentions. Always she has been as
frank as egotists alway are. I have
been fighting the German idea meore
than twenty years. A generation
ago I saw, as every one who cared to
see did, what Pan-Germanism and
the rest of the program were leading
to. In fact, Germany told us what
it would lead to.

First France; Then England.
“But the editors always said that
the people cared mothing for inter-
national politics. What they wantgd
was something funny, not a cartoon
about the Balkans. So I had to draw
cartoons of the- village bum and the
gas house loafer, as you say, don't
you? Nevertheless I was able to slip
a political cartoon in now and then.
‘“When Bismarck said that France
must be crushed he did not mean
that Germany had a special blood
feud with France or that wunless
France was crushed Germany must
perish, but that France stood be-
tween Germany and England and af-
ter England the rest of the world.
“I am not an anti-German fanatic.
My mother was a German. I was
born within seven miles of the Ger-
man frontier. Most of my friends
before the war were Germans. I can
understand, too, how many good citi-
zens there must be among your Ger-
man population. Those Germans
who came here in 1848 and in 1864
and immediately after the Franco-
Prussian war are a different breed
from the Prussian Superman.” -
