MARBLES OF ITALY.

Most Famous Source of Supply for
Art and Building.

Ttaly is one of the world's most fa-
mous source of supply for both art
and bullding marbles. Marble, granite
and bullding stones are the common
materials used for bulldings. Venice Is
a fireproof city, bullt of stone of Is-
tria and marble and the foundations
and first courses at least of all palaces
and public and municipal bulldings,
government and business edifices are
of these materials They are used
more than brick and wood, the use of
the latter being confined almost en-
tirely to interfor finishing.

Venice is immediately adjacent to
famous marble quarries with an inex-
haustible supply of raw mrterial, all
worked by cheap labor. The Istrian
stone, which le quarried just across
the Adriatic, reaches the market by
the cheapest forms of water transnor:-
ation, being loaded on sail barges at
the quarries and s embarked st tne
exact point where it iz to be used.
These Istrian quarries are now tem-
porarily closed to Venice as a source
of supply, but the demand for such
material has also temporarily ceased
and substitutes, even for Istrian stone,
are in easy reach within a few miles.

The most important quarries in the
Veneto are at and near Verona, the
Veronese red and yellow marbles hav-
ing been favorite bullding stones since
the time when the Collosseum at Ver-
ona was constructed or bullding
they rank next to the stone of Istria
in popularity and are true marbles,

One-fourth pound fine oatmeal, one-
fourth pound rlour, tWo ounces sugar,
two ounces butter (melted), one egg, &
littie milk. Mix oatmeal, flour, sugar
and melted butter together, add the
beaten egg; knead lightiy on a floured
board; roll out thinly; stamp imto
rounds. Lay on a greased tin and
bake fifteen minuies in a moderate

Flour for thickeping graviex, ete,
will not lump so readily if toasted to
a light brown in the oven. and gives
a nutty flavor and a more agreeable
consistency, s more wholesome and
easfer to use than flour browned in
fat or butter, With a little care it
can be slowly stirred in dry without
lumping, before the liquid bolls, or
may be wet before using.

BAKED RICE WITH TOMATOES,

Botl one cupful of rice, mix with
can of tomatoes, Add a littie onion
juice, plece of butter gize of walnut,
salt and dash of black pepper. Put in
buttered dish. Cover with bread-
crumbs and brown.

BOILED SWEET APPLES.

For five persons. Take five large
sweet apples; wash and core Put
them into granite stew pan with One
cupful of brown sugar. one half tea-
spoonful of cimnamon extract and
pinch of salt, Cover them with bol:
