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Lesson X. March 7, 1920.
John Writes About Christian Love.
I, John 4: 7-21.

Commentary.—I. Exhortation. to
love (v. 7-11). 7. Beloved—We seem
almost to see the aged apostle, as in
the iipeness of Christian love he
speaks to a company of saints or
writes to all the churches, addressing
them with this endearing term. His
heart is in what he says. Let us love
one another—One who loves God su-
premely and with all the heart loves
his fellow men. Here is an exhorta-
tion to allow nothing to interfere with
the love that Christians have for one
another and to cherish and cultivate
that love. Love is of God—God is the
source of love, and only as we receive
love from him can we truly “love one
another.” Every one that loveth is
born of God—The fact that one has
true Christian love is evidence that
he is a child of God, is born of the
Bpirit. Knoweth God—He not only
knows something -about God, but
knows him. 8. Loveth not know-th
not God-—A stztement negatively of
what is put in the affirmative form
In the preceding verse, and emphasises
the truth set forth. For God is love
—Love is the essence of the divine
nature. His heart of love goes cut
to every creature he has made. One
cannot know God from becoming sac-
quainted with him through the new
birth without loving him and bis
fellow men. 9. Was manifested the love
of God toward us—A profession of
love without any manifestation of it
is an empty claim. God is love and
has given a manifestation of that love
to the world. The extent of God’s
love is measurcless.

10. Herein is love—Love in its
essence, love in its highest possible
measure, is here manifested. Not that
we loved God—It was in no sense
man’s love {0 God that led the Father
to send his Son into the ‘world. But
that he loved us—The love was all
on one side. He loved us because. of
the fact that man was the creature
of his hand and because of what man
could become through the plan of re-
demption. To be the propitiation for
our sins—To be the atoning sacrifice
for our sins; to satisfy divine justice.
Jesus bore on the cross the penalty
for our transgressions, so that we, by
trusting 'n him and restinz upon the
atonement that he made, might be
{ree from sin and the punishment con-
nected therewith. 11. If God so loved
us—The measure of his love is what
he did for us in giving his Son to die
for us. We ought also to love one
another—Tis iz a fitting conclusion
to the argument by which the apostle
drives home the exhortation given in
v..7. Since God loved us with an
Infinite love and manifested that love
for our present and eternal well-being,
we ought to love one another.

Seines to Capture Sharks.

Faced with an alarming scarcity of
hides, the world for some time Las
turned to-the sea for a supply, with
the result that a new industry is
developing at various points on our
coasts. Recently immense seines nave
been devised and used for the cap-,
ture of sharks and other fish whose
skins can' be converted into leather.
One of the nets that has proved very
successful in this unusual fishigg is
60) feet long and 18 feet deep, with
a 4-inch mesh of heavy twine. It is
o-erated from cmall boats, and as
many as 200 sharks have been taken
with it in a single "ay.

Experimients c.nducted under Gov-
ernment supervision have disclosed
the fact that tarned shark skins are
suitable for shoe ~wpers and other
articles. Five hundred fish sking are
treated weekly at one tannery devot-
ed to the production of marine leath-
er,-and plans have been made for
greatly increasing this output during
the next year. Kach hide contains
from 10 to 40 squr-2 feet of excep-
tionally strong leather, and is sold at
a price depending upon the quality.
Valuable by-pr.liucts are obtained
from the flayed bodies of the fish,
Including -“ortilizer, glue, oil, and
musical strings. The skins of certain
wales, porpoiscs rays and devilfish
also can be utiti.ed. Formerly these
inhabitants of the sea were regarded
as worthless. Now tkey are cxpected
to become important factors in the
leather market.—Popular Mechmics.a

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BUYING BEES IN COMBLESS
PACKAGES.
(Experimental Farms Note)

During the past few years a popular
way to make good the winter losses
of bees, and even to make a start in
beek: plng,‘ 28 teen to purchase a
pound or two of bees with a queen in
spring shipped from a specialist in the
southern States by express, and more
recently by parcel post also.

From experimental shipments re-
ceived at the Central Experimental
-Farm, 'O‘tawa, during the past four
years, and from enquiries amongst
beekeepers in cther places who have
received them, It can be said that this
method of odtaining bees should be
followed with caution.

