§Nothing But Discourtesy and Contempt]
From President Castro— Congress |
Will Have to Decide What is to be‘

realize the extent to which they would
be embarrassed by the publication of
the facts when they passed the Lodge
resolution. The Department of State
has made every possible effort to obtain
courtesy, to say nothing of justice, from
the Castro regime, and the Secretary of
State now admits that he has done all
he can, and that the further disposition
of the case rests with Congress.

According to the view taken at the |
State Department this country must
deliver an ultimatum and follow it pla-
cently, and not supinely submit to
treatment from Venezuela which would
be the occasion of immediate reprisals
were it offered to a European nation,

And yet there is a grave question if
it would be wise or profitable for the
United States to undertake to admin-
ister chastisement. It is a serious ques-
tion if popular approal would greet the
application of force. It is equally ques-
tionable if the United States could
gracefully undertake the unpleasant
task in view of the work this country,
and especially this Administration, has
been doing to promote international
peace. And yet, ask officials, is it the
wish of the people or the judgment of
Congress that the Government should
supinely submit to contumely at the
hands of a South American dictatorship? |
This is precisely the question that the
Administration expects Congress to an
swer—the problem which it will soon
be up to Congress ‘to solve—and it was
to that end that the Secretary of State
suggested to Senator Lodge the advis-
ability of introducing his resolution,

The |
loose stones from the hole were put un-
der the floor, while their old clothes were
thrown in a heap to cover the hole.

Mr. McNab says at 1 o'clock there was
a smell of fire and smoke throughout |
the jail, and both Mr, McNab and Mr.
Everson went to the ward, but could
find no trace of fire. Evidently paper
had been burned and the remains sent |
down the sewer. Mr. McNab's opinion |
is that if Mr. Everson had gone into the
cell alone he would have been knocked
down, and then escape to the outer yard
would have been easy. To get over the
wall Cox used a ladder which had been
cleverly constructed in.a few minutes
ffom a wide board torn from one of the
outbuildings, to which strips were
nailed.

It is not known where the nails came
from, unless they were put under the
outside jail yard door. !

Ald. Lapointe Thinks Montreal a|
Sober, Law-abiding City.

Montreal, March 9. At to-day’s meet-
ing of the City Council Ald. Lapointe
gave a lengthy address dealing with
Senator Scott’s comment on Montreal’s |
drunkenness and crime. According to |
Ald. Lapointe, there are only 947 hotels
in Montreal, not 1,362, as stated by Sen-
ator Scott. He also points out that
in Quebec Province there are only
2,539 hotels, compared with 2691 in On-
tario. These figures are taken from the
reports of 1805.
