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SANG AT 
EXECUTION.

Fire More Turks Hanged at Stam­
boul To-day.

Condemned Men Sang Hymns Un­
til Swung Off.

Pitiable State of Those Sheltered 
at Refuge Camps.

Constantinople, May 17.—Five more 
men were hanged at half-past three 
o'clock this morning in front of the 
building of Parliament, opposite the 
Mosque of St. Sophia, in Stamboul. They 
had been found guilty by court martial 
of complicity in the murder of their of­
ficers in the revolutionary outbreak of 
April 13. One was a non-commissioned 
officer and the others were junior offi­
cers. The five men sang hymns while 
they were being conveyed from the War 
Office, where they had been confined, to 
the place of execution. Thy continued 
their songs while the final preparations 
for the hanging were being completed, 
and up to the very moment that the 
stools on which they were standing, with 
the ropes around their necks, were 
knocked from under their feet. All 
through the condemned men were as 
calm as though saying their prayers in 
u mosque.

SAME SMITH?
Detective Blcakjey Looks Over 

Brantford Burglar.

In thp arrest of Joe Smith, the French- 
Canadian burglar at Brantford last 
weok the local police think that the 
man responsible for the series of rob­
beries which took place in Hamilton a 
couple of weeks ago is now in jail. He 
pleaded guilty to eight charges of house 
robbery, and was remanded for sen­
tence until his record could be looked 
up. Detective Bleakloy was in Brantford 
or. Saturday, and from information ga­
thered there, it is believed that Smith 
ls ,he n,ai1 wanted here. His method of 
entering a house was peculiar, and it is 
this that affords the clue by which he 
has been traced. He generally entered a 
house by a rear window and" carried a 
number of short sharpened sticks with 
linn to pry the windows open. He ap­
pears to have been a rather careless bur­
glar as at several of the houses which ho 
burglarized these sticks were picked up 
near the window.

QUEEN AMELIE OF PORTUGAL.

ITALIAN KING
HONORS AMELIE.

Queen of Portugal Receives Decorations of 
Three Orders For Heroism.

Lisbon, May 17.—King Manuel has 
bestowed upon Queen Amelie, widow of 
King Carlos, the det^çajjions of three or­
ders for the heroism displayed by Her 
Majesty on the occasion of the assas­
sination of her husband and son in 
February, 1908. These orders are the 
Order of Christ, the Order of Santiago, 
and the military Order of St. Benoit

The decree recites that after King 
Carlos and Crown Prince Luis had been 
shot dead, the Queen, with noble courage

and maternal instinct, flung herself in 
front of her son Manuel and endeavored 
to thrust aside the weapon of Casta, lev­
elled at him. Her escape was remark­
able. The bullet struck her corsage, was 
deflected, and grazed the forearm of the 
prince. The Cabinet has given its unani­
mous approval to these decorations, 
never before conferred upon a woman. 
His Majesty has decorated also the po­
liceman who shot Buissa, the man who 
killed the King, giving him the Order of 
the Tower and the Swti»fc»w$his decora­
tion endows the recipient with the rank 
of an officer, and entitles him to a royal 
pension.

COSTLY BURIAL.
Four Thousand Dollar Coffin and 
Forty Thousand Dollar Funeral.

Founder of Paris Department Store 
to Surprise the Public.

Paris, May 17.—Almost every tourist 
who hivs visited Paris knows the great 
Magazins du Louvre, the big depart­
mental store between the Palais Royal 
and the Tuileries. Its founder, H. A. 
Cliauchard, now at the point of death, 
is preparing to give Paris a new sur­
prise. He is a bachelor, many times a 
millionaire, and lives in a princely resi­
dence. lie has often astonished the 
world by the fabulous prices he has paid 
for art treasures. He bought Millet’s 
“Angelus” for $21)0,000, and paid vast 
sums for other pictures, notably Meis- ! 
sonier’s “1815.” In his declining years the 
old gentleman has become rather eccen­
tric. and his chief occupation has been 
to arrange the details of his funeral, | 
which he has planned upon a royal scale.

WILL APPLY FOR 
AN INJUNCTION.

Euclid Avenue Residents Object to the Home 
For Incurable Consumptives.

Kerr Sc Thomson this morning notified 
Secretary Kappele that if the Hospital 
Board made any attempt to use the new 
Southam Home as a hospital for incur­
able consumptives that they would take 
legal proceedings on behalf of the Euclid 
avenue residents to prevent it. The pro­
perty owners made a strong fight 
against the building going there in the 
first place and after building operations 
began they succeeded in getting the 
Council to block the work until a by­
law could be submitted to the rate­
payers last January. This by-law 
asked for permission to raise deben­
tures to buy a new site and was badly 
beaten. It was decided then to complete 
the home on the hospital grounds. It is 
presumed that an injunction will be ap­
plied for under the clause which pro­
vides that no building for contagious 
ov infectious diseases can be erected 
with 150 yards of any dwelling. The 
Hospital Board got the consent of the

local Board of Health to build the home 
on the present site.

Mayor McLaren when spoken to said it 
was the first he had heard about the 
matter until it was time to take some 
action. “I don’t blame the people for 
kicking about the hospital being there,” 
said his worship.

Chisholm Sc Logie, acting on behalf 
of Mrs. Uretta Mills, have issued a writ 
for ejectmeut against Joseph Kennedy 
and Robert Simpson, from property 
owned by her. The land, which is a 20 
foot strip, is to the east of the Sked- 
den building on the haymarket.

Last of the Beamsville Libel

thur E. Bull issued a writ for libel 
against George Crain, asking for $3,000 
damages for alleged statements made by 
Crain as to Bull’s ability as a bookkeep­
er. Bull alleged that the defendant had 
defamed his character in connection 
with some alleged irregularities in book­
keeping, and that he appropriated 
moneys belonging to the defendant.

The defendant a short time after the 
issuance of the writ had Bull arrested 
on four or five charges of theft.

.John F. McIntyre, counsel for defend­
ant, made the usual motion for a new 
trial on the ground that the verdict 
was against the weight of evidence, and 
also contrary to law. Justice Garretson 
denied these motions. Mr. McIntyre 
then raised the point of jurisdiction of 
the Supreme Court over the defendant, 
contending that he had never been releas­
ed from the jurisdiction of the Federal 
Government, and therefore the case was 
not properly before the court. Mr. Mc­
Intyre also stated that Dr. Brush, who 
hud been an expert witness for the de- 
tence, had attended Capt, Hains since 
he was convicted and found him insane.

Justice Garretson said there was no 
evidence to that effect before the court 
and he declined to consider the motion 
in regard to jurisdiction.

The court clerk instructed Capt. Hains 
to come to the bar and proceeded to 
take his pedigree. The prisoner seemed 
dazed, and replied with some difficulty, 
in understanding the question. La-wyers 
McIntyre and Young, of the defence, 
stood on each side of Capt.-Hains, and 
assisted him in answering the questions 
of the court clerk.

In passing sentence Justice Garretson 
said that the defendant had had a fair 
trial and had been defended by experi­
enced lawyers, and a jury had rendered 
a verdict commensurate with the require­
ments of the law. He said that he was 
not aware that any errors of law had 
been committed during the trial.

Gen. Hains, the defendant’s father, and 
Majof John Powers Hains, who were in 
court, displayed much emotion when the 
captain was sentenced. Immediately af­
ter sentence the prisoner’s lawyers asked 
for a stay of sentence for a few days in 
order to make an appeal.

.Justice Garretson said the case would 
take the usual course, and^gave the de­
fence twenty-four hours in which to file 
an appeal. He then remanded Captain 
Hains to the custody of the sheriff.

NO STRIKE.
Nearly All Journeymen Carpent­

ers at Work To-day.

The threatened trouble between the 
builders and the carpenters has passed 
off quietly, and the horizon appear# to 
be clear, at least for a time. The men 
wanted the builders to sign an agree­
ment to pay them 35c. an hour, a cut of 
2’/3c. an hour in their wages, but owing 
to the competition of the builders not 
belonging to the association the Build­
ers’ Association decided not to grant the 
request, as it would place them on an 
unequal footing with the outsiders.

The men had a meeting on Friday 
night, but nothing definite was done, and 
they met again on Saturday. The 
builders expressed themselves willing to 
sign an agreement to pay the men 32y2c., 
but that was not agreeable to the men. 
On Saturday some of -the builders noti­
fied the men that if they were unwilling 
to agree to the terms to take their tools 
away, but nearly all the men were at 
work this morning. It is not thought 
there will be any serious trouble now.

CHINESE WHISKEY.
The Result of » Raid on Chinese 

Laundry at St. Thomas.

St. Thomas, Ont., May 16.-—The police 
and License Inspector Compton to day 
raided a Chinese laundry managed bv 
Chinaman Pong^Lcc, and confiscated 185 
bottles filled with Chinese whiskey, 
which Pong Lee has been secretly sell­
ing, especially to women, which first 
aroused the police suspicions of liquor 
being sold there. It was learned that a 
Chinese in London wholesales this liquor 
and sells it to his brother Chinese in 
small towns. The fluid is so strong that 
a tablespoonful diluted will make a pint 
of ordinary whiskey.

NEW DEFENCE.
Germany's Chain of Airship Stations 

on French Border.

New York. May 16.—A cable des­
patch to the Herald from Berlin says: 
Germany is to be fortified with a chain 
of airship stations, stretching from 
Lake Constance by way of Alsace and 
Lorraine to the Rhine provinces, as -far 
north as Hamburg.

As each of these stations will be 
within a short distance of the. French j 
border, the plan has its significance. 
There is vague talk of establishing an­
other airship line skirting the Baltic 
and North Seas. This would mean 
looking in the direction of Britain, but 
the initial activity in ihc southwest 
may be interpreted as meaning, com­
paratively speaking, that Britain's mili­
tary aerial forces arc not yet formida­
ble.

In connection with tlie recent an­
nouncement of the inauguration of an 
airship line between Lucerne and vari­
ous German points, it has been stated 
that many branch lines will be neces­
sary. The main line of communication 
wili pass from Lucerne over Friedrichs- 
liaven by way of either Stuttgart or 
Strasburg to Mannheim, Frankfurt-on- 
tbc-Main, Cologne and Hamburg.

In any case airship houses arc to 
he constructed both at Stuttgart and 
Strasburg. Metz is on the list, of 
course, and it is well understood that 
the Zeppelin No. 1. famous for recent 
evolutions, will be lodged there sooner 
or later.

ATLANTIC CITY SCARED.

