But the Georgia Orator's Argu
ments Quieted Him.

First of Week’s Series of Meet-
ings Held Last Night.

| THE BUDGET.
| The fundamental fact to be borne in
| mind is that for the year 1909-10 owing
in the main to the cost of the old-age
pensions scheme and to the increased
expenditure on the navy made necessary |
by Germon' competition, there is a de- |
ficiency of some $70,000.000 which must
be, and can only be, made good by new |
taxation. Mr. Lloyd-George proposes to
meet this deficiency in the  following
manner: Firstly, he largely extends the
system of graduation in the income tax.
For the future the rate on earned in-
comes above $10,000, and on all unearn- |
ed income, is to be raised from five to |
six cents on the dollar; while in the case |
of incomes above $25.000 there will be |
a super-tax of two and one-half cents on
the dollar on such portion of the income
as exceeds $15,000. Secondly, Mr. Lloyd-
George establishes a scale of license du-
ties. which, for the first time, will make
the liquor trade pay in proportion to the
real value of the monopoly granted to it
by the stafe. Thirdly, he raises the death
duties. In future, an estate of over §25..
000 will pay four per cent.; of over $50,-
five per cent.; of over $100,000 six per
cent.; and so on, till estates of over 85,-
000,000 pay fifteen per cent. Fourthly,
Mr. Lloyd-George imposes an extra 94
cents per gallon on spirits and an extra
sixteeen cents per pound on unmanufac-
tured tobacco. Fifthly, he increases the
settlement, legacy, and succession duties.
Sixthly, he hopes to raise over $3,000,000
by adding to the stamp duties on trans-
fer or sale of property, on bonds to
bearer. and on transactions in shares.
Seventhly, he taxes motor-cars at rates
varying from $10.50 on a car under six
herse-power to $30 on cars above sixty
horse-power, and imposes a duty of six
cents a gallon on petrol. The proceeds
of these two taxes. however. are to he
devoted, under national authority, to
repairing, extending, and improving the
road -of the country.

SURPLUS IN SIGHT
"OF NEARLY $20,000.

FINE ADDRESS.

Rev. C. S. Applegath to First
Church Federation.

Chairman of Finance Peregrine Shows a
Splendid Record For Year Just Over.

Qﬁeslion of Beach Pumps Not Yet Seltled—
Crowding of the Street Cars.

For the first time in many years #&
Hamilton Couneil will step out of office
without leaving behind a huge overdraft
for the incoming board to face. The

aldermen this year accomplished the
feat. .
With the contracts for the electric

pumps and motors in such shape that
the matter can not be dealt with for
another week, the Council last night had
little business to engage its attention,
and Ald. Peregrine, the Finance Minister,
took advantage of the opportunity tore-
view the city’s financial standing for the
year.

“We started out with a clean sheet,”
he said, “and we promised uurwl\-os_an!«l
the ratepayers that we would live \_\'mnn
the appropriation. 1t looks as if we
would not only do that, but have a tidy
little surplus besides. \With City Trea-
surer Leckie we went over the figures
ta-day, and, basing the expenses for this
month the same as a year ago, when
they amounted to $55,000, and after pro-
vidi.ng $8,890 for the contingency fund,
we will have left $18,435.

“This, 1 think, speaks volumes for the
Council this year. 1 thank the aldermen
for their co-operation with the Kinance
(‘op:mittee to obtain this result. 1t
shows what can be done by systematized
work.”

Through a miscalculation made many

years ago in the issuing of debentures |

for $165,000 for the waterworks depart-
ment, a debt of $22,000 must be met
next year. Ald. Peregrine asked the
chuirmen of the different committees to
ecanomize for the balance of the year in
an effort to make the surplus sufficient-
ly large to meet this amount without is-
suing debentures. The Council, he said,
would not only have a surplus, but other
money. The collections were coming in
exceptionally well this year.
CROWDED CARS.

Quite unintentionally Ald. Morris ap
propriated some of Ald. Wright's “thun-
der.” Ald. Wright and Ald. Ellis had
just prepared a resolution about the
over-crowding of street cars, when Ald.
Morris arose and complained about the
service on King street east. “The church
cars on Sundays are terribly crowded.”
he said. “I have seen as many as
twenty and thirty people standing, while
many others were left on the corners.
There should be no excuse for this on
Sundays. I have spoken quietly to the
company, but nothing has been done,
and [ think the Mayor or someone
should take it up. It is cruel and in-
decent the way--they jam people into
those dirty little cars, people with their
Sunday clothes on, too. Tt is simply an
outrage.”

“T thought Ald. Morris was a Sanday
observance man, and did not believe in
Sunday cars,” spoke up Ald, Crerar. “I
am rather surprised to hear this from
him. I would Tike to ask him if he did
not discover this months ago, instead of
waiting until a few weeks before elec-
tion ?”

“Great minds must run in the same
channel,” quoth Ald, Wright, who ex-
plained that he had just prepared a
resclution on that very question. It was
secorded by Ald. Ellis, and called upon
the cempany to provide a better service
at once, or, failimg to do so, the city
should apply to the Ontario Railway
Board of Relief.

“I had occasion to go down Barton
street to do some electioneering the
other day,” he said, “and as one man
remarked the people fairly have tocling
to the cars with their teeth.”

