It is believed
that the murder of Prim was opposed by
some, on thé ground that nothing should
be attempted until the arrival of the
Duke Aosta, but the advocates of
immediate action prevailed. Lots were
drawn for the selection of three persons
to undertake the killing of Prim. The

Secondly, the extraordinary demand for
cartridges bad induced the proprietors
to employ a number of inexperienced
hands—another circamstance which ad-
ded to the peril. Thirdly, each of the
sheds contained a stove—a condition
which was a masterpiece of perverse
skill—almost suggesting the propiiety
of having a blast furnace aud a powder
mill under the same roof. Only one

The Boston Post published the follow-
ing memoir which shows of what a rest-
less disposition Prim was and how un-
reliahle. Ile appears to have owed
much to the Queen whom he did so much
to drive from the throne. lle was al-
ways mixed up in intrigues and plots
such as have afflicted Spain since the
law of succession was altercd by the
miserable Frederick : —

“ Don Juan Prim, Count of Reus, was
born in a small village of Catalonia, in
1814, cntered the army of the Queen of|
Spain in 1833, distinguished himsell in |
Catalouia, and rapidly rose to the grade |
of General. Upou the coaclu.ion of |

ace he declared in favor of Espartero, |

wut eubsequently deserted him, and in |

connection with the more advanced ad-
herents of hie party, united with the mo-
derados for Lspartcro’s expulsion. In
1834, when Beus, Barcelona and other
towns declared for the Constitation ol
1837 and for Espartero, Prim compelled
the Captain-General of Catalonia to give
him troops, with which he soon sup-
the insurrection. For this cx-

ploit the title of Count of Reus was con-
ferred upou him. In 1844 he was charged
by the moderados with being privy to a
plot against Narvaez, Coucha and. other
Uenerals,and was sentenced to imprison-
ment for a term of six years in one of
the Colonial forts. The Queen pardoned
him the following year, and made him
Governor-Genéral of Porte Rico. llc
vetained the office for one year, hut re-
mained upon the island until 1849. In
the latter part of that year he was
elected to the Cortes and again favored
the opposition. The Ministry, in order
to ensure his removal from Madrid, as-
signed him a diplomatic position to
Paris ; this he declined, preferring the
Turkish mission. In 1854 he was re-
called to Madrid and appointed Captain-
Geveral of Granarda; two years later
he was subject to another prosecution,
doomed to five years’ imprisonment, but
was soon pardoned, aud in 1860, made
Inspector-G | of Engi in the
war against Moroceo he commanded the
veserve, and greatly distinguished him-
welf in the battles of the Spanish army.

AN UNNATURAL SoN.—NEW YORK, Dm-,l
29.—A Washington despatch says that Sar- l
ratt’s re-appearance to public notice has
brought out a fact concerning him which
has ncver heretofore been published. It is |
stated, on most responsible authority, that |
when Surratt’s mother was on trial here, |
Judge Advocate Holt consented to release |
her if the former would give himself up to
trial. Sarratt was informed of this by friends |
who were in communication with him; but
instead of at once complying, and therehy
securing the release of his mother, he im-
mediately absconded, leaving her to her
fate.

If this story be tgae. it is as hard upon the
Court, which sentenced to death an innocent
woman, and a woman whom, as is now evi-
dent by its offer on condition to release her,
it knew to be innocent, because it could not
lay hands upon a man whom it suspected of
being guiltv. In the eyes of all honest men
the hanging of Mrs. Surratt has always ap-
peared a horrid crime, more atrocious even
than the cowardly assassination of President
Lincolu. Now, however, we are informed
that she was thus brutally and iniquitously
dealt with, simply out of spite, and because
the man upon whom the Court that murder-
ed her wished to lay its hands—though even
now of his having entertained any designs
upon the life of Mr. Lincoln there is no
proof—had fled beyond its reach. There is
no instance of a fouler prostitution of justice
to be met with in the records of any Euro-
pean nation, than this of the dastardly mar-
der of Mrs. Surratt—if the story printed
above, and which reaches us from Yankee
sources, be trune.
