KING GEORGE V.

CORONATION TRICKS
Abused Frauds that are Being Practis­

ed on the People.

Already many persons have hit up­
on a variety of tricks and devices for 
turning the Coronation to account for 
their personal profit.

One of the most impudent of th< 
tricks Is a device adopted by some 
shopkeepers of selling broaches^ 
satins, lace, and embroideries as rem­
nants of the materials from which the 
Coronation robes are being made. By 
making this absurd claim for 
their goods, shopkeepers, 
pecially In country districts, 
have been able to trick a num­
ber of unwary people into paying for 
ordinary stuffs and materials con­
siderably above the normal prices, 
a matter of fact, not an inch of the 
stuff from which the King's or Queen’s 
Coronation robes are made will ever 
be put on the market, for only suf­
ficient will be manufactured to make 
the robes.

One enterprising manufacturer has 
put a specially cheap silk on the mar­
ket which he calls “Coronation silk/ 
and In several towns In the North the 
material has achieved quite a boom 
and Is selling in enormous quantities; 
of course, the silk has no more real 
connection with the Coronation than 
last year's snow, nor. Indeed, does the 
manufacturer or retailer of the silk 
actually say that it has, but the fact 
remains that numbers of people are 
buying It as a result of a clever title!

Several downright swindles are be­
ing carried on by the more daringly 
dishonest “Coronation” exploiters. For 
example, a smartly dressed, hand­
some, well-mannered young lady has 
been collecting funds in North London 
on behalf of public Institutions, stat­
ing that the money was to purchase a 
gift which the institut!'>na in qui 
lion intended to present to their 
Majesties on the occasion of the Coro­
nation. The young lacy has disap­
peared recently, and the Institutions 
she pretended to represent have now 
for the first time heard of her and the 
Coronation gift from the people who 
subscribed to it.

There are also bogus Coronation 
seat syndicates and their agents.

Before the last Coronation, num­
bers of simple-minded people were 
Induced to pay for seats by persons 
who called at their houses with tick­
ets. The holders of these tickets, It 
Is scarcely necessary to say, did not 
find any seats awaiting them.

Sometimes the man who calls with 
tickets may be very smartly dressed 
and represent himself as an agent of 
a large syndicate which has bought 
up so many seatS that they are In a 
position to offer them at very low 
prices. But, however, the device Is 
worked, the results, so far as the pur­
chaser of the faked tickets for seats 
Is concerned. Is the same—he Is simply 
swindled out of his money.

The Coronation year Is, of course, 
being actively exploited by vendors of 
cheap goods. All sorts of cheap china 
and metal ornaments are being put 
on the market in huge quantities, 
bearing pictures of their Majesties and 
this year’s date. These goods are 
sometimes being sold at quite a 
hundred per cent, above the prices 
normally obtained for them, though 
the crude figures of the King and 
Queen which they bear do not in­
crease the cost of their production one 
fraction of a penny.

It may be noted that a number of 
people buy these cheap Coronation 
souvenirs under the foolish impres­
sion that they will become much more 
valuable later. They are produced In 
such numbers that It Is Inconceivable 
that they will ever be valuable to 
collectors.

(Campbellton Graphic.)
It seems as though we were to 

be faced with a calamity as dire, as 
that already gone through last 
July, it the present conditions in 
building are to regain.

One is almost tempted to think 
that there is an organized combine 
among contractors to b .oat the 
price of all the tenders for building 
at this time. Owing to the high 
figures now being demanded by 
contractors many who had arranged 
to build will either leave it over to 
a more suitable time or arrange to 
have the work drne by day labor.

It never pays to “Kill the goose 
that lays the golden eggs," aad if 
this policy is to be pursued it 
means it will hurt the town and 
tne contractor only, and the man 
about to build will hang ud the job 
or quit.

One case in point, a building 
•50x30x20 high nut including base 
ment was approximately priced 
last fall at 83500. Today this 
-.aine wooden structure is priced to 
cost 87U0O. just double the amount.

