I. Tenant may sell Ms tenancy for 

the best price he can get. Condi* 
tions;—

1 SaIe°to one person only;
2 Notice to landlord.
3 Landlord may purchase on re­

ceiving notice.
4 Tenant may state consideration,
5 Court may declare the sale void.
6 Landlord may object to purchase
7 Court may recompense landlord 

for debt out of purchase money.
8 Where improvements made by 

landlord, purchase money apportioned 
by Court.

9 Landlord may give notice that 
he has claims on the estate,

10 Where purchase money paid in 
Court, Court must determine all ap­
plications.

11 Tenant who has sold his tens 
ancy shall not be entitled to compensa* 
tion for disturbai.ee or improvement.

12 Tenant if holding subject to 
Ulster tenant right system, may sell in 
pursuance of that custom or iu pur­
suance of this section ; but not both

DEVOLUTION OP TENANCY.
II— When a person receives a ten­

ancy as a bequest, he must be accept­
ed by the landlord as though he were 
a purchaser.

INCREASE OP RENT.

III— When laûdlord demaus in­
crease of rent, then

1 Tenancy shall be deemed, if ten­
ant subject to statutory conditions for 
ifteen years.

2 If tenant does not accept, ten­
ancy shall be sold and tenant shall 
receive amount by which Court decides 
the selling of tenancy to have been 
depreciated below amount which 
would have been selling value If retit 
were fair rent.

Until a year ago she was a 
hard-working girl, She gave up her em« 
ploy ment to go home and care for her 
consumptive lather, wüo in April, 1880, 
was left a widower. He was obliged to 
go to the hospital*, and the girls were left 
to struggle lor themselves. Eva tried in 
vain to get back to her own employment 
and for a time she lived as a domestic in 
a family. Un July 3> 1880) she went 
with some of her shop-girl acquaintances 
to a picnic. While upon the dancing 
platform she was handed some wine, it 
intoxicated her,and she lost ail conscious­
ness until the next morning, when she 
found herself i n a room in this city. 
Thence forward she led a wreckless lilt*-, 
but committed no crime. Une day she 
had occasion to make a call, and, as the 
lady of the house was absent. Miss Jacob’s 
yielded to the temptation to take some 
trinkets. Being undetected she became 
bold, and followed the career which end* 
ed in her arrest. /She was now penniless 
and penitent.

Deeson 
plied t,js picK in some hard brick I ike 
clay around the roots of an old tree, 
breaking up fresh eaith and tearing away 
thejurass from the surface of the ground, 
tie aimed a blow at the clear space be* 
tween two branches of the roots , and 
the pick, instead of sinking into the 
ground, rebounded, as it it had struck 
upon quartz of granite. ‘‘Confound it, 
he excla med, -I’ve nearly broken my 
pick. I wish 1 had broken it, if it had 
only been over some nufcget.’ A minute 
afterwards he called out to Oates and 
told him to come and see what ‘this” 
was. It was a mass of gold cropping 
Beveral inches out of the ground like a 
boulder on a hill, As each successive 
portion of the nugget was disclosed to 
view, the men were lost in amazement 
at its enormous size, it was over a foot 
in length, and nearly the same in breadth. 
The weight was so great that it was dif­
ficult for the two men to move it. How­
ever by dint of great exertion, they suc­
ceeded in carrying it down the hill to 
Deeson scottage, where they commenced 
o inspect then- wôndeit'ul tieasure. It 

waq completely covered with black earth, 
•md so tarnished in color that an inex­
perienced person might have supposed 
it to be merely ft mass of auriferous 
earth and stone. But its weight at once 
dispelled all doubt on that point, for it 
WAg more than twice as heavy as a piece 
of iron of the same size. Great was the 
rejoicing among, Deesona family.

Hurricane at Savannah.

Savannah, Aug. 30.
The.hurricane reported as moving up 

the coast last week, struck Savan.ih ant 
vicinity on Saturday evening- The wind 
has been blowing steady since Thursday 
night; On Saturday it attained 48 mdes 
an hour, and the signal Station was un, 
roofed and instruments*ama-hed. The 
last recorded 60 miles an hour, and it is 
th >ught it reached 75 to 80. The rain 
fell in torrents/ houses were unroofed, 
stores and warehouses flooded streets 
were littered with debris and prostrated 
trees , shipping in the river tore loose 
and was thrown on the banks alter in-, 
numerable collisions. All down the river 
to Tybee vessels are ashore.

As the work thus progresses 
finishing gangs are detached 
along the line so as to complete 
the grading of the road and 
prepare it tor reception of the 
rails which are expected to aiv 
rive in a few days, together 
with the necessary sleepers 
for this section of the line. 
It is fully anticipated that oy 
the close of the month the rails 
will have been laid at least as 
far as Manuel’s Bridge, and the 
work much expedited by the 
convenience thus afforded of 
getting the necessary materials 
and appliances over the road.

Mr. Blackman, general agent 
of the Syndicate, aud principal 
manager, arrived here on 
Wednesday morning by the 
steamer Hibernian and at once 
proceeded to inspect the line 
and location; with which he 
appears to be perfectly satis­
fied. He will leave almost 
immediately for New York foi 
the purpose of making fin a 
arrangements for puttine on a 
large additional force of men 
fall.

We think we 
may safely say that if his con­
clusions are even approxima<* 
tely arrived at, a new era, cal­
culated to astonish the weak 
nerves of the New Forty, has 
at length dawned upon us.

It is expected that contracts will be 
entered into almost immediately for 
the supply of several hundreds of 
thousands of sleepers for the use of 
the line ; and as, with the exception 
of the few thousand now expected for 
immediate use on this end of the line, 
all these, it is expected, will be pro» 
cured here, some of our people at least 
will have opportunities for putting in 
a good winter’s work this season a* 
profitable .ates.

carriage in waiting his Excellency, es­
corted by the Yeomanry Cavalry, at 
once proceeded to Govi rnrnent House 
where all due preparations had been 
made for his comfort, aud some little 
time after the party sat down to sup» 
par.

On Saturday at one o’clock his Ex» 
cellency, escorted by the Cavalry, re­
paired to the Court House wheu his 
Commission being read he took the 
usual oaths, the Artillery saluting. 
Both on his way to the Court House, 
aud while returning, his Excellency 
was enthusiastically cheered by the 
crowds of people who lined the streets, 
and apart from the distinguished po­
sition which he holds, there was that 
in the personal bearing and aspect of 
his Excellency which seemed to çom„ 
rcand homage, and which impressed 
the multitude with the belief that our 
new Chief will prqyo the right man in 
the right place* Elsewhere we give a 
sketch of the antecedents of his Ex­
cellency, by which it will be seen that 
his career has been a highly honorable 
one, and that he has won his way to 
distinction by the torce of meritorious 
services and achievements.
