The farmer who
pays a dollar more per month than his
neighbors always has the pick and gets the
best that the better man can do.

There are some things worth more
than money in this world, and one of them
is honesty and integrity of character. An
upright farmer, whose “ word is as good
as gold,” will find his character to be of
most material aid to him in every walk
of life.

A farmer once asked his local paper the
question: “How can Isecure the best
market for my butter?” He received the
following reply: “ Make butter that is
better that any that is made by your
neighbors and the market will soon
come to you so fast that you can’t beat it
off with a club, or keep it off with an
umbrella.”

It will be too late to think next spring
about having a good garden. Fall is the
time to begin to make sure that it will be
what it should be. Manure the land
now, plow it just before frost locks it up

Lard is no longer the prime factor in
estimating the value of a fat hog. Medium
sized porkers, with plenty of lean meat,
are now most in demand. Hogs, such as
used to be fattened until they were too
weak to get up and eat, cannot make
healthful pork, and as lard no longer
brings a much better price than eatable
meat, there is no reason for thus fattening
them.

The first thing to be done to restore an
orchard to productiveness after it has
ceased bearing, is to manure heavily.
This is best done in the fall. Let it lie
on the surface all the winter, and in
spring plow lightly, just-enough to give a
coating of soil to the manure. Cultivate
without cropping the next season, and by
fall the trees will be filled with fruit buds.
If too much growth is being made, pinch
back Jhe leading shoots.

FARM AND FIRESIDE.

MERCIER'S TRIUMPH.

He is Made the Subject of a Great
Ovation.

QuEskc, Nov. 4—1In the Mercier trial
when the arguments of counsel were con-
concluded the judge charged the jury. He
said there was no poesibility of their hav-
ing beenany conspiracy to defraud the
province of $60,000. What the jury had
to decide was whether or not there was a
combination between Mercier and Pacaud
to defrand the Caisse d’Economie. The
jury retired, and in ten- minutes retumed
with a verdict of not guilty.

Mercier, on the announcement of the
verdict, became pale. His lawyers and
friends pressed around him shaking his
hands and showering congratulations upon
him. Outside in the corridors hurrahs
for the ex-premier rent the air, while the
thousands of persons assembled in the
streets before the court house shouted at
the-tops of their voices.

‘When Mercier appeared four burly fel-
lows hoisted him upon their shoulders,
and the crowd forming in procession pro-
ceeded along St. Louis street shouting,
“ Hurrah for Mercier,” “ Down with An-
gers,” “Down with the provincial execu-
tioners,” and other fervent cries.

Mercier retired at F. X. Lemieux’s resi-
dence, bnt the noise was kept up, how-
ever, until he appeared at a window and
made a speech in which he thanked the
people, and said: “The prosecution I
was subjected to originated at Spencer-
wood, the residence of the lieutenant-
governor of Quebec, and was continued
by men unworthy of the high position.
they occupy; but thank God that the
great voice of the people has spoken and
I am still a free man. I'am glad to re-
turn to my friends, the friends whom I
have known in my trouble and who have
adhered to me. The first blow has been
struck and it will be heard at Spencer-
wood. My enemies took my fortune and
all I had, except my liberty and my
sacred honor, but they could not deprive
me of that.”

Queskc, Nov. 5.— The members of the
provincial national party are jubilant over
the result of the Mercier trial. Mercier
will be launched upon a second political
career by a great demonstration in St.
Rochs suburbs to-night. His friends are
particularly pleased that the judge in his
charge to the jury pointed out that the
count in the indictment charging Mercier
with conspiracy to defraud the govern-
ment couldn’t be considered by them, as
there was no proofsupporting them. The
only count they could consider was that
of conepiracy to defraud the bank which
cashed the letters of credit. Judge Wur-
tele’s decisions on the points of law in
every case are directly opposed to deci-
sions on the same points by Judge Chau-
veau during the preliminary investigation.

CONFESSIONS OF A SPY.

How Le Caron was Brought to Ottawa
as a Fenian Suspect.

