Clothing for the Chiidren.

There has been a revolution in public
taste in the past dozem years, and even
ultra-fashionale people dress their child-
ren in a more sensible manner and in
simpler styles. This-change-is-due o the
introduction of English fashions, which
are preferred by best dressed people to
the more elaborate French styles. The
influence of the asthetic movement on
taste in England has gone far toward
making the worst dressed nation under
the sun the best dressed nation and the
leader of taste. Nothing prettier and
simpler can be imagined than the little
msthetic English frocks now worn by
children. American flannel have at-
tained a perfection of weave that makes
them the first choice for little girl's
dresses. Bright navy-blue and gelden
brown flannels made up in English
fashion are simply trimmed with a clust-
er of tucks around the full gathered or
kilted skirt, aand narrow white ruche
at the neck and sleeves of the plain
short-waisted round waist make the
prettiest school dress for a little girl of
eight to ten, anud the same style may be
adopted for older and younger children.
Children’s dresses are no longer worn
very short, but reach low enough to
cover the knee well, while the little girl
of three and four years should wear
dresses reachirg to their ankles. Black
stcckings are the invariable choice and
good woollen hose with dcuble knees
may be purchased as low as fifty cents a
pair and upward, according to size
The children of sensible mothers no long-
er wear cotton stockings in winter, but
knit or woven stockings of wool. A
pair of light calfskin shoes with heavy
soles should be chosen for school wesr,
They are worn by the most fashionable
misses, and a more sensible fashion was
cever introduced. Do not under any
compulsion of the salesman allow your-
self to buy a pair of shoes for a child
under twelve with heels. We hope the
race of old fashioned cobblers who were
formerly always found in country towns
has not been driven out of occupatien by
the mass of cheap machine-made shoes.
The shee the village cobbler makes is
made by hand, and if a little care is tak-
en in giving orders as to the shape and
style, it will prove better than any shoe
at the same price bought from the village
merchant. Heavy leggings should be
provided for girls and little boys, so that
the child can go into snow banks and en-
joy to the full that exhilaration of spirit
that comes with out-door exefcise in the
keen winter air. Sensible leggings may
be made at home of heavy cloth lined
with rubber cloth. Scraps of tLe cloth
of the child's overcoat or cloak is the
best for this purpose. Most of the
pattern makers furnish a pattern of leg-
gings. A light little hood for a girl of
the material of her cloak, bordered with
an edge of inexpensive fur, is the best
choice for a school hood, while a boy
should have a warm round cap provided
with lappets to cover his ears. Little
wristlets knit of wool should be provided
for children during the winter if their
wool mittens do not extend high over
the wrists. White aprons which com-
pletely cover the dress save flannel dress-
es from frequent washing. There is no
great_difficulty in washing good colored
flannel dreeses if they are simply made.

They can be laundried in cold water as
easily as cotten goods can ho washed,
but servants can seldom be trusted to do
this work. It requires the supervision
of the mistress. The patterns sent out
by pattern houses are often absurdly
elaborate. They are made up to extract
trade, and they do not represent the best
taste of fashionable people. While pat-
terz wakers have done an iuestimsble

good in helping mothers to shape the
frocks and clothing of their children,

saving hours of worry and vexation, they

have borne a great evil in prolonging in

the mania for over elaboration in the
in the dress of women and children.
Every mother naturally wishes her child
to ook pretty and neat, and too many
mothers lured by fashion plates have
spent hoars of teil in making elaborate
dresses for their children only to find,
when the dresses were finished, that
they were ugly and unsatisfactory. There
is but one remedy. Let mothers take
the goods the fashion makers provide,
but avoid all elaborate designs—designs
which are put in merely t6 fill out the
books. Make simple clothing for the
children, and enjoy yourself a rest from
anxiety about their dress and take the |
pleasure that comes frowa a neat, order- |
ly household.

