Brinkley, Ark., Mar. 9—When dark­
ness fell tonight and stopped the 
rescue work 29 bodies had been re­
covered from the ruins of yesterday’s 
tornado and fire. One thousand 
houses are destroyed, hundreds of 
people injured and 1,000 rendered 
homeless and destitute, which is near- 
ly one-third of the total population. 
Martial law has been declared. Brink- 
ley is devastated, not more thair-fifty 
homes escaping damage. There are 
but three storehouses fit for occu­
pancy. One is now used as a morgue, 
the other as an emergency hospital 
and the third is the sole remaining 
restaurant.

Relief Promptly Given.
Visitors and relief parties poured in 

today from Little Rock, Forrest City, 
Helena, Clarenda, Duvall Bluff, Mem­
phis and other neighboring towns and 
cities. Twenty-five or thirty of the 
severely wounded were placed aboard 
a special train and taken to little 
Rock, where they were cared for in 
St. Vincent's hospital. The remaining 
injured were lodged in St. John’s Ro­
man Catholic church, the only church 
left intact in the city. The bodies of 
the white dead were taken to Forrest 
City to be prepared ior burial as the 
local undertaking establishments are 
totally wrecked. Coffins were secur­
ed from neighboring towns for the 
negro dead and their bodies will be 
interred tomorrow.

Governor Donnghey and party from 
Little Rook arrived at 2 o’clock this 
afternoon. He at once proclaimed 
martial law and ordered out three 
companies of the State Guards.

Cyclone Hits Georgia.
Cuthbert, Ga., Mar. 9—The central 

section of Cuthbert is in ruins tonight 
as the result of the destructive work 
of a cyclone which swept through the 
city this evening. It is known that 
six are dead and a number injured. 
The ruins are being searched and it 
is feared that the death list will he 
large. The property loss, it is esti­
mated, will be considerably over 
$100,000. The storm played havoc with 
telegraphic and lighting Wires. As a 
result the town is in darkness and

Chicago, Ill., March 9—The famous 
ease of the United States government 
against the Standard Oil Company of 
Indiana, the case in which the gigantic 
monopoly was once found guilty of re­
ceiving rebates and in which it was fined 
829,210,0(10 by Federal Judge Landis, -is 
tumbling most inglorionsly about the 
ears of Uncle Sam’s prosecuting officers 
in Chicago. Unless the unforeseen and 
unexpected happens tomorrow this fam­
ous case may be brought, to an abrupt 
end by Judge A. B. Anderson, the In­
diana jurist, who was induced to pre­
side at the re trial ordered by the Court 
of Appeals, after Judge Landis and other 
judges had begged to be excused from 
further particulars in it. Judge Ander­
son will rule, in all probability, that the 
government has not proved its case.

Commanders of Spanish Squadrons in 
Spanish-American War on Their 
Death Beds—General Ingram is 
Dead and Former Minister of War 
Dangerously III.

Special Cable.
Madrid, March 10.—It is a coinci­

dence that the two famous Spanish 
admirals, who were in chief command 
during the Spanish-American war, 
should be dying on the same day. Ad­
miral Cervera, commander-in-chief of 
the Spanish squadron a-t Santiago, 
dangerously ill at Puerto Real an.l 
his death is expected momentarily. 
His physicians are prolonging his life 
by the use of oxygen while Admiral 
Montegro, .commander of the Spanish 
squadron at Manila, also is dying of 
pneumonia. General Inclan, chief of 
the general staff, died this morning of 
pneumonia. The former minister of 
war, General Azcarraga, president of 
the senate, is dangerously ill.

On the one hand the Government 
propose to guarantee the bonds of 
three railway companies for construct­
ing new lines. In return upwards of 
$27,000,000 of outside capital is to be 
brought into the Province and ex­
pended during the next four years in 
constructing 1,600 miles of new rail­
way lines. These are to traverse the 
Province from the International boun­
dary on the south to the great water­
way system On the north and to broad­
en the habitable area by providing 
three north and south lines where 
now is but one. Others will radiate 
from the centres of population and 
trade into districts where considerable 
settlement has already taken place, 
and into other districts where settle­
ment is certain to proceed as soon as 
the steel is laid. In a word, railway 
accommodation where there is now 
none, and competition whère there is 
now monopoly, is the declared objec­
tive of the Government. Iij return for 
the guarantee of bonds the Province 
secures a first mortgage on the new 
roads, on the rolling stock with which 
the companies have to equip them, 
and a mortgage also on the whole 
railway systems of the C. N. R. and 
G T. P, companies. Before the Pro­
vince could be called on to redeem the 
bonds the new roads would have to 
be found unable to pay their way and 
the trunk systems of the C. N. R. and 
G. T. P. unable to make good the 
deficit on them. Sliould this ever oc 
cur, the Province becomes the owner 
of the roads by paying the bonds— 
that is at cost—with the equipment 
thrown in and the business that has 
been generated by the companies in 
the meantime. The Government’s

MORE KNOWLEDGE.