At Ottawa, the best results were ob-
ained in 1917, when hree two-pound
lots with young fertile queens arrived
by express in good condition from an
experiented shipper in Alabama, after
having been seven days on the jour-
ney, on May 9, a week before the
honey-flow . from uandelion com-
menced. These bees, on arrival, were
given combs containing a little old
honey. The spring having been fav-
orable for breeding, they quickly de-
velope ! into strong colonies, and each
gave about as much honey as the aver-
age winterel colony.

But later experiments and investiga-
tions have shown that it is far too
much to expect such good results
every year, and that several accidents
ara likely to happen that may make
this method of acquiring bees any-
thing but profitable.

In the first place, bees are very per-
ishable. Several shipments by express
in April and May, 1918, from the
abov.: mentioned-dealer, arrived near-
ly all dead eleven days after des-
patch, but another shipment received
by parcei post on April 28, 1919, ar-
rived in good condition only four days
after despatch. Heavy losses both by
express and parcel post have occasion-
ally been reported.

Morzover, the journey often injures
the queens, so that they are liable to
do poor work, or to die soon after ar-
rival. This ‘misfortune was mainly
instrumental in spoiling the results in
1919, from six lots received in good
condition by parcel post from the
same breede . They together produced
on'y 282 pounds of honey, while each
wintered colony gave 187 pounds, two
of the queens having died a day or
two after arrival, and two more hav-
ing been superseded a week or two
later. A short breeding season before
the honey flow contributed to these
poor results.

The sender, owizg to a ruch of or-
ders or unexpected unfavorable weath-
er, may %: unable to supply the bees
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until the summer; after the season has
gone, and one.or two instances have
occurred of bee diseases having been
introduced by bees from the south.
However, postal regulations are now'
in force in both countries forbidding
the bees sent by parcel post to be ac-
companied by combs, which will help
to remove the risk »f the transmission
of foul-brood. .

So great has been the demand for
these southern bees in recent springs,
that inexperienced dealers have aris-
en who have shipped them in boxes
unsuitably constructed and provision-
ed, and som>times wi’h too many bees
in the box, resulting in heavy loss, A
few unprincipled dealers have also
appeared who have sent old bees or
too large a proportion, of drome bees,
or virgin instead of tez‘tile queens. One
may expect, however, that as the
trade in these southerm®bees become
more stabilize€, and after the trans-
portation employees become accustom-
ed to recognize he very per:zhable na-
ture of this merchandise, the losses
will be less frequent.

On the whole, wer would advise be-
ginners to buy bees locally in prefer-
ence to getting them early from the
south, particularly beeause in the lat-
ter case, combs and expert care are
needed. We also think that, at the
present high price of bees and unfav-
orable rate of exchange with the Un-
ited States, those who have bees will
pay better to make from their own
bees by breeding queens and prepare
them with extra good ‘care for the
winter than to depend on purchasing
bees from the south in spring. Th
who wish to try the experiment of
buying \bees from the south for the
first time. could protect themselves
by ordering only a few packages and
noting in what condition they arrive
before ordering more. It is advisable
also’ to order from reliable dealers
some weeks or months before the bees
are wanted. 2

There is no customs duty on bees
entering Canada, but an entry for cus-
toms returns, v:1ich usually causes lit-
tle or no delay, is required.

Most of tha cbjections to procuring
combless packages of bees from the
south in early rpring are overcome by
getting them from the warmer parts
of Canada later on in the season. Sev-
eral Canadian firms zre now supply-
ing these and beginners can make a
fair start by obtaining one or two
of these lots in June or early July,
without having to buy combs.—F. W.
L. Sladen, Apiarist.

The approved
practice is-to breed a Jersey at from
13 to 17 months old; a Holstein from
17 to 21 months of age.

Every farmer should have enough
confidence in his soil and ‘enough
faith in his own efforts in tilling the
soil to believe he will be justified in
using manure, fertilizer, cover crops
and other means of improving soil.
Those who hesitate to improve poor
soil and farming may never be what
it should.

INFLUENZA HAS
LATER DANGERS

Particular Care Needed When
Patient is Conval scent, Says
Expert.

The influenza eonvalescent who has
apparently recovered from the disease
and is yet in a strangely weak and de-
pressed condition should be the object
of particular care, according to ur.
Louis 1. Harris, director of the Bureau
of Preventable Diseases of the New
York Health Department. ¥n the opin-
ion of Dr, Harris, after care of the in-
‘fluenza patient is most important. The
co-operation of the patient, coupled
with the willingness to see that the
weakness and depression are a .part
of the illness, though coming after the
disease itself has spent its force is a
big factor in effecting a complete re-
turn to full health. On the other hand,
the determination to ignore this de-
bilitated condition and to ‘fight against
it, will, Dr. Harris says, frequently
bring serlonbs consequences upon the
patient.