Tales of a Varmint That Screams Like 
a Woman and Eats Bulldogs.

Atlantic City, N. J., May 16.—Weird 
tales of the presence of some sort of a 
“varmint” that screams like a woman 
and carries off watch dogs set on it, 
reached this city last night and has 
aroused sportsmen, who will search «the 
woods back of Pleasantville, where the 
animal has its present habitation. Chas. 
Erwin, a farmer, reported the presence 
of the beast after his wife had become 
hysterical from fear.

According to Erwin, the animal leaves 
tracks like an immense eat and the be­
lief is £hat it is a panther scaped 
from a circus. Erwin declares 'that 
his bulldog, set to datch the prowler 
on Friday night, disappeared and left 
only a few pieces of leather colar and 
a trail of blod on the edge of the woods 
near a big swamp. Men armed with 
shotguns and rifles will scour 'the woods 
to-morrow.

The reports of the slaughter of Chris­
tians in Asia Minor have been greatly 
exaggerated. Probably not more than 
ten thousand have been slain.

WAY TO SEABOARD?
Mackeuzie-Mann Combination Be­

lieved to be Seeking That.

Niagara Falls., Unt., May 16.—The 
presence here last week of surveyors 
working about the site of the proposed 
bridge, just north of the upper steel 
arch bridge, has again given rise to the 
belief that the Mackenzie-Matin inter­
ests, which by getting control of the 
Electrical Development Company, ac­
quired the necessary bridge rights, in 
tend soon to develop the 80-foot light 
of way beside the transmission line 
from this city to Toronto.

Not long since theer was a confer 
ente here of railroad men, called for 
the purpose of formulating a traffic 
agreement whereby the Canadian North 
ern road extended to the frontier might 
have entrance over the bridge to the 
American side.

It is said that only the panic pre­
vented the plan being carried out. The 
Canadian Northern taps the greatest 
wheat belt of the Dominion, but can­
not. reach the seaboard or inland watr- 
way conveniently. The development of 
the right of way from Toronto with an 
American traffic, agreement would sup­
ply that deficiency.

New Method of Drying Buildings.
Drying new buildings is done perfect­

ly three days by the new Sheffield me­
thod. Hitherto occupation of’newly built 
houses has been delayed in order to al­
low them to dry, but with the use of 
this new apparatus freshly plastered 
rooms can be entirely dried within three 
days and the excessive moisture of the 
walls completely extracted.

The apparatus consists of a stove with 
a firebox suitable for coke fuel, sur­
rounded by a number of small diameter 
tubes similar to gas pipes. By means of 
the apparatus fresh, dry, outside air en­
ters constantly into the air supply tubes 
and is highly heated in the tubes sur­
rounding the fire places. It ascends in 
a dry, heated state in the room, passes 
along the ceiling and walls, and ab­
sorbs the dampness, sinking down af­
ter being saturated with the same and 
re-entering the the apparatus.

It then mixes with the coke gases in 
the outlet tube for the smoke, and even­
tually escapes into the chimney. This 
constantly renewed, fresh, outside air 
furnishes an abundance of carbonic acid 
to the mortar, thus handening it and 
producing in a short time the same ef­
fect as if the mortar had dried natural­
ly. It is claimed by this system that no 
moisture can possibly show later on. A 
striking recommendation for the appar­
atus is that the German law prohibiting 
the habitation of any house until six 
months after construction is abrogated 
by the authorities where this syfctem is

Lighthouse Keeper and Companion 
Probably Drowned.

Sault Ste. Marie, Mich., May 15.— 
Captain A. A. Batten, of the steamer 
Caribou, which arrived here from the 
north to-day, reports that Robert 
McMenneniy, keeper of the lighthouse 
at Otterhead, on the north shore of 
Lake Superior and a man named Wil­
son, who started a week ago for Heron 
Bay for supplies, are missing. A fierce 
gale sprang up soon after they left the 
light, and they are supposed to have 
been lost.

Cut In Two.
Cornwall, May 10.—The body of an 

unknown young man was found on the 
G. T. R. near Bainsville on Friday. It 
was cut in two. It is thought that the 
unfortunate man was riding on the 
bumpers of a freight train «and fell on 
the rails. The heads of a young girl 
and a horse were tattoed on one arm.

Knew How to Keep His Clothes Dry.

elderly professor whose skill with his 
gun was hardly equal to the profundity 
of his intellect. Suddenly a heavy 
storm of rain came on, and as there was 
no shelter on the moor the shooters got 
thoroughly drenched through. At least, 
all but one suffered—the professor. He 
had mysteriously disappeared when the 
rain came on, and he did not join the 
party until the sun was shining once 
more. To the amazement of the others 
the erudite one was as dry as a bone. 
The others, drenched and disgusted, in­
quired of him how it was he had escaped 
n wetting. “Directly the rain came on,” 
replied the professor, “I went off by 
myself, stripped off my clothes, and sat 
on them until the storm was over.”—\

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OBLIGATORY STATE RELIGION
A short time ago the Synod of Hamil­

ton and London complained of the lack 
of Bible instruction given in the public 
schools, notwithstanding the provision 
made therefor, and expressed itself as 
of opinion that the failure was due to 
the lack of “provision for examination 
in Scripture lessons.” The Synod ex­
pressed its resolve to petition for such 
changes in the law as would meet its 
views. The Synod of Toronto and 
Kingston takes a similar course. This 
question of religious teaching in the 
Public Schools under the compulsory 
system of state education is one involv­
ing great- difficulty. He who 4ns over­
looked the obstacles to the way of its 
success has given but little study to the 
question. How to teach religion in the 
Public Schools, so as to meet the views 
of those who clamor for it without seri­
ously trenching on the rights of the in­
dividual is a question that has never yet 
been satisfactorily answered.

Mr. G. K. Chesterton, the eminent 
English essayist, writing upon the sub­
ject. says :

The question of whether the Bible can 
be taught merely as literature is a ques­
tion that raises the whole riddle of 
things that have two meanings, a big 
meaning and a small meaning. Gan the 
anywhere except as literature Yes, 
atiywhere except in Islam. Gan the Bi­
ble be taught as pure literature? Yes; 
anywhere except in a Protestant coun­
try.

That is something to think about; 
and the more it is considered the more 
reasonable it becomes. The Bible can­
not be treated as any other book is 
treated in a Christian country. Christ­
ians cannot desire that it should be so 
treated. To do so would be to outrage 
their religions sentiments. As Mr. Ches­
terton point» out, “It is the old-fashion­
ed theologians who ought to 'nsist ou 
secular education. It is the orthodox 
Puritans who ought to want the Bible 
kept out of the schools. The truth can, 
indeed, be put in a kind of dilemma. 
Either the Bible must be offered as 
something extraordinary or as some­
thing ordinary. If it is offered as some­
thing ordinary, that is grossly and atro­
ciously unfair to the theologians and 
the believers.”

The assumption of those who advo­
cate compulsory scriptural training in 
the State Public Schools is that if the 
Bible be taken out of the schools it will 
be taken out of the interest of those 
who believe in it. Mr. Chesterton says 
this is a mistake. “Those who do not 
believe in it are exactly the people who 
have no reason to object to it. It is the 
people who do believe in it who have a 
right to get restless»” At some length 
lie deals with the difficulties of such 
Biblical instruction as is demanded for 
the Board Schools in England, and al­
leges that if Bible instruction is a suc­
cess, then Board School instruction is a

We incline to the belief that in this 
country pressing for examinations on 
Biblical teachings in the Public Schools 
is a mistake—a mistake not only having 
in view the end to be attained, but a 
tactical blunder on the part of its advo­
cates. Our Public School law affords 
large oportunities for progress in religi­
ous and moral education. It is to be 
doubted whether good will result from 
demands for organized definite examina­
tions upon the Scripture teaching there 
given. It is even to be feared that the 
measure of tacit consent given to the 
present regulations may be brought in­
to dispute, Snd that the not unreason- 
r.ble demand of the parent that the state 
refrain from intruding upon the domain 
of conscience may be evoked. There 
are, we know, people who an. always 
ready to argue for religion, to fight for 
it, even to die for it, when it would be 
far easier and more effective did ft hey 
but live it. Perhaps, if these people 
combined in a crusade to produce a re­
vival of interest in home duties and par­
ental training, and the quickening of 
church and Sunday school and other 
agencies of Christian culture, they 
would be less inclined to invoke the 
fleshy arm of the state in their aid. And 
the probability is that there would be 
little need of it. The schools, like all 
the other institutions of our civilization, 
would then, by natural consequence, be­
come truly Christian.

The Mail and Empire publishes an al­
leged special cable stating that a grave 
condition of affairs, amounting to gross 
maladministration, has been exposed in 
the navy. It is alleged that “the truth 
will not be published,” but ?ays that Ad­
miral Fisher “has almost crippled the 
service.” Evidently, if the reputation of 
the British navy is to be damaged by 
any efforts which fakirs can make, our 
contemporary ie not going to miss the 
chance.

Sir William Van Horne says that the 
railway charges of North America arc 
much too low, and that they do not 
earn as much as they should on the cap­
ital invested, lie declares that “the so­
lution of the problem will not be Gov­
ernment ownership.

Olmsted, the Buffalo publicity expert. 
A city is what its people make it. While 
the people are divided, and elements 
serving outside interests try to talk and 
write down home industries, borne at­
tractions and home opportunities, how 
can they hope to make the best pro­
gress? Fortunately, Hamiltonians now 
show signs of appreciation of their own 
unrivalled advantages, and if all hearti­
ly join in “Hamilton first” work and 
quit knocking we shall spell the results 
in capitals soon. *

The Toronto World raises a whoop of 
jov at the discovery that there io a meat 
combine in Great Britain. True, its 
joy is tempered by the fact that the 
combine only partly controls the situa­
tion, but the world cannot resist the 
temptation to use its discovery as evi­
dence strong as Holy Writ that free 
trade is no safeguard against com­
bines. And yet the World has time and 
again assured us that the embargo upon 
Canadian cattle was simply a round­
about way of giving the landlord classes 
of Great Britain •'protection’’ against 
Canadian stock raisers !

The party of Antipodean newspaper 
men who are in charge of George Ham, 
of the C. P. R., arrived in Toronto yes­
terday, and, after visiting Niagara to­
morrow. they will proceed east on their 
way to England to-fnorroiv evening. It 
is unfortunate that their itinerary gives 
them so little chance to see much of the 
country save from train windows, but 
we may be sure that Mr. Ham will make 
the most of his opportunities, such as 
they are. The delegates will have bigger 
ideas of Canada and Canadians when 
they leave Canada than when they en­
tered it.