Mayor McLaren said he hoped that
the mover and seconder of the resolu-
tion did not think that the committee
which spent such a long time over the
street railway negotiations or the com-
pany were not aware of the ecrowding
He felt sure that the cause of com
plaint would soon be removed The
company had done much construction
work this year and had a big programme
mapped out for next year. This would
be followed by new cars. The company
would not be erazy enough to spend so
much money without giving the very
best service, The public had been most
patient and doubtless for the very rea-
son that people were convinced that re-
lief was in sight. The complaint of Ald.
Morris about the crowding of Sunday
cars, he admitted, was well founded. The
company should provide against this by
putting on more cars on Sunday.

“The trouble is the four-foot devil
strip,” explained Ald.

COME DOWN.

No Use For Sothman's Advice

Against Transformers.

City Will Use Them at the Beach
Walerworks

And Mr. Sothman Will Prepare
", the Specifications.

To afford P. W. Sothman, chief engi-
neer of the Hydro-Electric Commission,
an opportunity to prepare specifications
for the transformers and to satisfy him-
self as to changes in the design of the
motors, made necessary by the city’'s de-
cision to use Niagara power, the Fire
and Water Committee yesterday after-
noon decided to delay the recommenda-
tion of the Council for the letting of the
contracts for equipment for the Beach
pumping plant until the electrical expert
makes his report.

This action was somewhat of a sur-
prise, as it was expected the matter
would be ready for the Council to deal
with last night. When the committee
met Chairman Ciark read a recommenda-
tion from City Engineer Macallum, who
advised that the matter be referred to
Mr. Sothman and that he be asked to
prepare specifications for the transform-
ers.

Mr. Sothman explained that the speci-
fications  he prepared two years ago
were to undergo some changes, as a re-
sult of the city taking Niagara power,
and he did not ecare to accept responsibil-
ity for these until he had time to look
them over and prepare the specifications
for the transformers. This will take
about five days. A special Council
meeting will be held on Monday night to
deal with the matter.

T. J. Lynch, representing the John
McDougal Company, whose bid for the
pumps was lowest, said there would be
no change in the price of the tender.

1t has been practically decided to han-
dle the power at 2,200 volts, as recom-
mended by City Engineer Macallum and
the Westinghouse Company.

The new offer of the Westinghouse
concern was embodied in a letter sent to
the city on December 7th, and which,
after reciting the company’s desire to
co-operate with the city in the installa-
tion of the equipment, in view of its ten-
der of Oct. 2, 1908, has been recom-
mended for acceptance by the commit-
tee, said in part:

“In view of the Council's gdecision to
operate these motors from the Hydro-
Eleetric circuit, certain changes will be
required in their design. and although in
gereral, as explained in our conversa-
tion, the cost of the lower frequency
wi'l be greater, we are willing to furnish
moters of the self-starting type at the
same total price as specified in our ten-
cer. with a slight change in the outfits
made necessary by their operation with
loxer frequency, namely $12,024,

“This, you will understand, is in con-
firmation of our tender for the motors
und ccrtrol apparatus, with such modi-
fications in engineering details as will
be recessary to make them applicable
for the 25-cycle circuit, all otgnr pro-
visions of the tender to remain in force
as accepted.

“Again, the necessity of transformers
has ariren. which was not contemplated
with the installation of the higher fre-
quency, and with the higher tension line
extending from the Dundas sub-station
to the Beach pumping plant, we recom-
mend the installation, at the latter point
of twu 500 K. W. oil insulated water
cooled units, designed for three phase,
25 cycle, 12,000 volts primary, and 2,200
secondary winding, at the price of $4,000
for two.

Reviewing the above and in order that
your committee may have all data at
Land for final action, we are prepared
to furnish the necessary apparatus, com-
prising the complete electrical equipment
for the operation of two. pumps, each
requiring 500 K. V. A. electrical energy,
as per your specifications, as follows:

All the above installed complete, and
including the services of a competent
engineer to superintend the operation,
for two weeks, for $16,626.

With reference to your request for
our recommendation as to motor volt-
age, we unhesitatinglxy recommend the
lower one, namely, 2,200, rather than
12,000 volts, reaching this conclusion,
not only from an engineering standpoint,
but also from your advice that the slight
saving in the first place is not of as
much importance to the city as insur-
ance against breakdowns with resulting
interruptions of service.

The experience of the Westinghouse
Company in the manufacture of high
voltage motors has been very large, and
extends back a number of years. In
large units (1,000 or 1,200 horse power

“Everything was dirty, sticky and dis
agreeable to the touch. \Worse than this
was the general air of immorality.

“For fifteen hours each d: 1 wit
nessed all around me this improper,
indceent and forced mingling of men
and women, who were total strangers,
and often did not understand one word
of the same language. 1'cople cannot
live in such surroundings and not be in-
fluenced.”

The woman agent had told of the
mingling of the crew with the women
of the steerage, and said that the same
conditions were true of the association
of the men steerage passengers with the
women.

Agents of the immigration commis-
sion say that on many of the steam-
ships men stewards and members of
the ‘crew, as well as male steerage pas-
sengers, crowd into the compartments
set aside for women and constantly

through the passageways of such
compartments, so that no woman in
the steerage “had a moment’s privacy.”