The people here wont stand for 
such extortion, and many will 
follow tin lead of the Methodist 
Church and postpone their re­
building indefinitely.

We have been very easy-going 
for a long time now hut we have 
come to the limit and the feelii g 
now prevalent in the town is that 
if the contractors persist in their 
inflated tenders then there will be 
no building done, but what is ab­
solutely necessary. Its a serious 
problem for us but we have got 
through worse ones and will 
manage this ad right although we 
may be inconvenienced in a greater 
or less degree. The towns people 
ha i e the matter in their own hands. 
If they consider the prices demand­
ed are beyond all reason, get the 
building done by day wont there 
will be lots of labor here early in 
the summer and the shortage of 
contracts will soon bring the 
builders to their right senses.

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fAX EXEMPTIONS AND TAX REFORM

A thoughtful and well-reasoned 
editorial from a recent isiue of the 
St John Daily Telegraph will show 
that in advocating anew system of 
taxation, Alderman H. H Stuart 
and the Uxion Advocate Ex- 
Aldeimen W. H. Belyea and C- J. 
lJorris>y and others of this town, 
and the Town Council of Camp- 
beilton are by no means alone in 
their contention even though the 
question of tax reform was so 
promptly ae.d decisively thrown out 
of the Northumoerland County. 
Council m January last.

The Telegraph's Article will bear 
careful steady, and applies as well 
to Newcastle as to St. John. It 
reads as folio as:

"The r-eed for tax reform has 
been emphasized recently in the 
number of inteiests that have 
approached the City Council for 
tax exemption in one form or 
another. Some contemplating/ im­
provements seek exemptiuiy' and 
other concerns ask for the removal 
of the burden of taxation.

“Particular cases of this nature 
should never arise in the city and 
they would not arise if oor present 
method of taxation did not dis­
courage improvements. What is 
nee-led is not exemption of 
particular interests and the shifting 
of these taxes to those who are 
least able to bear them, but a 
change in the incidence of taxation. 
Let the taxation fall on the land 
values instead of on the buildings 
and improvements'

“Tne site value of the land ton- 
stitutes the earnings of society and 
should be used by the community 
for public purposes. It can be so 
used by taking a part of the ground 
rental values only, for the muni­
cipal treasury. As a first step to 
this chat ge, authority should be 
secured to put a higher rate of 
valuation on the land for purposes 
of taxation than on buildings and 
improvements. This would at 
once produce cheaper land and a 
complete revival of the building 
industry. This increase of build 
ings would mean a larger supply of 
housing accommodation and lower 
rents, while the building activity 
induced would mean more work 
and higher wages.

“The exemption or the partial 
exemption of improvements will 
take a heavy burden from the 
shoulders of capital and labor. The 
growth of manufacture will be en­
couraged, not at the expense of 
others, as we do at piesent, but by 
toe removal of the fines imposed 
upon them, and land, which is now 
held unimproved and for higher 
rentals, will find its way into the 
market or pay the tax. For one 
particular industry to seek and ob 
tain tax exemption is to impose a 
wholly unfair burden upon every 
other industry in the city as well 
as upon every workman who pays 
his tax. The fair method is not to 
grant exemption to one. buta large 
measure of exemption to all in­
dustries that are building up the 
city, by a change in the incidence 
of taxation.

“St. John, by reason of the fact 
that the land is held by a few cor­
porations, and that it is almost im­
possible for a laboring man to 
secure a building site in any section 
of the dty. is particularly adapted 
for the imposition of this tax. At 
present the land is held in price 
out of all proportion to the value 
of building» and improvements. 
Untaxed labor products and taxed 
land would secure a treasury al­
ways sufficient for public needs, 
steady employment of labor at good 
wages, and a boom in building 
operations.