Le Caron, in his book, “ The Secrets of
a Spy,” gives an interesting account of a
visit to Ottawa under decidedly unpleas-
ant circomstances. He wason his way
to the capital when he was arrested at
Cornwall by the mayor on suspicion of
being a Fenian. He tells the story: “I
had no luggage save a handbag, yet I had
with me documents that would reveal
everything if made public. My position
was dangerous — distinctly dangerous.
The prospect before me was that of dis-
closure and imprisonment among a strange
people, where I had no friend. Prompt
action was called for, and so I asked the
mayor for a few minutes’ private conver-
sation. Suspicious, and yet curious, he
brought me into the ticket office, where
we were left alone. Here I told him the
exact situation. It was true, I told him,
that I was a Fenian, but also a government
agent. I was even then on my way to
Ottawa to see Judge M’Micken. To de-
lay or expose me would mean serious dif-
ficulty for the government.

Crowding round the carriage, the infur-
iated Canadians would hies and hoot me,
while their cries of

‘HANG HM!’ LYNCH HIM!’

gave me a very uncomfortable idea of
what would happen to me if left alone
among them. When, eventually, we ar-
rived at Ottawa, I found my telegram to
Judge McMicken had brought his repre-
sentative to the station, and by him, my-
self and my guards were immediately con-
veyed to the police office, where the com-
missioner was awaiting us. Pretty cer-
tain of my safety now, I was quite pre-
pared to smile, and really did laugh when
brought into the presence of my friend
the judge. Not so he, however. With
proverbial soberness and solemnity he
heard the details of my capture, received
possession of my person and gave a formal
receipt for my custody. Armed with
this, my guardians left, and the old man’s
genial, kindly nature asserted itself. By
his instructions, I remained in his office
till nightfall, when, in a cab under cover
of the darkness, I accompanied him to
the club to take up my quarters there for
the night.

DOCTORS DIFFER.

The Result of a Fight on Nomination
Day at Andover.

ANDoVER, Nov. 6.—The principal facts
in connection with the Scott and Kelly
case are as follows: A fight occurred be-
tween Havelock Kelly and Walter Scott,
both of Andover, on the evening of nom-
ination day, 15th October, in Kelley’s
barness shop. There were a few others in
the shop at the same time and most had
been drinking. Itseems Kelley ordered
them out, but they refused to go, and in
order to make them hie grasped a hammer
and began striking with it. Scott inter-
fered and received a slight blow on the
back of the head with the hammer. The
two then clinched and tumbled over a
chair to the floor, Scott coming under and
striking the back of his head quite for-
cibly on the floor. Kelley held him down
for fifteen minutes. After coming to their
feet they again clinched and this time
Kelley was forcibly thrust through the
gide lights of the shop door, and Scott in
withdrawing his hand scratched his left
wrist slightly with the broken glass. This
ended the fight.

The next evening the wrist began to
swell and get painful. Blood poisoning
had set in,and in a week the man was
dead. Coroner Murphy held an inquest
before Justice Cameron on Sunday, the
day after the man’s death. The following
jury were empanelled : T. P. Waite, C. L.
B. Miles, W. Watson, H. Tibbets, E. Hoyt,
Geo. Brdell and F. Brown. Dr. Welling
was the first witness examined, and tes-
tified that deceaséd, in his opinion, came
to his death from blood poisoning, origin-
ating from the scratch in the arm; that
there were no indications of brain injury.

Herbert Turner, about the only sober
man in the shop at the time of the fight,
swore to the main facts in the case as
given above.

Dr. Janeway of New York, who was
called in consultation two days before
Scott’s death was not so sure of the cause
of death, and gave the impression that
his idea was that there must be some
other cause of death besides that which
started at the wrist.

The verdict was death from blood
poisoning, and that blows had been re-
ceived on the head from a hammer in the
hands of Kelley.