This month is one of the most fickle
in the whole year, and it is wise for the
housekeeper and mother to be provided
against the sudden changes and especial-
.ly against the dampness of the morning
air. An open wood fire kindled on the
hearth during the morning will ward oft
any lurking malaria. Let in every atom
of sunlight that you can, when the days.
are not too hot. Every sleeping room
and living-room in the house should
be kept fresh and pure with fresh air
and sunlight. Little children and inval-
ids should wear light flannel stockings
during this month. This sounds like
over care, but such a precaution as this
may savo them from any of the many
forms of dissase of the stomach, which
appear about this time. ~Most sysiems
are a little cxhausted with the intense
heat of August, and it is especially wise
now to furnish the table with nourlshing
broths, me:te and other substantisl food.
Scoteh mutton broth with barley is an
excellent dish. This is not, strictly
speaking, a soup, as the meat acd veget-
ables are cooked in it- and it forms a
meat course at dinner fo plain families.
Remove all the fat and bones from a
neck and breast of mutton, Cat the
meat in small pieces and dredge it with
flour. Put a large tablespoonful of but-
ter in the soup kettle; when it melts
throw in the meat and atir it up till it
browns, then cover it with one quart of
cold water. Set it back on the fire,
where it will just simmer. Put the
Fones over the fire in another kettle with
about a pint of cold water and let them
boil. Pat the fat away for soap grease.
When the broth has cooked half an hour
add a large slice of turnip and two siices
of carrot, two small onions, a stalk of
celery and half a cup of barley. Let the
broth cook two houre longer, then atrain
the liquor from the bones over it and set
it forward where it will caok more rap-
idly. Beat a tablespoonful of butter in-
to » tablespoonful of flour, and stir grad-
ually into the broth. Add a heaping
tablespounful of salt and a teaspoonful
of pepper and let the whole boil up once,
then serve.

Do not forget that the school children
are small brain-workers, While it has
been clearly shown that manual laborers
can live on a vegetarian diet, brain-work-
ers require animal food. The long fast
on bread, butter, cake and dainties im-
posed omn schocl-children who ‘‘carry
their dinner” is too great a risk to
their health. All children should
come home to a hot, hearty dinner in
the midd¥ of the day. Even if they
trudge » long distance through the snow
in winter they will be better for it. A
nondescript meat picked up after school
will not take the place of a hot dimner.
September weather requires more nour-
ishing breakfast than summer. Cereals
are always welcome if they are varied in
kind, *QOatmeul becomes distasteful to a
great many if served every morning,
while it is delicious once or twice a
week, Fine hominy is excellent if
properly cooked. It should be cooked
in abundance of water slowly fur nearly
an hour, It should be thin enough to
pour out when put cn the table. It will
be thicker a moment after. Pearl wheat
is a delicious cerea!, better than cracked
wheat. It requires to be cooked in a
steamer the day before, but it may be
left in & porcelain steamer and heated
up for breakfast. It is better this way
than when served the day it is steamed.
Oatmeal is better covked in the same
way. Corn meal mush and cracked
corn should be cocked the day before
for breakfast. ' Wise mothers do not
give their children tea and coffee, but
milk. Do not let the child drink this
cold, but heat it as hot as coffee for his
breakfast. It is best to rest as much as
possible during thé depressing weather
of September, which is colder but less
healthful generally than August. In
careless househulds much of this un-
healthiness comes from the refuse of
summer left lying about and creating
miasma, When one lives in close prox-
imity to neighbors of this kind the in-
nocent suffer with the guilty and there
is no remedy but disinfectants to purify
the atmosphere. It is best to put off all
cleaning for winter till the bright, clear,
invigorating weather of October.

Holes in
wood are best stopped by vailing tin
over thew.

The cleanest and most perfectly polish-
ed floors have no water used on them.
They are simply rubbed off every morn-

iaz with a large flannel cloth, which is
kerosereoiled once,intwoorthree weeks,

Take the cloth, and with a rubbing
brush or stubby broom go rapidly up
and down the (not across them).  After
a few rubbings the floor will assume a
polished sppearance that is not easily
defaced. '

T¢ y6u want a plaasing and interesting,
object on your mantle sheif, try growing
an oak tree in a bulb glass. Suspend an
acorn by a thread within half an inch of
some rain water contained iu a hyacinth
glass, and permit it to remain undisturb-
ed a few months, when it will burst and
throw down a root into the water and
shout upwards its straight and tapering
stem with beautiful green-leaves. These
miniature trees live but a few months,
but during that time afford considerable
iaterest.

A little ammonia or borax in the water
you wash your hands with, and that
water just luke-warm (will keep the skin
clean and soft. A little oatmeal mixed
with the water will whiten the hands.
Many people use glycerine on their
hands when they go to bed, wearing
gloves to keep the bedding clean ; but
glycerine makes some skin harsh and
red. These pecple should rub their
hands with dry oatmeal and wear gloves
in bed. The best preparation for the
hands is the white of an egg, with a
gran of alum dissolved in it, ‘‘Roman
toilet paste” is merely the white of an
¢, barley flour and honey. Thcy say
It was used by the Romans in olden
times ; any way it is a firstrate thing,
but i’ is & mean sticky stuff to use, and
does not do the wori any better than
oatmeal, The rouzhest and hardest
Lands can be made soft and white in &
month's time by doctoring them a little
at bedtime ; all the tools ysu necd are a
nail brush, a bottle of ammonia, a box
of powdered borax and a little fice white
sand to rub the stain off, or a cut of
lemon, which will do even better, for the
acid of the lemon will clean anything.
Manicures use acids in the shop, but the
lemon is quite as g and isu't
poisenous, while the acids are. .