Of Canada’s Wild Lands Necessary 
For Their Development,

How much timber is there in Cana­
da? A recent estimate gives six hun- 
dted billion feet. This seems an enor­
mous quantity, but it would last a 
very short time if Canada were gen­
erally drawn upon for a timber sup- 
ply : ; at their present rate of consump­
tion the United States alone would 
consume that quantity m about fif­
teen years.

As a matter of fact few reliable data 
exist from which it is possible to esti­
mate Canada's forest resources. Even 
the number of acres of timber land h 
this country is not known with any 
degree of accuracy,-and even the ex­
perts disagree widely, though they 
unite in placing it considerably below 
former estimates.

The present is just the time for Can­
ada to "take stock" of her timber re­
sources, not to mention her other nat­
ural wealth. Her natural resources 
have not yet been dissipated to a very 
large extent, and if Canadians now 
secure an estimate of their wealth in 
natural resources, they can, by eco­
nomical use of them, avoid much of 
the wasts such as other nations have 
made.

For many years the United States 
has lavishly distributed >t# national 
wealth. But during the past few 
years thoughtful men in that nation 
have begun to see that they must 
economize. As a result, after a con­
ference of governors of the several 
states, scientific experts, leaders in 
commerce and transportation and 
others, in May last, President Roose­
velt appointed a "Conservation Com­
mission” to make a thorough inves­
tigation of the national resources con­
tained in the forests, the mines, the 
soil and the streams (both for water 
supply and for transportation). The 
commission has since then been at 
work, and during the second week of 
December ■ reported -at a meeting simi­
lar. to the one preceding their appoint­
ment.

In Order to’ afford a fair chance for 
the economical administration of Can-, 
ada’s forests, a similar inventory of 
her timber wealth should be made. 
Present ideas of the amount of timoer 
in the Dominion are based almost en­
tirely on the reports of those who 
have travelled along the chief water­
ways. Men who have gone in some, 
distance from the streams report that 
the timber becomes much smaller and 
more scattered as one gets away from 
the river. This is the case, indeed, in 
all forests. ,

What is needed is a systematic ex­
ploration of the whole unexplored re­
gion (the country at a distance from 
streams as well as that along the wa­
ter-courses) by jpep familiar with the

“I have no doubt about the out­
come," the Premier said. “Intelli­
gent Conservatives- all over the pro-, 
vince are taking the view of Mr. 
Hiebert that the development of the 
province stands before even party 
considerations. I have too much 
faith in the people of Al'breta to be­
lieve that they will vote against the 
government’s railway policy and the 
certainty of immediate construction."

At Claresholm, where the Premier 
spoke Saturday, the election of Mal­
colm MacKenzie is assured by a big 
majority, and from all over the south 
reliable reports indicate that the 
election is practically hopeless as far 
as the Opposition is concerned.

Premier Rutherford spent Sunday 
in Macleod and proceeds to Pincher 
Creek today. He will then tour 
north to Crossfield, where he will 
take the -nlatform on Wednesday on 
-behalf of Hon. C. W. Fisher, speaker 
in the legislature, who is the Liberal 
candidate in Cochrane.

The Claresholm Convention.

PLENARY COUNCIL FOR CANADA.

Franco-Can ad ian Commerce Treaty 
Excludes Butcher Stock From 
Minimum Tariff.

Ottawa, Ont., March 8.—A supple­
mentary convention concerning Can­
ada’s commerce treaty with France 
was presented to Parliament today. 
Under the revised agreement the list 
of Canadian products which will en­
joy the minimum French tariff in­
cludes only oxen, vows, bulls, bul­
locks, steers and heifers. Animals of 
fat condition for butchering are ex­
cluded. The condition of cattle shall- 
be sworn to by special agents of the 
French minister of agriculture. It is 
provided that the treaty shall come 
into force1 àè s6on as ratifications 
liavc been exchanged, and shall îe- 
main in force - for a period of ten- 
years. The compact can be termina­
ted, however, by eitl*r contracting 
pafty giving one year’s notice.

A PROVINCIAL QUESTION.

Archbishop . Langevin so - Informed in 
Ottawa Regarding . Manitoba 
School Question.

Ottawa, Out., March 9.—Archbishop 
Languyin, of St. Boniiace, was in the 
capital several hours on Monday on 
his way to Montreal. It is understood 
that during his stay here he saw sev­
eral members of the government and 
discussed with them the claims of the 
Catholics of Manitoba in the event of 
the boundaries of that province being 
extended. He asked that provision 
should be made for the protection of 
the interests of separate schools. At 
these interviews it is understood that 
the attitude taken by the ministers 
was that these questions will have to 
be settled with the government of 
Manitoba, which has control of the 
provincial school system. It is un­
derstood that His Grace also discussed 
the matter with several members nf 
the Opposition.

Hi» Holiness Will Call One at Quebec 
Next Summer.