AFTER EFFECTS BAD.

“The subject of the after effects ol
influenza,” said Dr. Harris, “is one of
particular interest to the scientist at
the present time. -

“First, and” perhaps the most mo-
mentous condition to be considered is
the striking depression, mental, nerv-
ous, and physical, complained of by
most patients. Those attacked by the
disease with moderate severity are al-
most always afflicted with this depres-
slon, which should be recognized and
.dealt with. Those who have had mild
cases of the epidemic are little affect-
ed by depression, and their quick re-
turn to health and strength gives rise
to the belief that influenza is trivial
On the contrary, influenza in its after
effects is anything but trivial, and
calls for the application of rules of
common sense and zanitation which
are the fruit of years of experience.

“Tonic treatment, well chosen diet,
and great care in not becoming over-
tired or allowing the body to be chill-
ed are necessary. Eggs may be eaten;
but not more than two a day, for the
average adult. Of course, it must be
rermenbered that in many cases this
disease’ tends to direct its force
against the kidneys, and therefore we
instruct patients to avoid eating a
great amount of meat, eggs, or beef
extracts., Eggs, soft boiled, poached,
or beaten, raw, are advisable in lim-
ited number. The raw eggs should
always be well agitated before taking.

WHEN GOOD FOOD IS BAD.

“With milk and eggs as a founda-
tion the patient should eat good nour-
ishing food, including meat, fish, and
vegetables, simply prepared. Frying,
for instance, is out of the question.

Good food prepared in an unassimil- |

able manner becomes bad food;. egpe-
cially .is this to be noted in cases of
convalescence from influenza, for the
disease pften manifests itself in vom-
iting, and in intestinal and gastric dis-
turbances, and it is important not to
weaken the digestive function by the
eating of poorly prepared food, or even

the Dest of food in ill-advised quant- |

itles. . The quantitative distribution of
foodstuffs should be so adjusted as not
to overtax the stomach, but the
patient should eat generously and fre-
quently.”

Origin of Earl
Haig's Title }

(By John A. Maxwell ¥dington.)
Pride of ancestry and love of thé an-

‘| ‘elent Scottish homeland blaze out in |
the title. “Mar! Haig, of Bemersyde,”

assumedl by the famous soldier ‘'who com-
manded the victorious -British armies in
France and Flanders. An anclent pro-
ovhecy, too, has been helped in its ful-
fitment, for almost 760 years ago the
famous Thomas the Rhymer uttered
these words, which ‘ever siace have been
guoted in the southeast of Scotland:

*Tyde what may betyde,
Halg shall be Haig of Bemersyds,”

This Thomas the Rhymer was an im-
portant man in his day—ianded gentie-
man of ‘I'weedside, as well as poet and
prophet. His estate was not lar from
semersyde, which is three and a balf
nMies east of Melrose. Thomas the
Khymer was Wwitness to the undated
charter ‘of Petrus de Haga, c? Bemer-
syde, and the best authorities reter to
it semewhere toward the close of the
thirteenth century. Therein the prophet
is named ‘“Thomas Rhymer de Ercil-
dune.” KErcildune is wow Earlston, on
the Leader, about two miles from its
junction with the Tweed.

Earl Haig, it has to explained, is
himself not from Berwickglire, or “The
Merse,” the old home of his ancestors.
He is what is known in Scotland as a
“Fifer—that is, a native of Fifeshire,
the ancient ‘““Kingdom of Fife,” lying
on the north shore of the Firth of Forth
and washed on the east by the North
Sea. The claims of the Haigs to “an
auld descent,” to use Allan Ramsay’'s
phrase, are nevertheless beyond question.