The Railway Board essiiys a com­
mendable work when it issues orders to 
prevent indiscriminate spitting in cars 
and railway stations, and requires such 
places to be kept in a clean and sani­
tary condition. There are occasionally 
yet met with people who have little re­
gard for the decencies and cleanliness 
which they owe to their fellows; hut

there has been a great improvement in 
recent years in the matter of spitting. 
We are sure that the railway companies 
will co-operate heartily with the Rail­
way Board in having the law lived

The Detroit aldermen are preparing 
an ordinance intended to rid that city 
of its plague of medical fakirs who fat­
ten upon the credulous by various kinds 
of schemes. Alleged “doctors” of all 
kinds of “pathics” ; and medical show­
men giving various kinds of entertain­
ments possess themselves of the money 
of the ignorant suffering poor, leaving 
them mostly the worse in pocket and 
in health. It is proposed to charge these 
gentry a license fee of $15 a month each 
and to surround their business with 
strict regulations.

A recent cable despatch indicates that 
Joseph Chamberlain is iti very poor 
health, and that his mental condition is 
far from hopeful. He suffers from loss 
°f memorj*. and recently informed his 
w*ife that John Bright was coming to 
dine with him, «1 though in a short time 
he had forgotten making the statement. 
The despatch says that he is not thought 
to have grasped the principles of the 
budget; but it is not improbable that a 
statement with regard to it, signed by 
him, will be given to the public. It is 
pitiful to think of the Chamberlain of 
old in such a condition, exploited by self- 
seeking politcians.

A contemporary looks forward to a 
time, not far distant, when dirigible bal­
loons will regularly run between the 
great cities. Taking the first cost of 
the airship at $150,000 end that of its 
crew and operation at about $112.000 a 
year, it estimates that it would have to 
realize $000 for every 12-hour journey 
in order to clear expenses. Even if it 
carried 15 passengers each trip, this 
would necessitate a charge of $00. But 
there are many other charges before pro­
fits could be considered, not the least 
of which would be insurance and dam­
ages. Perhaps, even then, not more 
than 25 per cent. of the passengers 
would need care afterwards other than 
to bury them.

The Vancouver News-Advertiser 
(Tory) gets off this joke upon the Bri­
tish Columbia Tory Government. Speak­
ing of the marked increase of trade in 
the northern portion of the province, 
our contemporary, winking its other 
eye, says, “the result is due to the con­
struction of the Grand Trunk Pacific 
Railway and the vigilance with which 
the provincial government has protected 
the interest i of the public in connec­
tion with that work.” The point becomes 
evident when it is said that the British 
Columbia Provincial Govergment has 
been exceedingly active in placing every 
obstacle possible in the way of the 
Grand Trunk Pacific, the Ministers 
stumping the Province and denouncing 
the Dominion Government for promoting 
the road. It should be said, however, 
that the News-Advertiser did not con­
duct that sort of a campaign.

It should hardly be necessary to press 
upon public attention the importance 
of the Tuberculosis Convention to be 
hold here this week, and the great ad­
vantages which may flow from it in the 
way of education, if our people take up 
the work in a proper spirit. Hamilton 
is a fine convention town. We have in 
the Sanitarium conducted under the 
auspices of the Hamilton Health Asso­
ciation a centre for demonstrating the 
practicability of the campaign for the 
suppression of the scourge. The medi­
cal profession is a unit iii approving and 
forwarding the work, and the effort is 
being made to interest the public schools 
and to educate the pupils to an intelli­
gent appreciation of the dangers of the 
disease, how to avoid it and how to 
conquer it in its incipiency. Let all who 
feel that such a work deserves encour­
agement do their share to make the 
convention a success. The lectures and 
exhibits will be open to all, and it is 
safe to say that no one can attend them 
without deriving benefit therefrom. Go 
and take your friends.

A SERMON TO 
THE S. O. E.

Canon Abbott Was in Dundas 
Yesterday.

The Funeral of the Late Charles 
Sturroch•

Dundas, May 17.—(Special)—The ser­
mon by Canon Abbott, of Hamilton, yes­
terday afternoon in St. James’ Church 
drw a large congregation. The Sons of 
England marched in a body from their 
hall to the church, and the Daughters of 
England, a recently formed society in 
the town, also attended in goodly num­
bers. To these were added large num­
bers of citizens generally. The churçli 
services were conducted by Rev. Mr. 
Fletcher, who was in charge of St. 
James' for the day. The sermon was a 
masterly one, such a one as causes peo­
ple to sit up and think, and abounded, 
in terse, bold statements and vigorous 
anathemas directed against “Do-nothing- 
its,” who complacently enjoy life ns 
pleasantly as possible, earing little for 
the less fortunate ones of the world, and 
doing little for the amelioration of the 
unfortunate and needy. The text was 
the Lord’s parable of the man who fell 
among thieves and was robbed and mal­
treated, whom the priest and the Levite 
passed by, but was tenderly cared for 
by the despised Samaritan. The priest 
and the Levite were scored and con­
demned as equally criminal with the 
thieves and robbers, the actual perpetra­
tors of the robbery. People, he declar­
ed. who witness the awful depredations 
of intemperance, and idly desist from 
lending a hand in temperance reforma­
tion work arc equally guilty with those 
who ply the trade for their own gain. 
J’he “do-riothingites,” a body larger than 
nny church, lodge, or charitable insti­
tution, arc criminals in so far es they 
permit without making any effort to up­
lift humanity or lighten the load of the 
unfortunate.

The sermon was listened to through­
out with almost breathless interest, and 
created a profound and lasting impres­
sion. A liberal collection was received.

Synopsis of Canadian North­
west Land Regulations.

ANY person who is the sole head of a fam­
ily. or any male over 18 years old, may 

homestead a quarter-eecllon of available 
Dominion land In Manitoba, Saskatchewan or 
Alberta. The applicant must appear in per­
son at the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub- 
Agency for the district. Entry by proxy may 
be made at any agency, on certain conditions, 
bv father, mother, son. daughter, brother or 
slater, of intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and 
cu'tivatlon of the land In each of three years. 
A homesteader may live vlihln nine mile* of 
hi- homestead on a fenn of al least 80 acre* 
solely owned and occupied hy him or by his 
father, mother, ion, daughter, brother or sis-

In certain conditions a homesteader in good 
standing may pre-empt a quarter-section 
aloLgside his homestead. Price $3.00 per 
acre. Duties—Must reside six months io each 
of six years from date of homestead entry 
(Including the time required to earn home­
stead patent) and cultivate fifty acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted hie home­
stead right and cannot obtain a pre-emption 
may take a purchased homestead in certtln 
districts. Price $3.00 per acre. Duties—Muet 
reside elx months in each of three years, 
cultivate fifty acres aud erect a house worth 
$600.00.

His Interesting Address at the 
N. Y. Canadian Club Banquet.

Tells of Canada’s Great Resources 
and Immense Commerce.

Shows How Tariff Barriers Affect 
Trade Between It and States.

At the annual banquet of the Canadian 
Club of New York, held at Hotel Astor 
on Friday last, W. O. Sealey, M. P. for 
Wentworth, spoke on “International 
Trade and Commerce.” The speech has 
attracted wide attention throughout the 
States and Canada, and the Times pub­
lishes it in full:

I thank the committee for the kind 
invitation, and am delighted to have the 
honor of attending this annual- banquet 
of the Canadian Club of New York, more 
particularly so on account of your most 
worthy president, who is not only a 
Canadian born, but a native of our own 
county of Wentworth, where on the 
Janefield farm, in the glorious old town­
ship of Beverly, he spent his childhood 
days, no doubt helping to plant some of 
that magnificent row of trees that stand 
on either side of the long lane as you 
approach the beautiful elevation where 
the commodious farm buildings are situ­
ated in the centre of a magnificent two- 
hundred-acre farm, still owned and occu­
pied by his family. There, where the 
best of grain and high grade stock of all 
kinds, particularly horses, are produced 
and matured, and I have no doubt these 
environments of his early days, coupled 
with the s^jendid, bracing) air of that 
northern locality, stimulated and helped 
to lead him to the honored position of 
president of the Canadian Club of New 
York, as well as a leader in his calling,
the medical profession, and for these 
reasons 1 feel particularly proud to, be 
a guest here to-night.

Now let me turn briefly to the sub­
ject of the toast with which you have 
honored my name, that is “International 
Trade and Commerce.”

Canada and the United States, two of 
the greatest commercial countries in the 
world, lying side by side on this North 
American continent, both most prosper­
ous and progressive, each in their own 
individual way, which in many cases and 
under many circumstances are very sim­
ilar. continue to hew out for themselves 
and their country their own future des 
tiny, which they confidently expect to 
be greater than has been.,

On account of their adjacent situa­
tion and on account of the much smal­
ler population, industrial development 
and general wealth. Canada had looked 
up to the United States as being her 
Muiior, largely having the control and 
destiny of her future commercial and in 
dustrial life, and for that reason 

CANADA HAD KNOCKED 
at the door of the United States for 
years, seeking a more friendly and ad­
vantageous reciprocal trade' relation, 
especially m natural and agricultural 
pioducts; and while her rappings were 
courteously received, and an indifferent 
hand was constantly held out to her, un­
til perhaps ten or twelve years ago. 
when keyed up to'the greatest strain of 
commercial energy bv the pure bracing 
air of the “Highlands of Canada," the 
men of the North resolved, that hav­
ing failed to negotiate reasonably with 
ihe United States, they must.
Uiciv might and give opportunity to 
the pent im commercial energy thus 
poqulred, they decided to look around 
Im other opportunities of commercial 
exchange, when those of the remainder 
of the Empire seemed to strike them as 
tlm most practical and convenient at 
hand. Thereafter, through the lovaitv 
and foresight of that great Canadian,

X\ ilfred Laurier, a commercial pre­
ference of 12V6. 25 and 33 1-3 per cent, 
wn- given to the Mother Country, Bri­
tain. which was accepted iu the" lovai 
6l?,rit i» which it was made, and while 
not returned with an actual commercial 
preference, it was returned by a senti­
mental preference, which gave Canadian 
fioduMs special preference on equal 
terms under any circumstances, until 
t"day. the trade records show that 
while twelve years ago, calculated upon 
« lier capita basis we ranged fifth or 
Hxth among the commercial nations of 
the world, since that time, however, so 
great lias been our progress, we have 
risen from sixth place commercially per 
runila. until to-dav we stand at " the 
h'-ad of the list.,, being four times great- 
pr. per capita, than the United Stales 
a"d ten times greater than any other 
country in the world, and to-day the 
cye> nf the world are more upon the 
northern half of the North American 
continent than ever before. While the 
aggregate trade of the United States 
is vastly greater than the aggregate 
trade of Canada, this is due to the im­
mense preponderance of population, 
which the United States enjoys over 
Canada in the proportion of about 15 to 
1 But in individual or per capita trade, 
which is the real test of commercial en­
terprise and national industry, Canada 
has within recent years demonstrated 
to the commercial world, that far from 
*:lgging behind in the race for trade 
and commercial supremacy, she is well 
t'j fhe front, if not in the very first