“That it would produce these 
results has been abundantly proven 
in the experience of other com­
munities. They have been the 
direct and easily traceable results 
in Vancouver and0other cities Ihst 
have adopted this method. The 
effect on nrben and suburban land 
has keen very marked. It has 
compelled owners of these to build 
Ce to Sell to tbuee who would build;

thus caused a great
M

owner of Ian ! occupied by buildings 
of little value finding that he has 
to pay the same rates and taxes of 
an adjoining owner whose land is 
occupied by a valuable lot of 
buildings; sees at once that hi- 
interests lie in putting his land to 
the best use. In some cities this 
has caused -uch an impetus to the 
building trade that the building 
material could not at times keep 
pace with the demand. Its tendency 
has not been to increase rent but 
to bring into use vacant sites that 
formerly were an eyesore to the 
community. On vacant sites the 
rates and taxes are increased and 
continue to increase as the adjoin­
ing sites which have been improved 
increase in value. It thus liecomes 
unprofitable to continue to hold 
land unimproved.”

CIVIL VAR OVER RECIPROCITY?

The "real manufacturing firms 
interested in compelling the people 
of Canada to buy from them at 
their prices set by the manufac­
turers are evidently becoming 
panic stricken over the ultimate re 
suit of the diseu»ion brought on 
by the debate on Reciprocity with 
the United Sûtes. It seems that 
their dissatisfaction is not so much 
with the reciprocity agreement as 
it stands as with what it may lead 
to when the people of the towns 
and villages demand free trade in 
manufactured goods in order that 
they may receive the same benefits 
the present agreement is giving the 
the Canadian farmers. In the 
city of Montreal—the «ame turn 
in which in 1849 the English 
speaking mob stoned the Governor- 
General and burned the Parliament 
Buildings—Mr. W. H. Townend, 
addressing the workmen of the 
Angus shops on the 7th instant 
ended his speech (according to the 
Daily Star's report) with the 
following incendiary language: 
“There are thousands of Canadians 
who are willing to offer their 
lives in CIVIL WAR rather than 
see this measure pass, and I am 
willing to go on record as saying 
that I am one of them.” Brave 
talk, but, we fancy, if Reciprocity 
passes even Mr. Townend will 
hesitate to take up the sword in de­
fence -of a few corporations.

A gentleman from a S&skatcaewan 
town was recently on » business trip 
to Toronto, ami in company with a 
Toronto friendX When out to make 
some small putohases of personal 
necessities the Torontonian sugges­
ted that while in the city the Wester­
ner should make larger and mar** 
elaborate purchases, in fact should 
supply his needs for some time to 
come. The Westerner refused em­
phatically to buy mure than sufficient 
for his immediate needs. He said 
they hac merchants in his home town 
who had been induced to invest cap­
ital by the prospect for local business; 
that he himself was holding a position 
there (in an educational institution) 
that was made possible only by the 
settling in the immediate vicinity of a 

umber of farmers, and that he would 
be unjust to the interests of his 
neighbors, his town and himself, unless 
he confined hi* purchases, as far as 
possible, to his own locality.

If that is the Western spirit, it is 
njt difficult to understand the phen­
omenal growth of the country and the 
enthusiasm the Westerners feel for 
their towns. It is refreshing to hear 
one of them expatiate on :he merits of 
his place of residence. Possibly we 
have not heard the name before, for 
hey are making towns rapidly out 

that way just now; but we shall not lie 
likely to forget it in 'he future, after 
listening to his rapid fire eloquence 
and seeing his infectious enthusiasm. 
You can smile at his volubility, but 
we can tell you friends that in the 
intense loca. patriotism of the 
Westerners lies the secret of the 
country’s marvellous growth and 
prosperity.

What a change th^re woud be in 
Northumberland County if all 

our citizens were imbued with a 
similar spirit. How the place would 
thrive if all the iesidents of North 
thumberland County would take as 
much interest in the welfare of cur 
town as that Westerner does in his. 
But as a matter of fact what do we 
findt It is not only that many North 
thumberland People spend money 
when away from home for things they 
might have obtained here before 
leaving, out they deliberately defer 
supplying their wants until they go 
away. Some indeed send their 
money by mail and receive the goods 
by express, under the mistaken impres 
sion that they can save a few ©enU 
by so doing. How our Westerner 
would scorn such sordid parsimony.