Kelley was arrested and gave bail to ap-
pear before Police Magistrate McQuarrie
on the following Thursday. No new facts
were shown at the trial, excepting that
Dr. Janeway was still more pronounced in
his belief that the blows on the head
had more to do with the death than was
thought. The body was raised on Satur-
day night and an examination of the
brain made by Dr. Boone of Presque Isle.
He found no injury that might be caused
from a blow. There was some evidence
that the scalp had been injured at the
back of the head, which might, in
his opinion, have been caused by the head
when it came in contact with the floor.
Kelley is bound over to appear at the
next sitting of the county court.

ANCIENT TELEGRAPHY.

A Great Contrivance for Sending Instan-
taneous Messages.

The ancient Greeks and Romans prac-
ticed telegraphy with the help of pots
filled with straws and twigs saturated in
oil, which being placed in rows, expressed
certain letters, according to the order in
which they were lighted. But the
only one of their contrivances that
merits a description was that invented
by a Grecian general named ZEnas, who
flourished in the time of Aristotle, in-
tended for cornmunication between the
generals of an army.

It consisted of two exactly similar
veseels filled with water, each provided
with a cock that would discharge an equal
quantity of water in a given time, so that
the whole or any part of the contents
would escape in precisely the same period
from both vessels. On the surface of each
floated a piece of cork, supporting an up-
right, marked off into divisions, each di-
vigion having a certain sentence inscribed
upon it.

One of the vessels was placed at each
station and when either party desired to
communicate he lighted a torch, which he
held aloft until the other did the same, as
a gign that he was all attention. On the
gender of the message lowering or extin-
guishing his torch each party immediately
opened the cock of his vessel and so left it
until the sender relighted his torch, when
it was at once closed. The receiver then
read the sentence on the division of the
upright that was level with the mouth of
the vessel and which, if everything had
been executed with exactness, corres-
ponded with that of the sender and so
conveyed the desired information.

' CAITLE SCHEDULED.

A Severe Blow to an Important Trade,

The board of agriculture, of London
Eng., has issued an order prohibiting the
free importation of Canadian -cattle.
Henceforth Canadian cattle must be
slaughtered at the ports at which they
are landed.

The Montreal Star has the following
special cable from London regarding the
scheduling of Canadian cattle: The worst
fears of the friends of the important Can-
adian cattle trade has been realized and
Canadian cattle have been scheduled. In
other words, the privilege allowed to Can-
adian cattle of being permitted to land
and graze on British pastures has been
cancelled, and in future Canadian cattle,
immediately on arrival, will be slaught-
ered in the byres at the sea ports, as are
all the cattle imported into Britain from
the United States and other countries.

An influential deputation, representing
all the leading Councils of Agriculture
throughout the country, headed by the
Duke of Westminster, waited upon Mr.
Gardner, Chairman of the Board of Agri-
culture, and urged that the exportation
of Canadian cattle on the present con-
ditions be stopped. The recent suspected
cases of pleuro-pneumonia in imported
Canadian cattle were made the theme of
the principal argument, and in addition it
was claimed that there is a great risk of
cattle disease reaching Great Britain
through Canada not enforcing sufficiently
rigid regulations against the admission of
American cattle into the Dominion.

Mr. Gardner, in reply to the deputation,
said that after a most anxious enquiry
and a very careful consideration of the
question in all it bearings, the board of
agriculture had concluded that the facts
of the recent outbreak among Canadian
cattle was inconsistent with the reason-
able security contemplated by the law
which exempted Canadian cattle from the
provisions of the quarantine laws. In
consequence of this decision, the board
felt that it had absolutely no alternative
but to withdraw the privilege of the im-
portation of stockers or grazing cattle
frem Canada. “Indeed,” Mr. Gardner
continued, “ the order to that effect has
already been signed.”

The news has caused great excitement
amongst Canadian live stock exporters,
who declare that it will be a bad blow to
the trade, which was one of the most
profitable in the Canadian list of exports.
A large portion of the Canadian cattle
sent to England are stockers, who are fed
on British pastures and realize large
values. Nearly 3000 head of these cattle
are now on their way from Montreal to
England, and if the government’s decision
is put info force they will be almost a
total loss, as the only thing of any value
about them will be their hides. The
Canadian government sent strong repre-
sentations to England that no pleura-
pneumonia existed in Canada, but these
were without avail.