Rallroads and Whiskey,

Of all the people in the world those con-
nected in any way with the working of
railways ought to leave intoxicating li-
quors severely alone, The ‘‘Railway
Age’” puts the whole case very neatly

and very clearly in the following terms :
It is time to go fartho>r than mere
“Temperance.” That, to many, means
“‘drinking in moderation”—a dangerous
compromise, especially for railwaymen.
If an engineer or_conductor or dispatch

er, or any other worker, feels that he
must drink{océasionally when he is oft
duty he is the victim of a powerful hab-
it which may seize him when he is most
in need of a clear head, and at any rate
his officers cannot feel the iwplicit con

fidence that they would have if they
knew he was a total abstainer. Mod-
erate drinking is a compromise with
dangerous appetite. And where shall
the line be drawn between modarate
and immoderate drinking? And by
whom, the driuker or his employer ?
How shall the latter know that the in-
visible line has not been crossed some
day, when the eugineer or conductor
comes out to take his train? How can
the former be trusted to decide when he
is feeding an appetite in- himself which
may be daily growingstronger while his
self-restraint and power of discernment
are daily growing weaker.

The gist of the argumebt seems to us
about this : Drinking is a useless habit,
it does uo good, it wastes money needed
for usefal purposes, it often produces
crime, disaster and misery. Railway
men cannot afford to take the risk which
the habit involves,and if they think they
can their masters crnnot afford to allow
it. Hence the safe and satisfactory
courae for buth sides, without a single
counterbalancing disadvantage, is total
abstinence, Why should not rail way of-
ficers supplement voluatary abstinence
on the part of some by coercive abstin-
ence on the part of the rest,by establish-
ing the inflexible rule that they will not
employ any man known to be a habitual
user of intoxicating drinks ?

We are aware that some will prc-
nounce this intolerance ; but we fully
believe that the time is rapidly coming
when such a rule will be generally- en-
forced on our railways. and that those
who are the subjects of its requirements
will be its most cordial and grateful sup-
porters.

A single glass may just give the
necessary excitement to cause an acci-
dent and destroy any amount of life and
property, It is a risky business for sny
one to empluy a very moderate tippler,
but for any manager of a raiiway to ﬁu’e
any such persons around, as engineers,
conductors, pointsmen, or what not, is
simply downright madness,

Having some seven or
eight hours to spare here we decided to
visit the Erglish flag ship, the Bellero-
phon, or **Bully Ruffian” as the Jack
Tars call her, the flag ship of Admiral
Lyoas, commanding the North Awerican
squadron. In going off in the boat we'
passed-close-bto-the—French-fag-ship, Ta
Minerve, a lumbering looking craft,
painted a dirty white, and looking more
like a ‘lobster box” than a smart
frigate. On going on board we were
kindly shown uver the ship by one of
the men detailed for the purpose, an
active looking fellow, Lroad-shouldered,
narrow-hipped and barefuoted, with the
broad collar thrown back, leaving half
his breast bare—with his cap ‘‘on three
hairs”—

On the upper deck we saw a number of
Hotchkins and Gardner quick-firing
guns—the latter a iurderous laoking
aeapon, carrying steel bullets and
capable of firing 500 rounds per minute.
Ou the poop were the Nordenfelt guns
which can be trained and fired by
one man who ie¢ protected by a
stesl bullet proof shield. Going down
to the main deck we saw the muin
deck battery which consists of heavy
brecch loading Armstrongs, carrying a
heavy eteel projectile and sighted for a
range of 80C ) yards, or nearly 5 iiles.
Here were also the torpedo tubes for
ejecting the torpaioes, which is done by
compressed air. In another place were
the torpedoves themselves which have a
sumewhat fish-like appearance. We
next visited the engines which, with the
boilers are below the water line, and
out of the way of an enemy's-shot, - The
engines are powerful enough t) drive
this hoavy and apparently uawielly
looking ironclad at a speed of 16 knots,