Ottawa, March 7—The Catholic Re­
gister, organ of the Catholic church ex­
tension society in Canada, will announce 
on Tuesday that the Pope has resolved 
to call the first plenary council in Can­
ada, through his representative, Mgr. 
Sbarretti, Apostolic delegate.

The council will be held in the early 
summer at Quebec, the mother church 
of Canada, and to it will he invited all 
bishops o f the Dominion, superiors of 
religious instiutions and a full body of 
theologians. This council will mark an 
epoch in the Catholic church in Canada, 
and cannot be regarded by the faithful 
otherwise than as a signal favor by his 
holiness.

His Excellency Mgr. Sbarretti will pre­
side over the gathering, and while the 
doctrine will not be a subject of discus­
sion, a statement of it may be made and 
disciplinary laws laid down to govern 
the changing conditions of the church 
in Canada.

The United States has had three plen- 
ary councils, one in 1852, one in 1866 and 
the last in 1881, and the South American 
Republics one in 1899, so that with the 
holding of this great gathering in Can­
ada the entire continent of America will 
be covered by plenary council legislation.
LEVEL CROSSING PROTECTION.

Fed*9nn nonGre:Ten* APPr°Priates 
$200,000 to Aid in Protecting Level 
Crossings.

Ottawa. Ont., March 8.—The inten- 
tion of the Federal government to 
contribute to the cost of protecting 
level crossings throughout Canada is 
made clear in a government notice of 
motion of which Hon. G. P. Graham 
gives notice as follows :

That it is expedient to provide 
that the sum of $200,000, each year 
for five consecutive years from April 
1, 1909, be appropriated and set apart 
for the purpose of aiding in the pro­
viding of protection, safety and con­
venience of the public in respect of 
existing highway crossings of rail­
ways at rail level, and that the same 
be placed to .the credit of a special 
account to be known as the railway 
grade crossing fund and be applied 
under authority of the board of 
railway commissioners

Dealt With by Mob of White Farm­
ers in Rockwell, Texas—Another 
Negro Who Sheltered Object of 
Mob's Vengeance, Shot and Killed.

Dallas, Texas, Mar, 7—Anderson El­
lis, a negro, was burned to death in 
the public square at Rockwell, Texas, 
at 11 o’clock tonight. Will Clark ,a 
negro, who had sheltered Ellis, was 
shot dead this afternoon. Ellis last 
Friday bruised and lacerated Mrs. Ar­
thur McKinney, the. wife of & white 
farmer, in an attempt to commit an 
aeault. Immediately a posse of Bock- 
well County farmers began a search 
for Ellis. Today the posse learned 
that Ellis was hiding in Clark’s cabin, 
near Rowlett,, at a point- in Dallas 
county just over the Rockwell county 
line.

Posse Opened Fiée.
As .the posse started to surround the 

cabin Clark and Ellis ran out. The 
posse opened fire, killing Clare, but 
missing Ellis, who ran toward the 
woods and escaped temporarily. The 
posse telephoned from Hewlett to 
Sheriff Ledbetter, about the Killing 
of Clark, and then resumed its pur­
suit of Ellis. Between Caddo Mills 
and Celestin. Hunt County, the posse 
overtook Ellis, shot him in the right 
leg and left arm.

Negro Taken From Sheriff. 
Constable Arnold, of Greenville,and 

other officers, got possession of the 
wounded negro, and brought him to 
Dallas, arriving here at 8.30. The man 
was then in a critical condition. Sher­
iff Hall, of Rockwell County, wb.o eras 
here, declined to say whât he was go 
ifi'gto do with Ellis, whether he Would 
leave him in Dallas or would remove 
him elsewhere, although he did not 
intend to take him‘to RocWtoell. Fin 
ally the sheriff started away with his 
prisoner. How the mob got the negro 
away from him is not yet known.

TORTURE OF INFANT BOY.

Inhuman Woman Placed Child on 
Stove to Make it Stop Crying— 
Burns Prove Fataf.

New York, Mar. 7—“Don’t put me 
on the stove again. I’ll behave, I’ll 
behave." The piteous cries of his 
three-year-old-son Arthur attracted the 
attention of William Johnson, a cab­
inetmaker at No. 125 Walton street 
Brooklyn, when he returned home to­
night. At the time the child was in 
charge o£ Marjorie Miles, a woman 
27 -years of age, whom Johnson em 
ployed as housekeeper and nurse soon 
after -the death of his wife last Oc­
tober. . , Û5>

“What-is the matter with the baby, 
demanded Johnson, .

“Nothing,” replied Abe woman, “He 
probably has been- frightened by some 
children.’1 -:i .
- Johnson watched by the side of the 
Httle boy, who .-continued to repeat 
his promises to be good and to try 
out against the torture of being plac­
ed on a stove. He had no idea of the 
serious condition of the. litige fellow 
until in » pitiful spasm of pain he 
suddenly expired. t ...