A sturdy, warlike race they were, these
old Haigs, of Bemersyde, with red hand
in every foray, from the earliest days
of which we have record of them. Some
authorities think they are of ancient
Pilctish extraction, and others think they
are descended from the ancient Britons.
A Norman origin is more likely. Be that
as it may, the Haigs trace their desceat,
by indisputable documents, from an
earlier Petrus de Haga than the one who
flourisked in the days of Thomas the
Rhymer. This Petrus de Haza was pro-
prietor of the lands and barony of Bem-
ersyde in the regions of Maico'm IV. and
Willlam the Lion. Kings of Sco:land,
which last succeeded ,to the Crown in

1165 and died in 124. In a conation of
Richard de Morville, Constable of Scot-
land from 1162 to 1183, of the Chapel of

St. Leonard’s, in Lauderdale, to
Monastery of Dryburgh, Petrus
i .

Gilbert Haig, the
eighth Baron, fought with the Scottish
army, which defeated ap English force -
under the Earl of Northumberland at
Sark, in 1449. He also assisted the Earl
Angus in breaking the power Sf James,
‘Ear] of Douglas, in 1455, Willam Ha!
tentia Laird of Bemersyde, fell at Flod-
den in 1513. His son, Robert Haig, had
a command in the army under the Re-
gent Arran, which engaged the English
near Ancrum in 154. He captured Lord
Evers, an English leader, and as a re-
ward for this exploit he obtained a dis-
charge of all dutivs due by his family
to the Crown.

The great-grandson of this Barom,
James Haig, fourteenth Laird of Bem-
ersyde, had eight sons, the four oldest
of whom were kiiled in the seryice of
the Elector Palatinate King of Bohemia,
in 1629 and 1630. David Haig, the fifth
son, carried on_the line of the family
and was succeeded by his sen.

The time has been when news from
st Africa in the Congo on
was dark indeed; but the present and
future of the tribes that embrace, all
told, somgthing like 5,000,000 human
beings scattered over a tropical terri-
tory almost as large as Europe,
looks full of promise as one reads
the ‘report of Mr. Frank, Belgian
Minister of the Colonies, covering the
" period of the war and laying out a
programme for the future. During
the war there has been practically no
trouble in the Belgian Congo, prob-
ably as a result of the lines adopted
by the administration, for any idea
of forcing the natives into an uncon-
genial mold has been abandoned, and
the - country is being governed by
adapting methods to local conditions.
“Not only must we decentralize our
administrative organization,” runs the
report, but we must continue to
study and make the best possible use
of native institutions, respecting and
.developing them in all respects, even
it they offend our ideas and moral
conceptions, so long as they do not
offend against the essential principlés
of humanity and justice. Economic-
ally and industrially, the Congo may
reasonably become prosperous and
4mportant in accordance with those
essential fundamentals. One may
hope to hear far different and better
things from the Congo than one has
heard in the past.

Seines to Capture Sharks.

Faced with an alarming scarcity of
hides, the world for some time Las
turned to the sea for a supply, with
the result that a new industry is
developinig at various points on our
coasts. Recently immense seines nave

been devised and used for the cap-
ture of sharks and other fish whose
sking can be converted into leather.
One of the nets that has proved very
successful in this unusual fishing is
60) feet long and 18 feet deep, with
& 4-inch mesh of heavy twine. It s
operated from small boats, and as
many as 200 sharks have been taken
with it in -a single “ay.

Experiments conducted under Gov-
ernment supervision have disclosed
the fact that tanned shark skins are
suitable for shoe =wppers and other
articles. Five hundred. fish skins are
treated weekly at one tannery devot-
ed to the production of marine leath-
er, and plans have been made for
greatly increasing this output during
the next year. Each hide contains
from 10 to 40 squa-3 feet of excep-
tionally strong leather, and is sold at
& price depending upon the quality.
Valuable by-prcducts are obtained
from the flayed bodies of the fish,
including ‘ortilizer, glue, oil, and
musical strings. The skins of certain
wales, porpoices rays and devilfish
also can be utilized. Formerly these
inhabitants of the sea were regarded
@as worthless. Now they are expected
to become important factors in the
leather- market.—Popular Mechanics.

Twelve Thousand Died of Plague
In One Day im 1492,

At the ‘dawn of history a city is
known to have existed near the si‘s
of modern Cairo called Khere-ohe,
place of combat, because Horus and
Seth, of mythological fame, fought
there, says an exchange. Seth found

the body of his brother Osiris cut in~

to fourteen parts, and scattered the
pieces; whereupon Isis, wife of Osiris,
hunted the fragments so that she
might erect a monument for cach.
That is why so many tombs of Osiris
are encounteretl in European history.