While Canada as per capita has this 
. great distinction, her commercial and 

business men still
I’EEL THAT HER POSITION 

could be made greater, and that the po­
sition of the United States could he 
made greater, if the barrier on natural 
and agricultural products were brought 

.to iijnnrfi mutually satisfactory basis. 
For instance, in the lumber trade, the 
natural source of supply for the eastern 
manufacturing States is from central 
Canada, and the natural source of sup­
ply of the middle west of Canada is 
from the northern central States, but by 
the United States trade barrier a great 
deal of the Canada central product is 
diverted backward to the middle Cana­
dian west, and has to be freighted to 
the United States east. Hence, in that 
particular case, both countries are. pay­
ing long and expensive freight charges 
entirely unnecessary, and without any 
corresponding advantage. But we have 
splendid transportation north and south, 
and while Canada has perhaps more for- 

- ests than any other country in the 
world, she has been for years acting in 
advance of the suggestion of that great 
statesman, the president of the United 
States, and conserving her forests, so 
that recently when there was an inclin­
ation to realize on southern pine, it was 
transported to Canada and sold at $25 
per M. or $15 less than it was worth, 
and $5 to $10 less-thas it actually cost

to produce. Central western Canada 
buys the product and still conserves her 
own, whereas the United States trade 
barrier continues and prevents to quite 
an extent the advantage the United 
States might have of bringing their re­
sources from central Canada.

Then in the fnatter of hog products, 
by reason of a very small trade barrier 
both the extreme eastern Canada and 
extreme western Canada acquire this 
commodity from their United States 
neighbors, but by reason of the unusual­
ly high United States trade barrier the 
product of central Canada is transport­
ed to Britain through our great lake 
and waterways at a minimum rate of 
freight, and here again the northern 
central States are losing an opportuni­
ty, and so I might go on indefinitely. 
Take the matter of wheat for instance, 
where the best wheat in the world, 
grown in the

CANADIAN NORTHWEST, 
is required to mix with the unusually 
good wheat grown in the United States 
west, but the trade barrier again comes 
in and prevents the United States en­
joying the advantage of this, except un­
der the bonding privilege, which re­
quires so many officers and accountings 
that it costs more than.it is worth, the 
experience in our mineral and ngreul- 
tural products; for instance, the United 
States southern climate ripens the ëar- 
ly vegetables and fruits when they are 
out of season in Canada, but with the 
moderate trade barrier we enjoy the 
luxury, while on the contrary, when the 
most delicious of small fruits and vege­
tables produced in the world are in sea­
son in Canada, the trade barrier of the 
United States prevents the people of 
the United States enjoying these luxur­
ies, and continues keeping their mouths 
watering for them. But, as mentioned 
at the outset, Canada is most prosper­
ous and well satisfied with the present 
condition of things, and while the friend­
ly feeling still prompts Canada’s com­
mercial men to be willing to treat tor 
more equitable reciprocal trade with 
their neighbors to the south, the next 
initiative it would seem must come from 
the United Stetes.

There are many indications that many 
people, of the United States are agree­
able that a suggestion for limited or 
general reciprocal trade should come at 

early date. Their movements indicate 
that they are pretty well pleased with 
the natural resources and special advan­
tages of Canada. For instance, the fact 
that over 70,000 people from the United 
States came over to Canada last year 
and settled on farms in the Canadian 
Northwest: bringing with them an aver­
age of at least $1,000 each, making a 
total of over seventy million dollars, 
thus indirectly adding to the general 
wealth of Canada, a sufficient sum to 
build half a transcontinental railway 
each year, and if we add the further 
estimated value of each settler being 
worth a thousand dollars to the general 
trade, commerce and revenue of the 
country, we have one hundred and forty 
millions added to Canada's wealth an­
nually from the United Stales, which 
is sufficient to build a whole transcoiu 
tinental railway ever3' year. Then ad«l 
to this the hundreds of United States’ 
firms who are. not only investing but 
constructing many of the industrial re­
quirements of Canada, providing for the 
conversion of

HER NATURAL RESOURCES, 
such as forests, minerals, etc., into -use­
ful and necessary finished products, it 
would seem that their good impressio.n 
of Canada, followed up by these practical 
results, might be taken as an indication 
that, they are not only agreeable to the 
United States Government making a 
mere reciprocal suggestion to Canada, 
but that in the absence of Government 
action they are acting individually, all 
of which appears to imply that Can­
ada’s greatest continuous * wheat .fields 
in the world, her largest elevators i;

POLAR ICE IN 
0CEANLANES.

Dozen Atlantic Liner» Have Pnt in, 
Badl/ Crushed.

Two Ships of the Sealing Fleet 
Abandoned in the Floe».

West Wind Hold» Berg» Inshore 
From Gulf Stream.

St. John’s, Nfl’d., May 16.—Unyield­
ing before the advancing spring, great 
fields of ice extend out from the shore 
of nearly every section in Newfound- 
lan, constituting in some places an 
impenetrable barrier and in others an 
active menace to ocean navigation. 
Within ten days nearly a dozen ocean 
liners have put in here, or at nearby 
ports, badly damaged and reporting 
narrow escapes from more serious im­
perilling of the lives of thousands of 
passengers.

Coastwise shipping is subjected to an 
effectual embargo and the returns from 
the recent elections at Saint Barbe are 
held up by thç ice-bondagc of the 
steamer Eagle which is transporting 
the ballot boxes.

Not for nearly a score of years have 
the ice fields held so long and only a 
complete reversal nf the prevailing 
westerly winds, which have driven the 
ice inshore, will drive the ice-floes in 
the direction of the gulf stream.

The Newfoundland sealing fleet suf­
fered from the ice. One sealer, the 
steamer Virginia Lake, was abandoned 
iu the ice after a vain effort by her crew 
to save the vessel, with a catch of 
9,000 seals. The steamer Prospère was 
abandoned during the last week in Belle 
Isle Strait, jammed in the ice floes.

All local shipping on the northeast 
coast of Newfoundland is absolutely 
icebound. The American and Canadian 
trawl fishing vessels have been obliged
to seek shelter in Newfoundland har-

British Steamer Held Up for a Day 
Off Newfoundland.

New York, Max- 16.—The sharp-nosed

in her log. Just a week to the day back 
she had been skinning her sharp nose

I hours up of? the coast of Newfoundland 
I and the luck of the British marine play- 
j ed her more than fair in the getaway.

It was at 3 o'clock last Sunday morn­
ing that the watch reported the loom of 
a big berg off the starboard. There 
was a bit of a fog hanging about the 
big white shape and Captain Harrison 
knocked off speed a trifle. Hardly was 
the berg, astern when a second of the 
ghosts from the north, with its trailing 
shroud of fog, appeared about a quarter 
mile off the bow. Thence on until day­
break the bergs became more and 
more numerous. When the night lifted 
Captain Harrison saw that lie was in 
for it.

All of Sunday the steamer lay drift­
ing. smothered in fog and surrounded 
by ice. When day broke on Monday the 
fog had gone and Captain Harrison saw 
n way out of the cul de sac which had 
held his ship. Before noon lie had his 
vessel out of the ice and speeding it 
for Halifax. He reached that. port, on

put out for New York on the 

same day.

GRIMSBY PARK.
AJthongh Company it to be Wound- 

Up Will Not be Goied.

Although the Grimsby Park Company 
is to be wound up by order of ,Tudf*e 
Teetzel, the park will not be closed, it is 
said. In fact, it cannot be closed. There 
are two hundred cottages in Grimsby 
Park, many of them owned by Hamil­
ton and Toronto Methodists, and the 
ground on Which these cottages stand is 
held by lease for 999 years. This curious 
form of lease is practically ownership, 
but the form is preserved, because 
°nly pin that way can the cottages be 
held subject to the rules and by-laws of 
the company. If the lots were 1101 held 
by lease, gates could not be put on the 
entrances.

So it looks now as if the park 
would soon come under the sway of a 
reorganized company.

The cottagers intend returning to 
Grimsby as usual this season.

Grimsby Park has an interesting his­
tory. It first came into being as a 
Methodist camp meeting ground in 
1859, and Rev. -Dr. Samuel Rose, father 
of the coming pastor of Sherbourne 
Street Church, Toronto, was in charge of 
the meeting.

A committee was formed to select 
a permanent camp meeting ground for 
the district, and the site of Grimsby 
Park was chosen. As soon as a decision 
was made, before a blow was struck to 
clear the ground, the old Methodist 
pioneers knelt in the woods with bowed 
heads and sought God’s blessing on 
their enterprise. Then Rev. Dr. .John 
Wakefield, who is now a resident of 
Toronto, seized an axe and struck the 
first blow to clear the underbrush. Rev.' 
Dr. Wakefield preached 1 the first ser­
mon, and with the exception of the 
year 1862, meetings have been held 
there, in some form, every year since.

One of the laymen founders of the 
park, and one of the most picturesque 
figures in Canadian Methodism, was 
Noah Phelps, the first President of the 
Grimsby Park Company, or, as it was 
then called, the Ontario Camp Meeting 
Company.

on the list of all the countries of the 
world stands Canada with a total import 
from the United States last year of 
$183.000.000, while France, with her 
40,iNH),ooo population, imports $113,000,
000 only. When I give you these figures 
I refer, of course, to your total exports, 
but it will be more surprising. I tell 
you, to look over all the old countries 
of the world, with their large popula­
tions ami tremendous wealth, to find 
that Canada stands first of the list of 
purchasers of manufactured goods ex­
ported from the United States, buying 
to the extent of $66,000,IKK).

The great Detroit convention, recently 
held to promote, the idea of better trade 
relations, might be taken as a further 
and more definite evidence that many 
prominent people of the United States 
are anxious that the Government of the 
day should take the next step at an 
early date. I thank you once more for 
your invitation and greeting, and the 
opportunity of assuring you of Canada’s 
friendship and good feeling. I shall lie 
glad if anything I have said will aid, 
ever so little, in helping to direct these 
feelings of friendship to wiser and more 
profitable trade relations.