Now, is it not possible for each one 
of us to emulate that spirit cf 
solidarity—that wholesome loyalty to 
our own people, to our cwn town an * 
to ourselvesl Can we not. see that in 
cioing so we will not only help our 
neighbors but will materially help 
ourselvesl It would enlarge our 
business and < ur social life. It 
also increases our self respect. It is a 
mistake to think you save anything 
by acting in a contrary way. As a 
matter of fact you can supply your 
needs in Norththumberland County 
just as economically as in any place 
in Canada, even in the large places 
It coats more to do business, where 
taxes are greater and where the cost 
of living is higher, with consequent 

1 higher prices for labor and help of all 
kinds.

Let us get together and see if we 
cannot give Northumberland County 
a new expansion to our town if each 
individual member of the community 
would resolve to henceforth do all his 
or her shopping right here in North 
thnmberland County.

THE BOOSTING Of PRICES

(Campbellton Graphic.)
It seems as thouph we were to 

be faced with a calamity as dire as 
that already guise through last 
July, ii the present conditions in 
building are to remain.

One is almost tempted to think 
that there is an organized combine 
among contractors to b ;ost the 
price of all the tenders for building 
at this time. Owing to the high 
figures now being demanded by 
contractors many who had arranged 
lo build will either leave it over to 
a more suitable time or arrange to 
have the work dene by day labor.

It never pays to “Kill the goose 
that lays the golden eggs," aid if 
this policy is to be pursued it 
means it will hurt the town and 
tne contractor only, and the man 
about to build will hang no the job 
or quit.

One case in point a building 
50x30x20 high not including t>*se 
ment was approximately pciced 
ast fall at 83500 Today this 

same wooden structure is priced to 
cost 87*100. just double the amount.

The people here wont stand for 
such extortion, and many will 
follow thr lead of the Methodist 
Church anil postpone their re­
building indefinitely.

We have been very easy-going 
for a long time now but we have 
coroe to the limit and the feeling 
now prevalent in the town is that 
if the contractors persist in their 
inflated tenders then theie will be 
no building done, but what is ab­
solutely necessary. Its a serious 
problem for us but we have got 
through worse ones and will 
manage this ad right although we 
may be inconvenienced in a greater 
or less degree. The towns-people 
hai e the matter in their own hands. 
If they consider the prices demand­
ed are beyond all reason, get the 
building done by day wont there 
will be lots of labor here early in 
the summer and the shortage of 
contracts will soon bring the 
builders to their right senses.

(AX EXEMPTIONS AND TAX REFORM

••• < M, «#• 3

A thoughtful and well-reasoned 
editorial from a recent issue of the 
St John Daily Telegraph will show 
that in advocating anew system of 
taxation, Alderman H. H Stuart 
and the Union Advocate. Ex- 
Aldetinen W. H. Belyea and C. J. 
Morrissy ami 'ithers of this town, 
and the" Town Council of Carnp- 
bellton ate by no means alone in 
their contention even though the 
question of tax reform was so 
promptly ami decisively thrown out 
of the Northumoerland County. 
Connctl in January last.

The Telegraph's Article will bear 
careful steady, and applies as well 
to Newcastle as to St. John. It 
reads as folio as:

“The steed for tax reform has 
been emphasized recently in the 
number of inteiests that have 
approached the City Council for 
tax exemption in one form or 
another. Some contemplating im­
provements seek exemption and 
other concerns ask for the removal 
of the burden o? taxation.