Woobpsrock, Ont., November 7 —The
cattle dealers in this section are not dis-
posed to view with alarm the recent
action of the British board of agriculture
in scheduling Canadian live stock. The
order came at an opportune time, when
nearly all the stockers, especially in
western Ontario, have been shipped, and

spring sets in. This is the view of many
exporters in this section.

John McCulloch, a well-known dealer,
stated that he believed the scheduling
of Canadian cattle would prove a benefit
rather than a loss to the farmers of the
dominion, pgovided they made a proper
application of the lesson. It was a great
mistake for them to go so extremely into
the raising of stockers. A farmer will
sell a stocker for $25 or $30, while fat cat-
tle are worth from $55 to $65 a head.
These stockers are fattened in Scotland,
the dealer there making one pound in five
on his investment. If the Canadian
farmers would feed their own stock they
would double their mcney, thereby not
only benefitting themselves but leaving
a great deal more money in the country.
He had no doubt if the farmers raised
less stock and had the stock fat it would
be tar more profitable. This view of the
situation is generally endorsed here.

STARVATION IN MEXICO.

The condition of the poorer classes of
Zaticas, Mex., is extremely critical on ac-
count of the lack of food. The streets are
filled with beggars of every age and de-
scription. The government is doing good
work in relieving the suffering, but there
are several thousand famine stricken
people not within reach of this assistance
and they are actually starving. A num-
of free eating houses have been establishd
but the capacity of such places is limited.
Instead of free distribution of corn being
made among the famine stricken people
there as is being done in other cities of
the republic the grain is sold at a reduced
price and as those in need are without
money to buy they must go without.
Many of the poorer people have fled to
the mountains where they are living on
the prickly pear, maguey plant, and mess-
quitt bean.

CHASED BY SNAKES.

An engineer corps making a survey on
the Second mountain near Lorberry, were
compelled to flee in great haste, owing to
the rapid ‘advance upon them of the
mountain fires, which came from three
directions. An army of snakes, driven
from their lairs by the intense heat, also
advanced upon the surveyors without
warning. Picking up their instruments,
the men fled down the mountain, followed
by the snakes. Itis believed that there
were thousands of the reptiles, and strange
scenes were witnessed as black snakesand
rattlesnake came together in mortal com-
bat.

Thw
grist mill there is in charge of Harry Steele
of Gibson, a good miller and very obliging.

Spasmopic.— It is wonderful to witness
the spasmodic efforts made by some of our
local newspapers to declare themselves
liberal though run by conseryative money,
printing and influence and truckling to the
demands of that party. They were liberal
once but it would take a very fine micros-
cope to find anything liberal about them at
present.

ConsErvaTIVE NoMINEE.—The result of
Monday night's conservative convention at
St. John was the appointment of George
Robertson as standard bearer. George Mc-
Leod was first chosen, but as this did not
appear to suit the party whips, George
Robertson was then put up. The meeting
showed that the party in St. John is not in
a very cohesive state.

THREE YEARS More.— The bass fishing
has, as all are aware, been prohibited during
the past three years, but to add to the
agony three years more are set apartasa
time when no bass must be caught. Along
the Miramichi this is felt to be an injustice
and people are loud in their complaints.
The minister of marine and fisheries comes
in for many choice epithets.

InspECTION.— On Monday afternoon Gen-
eral Herbert, commander-in-chief of the
Canadian forces, inspected the infantry
school and men here. He pronounced
himself very much pleased with the condi-
tion of the barracks and with the military
precision and skill of the men. One of the
rooms was severely condemned and there
will likely be a change made.

—lIUND GuiLry.—The result of the trial of
rev. Sidney Welton, C. B. Welton and Dr.
Randall, in 8t. John, was a disagreement of
the jury in the case of the former, while C.
B. Welton and the doctor were found
guilty. The jury stood eight to four in
favor of convicting the reverend gentleman
and he has been held awaiting another
charge. It is a sad blow to the friends of
the convicted men as their acquittal was
expected.