Johnson learned from one of the 
neighbors that on last Monday ; night 
persons living in the same house had 
-heard the Miles woman threaten tp 
put the child on.fhe hof stove in the 
kitchen unless he stopped crying. A 
few moments later they heard the ter­
rified screams of pain of the little 
fellow and the angry voice of the wo­
man.

Anfexamination of the body disclos­
ed terrible burns about the legs and 
back of the baby, burns a week old, 
"which must have caused unceasing 
pain until death came to the baby's re­
lief. ‘

The Miles woman was placed under 
arrest and after denying her guilt fin­
ally confessed the barbaric cruelty 
she had practised on the baby given 
into her care. She was held on a 
charge of homicide.

After she placed the inlant on the 
hot stove Monday its cries of pain 
alarmed her and she sent for a phy­
sician. She told him that he acci­
dentally had fallen on the hot stove. 
The physician advised that it be taken 
to a hospital at onee. The woman 
was too frightened to do this, how­
ever, and by taking the baby into her 
own room and soothing its cries, man 
aged to conceal its condition until 
an hour or so . before its death. Its 
life might have been saved had the 
woman removed the child to the hos­
pital soon after it was burned.

The 
Roval Court House, of London, which 
cost $8,000,000, wtM bu|lt from tjirs 
fund. To make the banks disgorgd, 
Horatio Bottomlep, M.P.; introduced 
a, bill in the last session of parlia­
ment.

Orders for 100 egg lots would 
be acceptable on condition that they 
did not interfere with small orders, 
as the latter was the real object of 
the breeding plant. The department 
would not issue a guarantee that any 
particular number of eggs would 
hatch, but every care would be exer­
cised to obtain strong fertile eggs. 
The breeds for which eggs would be 
distributed were Barred White Rocks, 
Luff Orpingtons, White Wyandottes, 
Rhode island Rede and Brown Leg­
horns. The Charge for one setting 
of 13 eggs would -be placed at $1, three 
settings at #2.50, 50 eggs at $3 and 
100 egg lots at #6.

The poultry superintendent informed 
a Buliletin representative that en­
quiries for eggs have been pouring 
into the department from all over 
the province in such large numbers 
that the plant will not nearly be able 
to meet the demand. One order 
alone was for 1,200 eggs, and others 
are for many hundreds.

“If every hen laid an egg a day 
we could not begin to keep up with 
the demand for eggs,” said the super- 
inténdent. “There are about 275 
hens at the plant now turning out 
the goode, and they have been doing 
this all winter. It will be rather a 
surprise to learn that there was not 
a day last winter when most of the 
hens did not lay eggs, and this when 
the thermometer in the pens register­
ed 20 degrees below zero. People 
have bcCn going to the plant all win­
ter and asking for eggs for breeding 
purposes. ~

The department is desirous that

each customer who secures eggs from 
the government plant report the re­
sult of the hatches secured, in order 
that the department may compile a 
report of the eggs incubated during 
tlie season.

PURE BRED JERSEYS.
All interested in the introduction of 
pure bred .dairy stock into this prov­
ince will read with interest the impor­
tant addition which C. A. Julian Sftar- 
man of Red Deer has mode to his well 
Known herd of Jersey cattle. Mr. 
dharman’s regular herd, which was by 
.ar the largest in. the province, was 
increased last week by the arrival ol 
nineteen head from the -celebrated 
Jersey stock of B. H. Bull and Son, 
Brampton, Ont. They comprise sev­
enteen females and two males and one 
little stranger extra made her appear­
ance the day after her mother landed 
m the farm.

CHICAGO GRAIN MARKETS.
Chicago, Ill., March 9.—There was

Wheat was the leader in the 
matter of interest and was closely 
followed by com, with oats and pro­
visions trailing on in the order nam­
ed. Those who wére short on wheat 
made a rush to cover. Many had 
corn, oats and provisions to buy in 
order to even up their position in the 
market and many had long lines to 
be re-established. It was a market 
where the buying side became more 
and more popular as the day wore 
away, and where the offerings seemed 
to dwindle down to abnormal pro- 
pOTtions. May wheat sold between 
$1.12% and $1.15% and July between 
1.01% and 1.03% to 1.04, compared 
with clearings Monday of 1.14% and 
1.02% to 1.03 respectively. Besides 
the claim set up by the Patten house 
that the farm reserves of wheat as 
furnished by the agricultural de­
partment at W’ashington were too 
far out of line for consideration, being 
at least 40,000,000 bushels too large; 
the countrv as a whole volunteered 
opinions as to its incorrectness. The 
countryman bought wheat and there 
were advices of poor crop prospects 
from Kansas, Ililinois, • Missouri, 
Michigan, Ohio and Indiana. The 
freezing and thawing weather of late 
has been against the plant and there 
was considerable gossip of winter 
killing in certain sections of the great 
wheat belt. Foreign markets res­
ponded feebly to Chicago decline.

CANADA’S FEBRUARY 
FIRE LOSSES LARGE

A Series of Bad Fires.—Fatalities Show 
Decrease—Four Arson Cases Conclud­
ed—Fires in Wetaskiwin and Edmon­
ton Among the Big Conflagrations.