Not until a century before thae Nor-
man conquest, a modern periol of
Egyptian history, was the present
Cairo founded by Goher, leader of
the troops of the Fatimite Caliph
Mulizz, following the Egyptian con-
quest.

In the year Columbus discovered
America a plague swept Cairo which
is said to have killed 12,000 citizens
in a day. It was a century before
that when Cairo may. be said to have
attained its zenith. After the plague
@ period of violence, rapine and mur-
der set in, and sultans were en-
throned and assassinated with dizzy-
ing speed and informality. As early
as the thirteenth centwy Christian
persecutions took place. Since then
the city has been Islam. Only eight
years ago an excuse of the - Grand
Mufti for declining to:approve execn-
tion of a murderer was that the \crime
was committed with a revolver, a
weapon not mentioned in the Koran.

Napoleon’s headquarters were a.
Cairo in 1798, following the Battle of
the Pyramids.. The'commander Bon-
aparte left behind was murdered. In
1811 the French finally were dislodged
and Cairo’s independence was re-es-
tablished.

SAN BLAS INDIANS.

The San Blas Indians 2re perhaps
the last remaining hermit nation.
China’s great wall has not only been
pierced but lies in ruins. Thibet’s iso-
lation has ben violated to such an ex-
tent that any moderately armed force
can peénetrate its fastness. Perry
opened the doors of Japan. White ex-
plorers have exploited the Congo. But
San Blas countenances no white vis-
itor—not even a ‘‘spigotty.”

It is the law of San Blas that no
white man shall visit that puré blood-
ed Indian dominion without express
permission and that no white man
shall never be allowed to remain there
after nightfall. The penalty is an un-
pleazant Indian form of execution.

The San Blas people are not exactly
untutored children of the jungle.

“The Government of the northern
region has come to the conclusion
that it cahnot -~ontinue to ' fight
against the Soviet forces on the Arch-
angel front, and offers to surrender
the town.” ;

Earl Curzon asserts that Gen. Miller
(Governor-General of Archangel) ask-
ed him to request that when the city
was taken over by tne Soviets no vio-
lence should be -committed againgt
properties of classes. 3

(A wireless message says that Earl
Curzon’s . words in this connection,
were “Against the representatives of
property of the population.” )

Lord Curzon concluded his note as
follows:

“In view of the fact that his Ma-.
jesty’s Government has been in large
measure responsible for more than a
year for the general 'welfare of the
population of the northern region of
Russia, it would create a painful im-
pression in England if the Soviet pow-
er has recourse to severe repressive
measures against the population.”

M. Tchitcherin' replied, proposing
that the White Guards surrender all
the northern regions, including the
Murmansk region and coast, as well
as all government and military prop-
erty, means of transport, munitions
and food supplies, the troops to give
up their arms and equipment. Pro-
viding that the surrender was agreed
{o, personal safety of all members of
he army was guaranteed, the same
applying to the responsible members
of the northern government and the
staffs of the command, who would be
permitted to leave the country.

3,000 DEATHS
ON EACH DAY

Terrible Toll of Disease in
Petrograd.

=

Most Bodies Left On Snow
In Country.

Helsingfors, Finland, - Cable, —
Reporws -ur serious living eonditions
at Petrograd have been received by
Professor Hermann Zeidler, of Vi-
borg‘ showing that typhus, cholera
and Influenza are taking a heavy
toll of the dcpleted™ population.
Prof. Zeidler will have charge of
the Russian Red Cross relief work
at Petrograd when Russia is opened
again to the outside world.

The reports state that up to Janu-
ary 15, dcaths in Petrograd were
reaching a total of 3,000 a day. The
coffin factories could turn out only
1,000 coffins daily, and most of the
bodies were being carried into the
country on sleds and left in the
snow. Many bodies were being
dropped through the ice in the River
Neva. TFunerals were prohibited-ow-
ing to the scarcity of horses and be-
cause of the depressing effect of fun-
eral processions on-tke people.

“Living conditions " are = intoler-
able,” said Prof.  Zeidler. “It costs
30,000 Lenine rubles a day for food
alone. . Petrograd at night is with-
out light, and | there is very little
water. Houses are flooded-by the
bursting of frozen _ pipes. The
sewers are stopped and sanitary
conditions are deplorable.

“The people have given up hope
and they do not wish to live. They
make grim jokes athong themselves
as to how much longer they will hold
out.”