ADMITS SERIOUS CHARGE.
Jesse Stickler, the youth who held up 

XVilliam B. Calder near Beamsville a 
week ago, was before Judge Carman at 
St. Catharines on Saturday, and pleaded 
guilty to shooting at Calder with intent 
to maim.

VOTING ON BY-LAWS.

Two Carried, Two Defeated by Owen 
Sound Ratepayers.

Owen Sound, Ont., Mçy 16.—Yester­
day four by-laws were voted upon and 
the results split even. A by-law to raise 
-$125,000 for the extension of the water­
works and the installation of a filtration 
plant above Inglis Falls, where it is 
proposed to secure the supply, was car­
ried by a majority of 50. An expendi­
ture of $30,000 for the extension of the 
electric light plant was also ratified by 
a majority of 83.

The reverses were a by-law to ex­
pend $7,000 on remodeling the in­
terior of the Town Hall and the erec­
tion of an isolation hospital at an ex­
pense of $3,500. The former was de­
feated by 129 and the latter by 53 
votes.

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INSURANCE
DISCUSSED.

Hoaue Made Good Progress on 
Saturday With MIL

Opposition to Salary of New 
Minister of Labor.

; Authority Given For the Fifty 
Million Dollar Loan.

Ottawa, May 15.—Although fatigued 
by long vigils and reduced to small 
proportions by the departure of many 
ihembers, the House of Commons to­
day tackled the heaviest piece of legis­
lation of the session, and with such 
good purpose that the insurance bill,

1 Around which so much controversy 
has- raged for two years, was all but 
finally approved. hi its present shape 
the bill materially differs from the 
original draft, introduced last session, 
bet in detail it probaibyj represents 
oee of the most carefully prepared 
measures ever submitted *to Parlia­
ment. Modelled on some of the re­
commandation* of the Insurance Com-

' .mission, it was on its initial appeor- 
snoe committed to the hands of the 
Banking and Commerce Committee "to 
be hammered into shape. Every fa­
cility was given to the insurance com- 
nnnies and others interested in the 
legislation to make their views known, 
and they made such good use of their 
opportunities that it waa found im 
possible to carry the bill through last 
■rasion. It reappeared this session 
eonaiderabjy modified in some of its 
provisions, and again the Banking and 
Commerce Committee took it in hand. 

ML KING'S ENTRY TO CABINET. 
The entry of Mr. W. L. Mackenzie 

Xing into the Cabinet was brought 
appreciably nearer by -the passing of 
the bill creating a portfolio of Labor. 
Mr. Borden had some criticism to 
offer against the multiplication of 
Cabinet Ministers, and Mr. David Hen­
derson protested against the Minister 
of Labor receiving a salary of $7,000, 
bat the desirability of the step pro­
posed seemed to be generally recog­
nized.

TAX ON OUTSIDE INSURANCE.
In moving the resolution providing 

for a tax of 15 per cent, upon the 
net cost, of Insurance effected with 
unlicensed companies, Hon. Mr. Field­
ing gave a brief explanation of the 
«maiderationa which had led the Bank­
ing and Commerce Committee to pro­
pose the amendment. Under the insur­
ance law the home companies and for­
eign companies operating in Canada had 
to take out a license, put lip deposits, 
and become subject to other regulations, 
and it was felt that to allow foreign 
eomphnies to do business in Cutia- 
without any restriction whatever would 
not be fair. In the bill us originally 
drafted there was a provision that 
foreign companies could not inspect 
risks in Canada, but a controversy had 
arisen in which it had been claimed by 
the manufacturers particularly who in­
sure with the New England mutual com 
panics (hat such a provision would cause 
these companies to refuse risks in Can­
ada altogether. At the meetings of the 
Banking and Commerce Committee 
representatives of the manufacturers 
had admitted that they would rather 
pay a fairly heavy tax on their prem­
iums than be shut out by the mutual 
companies, and after careful considera­
tion the, committee had agreed that 
tax of 15 per cent, on the net premiums 
of these unlicensed companies would be 
a fair ami reasonable tax.

Hon, dolm Haggart doubted whether 
Parliament had the power to pass legi 
lation which would tax contracts entered 
into in another country.I

Dr. Sproule thought the Canadian 
companies were themselves largely to 
blame for the growth of mutual 
etirance in the Dominion. Evidence had 
been given before the committee that 
manufacturers could not get the insur­
ance they wanted from, Canadian com

Mr. Miller (South Grey) was of 
opinion that a tax of 15 per cent, on 
the net premiums would havi 
ency at least to increase the insur'
• nee business in Canada and reduce 
the rates.

Mr. Perlev regarded the tax as an 
interference with individual liberty, 
might as well be said that a man 
could not g<« out of Canada to borrow 
money. lie would prefer to leave 
things as they were.

Mr. Thohurn pointed out that the 
tax would mean a considerable addition 
to the cost of insurance, lie knew of 
the case of a manufacturer who for 
$400,000 of insurance paid at the rate of 
80 cents. His premium, therefore, was 
$8,400, and the tax would add $360, 
Whi<*h was equivalent to $60,000 of in-

It was agreed to adopt the resolution 
and go into committee on the bill, re­
serving further discussion until Monday. 
The bill was then run through rapidly, 
and progress reported.

FIFTY MILLION DOUAR IX)AN.
On motion of Hon. Mr. Fielding a bill 

was passed authorizing the Government 
to raise by way of loan a sum not ex­
ceeding $50,000,000 to redeem, maturing 
loans. The Finance Minister explained 
that a loan of 1885 for six ami a half 
million pounds sterling was about to 
mature, for which $20,874,000 would be 
required. There were also temporary 
loans maturing, amounting to $11,227,- 
333, and a 4 per cent, loan of $17,750,000, 
upon which the Government had an 
option, or a total of $49,901,333.

Replying to Mr. Pevley, Mr. Fielding 
■aid it was his intention to attach a 
■inking fund to all future loans. 

PORTFOLIO OF LABOR.
In moving the second reading of the 

bill to ereate a portfolio of labor, Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier explained that this step 
had been rendered necessary by the ever­
growing importance of the labor ques­
tion. During the past sixty years ad­
vancing civilization lmd caused quite a 
revolution in the relations between 
wage-earners and wage-payers, and 
Canada had shared in jjkc advance. 
Nine years ago Parliament thought it 
advisable to organize a Department of 
^Labor, and its success had more than 
justified the experiment. It was now 
proposed to make it a separate depart­
ment, presided over by a Minister of 
the Crown, and that proposal had been 

Approved by the labor organizations. 
jj-jThe cost of such a step would be just 
,£$7,300, the sum of $7.000 for the salary 

of the Minister and $300 a* part pay­
ment of the Minister's secretary.

SHOULD INCREASE MINISTERIAL 

SALARIES.
Hon. Mç, Fielding declared that in 

view of the demands on the Ministers 
and the importance of their work he 
would be prepared, if he ever came to 
be on the Opposition side of the House, 
to advocate an increase in the Ministers’

Mr. Borden defelared that he thought 
there was no valid criticism to be offeS 
ed in respect to the salaries or duties 
of the Cabinet Ministers. Their respon­
sibility had largely increased since the 
salary was fixed at $7,000 per year in 
1874, and he had no hesitation in saying 
that if the Government would bring in 

bill to increase ministerial salaries 
he would support it. He thought that 

new Minister was created the 
salary given should be the same as that 
given to other Ministers.

SEVERAL BILLS PUT THROUGH.
The Commons did the. best three 

hours" work of the session during the 
evening sitting, clearing off the order 
paper a half dozen Government bills. 
Third reading was given the bill provid­
ing that the interest on the money 
advanced to the Montreal Harbor Com­
missioners for elevators and other ter­
minal facilities shall be charged to the 
commission’s capital account. Bills to 
amend the cold storage act, to amend 
the exchequer court act, to* amend the 
Intercolonial & l’rince Edward Railway 
employees’ provident act, and to amend 
the criminal code were also put through 
the final stage.

On the last named bill an amendment 
was proposed by Hon. R. F. Sutherland, 
making it a criminal offence for electric 
companies to neglect to protect the pub­
lic from danger from transmission lines. 
Mr. Sutherland urged that all such lines 
should be built upon private rights of 
way and properly fenced in. After 
brief discussion the amendment was 
withdrawn pending further consideration 
next session.

The punishment for kidnapping was 
increased by the bill from seven to 
twenty-five years.

RACE TRACK BETTING.
Mr. Borden brought up the question 

of amending the code with reference to 
race-track betting. He read a telegram 
from the Methodist Conference of British 
Columbia asking for more stringent leg­
islation in view of tho fact that Ameri­
can bookmakers, barred out of the 
States by recent legislation passed there, 
were now frequenting Canadian race 
tracks. The Minister of Justine sug­
gested that before any Government 
action was taken he would like to obtain 
the opinion of members of the House.

Mr. Borden, while believing that some 
action was necessary, thought it would 
be well to have the whole question con­
sidered by a special committee of the 
Commons. No other members expressed 
an opinion.

The Government-annuities act of last 
session was amended by the passing of 
a bill providing for the issuing of sep­
arate annuities to husband and wife.

The last hour was devoted to supply, 
and the House adjourned at 11.30.

BACKED ON TRAIN.
Brutal Werk of Bandits in Western 

Hold-Up.

Spokane, Wash., May 16.—Following 
the hold-up of a Great Northern passen­
ger train by six bandits between Colbert 
and Mead, last night, twelve persons 
were injured when the locomotive and 
the mail car, cut off from the rest of 
the train, ran back wild after the bandits 
had rifled the mails of an unknown 
amount, and collided with the rest of 
the train, which had been left standing 
where the bandits got possession of it. 
Having taken the detached mail car 
down the track a considerable distance, 
the robbers looted the registered mail, 
and. reversing the ogine, sent the loco­
motive and the mail car crashing back 
into the passenger coaches.

The conductor saZ the wild" ears back­
ing down the track at twenty-five miles 
an hour, and he and another trainman 
placed a tie on the track to arrest their 
flight, but the ears, though partly stop­
ping by this means, plunged into the 
coaches, throwing passengers from their 
seats, cutting them with glass from 
broken windows. A trainman, nerved 
to the task, sprang abroad the locomo­
tive as the collision occurred and shut 
off the steam, stopping the havoc.

HEAD BEATEN IN.
Myiterlou» Death of C.P. R, Me«- 

•enger at Montreal.