“Particular cases of this nature 
should never arise in the city and 
they would not arise if our present 
method of taxation did not dis­
courage improvements. What is 
needed is not exemption of 
particular interests and the shifting 
of these taxes to those who are 
least able to bear them, but a 
change in the incidence of taxation. 
Let the taxation fall on the land 
yalues instead of on the buildings 
and improvements'

“The site value of the land con­
stitutes the earnings of society and 
should be used by the community 
for public purposes. It can be so 
used by taking a part of the ground 
rental values only, for the muni­
cipal treasury. As a first step to 
this char ge, authority should be 
secured to put a higher rate of 
valuation on the land for purposes 
of taxation than on buildings and 
improvements. This would at 
once produce cheaper land and a 
complete revival of the building 
industry. This increase of build­
ings would mean a larger supply of 
housing accommodation and lower 
rents, while the building activity 
induced would mean more work 
and higher wages.

“The exemption or the partial 
exemption of improvements will 
take a heavy burden from the 
shoulders of capital and labor. The 
growth of manufacture will be en­
couraged, not at the expense of 
others, as we do at piesent, but by 
tne removal of the fines imposed 
upon them, and land, which is now 
held unimproved and for higher 
rentals, will find its way into the 
market or pay the tax. For one 
particular industry to seek and ob­
tain tax exemption is to impose a 
wholly unfair burden upon every 
other industry in the city -as well 
ae upon every workman who pays 
his tax. The fair method is not to 
grant exemption to one. buta large 
measure of exemption to all in­
dustries that are building up the 
city, by a change in the incidence 
of taxation.

“St John, by reason of the fact 
that the land is held by a few cor­
porations, and that it is almost im­
possible for a laboring man to 
secure a building site in any section 
of the city, is particularly adapted 
for the imposition of this tax. At 
present the land is held in price 
out of all proportion to the value 
of buildings and improvements. 
Untaxed labor products and taxed 
land would secure a treasury al­
ways sufficient for public needs, 
steady employment of labor at good 
wages, and a boom in building 
operations.

“That it would produce these 
results has been abundantly proven 
in the experience of other com­
munities. They have been the 
direct end easily traceable results 
in Vancouver andpother cities that 
have adopted this method. "The 
eflect on urban and suburhsn land 
has been very marked. It has 
compelled owners of those to build 
or to ■ ell'to these who would build; 
and it has thus c used n g-cct 
mj.etus in the building ti.vlc. A>’

owner of land occupied by buildings 
if little value finding that he has 
to pay the same rates and taxes of 
an adjoining owner whose land is 
occupied Sy a valuable lot of 
buildings; sees at once that hi- 
interests lie in putting his land to 
the best use. In some cities this 
has caused such an impetus to the 
building trade that the building 
material could not at times keep 
pace with the demand. Its tendency 
has not been to increase rent bui 
to bring into use vacant sites that 
formerly were an eyesore to the 
community. On vacant sites the 
rates and taxes are increased and 
continue to increase as the adjoin­
ing sites which have been improved 
increase in value. It thus lecomes 
unprofitable to continue to hold 
land unimproved.”

CIVIL VAR OVER RECIPROCITY?

The cjreat manufacturing firms 
interested in compelling the people 
of Canada to buy from them at 
their prices set by the manufac­
turers are evidently becoming 
panic stricken o\> r the ultimate re 
suit of the diseu>d'in brought on 
by the debate on Reciprocity with 
the United States. It seems that 
their dissatisfaction «s not so much 
with the reciprocity agreement as 
it stands as with what it may lead 
to when the people of the towns 
and villages demand free trade in 
maatfactured goods in order that 
they may receive the same benefits 
the present agreement is giving the 
the Canadian farmers. In the 
city of Montreal—the «ame turn 
in whicn in 1849 the English 
speaking mob stoned the Governor 
General and burned the Parliament 
Buildings—Mr. W. H. Townend, 
addressing the workmen of the 
Angus shops on the 7th instant 
ended bis speech (according to the 
Daily Star's report) with the 
following incendiary language; 
“There are thousands of Canadians 
who are willing to offer their 
lives in CIVIL WAR rather than 
see this measure pass, and I am 
willing to go on record as saying 
that I am one of them.” Brtve 
talk, but, we fancy, if Reciprocity 
passes even Mr. Townend will 
hesitate to take up the sword in de­
fence of a few corporations.