A Worp To THE WisE.—A certain sergeant
of ‘he infantry force in this city has made
L’self rather conspicuous during the late
election and at several subsequent opposi-
tion gatherings. It would'appear that he
is going outside his place, haying no vote
he should not interfere with affairs which
should not concern him. It is his duty to
prevent strife not to take a part in what
he knows may create disorder. It is not
necessary to name him, but his conduct
will have to change or there will be a re-
port that will not be very pleasing to him.
A word to the wise is sufficient.

More Bowmss.— Circulars worse in char-
acter than those used in York are now
being sent to Queen’s county in the inter-
ests of the opposition. Is it not a creditable
state of affairs that men should try to get
into power by defaming their neighbors
and by inciting measures villainous in
character. A man who stirs up religious(?)
strife will steal or burn a building should
he think it necessary, and the people of the
province should frown down such scound-
rels. We see the beginning but cannot say
what the end may be. One thing is plain
Fredericton is not too pleasant a place to
live in at present and religious strife is on
the increase,

A POLITICAL ATTACK.

The Health of the City Never in a Better
Condition,

It would appear that some of our contem-
poraries are making a great mistake in
spreading abroad to the world the fact, as
they express it, of the great prevalence of
typhoid fever and other contageous diseases
in this city at the present time. In the
first place the city hasbeen almost free from
disease the past summer—a majority of the
deaths occuring being that of aged people-
Again, the city for the hottest months,
ranked the lowest in Canada respecting
deaths—some months only six deaths oc-
curing in a population of about seven thous-
and, or one in over a thousand.

Most of the readers of these journals know
just the reason why there is such an outcry
respecting fever; they know that it is only
the foundation for harrassing one whom
they oppose in politics, and one whom they
can strike in no other way. Is there a
member of the council board who does not
know that there is a greater menace to
health in the very imperfect sewers than
there is in the impurity of the water? Why
not attack the greater evil ?

If logs do lie in the neighborhood of the
waterworks, are they not as clean as they
can be? Have they not floated in the river
for nearly a year? Can it'be shown that
they could contaminate the water? Re-
member they are sound and clean.

If there is a scheme on foot to harrass Mr.
Estey and others who may find it necessary
to tie logs along the shores, come out boldly
and state just what is the reason for the
attack. Don’t say the city is in a desperate
condition, for all know that such is not a
fact. Certain of these journals have helped
break up manufacturing enterprises in this
city before, surely they will not attempt
the same with Mr. Estey. What is their
record in respect to the late wollen mill
project? If there was a cause for the sud-
den interest taken by these journals in any
threatened condition of the public health,
the HeraLp would support them; but an
attack by them on Mr. Estey, from purely
political motives, may not affect him
in the least, but will give would be visitors
a very bad opinion of the city. Let us have
something respecting the sewers—something
practical, not a political attack.

Campaign Echoes.

A would be gentlemen was discanting
fluently at a certain hotel, respecting the
brilliancy and honesty of one of the late
elected members of York. His harangue
had reached a very interesting point when
a lady teacher, who had listened patiently,
interrupted with: * It is no use to tell any-
thing about him; he robbed my father of
eight hundred dollars.” It is needless to
say that the w. b. g. collapsed.

Speaking at an out of town poll respect-
ing some of the prominent supporters ot
Mr. Pitts, the name of a certain Fredericton
worthy, prominent in temperance and other
social organizations, was mentioned. “He,”
said a bystander, was run out of our house
by my mother with the tongs; he is one of
the greatest scoundrels ever in this village.”
Another said: “ When I asked him if such
was his name, he denied 1t. A man that
will deny his name is notgoing to nominate
a man to represent me.”

The Intercolonial.

The feeling here respecting the proposed
transfer of the I. C. Railway to the C. P. R.
is about evenly divided. If the C. P. R.
will guarantee to run the road with no in-
crease in rates—thus taking a heavy burden
of taxes off the people—the change will
meet with the favor of Fredericton. If
however, it will be the means of increasing
the rates and crushing out the C. E. R., it
will prove a disaster to the people of York
and Northumberland. It mustbesaid how-
ever, that a majority in the counties men-
tioned are in favor of the road remaining as
it is ; and they say that they have as much
right to low tolls as the people of the upper
provinces have to canals and large public
works that they are taxed for, and from
which they derive no benefit. It is be-
lieved though that the deal is made.