Toronto, March 9—Thfe following ar­
ticle will appear in this week’s issue of 
the Monetary Times:

One and a quarter million dollars is a 
conservative estimate of Canada's fire 
losses in February. There were no bad 
conflagrations, but numerous fires occur­
red representing losses of • $10,000 and 
upwards.

What Was Destroyed and Causes.
The buildings destroyed or damaged 

included: Dwellings, 26; stores, 13; busi­
ness blocks,1 11; barns and stables, 11; 
hotels, farmhouses, 4; sfarehouses, 3; 
laundries, 2? churches, 2; opera houses, 
2; factories, 2; restaurants, 2; coal 
chutes, 2; schools, 2; also a sawmill, ele­
vator, jail, flour mill, roundhouse, ma­
chine shop, yacht, canning factory, and 
a railway station.

Of the presumed causes to which fires 
are attributed, overheated furances or 
stoves account for 11 cases, defective 
chimneys 5, defective wiring 3, lantern 
explosion 1, drying linen 1, -frozen steam 
pipe bursting 1, burning match 1, fired 
by tramps 2, children playing with 
matches 1, upsetting of -oil lamp 1, and 
explosion of oil lamp 1.

Loss of Life in Firës.
While the loss of life, by fire was not 

so large as in January, fhe February re­
cord is bad enough.

Warsaw, Ont., 1 life lost; upsetting of 
lamp.

Charlottetown, P.R.I., 1 life lost; up­
setting of lamp.

Sydney, C.B., 1 life lost, explosion or 
lamp.

Hoyt, N.B., 3 lives lost; children and 
matches.

Port Elgin, Ont, 1 life lost; fire in 
prison cell.

Brantford, Ont., 1 life lost; celluloid 
comb.

The strangest fire fatality was the 
case of J. Kelleher, who was imprisoned j 
in the Port Elgin, Ont., lock-up. Smoke 
was observed issuing from his cell win­
dow, but before anyone could reach him 
the man was burned to death.

An inquest was held but the fire could 
not be accounted for as the prisoner had 
been searched before being put in, and 
he was still handcuffed as the constable- 
could not get the cuffs off him. The1 
jury found that no blame attached to! 
anyone for his death. "When found one 
hand was free of the, cuffs. It was sup-| 
besed that a brother or his companion 1 
had put lighted inatches inb> the win- * 
dow to see hiln and thus ignited the 
mattress, but both were calUd at the 
inquest and both denied having done so,1 
and could not account for the fire.

Many Incendiary Fires.
Incendiarism was in. evidence all over 

the Dominion. Joseph Smith was charg­
ed at Toronto with two burglaries and 
setting fire to the premises of the White- 
Alien Manufacturing Company.

Filling the letter-box at the post of­
fice with cotton wool saturated with coal 
oil and igniting it, a man at Salmon 
Arm, B.C., evidently hoped to destroy 
the mails and possibly the. building. 
Little damage was done.

Tramps started a fire in St. Cathar­
ines, Ont., on February 10th, and nearly 
caused a big conflagration.

An investigation was held regarding 
the burning of the Temagami Station 
on fhe T. & N.O. Railway. The cause 
of the fire was not ascertained.

The Government of Alberta sent three

detectives to Wetaskiwin to investigate 
recent destructive fires in that place. 
Recently a fire destroyed the Queen’s 
Hotel on Front street. Another began 
in a dry goods store and destroyed every 
house but one in. the Railway Avenue 
block. Loss, $22,000. Incendiarism was 
suspected. The fire brigade is a volun­
teer one, but poorly equipped.

As the result of a# thorough investiga­
tion by the provincial authorities, it 
was found there were no grounds for 
the supposition that the fires were of 
incendiary origin.
Three Men Get Eighteen Years; Arson;

Jeremiah Jackson, a colored man, was 
sentenced at Windsor, Ont., on Febru­
ary 18th, to five years imprisonment for 
arson.

George Hunt was sentenced at Oshawa, 
Unt., to three years imprisonment for a 
deliberate attempt to burn a church. 
The flames were extinguished and little 
damage was done.

The sensational arson trial at High 
River, Alta., was concluded. F. and N. 
Driscoll, were arrested after the burn­
ing of a ranch building, and were ar­
raigned on the double charge of arson 
and attempted arson. F. Driscoll was 
sentenced to ten years in the Edmonton 
penitentiary. In the case of the other 
man the jury returned a verdict of not 
guilty, a verdict strongly criticised by 
the judge.

In February arson cases thus account 
for terms of imprisonment totalling 18 
years.

Alleged Attempt to Defraud.
A remarkable case came before the 

Simcoe, Ont., courts. Archibald W* Ma­
lone, formerly chief of police at Simcoe, 
was charged with having attempted the 
murder of his assistant constable, Wil­
liam. Wilkins, on December 1st, 1908. 
Malone was to be tried on five charges, 
two of them being for arson. The prison-

FUR CATCH SMALL.
Twenty-four years ago the Bulletin 

reported the departure of Colin Fraser 
from Edmonton with three dog trains, 
bound for Island Lake, beyond Lac 
La Biche.