Professor  Zeidler's information
about conditions in Petrograd is
wholly at variance with the cheerful
news given to the Associated Press
correspondent by M. Zorin a mem-
ber of the Bolshevik committee
from Petrograd that came to the
frontier to receive the Russians de-
ported from the United States. Zorin
said that every resident was obtaining
one and one-quarter pounds of bread
daily while Prcf. Zeidler asserts that
two ounces of flour is all that can be
supplied even to the favored classes,
the non-Bolshevili class receiving
none at all.

Zorin declared that there was no
scarcity now of wood fuel and that
some coal had been received from
the South. On the othér hand, Pro-
fessor Zeidler says:

' “Wood is so difficult to get that
the people are not permitted to burn
it in stoves. Those living in tene-
ments huddle “together for warmth in
rooms on the lower floors and slegp
there. They count themselves lucky if
the temperature of a room is one de-
gree above the freezing point. “

MONTAGU WARNS
AS TO TURKEY

Must Leave Ottoman Alcane
Or Stir India.

Her Part in War Entitles
Her to Voice.

London, “ablo. The right Hon-
orabie li. 8. Montagu, Secretary for
India, in' a statement to’ The kven-
ing Standard on the question of turn-
ing the Ottoman Government out of
Constantinople, said that if the tak-
ing of Constantinople from the Turk
was t0 be a mecessary result of the
war, “I respectfully suggest that you
ougnt not to have asked the Indians
to take part in the war against
Turkey.”

The secretary considers that India’s
wishes ehould be ccnsulted in the
matter, particularly as Indian soldiers
and material played a promineng part
in the response to the Empire’s needs.

“From one end of India to another,”
he declared, “all those who have ex-
pressed an eopinion on this eubject,
of whatever race or creed, beligve that
non-interference with the eeat of the
Caliphate is indicpensable to the in-
ternal and external peace of India.”

WILSON'S REPLY
'AS TO ADRIATIC

U. 8. Pregident’s Letter to
Reach London To-Day.

Still Refuses to Agree to
Ally Terms.

Washir ;ton, Despatc}'n -~ President
Wilsoa’s reply to the Entente Pre-
miers on the Adriatic question was
despatched by the United States
State Department. It is expected to be
in the hands of Ambassador Davis at
London to-morrow, and will be de-
livered as soon as it has been de-
coded.

Officials still declined to discuss the
contents of the communication, but it
is known that in exchanges - with
the Premiers, the President has made
an unequivocal statement of the Unit-
ed States Government's position, es-
pecially with regard to the forming
of agreements without the participa-
tion of this country.

It is understood that in his latest
note the President does not return
precisely to the arguments-and de-
cision announced in the note of Dec-
ember 9, which formed the basis of
the Adriatic agreement to which the
United States subscribed, as import-
ant events which have occurred in
Fiumé since that time are said to
have necessitated modification in
some respects to meet the changed
conditions.

However, the President is said to
have refused to agree to the terms
of the settlement arrived at by ' the
Premiers, and sent to Jugo-Slavia as
an ultimatum.

Acting Secretary of State Polk is
endeavoring to arrange for the simul-
taneous publication of the corres-
pondence on both sides of the Atlan-
tic and it is regarded now as probable
that the notes will be made public in
Washington soon after the President’s
reply is delivered at London and
Paris.

Council Retaliates for Mar-
tial Law.

Dublin, Cable. — Beginning to-
night, nartial law will be enforced
in this city between midnight and §
o'clock in the morning.

BRITISH HOUSE
DEFEATS GOV'T

On Private Member’s Mo-

tion On Police Pensions.

London cable: The Government
was defeated¢ in the Hcuse of Com-
mons to-night on a private member's
motion calling.for a large increase
in the pensions to all policemen re~
tired prior to April, 1919, in order to
meet the increased cost of living.
The motion, which was strofigly sup-
ported, carried by a votc of 123 to 57,
although it was opposed by the Gov-
ernment.

The Home Secretary, Edwart
Shortt, in behalf of the Government,
said he recognized that the House
was in favor of the motion, but it
would cost £50,000,000, and would be
followed by similar demands from all
other Government pensioners, and was
therefore inconsistent with the de-
mands made upon the Government to
exercise economy. He promised,
however, to see if anything was pos-
sible to relieve really hard cases.

The defeat of the Government has
no political significance, but it is con-
sidered that it will be rather usefaul
to the Government as an illustration
of the difficulties of effecting econ- -
omy, X ;