Montreal, May 10.—Mystery surrounds 
the death of William Kyle, a C. P. R. 
messenger, who disappeared several 
weeks ago. Kyle’s body was found in 
the canal on Saturday, and after it was 
examined it was found that he had re­
ceived a terrible gash on the top of his 
head. His right eye had been knocked 
from its socket, and the liody was cov­
ered with bruises. It is l>elieved that 
he was held up by highwaymen, robbed 
and then thrown into the canal.

Speech by Mr. Graham, President 
of the Barton Qnb.

The following speech was delivered at 
the annuel banquet of the New York 
Canadian Club last Friday evening by 
Col. Alexander P. Graham, President of 
the Canadian Club ot Boston, (Mass. The 
Colonel is a native Hamiltonian, having 
been born in this city on March 18, 1864:

Our Canadian Clulbs, gentlemen, can 
achieve real distinction by bringing toge­
ther the leading public men of both 
countries, on such occasions as this, and 
discuss the great commercial and social 
questions, which are of vital interests 
to both peoples. The Canadians of Mas­
sachusetts, and particularly the Cana­
dian dub of Boston, desire to see a still 
better understanding between Canada 
and the United States. And oor Chib’s 
work will be in the future to cultivate 
such a spirit.

Canada is to-day, and it is growing in 
leaps and bounds, the beet customer per 
capita we have. Why, then, gentlemen, 
should we not see to it that we still 
encourage and cultivate our best cus­
tomers, and have our interests grow? 
The Boston Herald, with its great influ­
ential backing, has been steadily advo­
cating for years closer trade relations 
with Canada, and I desire to say that it 
is one of the greatest newspapers in this 
country, and has devoted great energy 
in this line.

President Eliot* of Harvard College, 
ir. a recent speech at Boston, says: “For 
let me tell you the most precious pos­
sessions in all our lives is the great plea­
sure of looking back to the places where 
we were reared and boni. The British 
Isles may or may not be in decadence. 
They have probably centuries of fight in 
them still, but the colonies of Britain 
are but commencing long forces ot 
wealth and power. If the whole Empire 
comes to the support of the Motherland, 
there are no forces in Europe that can 
overthrow her. If the continental pow- 
ers realize that they will not fight Eng­
land alone, but the Engliah speaking 
states that encircle the earth, they will 
go a long way before nrovoking war.

It has been*a marvellous twelve years 
for the Dominion of Canada. Just think 
of the tremendous changes that have 
taken place, in the material condition 
and future prospects of that country, 
since the Canadian Club vas organized.

Its domestic and foreign trade has 
boomed as never before. Its agriculture 
has increased enormously. Its great 
Northwest has been invaded by thou- 
samh of settlers. Two new Provinces, 
young Empires in themselves, have been 
created. Its vheat crop has increased 
from 50,000,000 bushels to 150,000.000 
bushes annually. Two new trans-con­
tinental railways have been subsidized. 
A fast Atlantic service has been pro­
vided for, both on the Atlantic and tho 
Pacific. The Laurier Administration 

has been again returned to power tri­
umphantly.

May its members all strive to the 
end that these two great nations tjqri 
fied by the Union Jack and the Stars 
and Stripes, under whose intertwined 
folds the members so often meet, may 
be united for the preservation of thr 
world’s peace and the prosecution 
their best efforts to both peoples.

CONMEE’S BILL.
SeMte Pane* Michigan & Ontario 

Power Bill.

Senator Geo. W. Rom’ Reaioni For 
Supporting It.

Ottawa, May 16.—Mr. Conmee's bill 
to incorporate the Michigan & On­
tario Power Company passed in the Sen­
ate this afternoon the last stage of its 
fitful struggle thropgh Parliament. The 
battle over the question of Provincial 
rights was fought over again on third 
reading. Senator Lougheed and Sir Mac­
kenzie Bowell objecting particularly to 
the expropriation clauses in the bill as 
being an infringement of Ontario's legi«v 
lative powers, while Hon. G W. Ross 
justified in the premises Federal in­
corporation for the company.

Senator G. VV. Ross said lie hod op 
wed this bill previously, but it had 
x*n shorn of its objectionable fea 

lures. He would be as quick as any 
man to resent any invasion of Pro­
vincial rights. Sir Mackenzie was a 
late convert to that principle.' He had 
belonged to a party which had in­
vaded the rights of Ontario and which 
had been resisted by the party to 
which he (Senator Ross) belonged. ‘The 
Ontario Government was hardly to be 
quoted as a champion of the rights 
of private property-holders, for it had 
given the Hydro-Electric Commission 
authority to expropriate and take forc­
ible possession of any water power in 
Canada.

Snjrs Three Things Are Necessary 
to Fight Tuberculosis.

“Uacie Jee” Cannon’s Defiance of 
the Chleroferm Age.

Washington, May 16.—That tubercu- 
losis is no longer a problem for the doc- 
tore alone, that it will probably take 
two or three generations to reduce the 
lavages to the rate at Which typhoid 
fever 1ms been regulated and that the 
public must be awakened to a greater 
sense of its responsibility in combating 
the disease, was the substance of an ad­
dress by Dr. William Osier at a public 
meeting of the National Association for 
the Study of Prevention of Tuberculosis. 
Others w‘ho spoke were Ambassador 
Bryce and Speaker Cannon, both of 
whom urged children's playgrounds as a 
means of keeping them in the open air 
as much as possible.

Dr Osier dwelt at length <>n the 
need of money to carry oil the work, 
and favored small subscriptions, rang i 
ing from 10 cents to $1. It was essen j 
tion, he declared, that the public should j 
get in the habit of contributing to so | 
great, a cause. One of the most, im­
portant problems in dealing with the | 
disease, he said, was improving the so- | 
cia! condition of the poor.

“Three things remain to be done," ; 
said Th-. Osier. "The first i« to keep » 
the public awake, the second to obtain 
more money, and the third to arouse ' 
the interest of more men and women, j 
because tiie campaign is one no longer 
entirely for the doctor».

“Whether tuberculosis will be finally 
eradicated is even an open question. 
It is a foe that is very deeply intrench­
ed in the human race. Very hard it 
will be to eradicate completely, hut 
when we think of what has been done 
in one generation, how the mortality j 
in many places has been reduced more i 
than 50 per emit.—-indeed, in some places | 
100 per cent.—it is a battle of hope, and i 
so long as we are fighting with hope the 
victory is in sight."’

Speaker Cannon, in a characteristic 
talk, aroused the audience to laughter 
when, turning, to Dr. Osier, he said:

“Dr. Osler. T have reached the age of 
Cl. and T shake my fist in your face."

Dr. Osier laughed heartily at his defi­
ance of his old age theory.

Heretofore the combined efforts of 
earnest scientists to treat and harden 
this metal, have either been in merely 
glazing the surface, nr by addition of 
certain substances while in a molten 
state. Neither of these processes has rail- 
ly accomplished all that could be de­
sired, nor has the treatment been put in­
to practical use.

Milton Sold the Minucripl For

Twenty-Six Pound».___ |
Literary history records with drama­

tic unction the pitiful sums paid by an­
tiquity for its masterpieces. A paltry 
twenty-six pounds for “Paradise Lost!” 
We raise our hands in pious judgment 
upon a preposterous past. There is lat­
ent in our surprise the assumption that, 
say, a million dollars would have been 
about right. It does not occur to us to 
lie surprised that Milton was paid any­
thing at all—paid for his sidereal song 
in the copper coinage of our mortality. 
And, so far as l know, no literary his­
torian lias attempted to trace what be­
came of the money thus grudgingly and 
fantastically disbursed,• though, indeed, 
I can imagine no more fascinating mat­
ter for speculative inquiry. How did 
Shakespeare spend the proceeds ot 
“Hamlet?"’ What did Keats do with 
the money he received for “Endymion,” 
and what did he buy with the "Ode to 
a Grecian Urn?” Yes! What did the 
Vintner buy?

HEARD THEIR 
NEW PASTOR.

First Congregational People Pleas­
ed With Reu. £. H‘ Tippett.

Reo. Marcus Scoll, of Detroit, at 
Gospel Tabernacle.

Reo. ]. D. Cunningham in SL 
Giles' Pulpit Yesterday.

First Congregational Church was well 
filled at both services yesterday, when 
Rev. E. H. Tippett, the new pastor, 
began hia duties. Mr. Tippett has a 
most pleasing and persuasive manner, 
and a forceful personality that makes 
itself felt. The possessor of a well- 
modulated voice, which he has at per­
fect command, he makes a pleasing im­
pression when he is speaking. That the 
congregation was thoroughly satisfied 
with his sermons yesterday was evident 
from the expressions of opinion after the 
sendees.

In the morning Mr. Tippett spoke on 
the duty of a minister to his people, 
what he should be to them, and his con­
ception of the work, the noblest work 
carried on in the world. The minister of 
to day has the word of Hod to deliver, 
and lie is a messenger through which 
God must have His messages given to 
the people, he said. The task is a dif­
ficult one. on account of the multiplicity 
of demands that it makes upon the man. 
This is an age of specialties. The old 
practitioner must give way to the de­
mands of modern science. The man in 
the business world, who is willing and 
ready to do anything, is not the man 
who is wanted. It is the man who 
is able to specialize in one department 
and makes a success of it that makes 
headway.

This, however, is impossible with the 
minister. The demands made upon him 
are more numerous than they have ever 
been before in the history of the world.
A man can do a few things well, but a 
minister must do so many things in a 
passable way. There are three qualifi­
cations absolutely necessary in the 
make-up of a minister, if he is to prove 
a success. He must have experienee. and 
by that the speaker meant a conscious­
ness of a definite relationship with God 
and to Jeaus Christ. The man who does 
not know- the meaning of forgiveness 
can never make a successful minister. 
There may be many theories, but experi­
ence is deeper than any theory. Second­
ly. a minister must have the vision of 
God. that is a larger conception of God 
and His works. Unless the minister has 
a vision of the kingdom of God upon 
earth he will sooner or later fall from 
the ranks, lastly, the minister must 
Wve complete faith in the redeeming 
power of Jesus Christ. It has come upon 
the world in these days that many are 
apt to believe that the man who heals 
the body is the man who van save one’s 
life. This wan an erroneous idea, and 
if a minister lets materialism get hold 
of him. he is apt to lose his spiritual 
ideal. He must receive the vision of 
what ministers have done before him, 
and of what be stands for. He must not 
magnify the opportunities of his office, 
but employ his time and enegries as a 
leader of people for God. He must needs 
believe that the kingdom of Jesus Christ 
is coming. Then, again, a minister must 
be true to himself and his God. He 
must not lower himself by preaching 
what others want him to, instead of 
what his own convictions prompt him

Mr. Tippett, in conclusion, asked the 
help and support of the entire congrega­
tion. He stated that it was absolutely 
vital to his interests that he have the 
hearty co-operation of every member. He 
asked* that as far as possible lie be given 
a free hand in the leadership of the 
church work. He contended that the 
congregation could either make or break 
the minister. Speaking of pastoral work, 
Mr. Tippett said he 6 id not believe in 
making social calls and drinking after­
noon, tea, with no other idea in view. His 
policy was, Go where you are needed, 
and where you are needed most.