Scott Act War.

Inspector Menzies, of Chatham. Scott act
inspector, received a very bad blow on the
face from a flat iron in the hands of Annie
Conway at Chatham on Thursday. It ap-
pears that he and constable Hill went to
Conway’s to look for liquor. He found the
street door of the bar fastened and a guard
on hand. He broke the door in and it was
again closed, but a plank prevented its com-
plete closing. James Conway stood atthe
gap with an axe threatening slaughter.
Bottles and other missiles were freely ex-
changed. The constable was scalded by hot
water thrown by one of the women. The
inspector charged through the breech, club
in hand, but was met by the flat iron which
smashed his nose and cheek. War is now
declared.

Pitts’ Candidate.

Respecting the nomination of J. DeVeber
Neales the Telegraph of Friday says:

“It is understood that the opposition
party in Queens discouraged the putting up
of any candidate. George F. Baird was
present and worked the convention along
theselinesand says, to-night, that Mr.Blair’s
election is assured now beyond doubt. Pitts
and some of his gang were there and they
practically nominated Neales. Mr. Baird
says Neales’ nomination, under the circum-
stances will make it impossible for the op-
position to take him up as it is practically
an Orange nomination and the opposition
could not commit themselves to that. Our
advices to-night from Gagetown are that the
better class of oppositionists are entirely
opposed to Neales’ political reputation.”

Representation.

A project is on foot to reduce the repre-
sentation at the city council board, allow-
ing only one alderman from eachjward,;and
each candidate to be elected by a city in-
stead of by a ward vote. It is believed that
this will expedite matters, will lessen fric-
tion, and may be more in the interests of
the city. Instead of any practical work,
much time is spent with trivial matters,
while the burden of taxation keeps increas-
ing without any limit. The council may
be powerless in this matter, but if so, some-
thing must be done to stem the current.
Perhaps a discussion as to the change in
representation may lead to a scheme for a
reduction in taxes.

Douglastown Brigde.

The Miramichi Advance says: The con-
tract for the sub-structure of the proposed
iron bridge at Douglastown, tenders for
which were advertised for in the Advance,
has been awarded to Mr. Lawrence Doyle.
The contract price is understood to be about
$3,400 for the stone abutments. The job
will be a permanent one. The government
treats Douglastown pretty well, considering
that its electors are so largely influenced by
specious canvasses to vote plumpers in the
opposition interest. They ought to get tired
of being so often induced to oppose their
best friends.

THAT ROBBERY.— A young man from
Miramichi, going to the west, was robbed
here of $50 while intoxicated, about a fort-
night since, a notice of which appeared in
a former issue. There has been an attempt
to show that the robbery was committed in
one of the hotels. Such is not the case, as
the young man was found on the street
sleeping, and when found by his friends the
money was gone. He was then taken to
the hotel and the case given to the police,
with no clue as yet.

The result of the presidential contest
on Tuesday will be gratifying to most of
our readers, as it is a very apparent fact
that a majority of the residents of central
New Brunswick preferred the four years
of Cleveland rile to the four of Harrison’s.

Mr. Cleveland carried the solid south
and the doubtful states, Connecticut, New
York, New Jersey, Delaware, Indiana,
Illinois and Wisconsin by majorities up to
44,000.

This gives Cleveland 269 votes in the
electoral college to 151 for Harrison and
22 for general Weaver.

It is apparent from this result that pro-
tection has received a sad blow in the
United States. It is a victory of the peo-
ple over combines, protectorates, mono-
polists and all the influence of office and
money. The republican party is not only
defeated but demoralized. Driven to ex-
treme limits a few years ago, they thrust
on the people the McKinley bill, and it
has proved to be the last straw, the back
of the peoples camel has given way under
it. .

Jas. G. Blaine will likely retire from a
very active part in public life, and appear-
ances indicate that the democrats will
have a long lease of power.