Colin Fraser is still the trapper 
and fur trader of the north. On 
Monday afternoon he, with a party 
of six trappers, arrived in Edmonton 
from Fort Chipewyan, where be has 
been fur trading since last Julv.

The first remark made by Mr. Fra­
ser when approached by a Bulletin 
representative at the' Imperial Hotel 
was that Monday evening’s Bulletin, 
under the column “Twenty-four years 
ago,” told of him leaving Edmonton 
with three dog trains.

“It seems funny,” said Mr. Fraser, 
“that when I left Fort Chipe wyan 
twenty days ago to come to Edmon­
ton, I had three dog trains, the same 
number as I had twenty-four years 
ago. I brought the dogs as far as 
Lac La Biche and sent them back 
from there, while I came on with s 
team of horses.”

Continuous Cold.
Mr. Fraser said that this lias been 

the hardest winter in the north that 
he has seen in twenty years. The 
cold has been intense ever since the 
first of January, previous to which 
the temperature was very mild. Dur­
ing a period of fifty days the ther­
mometer never went above 38 degrees 
below zero, and for days at a time 
it hovered around 50 degrees below 
zero. The Indians suffered terribly 
from the cold, and 67 of them have 
died since the beginning of the year. 
The store-house ran out of provisions 
and many of the Indians are now 
on the verge of starvation. Fish 
solved the food problem in former 
years, but there are no fish to be 
caught this year.

‘As if the cold were not enough," 
said Mr. Fraser, "the,* are no furs to 
be had this winter. There are a few 
rats and beaver but nothing to speak of. 
The catch which I will bring down is 
July when the river is open will not be 
one-tenth of what I used to freight to 
Edmonton. On this trip I have dnfy 100 
marten. I left several weeks earlier than 
usual on account of the slackness in* 
the fur business. i

Ethusiastic Over Railways.
Asked cs to the feelig in the north re­

garding the prospect for railways, Mr. 
Fraser said there is great enthusiasm 
at Athabasca Landing. Real estate has 
taken a decided rise and Mr. Fraser has 
been offered '$800 for a lot which he 
purchased some time ago at $380.

Mr. Fraser leaves Edmonton about 
April 20, for Athabsca Landing where 
he will remain until the ice breaks up 
on the river so that he can proceed by 
boat. He will return in July with his 
year’s catch of furs.

The 
secretary pointed out that the city 
of Chicago retained control of the Chi­
cago stock yards and thought that 
Edmonton should do the same.

BIG SMUGGLING CONSPIRACY.

Agent for Damascus Jewfclry Co. Turns
Informer—Case Before Judge
Cr.ssels, i-« "

Montreal, -Mar.'S—In the Exchequer 
court here today Judge Caesele open­
ed an investigation into a case of an 
alleged extensive smuggling conspir­
acy Involving large amounts, the 
p -ople implicated in. the case being 
mostly Syrian merchants. The ease 
was laid on tbeg evidence of Richard 
Gando.r, who . claimed that lie had 
bîeji agent in dojng the smuggling, but 
had turned informer. This led to an 
action being taken against the Da­
mascus Jewelry; Waists and Fancy 
Goods company, of New York State, 
end against Margil Lawande, also of 
Montreal, for $20,000 on a similar 
charge.

Candor today declared that in 1906 
he had bean employed by the Da­
mascus Jewelry company, who did 
business in Ontario and Quebec to 
smuggle goods vinto Canada. His 
modus operand; was to have the goods 
sent to him at an address to Lisbon, 
New York, across the water from Iro­
quois, Ont., where he was living, he 
would then row across to Lisbon, get 
the goods ,and row them J>ack by 
night and secret them in his house, 
later shipping them to the firm at 
Montreal.

NO TAX ON COFFEE.

U.3. Tariff Reductions Will Affect Lum­
ber, Leather, Woollene, Steel 

and Coal.

Washington, March 9—The latest rum­
ors out of the Ways and Means Com­
mittee room are that the tariff on lum­
ber will be cut from $2 to $1.50 per 
L000 feet and that there will not be a 
tax on coffee. An influential member 
told the Hearst News Service corres­
pondent that it would be political sui­
cide for the members of the committee 
to vote for a coffee tax. “McKinley and 
Dingley both proposed it,” said he, “but 
the etorm of protests was too strong for 
them.”

Free hides are said to be assured with 
heavy reductions on shoes and leathers. 
There will be reductions on the cheaper 
grades of woollens. There will be a cut 
of fifty per cent, en steel and a smaller 
cut on steel billets. There will be an 
increased duty on window glass but a re­
duction on plate glass.