In the evening Mr. Tippett gave an­
other eloquent sermon on “The Purpose 
of a Church.”

GOSPEL TABERNACLE.
Before a large congregation M Gospel 

Tabernacle last night Marcus Scott, of 
Detroit, delivejed an inspiring sermon 
on “Soul Worship.” Mr. Scott is an ex­
cellent speaker, possessing a clear voice 
and features that readily respond in ex­
pressing emotions. The speaker dealt 
at length with forgiveness, its meaning, 
and what it meant to both giver and 
receiver. He said that it was a divine 
gift, something that comes directly 
from God to us. It is also a pleasant 
thing. The giving of it causes pleasure 
and the receiving of it is also a delight. 
He spoke on the condition of things on 
the other side of the border, especially 
in Detroit, where he resides. He said 
the people in the United States did 
things in a peculiar way. Some of them, 
he said, were quite willing to fail if by
doing so they would only have to pay 80

or 1)0 cents on the dollar, where other­
wise it would cost them 100 cents. He 
said that in Detroit at the time lie was 
then speaking half the churches there 
would be deserted, but a walk down 
town showed every theatre wide open 
and crowded with bright lights blazing. 
These people have never tried Christian­
ity, ami so it. is all the world around. 
People brought up next door to the 
church go through life without ever 
learning or trying to learn its teachings. 

ZION TABERNACLE.
In Zion Tabernacle yesterday Rev. J. A. 

Jackson, of Paris, preached very helpful 
and instructive sermons to large congre­
gations. He took for his text John 
xviii. 8. “And when He is come He will 
reprove the world of sin. and of right­
eousness and of judgment.” He said by 
these words new life was given the epos- 
ties and they sought to get others to 
love Jesus. The world was convinced 
through them, and it was the power of 
the Master working through them that 
the best results were obtained. The 
spirit of the Master is like electricity, 
and after coming in contact with the 
Master it is easily noticeable by the 
eagerness to do service for Him. A 
Christian is expected to be and is privi­
leged to be electric in service. To the 
disciples it signified new power in their 
work, and they received new insight in­
to the teaching of the Testament >•

REV. J. D. CUNNINGHAM.
In St. Giles’ Church last night Rev. 

J. D. Cunningham, of Cleveland, a for­
mer assistant pastor at MacNab Street 
Presbyterian Church, addressed a large 
and attentive audience. He. «-hose tor 
his text Mathew xl., 3. “Art thou lie 
that should come or do we look for an­
other.” He said the words of Paul had 
the power of the Achilles, because ho 
dealt with soul stirring facts. The mes 
sage of John was the message for to­
day. He said that entrance could lie 
obtained to the kingdom of peace only 
by getting right with God. In the state­
ment of the text the body is dominant 
over the mind, as it very often is with 
a good many people. One thing in hu­
man nature is that the power of the 
body is manifest over the body, as the 
body controls the mind, and it is that 

which should if possible be avoided, lie 
said there arc three things to be con­
sidered—first, the spiritual mastership; 
second, the matter of the life as a 
whole; third, service. He said " that 
looking over the past one readily realiz­
ed what little had been accomplished.

Mr. Stewart is still hale ' 
and hearty, anti on Saturday last ho 
was, on the occasion of the fiftieth an­
niversary of his ordination to the Chris­
tian ministry, tendered a reception by 
Dr. Elmore Harris, president, and the 
council of the Bible Training School, in 
the assembly hall, 110 College street, 
Toronto. Dr. Stewart is secretary ot 
the school.

Dr. Harris presided, and the divine 
blessing having been invoked by Rev. 
Dr. Norton, notes were real by Rev. J. 
McNicol, principal of the school, Rev. 
A. B. Winchester, Dr. and Mrs. Howitt, 
Mr. and Mrs. K. Rogers and Dr. Mc­
Kay. K. 0. White read the record ot 
Dr. Stewart’s ordination at Beamsville, 
Ont., May 13, 1859, and the dry bones ot 
the official repost were clothed by Rev.

In replying, Mr. Stewart said he had 
always thought that whatever work he 
had been enabled to do in the Bible 
Training School lmd been through the 
kind providence of God, who in'the ear­
lier part of his life had prepared him 
specially by leading him in ways he 
never could have chosen for himself.

C. M. B. A. MEN 
AT CHURCH.

Marched in a Body to SL Mary’s 
Cathedral Yesterday.

Rev. Father Doyle Delivered an 
Inspiring Address

In Which He Explained Why 
Masonry is Opposed.

Members of the Hamilton brandies of 
the Catholic Mutual Benefit Association, 
four hundred strong, marched in a 
body to St. Mary's Cathedral yesterday 
afternoon and were addressed by Rev. 
Father Doyle, one of the Redemptorist 
priests, conducting the mission at St. 
Lawrence's Church. His Lordship Bishop 
Dowling, Grand Spiritual Adviser of 
the Order, had intended preaching to 
the society, but, owing to bronchial 
trouble contracted during his visits to 
tell schools last week, he found it im­
possible to speak at length and after 
thanking tile men for their public pro­
fession of faith, expressed his regrets 
at being unable to address them.

A strong, unwavering faith in the 
kingdom of God, absolute obedience to 
the church, a practical demonstration of 
the faith they professed and the prac­
tice of that fraternaliem for which their 
society stood, every member helping his 
brother—these were the dominant notes 
of Father Doyle’s thoughtful and im­
pressive discourse. He chose his text 
from Matthew's Gospel. “.Seek ve the 
kingdom of Heaven and all things else 
shall be added unto you.” To grasp the 
significance of these words, said the 
speaker, it was necessary to survey the 
works of God. Illustrating nature, each 
species with it own individuality, he 
emphasized the wonderful wisdom of 
God in providing a diversity, which en­
couraged and inspired to nobler things. 
The lesson it taught was that in all this 
diversity, with the hand of God govern­
ing and guiding, chaos and confusion 
were avoided,-and nature became one 
grand, united whole. If as member oT a 
Catholic society, the ('. M* B. A. men, 
or any other organization, would make 
a grand success of their order, there was 
only one wax to do it, through Al­
mighty God. This idea of union was ap­
parent hotn in and out of the church. 
One illustration was the combines, 
which had terrified people as to the fu­
ture. The desire and craving for wealth 
kept the trusts together and men at 
their head, for the god of gold, suffer­
ed trials and mortifications thev would 
bear with for no other reason.

The society that would succeed must 
have self sacrificing, earnest and zeal­
ous officers and it must have a strong 
corporal body, staunch Catholics, who 
practised their faith. “It is very fool­
ish,” he said, "to go against the church 
of God. There is an institution that has 
lasted for twenty centuries, which has 
seen every failure and mistake of hum­
an beings. She has seen generations pass 
away and she has not only seen societies 
come and go but nations rise and fall. 
Where could wo look for a grander ex­
ample than that-institution, which has 
the Vicar of Christ on earth at its head. 
If there wi.s anything human about it 
how could it last for over twenty cen-

Thcre was nothing grander, Father 
Doyle remarked, than a Catholice so­
ciety, in fact as well as in name. Re­
ferring to some of the organizations the 
church put the ban on, ho said, that 
hundreds of Catholics had spoken to him 
about Freemasonry, declared they could 
see no harm in it, and, that it, had noth­
ing more to say against the Catholic 
Church than any other church. The 
church opposed it because its principle 
was wrong and while that principle 
might be quite dormant now, one could 
never tell when it would break forth. 
Catholics were often prone to view 
things from the present, but the church 
looked back over centuries. A society 
without God could never amount to any­
thing, for it was God who dignified all 
diversity in life and who brought, things 
out of chaos to make .them beautiful. Tic 
exhorted his hearers to look up to the 
church for protection. The underlying 
strain of their society should be Catho­
licity, and they should see that it was 
in accordance with all that the church 
demanded. First they should seek the 
kingdom of God, look to the head of 
their diocese for advice and give dutiful 
obedience of the chaplain appointed by 
the church and to the priests.

The benediction of the blessed sacra­
ment followed the sermon.

WEST SHAKEN 
BY EARTHQUAKE.

SMELTER BURNED.
Lightning Strike» British-American 

Building at Cbippawa.

Niagara Falls, May 10.- During the 
most severe electrical storm of many 
years lightning struck the plant of 
the British American Smelting Com­
pany at Cbippawa last night, and 
striking a barrel of gasoline, started 
a fire causing damage estimated at 
$15,000. Two night watchmen who 
were in the building narrowh escaped 
with their lives. The structure was 
erected only one year ago, and but two 
bare walls remain. Engines and costly 
smelting furnaces xveic destroyed and 
damaged, besides a large quantity of 
valuable jewellers’ waste, which was 
packed in barrels aud is now a molten

Besides smelting Cobalt ores, the com-
fianv engaged largely in refining jewel­
ers’ waste. The John E. Wilkinson Com­
pany, of Toronto, held a large portion 
of the stock. -The tv.o watchmen .say 
a terrible explosion took place when 
the building was struck, and bricks 
and falin& timbers rained around 
them.

MOOSE JAW AND INDIAN HEAD 
RECEIVE GREATEST SHOCK.

Earthquake Supposed to Indicate a 
Great Disaster Somewhere—Vol­
canic Eruption at Cape Dauphin 
Might Cause It.