A report also says that cheaper coal 
for New England is in sight, through re­
ciprocity with Canada on coal. That 
olan will enable the soft cool on the sea­
board of Canada to be floated to the Am­
erican seaboard. The Pennsylvania min­
er will be eom pensa ted by being able to 
ship Pennsylvania coal to middle Can­
ada.

Arthur G. Harrison, secretary of the 
Edmonton-Board of Trade, Succeeds 
H. R.. Mountifield as Mansfingdtc- 
retary of the Sdmobton Exhibition 1 
Association at Salary of SI.500.

A. <?. Harrison, secretary of the Ed­
monton Board of Trade, has been ap­
pointed managing secretary of the Ed­
monton Exhibition Association at a sal­
ary of $1,500 per year to succeed H. R. 
Mountifield, retiring secretary. He will 
have charge of all the détails connected 
with the annual fair in Edmonton and 
will be assisted in this work by the 
board of directors.

This appointment was made at a meet­
ing of the directors of the Exhibition 
Association held in the city council 
chambers on Tuesday afternoon. The di­
rectors present included Mayor Lee, Aid. 
Armstrong and McKinley. ‘ and Messrs.

Racing vs. Agriculture.

The question of who much money 
should be devoted to racing and how- 
much to other portions of the fair this 
year was discussed by the directors. 
Last year the purses for the racing was 
$6.600 and D. B. Stewart moved that 
this year $7.000 be hung up in prizes 
for racing. He said that this would 
only mean a cost of about $3,500 to the 
association as the balance would be 
made up in entrance fees, grand stand 
receipts, etc. He thought this matter 
should be decided at once as it was abso­
lutely imperative that the race program 
should be issued at once. Already en­
quiries had been received from horse­
men in all parts of the country regard­
ing the . Edmonton races and if a pro­
gram were not issued immediately the 
entries for the races would be slim.

D. W- Warner wanted to know how 
the proposed $7.C00 for the races would 
measure up with the amount set aside 
for the agricultural exhibits. He had 
heard many complaints in the past that 
two mnch money was devoted to racing 
nnd not enough for agricultural and 
stock exhibits. He believed better prizes 
should be offered to the latter, as the 
country depended in a large measure on 
the farmer and stock grower, and the 
latter would leave the money right in 
the country whereas many of the racing 
purses went to outsiders.

H. R. Mountifield, retiring secretary, 
stated that jtlie prize list prepared by 
the association compared very favorablv 
with any prize list in Canada. The prizes 
for agricultural exhibits was greater 
than in Calgary. Last year some $5,flflfl 
had been expended in this way and this 
year it was proposed to spend $45,-000.

Mayor Lee expressed a desire to seethe 
estimates for the expenditure for races 
brought before the directors before any 
sum was voted for this purpose. This 
appealed to everyone as reasonable and 
the estimate will be prepared by the 
racing committee and submitted out a 
special meeting of the directors on Fri­
day, March 12th, at 3 p.m. At this 
meeting (he committee in charge of the 
whole prize list will also bring in a re­
port to the directors.

It was decided that tenders should be 
called for the supply of hay and feed to 
stock exhibits at the Exhibition 
Grounds. The assocaition has supplied 
this previously and always operated it at 
& loss.

Dr. L. E. W. Ifving, provincial me­
dical health officer, was elected a direc­
tor of ■ the Association in the place of 
Jas. Tough, who resigned.

HAMILTON MURDER MYSTERY.

Body of Ethel Kenrade Exhumed— 
Florence Kinrade’s Two Different 
Stories.

‘Hamilton, March 9—Ethel Kin- 
-rade’s body was exhumed this after­
noon after resting in the grave nine 
days. The crown wants to discover 
the exact number of bullet wounds. 
The crown also wishes to use as a 
witness Dr. McNichol, who has been 
acting as coroner and who was the 
first medical man to- see the girl after 
the murder. The attorney-general's 
department, to avoid illegality, has- 
fi«pointed Dr. Anderson a new coroner 
and the jury will be re-sworn. The 
inquest goes on tomorrow night. The 
body was disinterred and taken to 
the morgue, where it was viewed by 
the new coroner and the inquiry com­
menced this evening.

Dr. McNichol’s evidence is wanted 
because he was.the first to hear Flor­
ence Kinrade’s story. Her story to 
him differed from her subsequent 
story in many important details. She 
«aid the man who shot her sister had 
red hair and a moustache. After­
wards she told Detective Bleakley 
that the man was medium dark with 
a black moustache. To the .doctor 
she said that the man forced her back 
to near the dining rom, that her sister 
came downstairs and the man shot 
her. The girl didn’t- mention going 
upstairs to get $10.

Dr. McNichol’s story, as told to 
Grown Attorney Washington, is that 
when he arrived at the Kinrade homo 
in response to a telephone call he 
found Ethel dead, and the room full 
of powder fumes. He saw Florence 
at a neighbor’s house. The girl said 
she found her sister about to go out 
when a knock was heard. She open­
ed the door. A man pushed his way 
in and demanded money, producing a 
revolver. She backed down the liait 
till within view of the dining room ; 
she supposed her sister came down 
the rear stairway, as she heard a 
scream, followed bv revolver shots. 
She heard other shots and ran to the 
homo of a neighbor, Mrs. Hickey.