Winnipeg, May 16.—Consternation was 
spread throughout Western Canada and 
the adjoining States of the Union last 
night when the whole of the vast area 
of country between New Ontario on the 
east and Swift Current on the west, 
prince Albert on the north and St. Paul 
on the south, was shaken by an earth­
quake. It occurred at 1U.20 o’clock, and 
the disturbance lasted from thirty sec­
onds to a minute, according to tl*c 
locality. Xp damage to property has 
been reported, although many people in 
places where the shake was more severe 
were greatly alarmed. In Winnipeg the 
tremor seemed to be most pronounced in 
the vicinity of the Assiniboine River val­
ley, but it was noted throughout the 
city. In many house furniture was

NO LOSS OF LIFE. 
Recollections of the horrors of the 

San Francisco catastrophe were recalled, 
and until it was finally learned that life 
and property throughout the country 
were safe there was great alarm. The 
(j. P. R. telegraph operators, who were 
in communication with the western 
towns when the convulsion occurred, 
were notified that the quake there was 
simultaneous with that at Winnipeg. 
Despatches were flashed everywhere, in­
quiring as to the results of the up­
heaval, and there was a feeling of in­
tense relief when assurance came in that 
there had been neither loss of life nor 
property. Western towns and villages 
which had been shaken feared for 
Winnipeg’s safety.

INDIAN HEAD FELT THE SHOCK.
At Indian Head goods, were shaken 

from the shelves in stores, furniture 
and lamps, and dishes in houses were 
moved, and the citizens rushed to the 
open, fearful of a terrible catastrophe. 
At Moose Jaw there was also a general 
exodus of citizens from their homes, and 
buildings were rocked quite perceptibly.

For two (lays prior to this the city 
had lieen almost isolated from the out­
side world, so far as telegraphic com­
munication- is concerned, through an in­
terruption of the wire service. Terrific 
electrical storms also raged in several 
localities, but whether these outbursts 
had any connection wih the. great con­
vulsion* of nature which shook the prai­
ries cannot lie known. Scientists, how- 
over, who have been consulted in the 
matter, declare their belief that the real 
force of the earthquake was not felt in 
this country, but rather this was but a 
tremor from some mighty convulsion of 
the earth in another section of the 
globe, and they expect to learn of further 
details of a destructive visitation.

There is said to have been a similar 
disturbance here many years ago, al­
though there is no authentic record of 
it excepting the memory of pioneers, 
but the prairies have always been re­
garded as peculiarly immune from 

I earthquakes, owing to their distance 
■ from the centres of volcanic action,

mountains or seashore, and also from 
the fact that the earth’s crust here is of 
solid formation. Actual earthquakes are 
regarded as almost impossible, and it is, 
therefore, argued by authorities that 
Inst night’s disturbance here it but a 
faint echo of something terrible. 

ERUPTION AT CAPE DAUPHIN. 
New York, May 16.— A despatch to 

the Herald from Sydney, C. B., says: 
The crew of the schooner lx* Have, 
which left Sydney this morning, bound 
on a coasting trip to Cape North, was 
treated to a rare sight in these northern 
latitudes.

As the ship was running down shore, 
about fifteen miles from Sydney mighty 
Cape Dauphin rose above the sea line, 
and plainly distinguishd front its apex 
was a light vapor of thin grey smoke, 
furling lazily skyward. As the vessel 
passed down near the promontory thick 

lack smoke was thrown high in the air 
from the summit in a succession of 
short, sharp bursts. There was a shak. 
ing which noticeably disturbed the sea. 
After a short period the gusts subsided, 
and a tour of exploration was made by 
the crew.

Capt Dauphin is inaccessable from the 
ia, itsS seven hundred feet rising per­

pendicularly from the water. At one 
point a narrow gorge about two hundred 
yards long leads in between precipitous 
cliffs to a landing place, from which a 
path leads up the heights. The adven­
turers had made half this distance when 
a huge wave rushed from the cavern and 
swept the frail craft back to sea. The 
rowers could with difficulty keep their 
boat on an even keel.

Later, a second attempt was made, 
but again the men were driven hack 
by overpowering fumes of sulphur 
which emanated from the interior.

This cavern, known a-s Fairy Cave, 
leads far into the mountain, and has 
never been explored. At the foot of 
the cave there rests a huge cape of 
traprock which is considered by geolog­
ical experts to be of volcanic origin.

RACE WITH DEATH.
TRIALS OF CREW OF A SINKING 

SCHOONER.

For Eight Days Sailors of British 
Ship Roanoke Worked the Pumps 
Trying to Make Fayal—Last 25 
Miles in Open Boat.

New York, May 16. — Escaping 
from their sinking craft as the water 
crept up over tne deck, and forced 
to row twenty-five miles in a batter­
ed, leaking boat, bailing for life when 
almost exhausted, after days at the 
pumps, such was the experience of 
the crew of the British schooner 
Roanoke, who arrived here to-day ae 
passengers on the Italian liner Gallia. 
Their schooner, a broken, dismasted hulk, 
has been cast on shore, a total loss, near 
Fayal, in the Azores.

Trouble beset the Roanoke almost 
from the time she left Santa Polà, 
Spain, with a- load of salt, on March 
15th, for St. John’s, Nfld. It was a 
continual fight with bad weather, the 
climax of which came in a terrific 
gale in the latter part of April. The 
sails were whipped out of her and she 
was battered by a mountainous sea that 
swept her from end to end and carried 
away everything on deck.

The beginning of her end came 
when a giant sea struck her deck­
house. The blow ripped her timbers, 
strained her hull, and injured one of her 

jnrn. The order was given to man the 
pumps, and the skipper, seeing that he 
could not make his port, turned about, 
and under an insufficient jury rig, start­
ed to run for Fayal, the nearest land, 
then some 150 miles away.

It was a race with death, and they 
only won because of the foresight of 
their skipper.

One of the seas had smashed the 
small boat. Knowing that the sink­
ing of the Roanoke was only a ques­
tion of hours, Captain Aronsen had 
the men repair the small boat ns 
best they could. For eight days the 
men pumped, while the .vessel was 
being worked nearer and nearer to 
land. Once they signalled à passing 
steamer, but the latter evidently did 
not make out the call for help and con­
tinued on her way.

The men left the Roanoke in the 
small boat the next day. They wero 
then about twenty-five miles off the 
island. The water at that time was 
ankle deep on the Roanoke’s decks.

The small boat continually 
shipped water, and one man had to bail

Scotland Seem» to Have Fallen on v 
Degenerate Day».

London, May 16.—Scotland, once the 
land of the “unco’ guid,” has fallen up­
on degenerate days. A wave of wicked­
ness has swept over the country. Sta­
tistics show that for the year 1908 there 
were 62,182 commitments of ordinary 
prisoners, which is an increase of about 
1,000 over the previous year.

The offences in which the advance was 
most marked were serious assaults, 
cruelty to" children, thefts by house­
breaking, fraud, drunkenness, immorali­
ty and vagrancy. The average number 
in custody was 2,702, which exceeds any 
of the recorded averages for the last 
fifty-five years.

At one time there were 5,259 prison­
ers. In all the records there is no men­
tion of so large a number of ordinary 
prisoners in Scotland at one time. No 
explanation has been given of this state 
of affairs, and all Scotland is distressed 
at the humiliating statistics.

SEISIMIC WAVES.
Toronto Instruments Record Two 

Distinct Earthquakes.
Observatory, Toronto, May 17.—The 

seismograph at the Toronto observatory 
registered a slight movement at eleven 
hours twenty-seven minutes on Satur­
day evening, which would correspond to 
nine hours twenty-seven minutes in the 
western Provinces. A strong earth­
quake also was recorded this morning 
at three hours, twelve decimal eight 
minutes, lasting one hour and thirty- 
two minutes. The large waves were re­
corded at tlvrec hours, twenty-one deci­
mal five minutes, continuing about ten 
minutes. The semi-amplitude of the dis- 
lurbunoe was four millimeters and the 
estimated distance of the earthquake 
from Toronto was seevn thousand seven 
hundred and fifty killometcrs.

Easter won the On­
tario Derby and eighteen other races up 
to two miles for Dr. Andrew Smith and 
Mr. Charles Boyle. Princess Ixmise was 
first raced by the late John Forbes* and 
after being sold to go the States was 
known simply as Princess. She won 38 
races. Willie W. won sixteen times, be­
sides his victory in the Plate. Fren B. 
won half a dozen, and Roquefort eight 
times, while Brait came home first in 
thirty-three races.

In the States Roxaline’s sister, Mar­
ian, achieved, even a greater record, for 
she was the dam of sixteen winners of 
over 25Q, races, and these included such 
champions as Emperor of Norfolk, El 
Rio Rev and Yo Tambien.

PAPKE STOPPED KELLY
IN THE FIRST ROUND.

San Francisco, May 17.—One minute 
and thirty seconds of a scheduled 45- 
round contest was sufficient to demon­
strate that Hugo Kelly, of Chicago, is 
no match in speed or skill with Billy' 
Papke, the Illinois Thunderbolt. At the 
end of this brief period, after Half a 
dozen short rallies, Papke stood unmark-' 
ed, while Kelly lay unconscious in the 
centre of the rjng, with a deep cut over 
his right eye and his chances for the 
middleweight championship gone.

Faster and stronger than he has ap­
peared since his memorable battle with 
Stanley Ketehell at Lon Angeles, Papke 
virtually toyed with his opponent. In 
the several clinches lie smothered Kel­
ly's. attempts at infighting and pushed 
him away, only to land stinging right 
and lefts that found the Italian• almost 
unprotected. Kelly lost the battle when 
Papke landed his first clean right and 
left to the jaw. He went to the floor for 
the count of nine. Prior to thL Papke, 
had shot a terrific hook to the temple, 
which laid open an inch long gash just 
above Kelly’s eye? Kelly thereupon ap­
peared to weaken and Papke instantly 
rushed him to the ropes shooting lefts 
and i|ghts into his midsection. Kelly 
fell face downward and was counted out

by Timekeeper Hasting. As Referee Ed­
dy Smith counted ten, Kelly struggled 
Vo raise himself on his elbow, but the af- 
fort exhausted his last spark of vital­
ity, and he fell back unconscious.

Papke's wonderful speed and strength 
was the feature of the brief contest. At 
no stage did Kell yhave a chance to 
show his cleverness. Half of the ninety 
seconds was spent in clinches. Papke 
wrestldc and flung Kelly' about with ut­
ter disregard to the 'Italian’s great 
height. Against the ropes, whither he 
was rushed twice or three times, Kelly 
was almost helpless, and it was in this 
plight that Papke’s clean blows were 
landed.

They were struck at such a fast clip 
that they could be followed only with 
difficulty. All of Papke’s effective work 
was done at short range. Three import­
ant blows were struck, Papke landing 
all of them.

The battle took place in the open air 
and was witnessed by approximately 6,- 
000 people. It was the fourth meeting 
here between the rival middleweights.

While not technically so, Papke's vic­
tory carries virtually with it the middle­
weight championship title, inasmuch as 
Stanley Ketchel has stated repeatedly in 
public his inability to make.the middle­
weight limit.