A plumber employed by the authori­
ties to tear up the pipes failed to find 
a trace of the revolver. The house 
and surroundings have been carefully 
searched but without avail.

J. T. Blaekstock. K.C.. who will 
act for the crown, had a long confer­
ence this afternoon with Crown At­
torney Washington and Detective 
Thomas Hobson, of Lees, Hobson & 
Stephens, has been retained by Kin­
rade to watch the inquest in the in­
terests of the family.

CANADA IS SATISFIED.

Asquith, in Commons, Quotes Sir 
Wilfrid as Satisfied With Prac­
tice of Negotiating Treaties.

Canadian Associated Press.
London, March 9.—The London 

Standard says the new United States 
tariff accentuates the settlement of 
the preference question by the 
mother -country, since the new 
duties have been made so tempting 
to Canada as to impel in her a desire 
for immediate reciprocity negotia­
tions.

In the Commons, a question was 
asked by J. G. S. MacNcill whether 
the time had not now come for con­
cession to Canada by the government 
of the Dominion to enter into direct 
communication with other British 
possessions -and with; foreign powers 
for the . purpose of extending the 
trade and commerce of Canada 
abroad.

Right Hon. Mr. Asquith said the 
Canadian government already docs 
negotiate with other British posses­
sions. §jr Wilfrid Laurier, about a 
year ago, m the Canadian parliament, 
expressed himself as quite well satis­
fied with the present practice of 
negotiating treaties with foreign 
governments through His Majesty’s 
governments. I believe it to be im­
possible for any other arrangement 
to secure a fuller or -more effective 
presentation of Canadian views and 
wishes than has been obtained in the 
recent negotiations about matters of 
Canadian interest with France, Unit­
ed States and Japan.

STORMY SESSION
IN LEGISLATURE.

His Holiness* Cold Improving.
Rome, -March 9—The pope, who hoe 

been suffering from, a cold, is much bet­
ter today. The spring-like weather has 
had a good effect on the patient. He has 
not been «llowed to come down to the 
state departments, but as he insists upon 
resuming his audiences, he received in 
his private apartments Cardinal Richel- 
my, Archbishop of Turin, and Mgr. Tro- 
hec, bislrop of St. Cloud. The pontiff ex­
pressed the desire to descend soon to the 
throne room to receive Cardinal Merier, 
Archbishop of Mechlin, who is hare with 
five -Belgian bishops and a -Belgian pil­
grimage.

Philippine Editor Sentenced.
Manila, March 0.—Tedora Kalaw, 

editor of the organ of the radical ele­
ment -of the Filipinos, has been con­
victed of libeling of Dcac. C. Worces­
ter, a member of the Philippine com- 
jnission. and has been sentenced to 
serve nine months in the military 
prison of Bilidid and to pay a fine of 
3,000 pesos. Kalaw will take an ap­
peal. The editor and four of his as­
sistants were arrested several months 
ago on complaint of the commissioner, 
who asserted that he had been grossly 
libeled. Later he began a civil action 
for $50,600.

Saskatoon Gambling Joints Raided.

Saskatoon, flask., March 9.—A: 
couple of gambling joints in town- 
were rounded up by the city and 
mounted police last night and a num­
ber of frequenters and others taken 
in. A man named Como, who oper­
ated the game, got "two months at 
Prince Albert jail and two others, 
named Miller and Ball, were fined $25 
and costs or two months.

B. C. House Fights on Election Lists

Victoria, B. C., March 9.—Save for1 
one adjournment of two hours the 
Legislature has been in continuous 
session since yesterday afternoon in 
the keenest party fight the House has 
seen in years, since the stormy 
days when Joe Martin was premier.

Beds 
were brought into the committee 
rooms for the night by both the gov­
ernment and the opposition, neither 
showing any signs of surrendering.
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CANON MAC MERINE DEAD.

Anglican Clergyman, of Portage, Fails 
to Survive Operation For Appen­
dicitis.

Portage la Prairie, Man., March 9.— 
Rev. Canon MacMerine, who was ope­
rated on last week foi- appendicitis, 
died this morning at 7 o'clock. He.was 
a son of a Presbyterian minister -t 
Quebec and graduated from Queen’s, 
Kingston, where his brother. Rev. 
MacMerine, still lives. After a short 
period in the Presbyterian jninisti y 
he joined the Anglican communion, 
being lector of Three Rivers and Ot­
tawa before- coming here twenty years 
ago. Two years later he was appoint­
ed rural dean, and for the last ten 
years had been chairman of the local 
school board, taking a keen interest 
in educational affairs. Two years ago 
he was" appointed Honorary Canon of 
St. John's, Winnipeg, but within the 
last two weeks had resigned from the 
church and been appointed by the 
provincial government as governor of 
the Boys’ Reformatory school here.
