The World’s Record
Halibut Catch.

Local Fishing Steamer Kingfisher 
Coming Into Port with 300,069 
Pounds of Fish, ‘200,000 of Which 
Were Taken in Two and a Half 
l)ays—Trip Only Days—Value,
30,000.
When the halibut fishing steamer 

Kingfisher arrives in port here at the 
New England Fish Company’s dock 
on Friday night, she will have ended 
a world’s record fishing trip, having 
aboard her 300,000 pounds of fresh 
fish, 200,000 of which she took her­
self in two and one-half day’s fish­
ing, and the other 100,000 she took 
on at Ketchikan.

A cable message was received tv 
tlie company this morning from 
Ketchikan stating that the Kingfisher 
had beaten all previous records, and 
that she will leave that port carry­
ing, all told, 400,000 pounds, of dead­
weight cargo. This wonderful record 
is further enhanced by the fact that 
from the time the Kingfisher left 
Vancouver up to the time of her ar­
rival here Friday night she will have 
been out from port only nine and one- 
half days, a marvelous feat in hali­
but annals at any time, and more 
marvelous considering the time of 
year during which the record was 
made.

Previous to this time the Manhat­
tan, owned by the same company, 
held the world's halibut catch record, 
having come into port a year ago 
last summer with a catch of 339.009 
pounds, 60,000 pounds of which wore 
loaded on deck. Of the Kingfisher’s 
cargo 300,000 pounds will be actual 
fish, while the other 100,000 pounds 
will be made up of the ice and boxes 
in which the fish taken on at Ketch­
ikan are packed. On account of this 
immense cargo on the small steamer 
it is expected that the Kingfisher will 
be lying as low in the water upon 
her arrival as she would dare.

Because of the unusual record Man­
ager Hager has issued a cordial in­
vitation to all residents of this city 
who desire to visit the company’s 
dock at Gore Avenue on Saturday af­
ternoon between the hours of 2 and 
4 o’clock in the afternoon and see 
the Kingfisher's cargo discharged.

The halibut is shipped in refriger­
ator cars to New York, Boston and: 
other Atlantic Coast cities, and the 
fishery is carried on throughout the 
year with great success.—Vancouver 
World, Feb. 24, 1910. '

Couldn't drop a thing when she had 
finished it but kept going over it in 
her mind.

A Boomerang fer Mott.
Mr. Clapp, M. H.A., Exposes 

the Plot to Discredit Him 
in the District of St. Barbe 
and Makes Good His Po­
sition,

Yesterday two petitions from Bonne 
Bay and vicinity, which had been ex­
pected for some time, were presented 
to the House of Assembly. In some 
way or other they found their way 
into the hands of Capt. Winsor, who 
presented them. One of the petitions 
contained a personal attack on Mr. 
Clapp and referred to his conduct as 
‘his cowardly tactics.” In speaking 
to the petition Mr. Clapp exposed the 
engineering of the petition from St.­
John’s.

Mr. Clapp.—He would like to know 
who instigated these petitions. He 
had reasons to believe that they em­
anated from St. John’s. After read­
ing the petition from Bonne Bay, he 
said he had information of this pe­
tition being sent there to work up 
partisan feeling against him, and that 
another petition had been sent to an­
other section of the district, a copy 
of which he had in his possession, 
and which he read, which contained 
no animadversions against him. This 
petition had been sent to Stanleyville 

'-to swell the list of names against 
him. These facts led him to conclude 
that these petitions had not origin­
ated In the district, but had been sent 
there for the purpose of working up 
a factitious opposition to him for 
personal motives. As to the branch 
line to Bonne Bay, Mr. Clapp did not 
oppose it, nor indeed the branch line 
to Fortune Bay. In fact he was in 
sympathy with the promotion of these 
lines; but he did oppose the extrava­
gant proposition of constructing a 
series of branch lines which would 
entail the burdening of the fishermen 
of the Colony with a debt of some âlx 
million dollars. A branch line to 
Bonne Bay he regarded as a develop­
ment line, which would open up ag­
ricultural land, and which was in ac­
cordance with the policy of develop­
ment associated A with the Liberal 
party, while the general scheme of 
branch line building was utterly in­
defensible from a development stand­
point, and would embarrass the Col­
ony and lead to results he could not 
contemplate without misgivings. He 
was not ashamed of his position. He 
had already qet forth his attitude 
openly in a letter be had addressed 
to his constituents over his own sig­
nature. He was there to exercise an 
Independent judgment. He had done 
so according to his lights and he be­
lieved in the Interest of the Colony 
and of his district. The votes of the 
people of the district of St. Barbe 
had sent him there three times, and 
had given him a continuity of tenure 
such as no previous member of St. 
Barbe could claim. These people had 
sent him there three tlifiee in succes­
sion and had given him a mandate 
to exercise his judgment on behalf of

the country, and that he could not 
disregard. He had exercised such a 
judgment and would continue to do 
so as long as he had a seat in that 
House. He had devoted considerable 
time in the interests of his constitu­
ents, and his return three times in the 
last five years showed the appreci­
ation with which they regarded him. 
In spite of all former opposition he 
had been returned victorious, and this 
gave him confidence that in spite of 
r.Il the opposition the Government 
party were putting up against him. 
and which they might put up in the 
future, he would be again returned to 
that House in spite of them. In that 
House he had advocated the extens­
ion of telegraphic communication in 
the District of St. Barbe, and during 
the time the Rt. Hon. Sir Robert Bond 
led the Government much had been 
done in that direction. The same 
might in truth be said of the building 
of roads, bridges and ferries, which 
had been asked for not only by the 
fishermen but by missionaries and 
others whose vocation called them to 
traverse the length and breadth of 
the district; and he trusted that the 
Premier would not lose sight of these 
facts but would continue the good 
work already begun. He had also ad­
vocated steam communication in parts 
of White Bay and connecting these 
places with Griquet, Cape Norman and 
Flower’s Cove, and establishing a 
communication with the coastal boats. 
These matters he would also impress 
on the mind of the Premier. He had 
fought a xstraight, manly fight. He 
had not attempted to knife his op­
ponents secretly, but had worked 
openly and above-board. Could his 
political opponents say the same? 
Could his political opponents claim 
even consistency? Mr. Mott, who op­
posed him in the district, denounced 
throughout the district the conces­
sions made to the Harmsworths, and 
held up to scorn the bringing into 
the country the capitalists who had 
established the great pulp and paper 
wor.ks at Grand Falls; and yet it was 
well known that his leader, Sir Ed­
ward Morris, at Grand Falls claimed 
he had co-operated in bringing these 
capitalists tb Grand Falls. The ma­
lign and evil effect pf this influence 
on the Government was evidenced 
also in the award Of the mail carry­
ing contract between Deer Lake and 
Bonne Bay to a person who had ten­
dered at a higher price whilst passing 
over a mail carrier who had put in a 
lower tender and who had rendered 
good and efficient service for the sev­
en previous , winters. For partisan 
reasons Mr. George T. Raikes had 
been passed over, although not one 
word could be said against him or 
against Ms work. In closing his re­

marks Mr. Clapp reiterated his atti­
tude towards branch line building.
He was against the general scheme
but not against opening up the coun­
try from the cross-country line and 
Bonne Bay.

After Mr. Clapp had made these re­
marks the Premier attempted to break 
their force by making a speech, but 
utterly failed. Both Capt. Winsor 
and the Premier forgot to draw the 
attention of the House to the names 
of some 30 women appended to one 
of the petitions.

Mr. Kent—If the petition which 
had been presented to the House by 
the hon. member from Bonavlata 
Captain Winsor, had emanated from 
others than the people of Bonne Bay, 
he considered it an interested attempt 
to deceive the people of the Colony 
upon the subject of the vote recently 
taken in this House on the Resolu­
tions relating to railway construc­
tion. It was an attempt to make the 
people of Bonne Bay believe that Mr 
Clapp had voted against the con­
struction of a branch line of railway 
from the main line to Bonne Bay. 
This was not the case. There was 
no such proposition before the House. 
There was no such vote taken in the 
House. The resolutions had involved 
a large expenditure upon the Colony 
for the construction of five distinct 
branch lines, involving an increase ir 
the obligations of the Colony by way 
of public debt to the extent of at least 
$6,000,000. Mr. Clapp had over and 
over again made it distinctly clear 
that he regarded the line to Bonne 
Bay as a developing railway which 
deserved the support of the country 
and that had the Premier brought 
down a measure providing for the 
construction of such a branch line hr 
would have supported it with all the 
force he could command. On the 
contrary the Premier had brought 
down a contract for the construction 
of a series of branch railways which 
would entail a ruinous burden on thr 
already heavily burdened people of 
the Colony. It was not open to him 
to vote for the Bonne Bay brand 
without accepting them all. He had 
to take all or none. A member of thr 
House was entitled to entertain suet 
opinions- as he thought best suited tc 
the interests of the country. There 
might be differences of opinion as to 
whether a series of connecting rail­
ways was’ better for this country at 
the present time than the improve­
ment of local requirements, such at 
the making and improvement of con­
necting roads, bridges and marine 
works. There were many parts of 
this country in which the roads and 
bridges and marine works were a 
first claim upon the Government and 
should receive attention before any 
sectional works such as the proposed 
railway scheme of the Government 
taken as a whole, and such as the 
construction of a main line from 
Bonne Bay to Flower’s Cove. The 
Railway Resolutions were not of a 
class that a person who condemned 
the whole as an unwarranted burder. 
on the people necessarily condemned 
every part of the Resolutions. A 
person might favor a contract to con­
struct a railway to Bonne Bay or For­
tune Bay as justified in the basis of 
expense and on the ground that they 
were developing lines, whilst he was 
not prepared to accept the immense 
burden which five branch lines wouid 
impose on the Colony. There was 
another radical objection to the Re­
solutions. They confirmed a con­
tract which was not in the interests 
of the country but would be ruinous 
to the Colony. Even if a person was 
in favor of the construction of all the 
branch lines proposed by the Govern­
ment he could not conscientiously 
vote for the contract embodied in the 
Resolutions, which was, as a contract, 
ruinous to the financial standing of 
the Colony. Apart from any other 
consideration he deemed the petition 
couched in language which no mem­
ber should present to the House. It 
was unbecoming to apply to a mem­
ber of the House the words “coward­
ly tactics” because he had voted ac­
cording to his conscientious convic­
tions as a representative of the peo­
ple. If members differed in opinion 
they might do so honestly without 
having language of this kind applied 
to them. It was an Insult to the 
House, to the members and to the 
country to use language of this kind 
towards a member. If this petition 
emanated from others than the resi­
dents of Bonne- Bay those responsible 
for it wereNattempting to deceive the 
people of the Colony as to the vote 
which was taken in this House on the 
Railway Resolutions. The country 
should understand, and Mr. Clapp’s 
constituents should know, that he did 
not vote against a railway to Bonne 
Bay, but against a contract for the 
construction of a series of branch 
railways which would involve a ruin­
ous burden on the people.

Lecture at St. Ben’s.
Sir William Vaughan who estab­

lished a colony on the Southern 
Coast of Newfoundland, in 1617, was 
the subject of Mr, M. W. Furlong’s 
lecture art St. Bonaventure’s College 
last night. This searcher for the 
Golden Fleece in the beginning of the 
17th century was in Mr. Furlong’s 
opinion ’’The Pott who would be 
King,” as his Sovereign, James the 
1st, was the King who wbuld be poet.

There was a large audience present 
including many ladies, His Grace 
Archbishop Howley, Sir E. P. Morris, 

rJ. P. Howley, Hon. J. Harris and T. J. 
Edens and Rev. J. Roe.

The lecturer dwelt on the early at­
tempts to establish colonies in New­
foundland, and showed that they 
mainly originated with Oxford men, 
dreamy believers in the possibilities 
of the golden west as ever were Jas- 
son and the Argonauts in the palmy 
days of Grecian adventures. Vaugh­
an, Carey, Mason, Guy, Raleigh and 
Calvert were all men of poetic tem­
perament, chivalrous and romantic as 
well as nautical and piratical. 
Vaughan who received his charter 
from James the author of the “Gaber- 
lunzie Man” and many other popular 
poems of the day, in 1616 came to 
Newfoundland and settled, Mr. Fur­
long thinks at Renews and not at Tre- 
passey as Judge Prowse says. Mr. 
..-urlong thinks, too, that Chance Cove 
Î* Vaughan's Cove, or Cambriol Cel­
ebes and Golden Grove, named for his 
home in Carmarthen, Wales. Sir 
William Vaughan did his best like 
Whitbourne to make the merits of 
'this country known to the people of 
England. He published his “Cam- 
jrensium Caroleia” in 1625 and his 
‘Golden Fleece” in 1626. In the first 

mentioned work Sir William gives an 
interesting account of Newfoundland 
and the possible resources. For want 
jf means Sir William Vaughan a few 
years after was obliged to sell out 
part of his grant to Lord Baltimore 
and Lord Falkenberg. Shortly after 
uis name disappeared from the re- 
ords in connection with the coloni- 

y.stion of Newfoundland. Mr. Fur­
long paid a glowing tribute to the 
great Vaughan not only as a colonizer 
but as a scholar, a poet and a gener­
al writer.

At the conclusion of the lecture 
Vlir Edward Morris in proposing a 
,-ote of thanks took occasion to con­
gratulate Mr. Furlong on having add­
ed a page to the history of Newfound- 
und which would doubtless lead to 

another controversy, and it is by such 
levelopments that we know what 
.ittle is on reoerd of the history of 
jur own country.

Terrible Explosion.

CHICAGO, Ills.,March 7.
Eight or ten persons are reported 

killed and seventeen injured, many of 
them probably fatally, in a terrible 
explosion at the works of the Ameri­
can Maize Products Co., at Roby. Ind., 
to-night. The explosion occured in a 
detached building of the plant and 
was followed by a fire which soon 
enveloped a large three story frame 
house. Starch in an overheated kiln 
is supposed to have been the cause. 
At midnight the heat was so intense 
it was impossible to enter the plant, 
and so definitely ascertain the number i 
dead. It was known that twenty-five 
workmen were in the building at the 
time. Seven of these were rescued 
badly burned and taken to hospital. 
Of the twelve unaccounted for seven 
are believed to have escaped unhurt. 
The rest were burned in the ruins.

LONDON, March 7.

T-he Pall Mall Gazette says, that 
although matters have been patched 
up for the moment the Cabinet is 
sharply divided on the main question 
of policy as regards the House of 
Lords, and will go to the country 
probably in July with a wide diver­
gence of opinion among its members. 
The newspaper avers, however, that 
the majority of the Cabinet have decid­
ed upon a programme which shall in­
clude the reform of the House of 
l^ords and when the veto resolutions 
are brought before the House of Com­
mons, they will be accompanied by 
the outline of a subsequent scheme 
for the reconstruction of the second 
chamber. The House of Commons 
debated a motion to proceed to the 
third reading of the treasury tempor­
ary borrowing bill and there was a 
general discussion on the present 
financial chaos. The bill was finally 
passed to a third reading without a 
division.

Only Absolute Monarch

MONTE CARLO, March 7.
Half of the subjects of the princi­

pality marched, to the Palace, and 
waited upon the Prince of Monaco 
yesterday, demanding a constitution, 
declaring that Monaco was the only 
absolute monarch remaining on the 
face of the globe. The Prince receiv­
ed a deputation from the crowd, and 
promised to consider its wishes.

The Law Society Bill was put 
through the third reading.

The Bell Island ore taxation Hill 
passed the Committee. Mr. Knit 
considered the contract a poor on- 
for the Colony and objectionable, as 
it prohibited further taxation for 1n 
years. Moreover, part of the tax. at 
least 10 per cent., should be ear-mark­
ed for Bell Island, as the rest of the 
Colony would have to bear all the 
greater burden in future for the light 
taxation which the bill ensured to 
the two companies for the next. Hi 
years.

The Premier expressed his dissent. 
He would not admit that Beil island 
was entitled to a specific appropri­
ation of the tax as claimed by Mr. 
Kent.

The Model Farm amendment bill 
was read a second time on motion of 
the Minister of Agriculture. The ob­
ject of the bill is to establish state 
aided agricultural societies through­
out the Colony, compilation of farm 
notes for publication, delivery of lec­
tures, publishing of a printer, encour­
agement of cold storage, instruction 
on cutting §nd drying peat.

The House adjourned till 3 p.m. to­

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—In the Governor’s Speech 

from the Throne at the opening of the 
House telegraph extension in the 
District of St. Barbe was foreshadow­
ed. Telegraph extension was begun 
during Sir R. Bond’s regime, and of­
fices were established at LaScie, 
Western Cove and Seal Cove, which 
proved to be of immense benefit to 
these places. The late Premier had 
promised me that development would 
go on in that direction, should he 
come back to power; and the leader 
of the present Government would 
only be carrying out a work that had 
been initiated by his predecessor in 
office. I would suggest wireless sta­
tions on the north-east coast in the 
neighbourhood of Quirpon, or St. An­
thony Head. The land wires will have 
to go to Quirpon as this is a port for 
vessels from Green Bay. Bonavista 
Bay, Trinity Bay and other places 
when on their way to the Labrador. 
Besides some 100 families fish out of 
Quirpon, and a telegraph station 
would consequently be of immense 
importance to the fishermen there, 
f might add that a wireless station at 
Quirpon would bring the owners of 
craft harbouring at Quirpon from the 
different places above mentioned into 
communication with wireless sta­
tions at the Labrador before proceed­
ing on their voyage there. Telegraph 
stations at other points along the 
north-east coast would greatly con­
duce to the advantage of the people, 
as they would be brought into direct 
touch with St. John’s where they 
'ould telegraph for provisions, fish- 
ng gear, etc.; again, what is most 

Important, a storm might sweep the 
coast, which has happened more than 
nice before. There is also a de­
mand for roads, bridges and ferries. 
The same thing applies to the north­
west part of the District, and I trust 
that this work will be begun at as 
early a date as possible and without 
any unnecessary delay. I have pre­
sented numerous petitions in the 
House asking for telegraph extension, 
roads, bridges and ferries which are 
an absolute necessity if the District 
is ever to come to the front. St. 
Barbe is deserving of more than an 
ordinary share of attention at the 
hands of the Legislature, for the 
District hasn’t received the benefits 
in the past which other Districts now 
■ i,joy. A small steamer to ply in 
parts of White Bay and running to 
Griquet where she would connect 
with the Coastal boat, proceeding 
rom there to Cape Norman, through 

the Straits to Flower’s Cove at which 
place she would meet with the Home, 
and thence back again to Griquet. 
When a few days ago I presented 
petitions from Greenspond, in White 
Bay, and Cook’s Harbour, Cape Nor­
man. upon this subject, the hon. mem­
ber for Bonavista, Capt Winsor, in 
supporting the petitions expressed 
himself as being in perfect accord 
with my suggestions. Steamers have 
been subsidised in Bonavista Bay, 
Fogo and Fortune Bay, and why 
shouldn’t St. Barbe receive the same 
privilege? The people are demand­
ing it; and I trust that the Govern­
ment will take the matter up at once, 
and extend to St. Barbe the great 
blessings of steam and telegraphic 
communication.

Newfoundland as a
Mineral Country.

Interview With Mr. Brenton Symons, M. 1. C. E.
Some four months ago we publish­

ed ("M.J.” October 30, 1909, p. 167) 
some interesting Information from 
the pen of Mr. Brenton Symons, M.I.C. 
E„ on the geological and mineral fea­
tures of Newfoundland. Mr. Symons 
has but lately returned to England, 
and in the course of an interview with 
one of our representatives afforded 
much additional information on the 
commercial position of the prospects 
of the industry.

In answer to a question as to his 
experience in the island, Mr. Symons 
said: “I have resided in the Colony 
about three years, and have been en­
gaged principally in prospecting and 
developing ore deposits, and have 
thus enjoyed favourable opportunities 
of making myself acquainted with its 
industrial potentialities.”

“What is the position at the pres­
ent time?”

“Well, putting aside the staple in­
dustry of fishing, scant attention has 
been betsowed on the development of 
the island, such as metallic minerals, 
coal, oil, &c. Within the last four 
years, however, there has arisen 
quite a furore to obtain concessions 
for the purpose of pulping the inex­
haustible spruce forests of the inter­
ior, and several important companies 
have been formed for pulping and 
paper-making. Many millions of dol­
lars have been invested in this single 
industry, which evinces unmistakable 
signs of success. If money were ex­
pended as generously in opening up 
the mineral deposits, which have 
long awaited the quickening pick of 
the miner, the wealth and progress of 
the country would rapidly increase, 
and a more active and flourishing 
community succeed.”

“What is the present extent of the 
Industry?”

“There are the iron mines of Bell 
Island, near St. John's, which have

contain an important proportion of 
gold, silver, and nickel.

“Though the Lower Silurian forma­
tion provides a wide field for the 
opening of copper mines, the Huron- 
ian has also a large number of copper 
lodes, much of which is high grade. 
A few of them have been slightly 
worked, but languish for want of en­
terprise."

"What of other ores, Mr. Symons?” 
“Formerly large quantities of sil­

ver-lead ores were raised from the 
mines in Placentia Bay, on the south 
coast; but the fall in the value of 
silver resulted, after a long struggle, 
in the stopping of the mines. Galena 
is also found in Notre Dame Bay, but 
ip mines have yet been worked. 
Lately an important lode has been 
much prospected on the western shore 
ot Grand Lake, and the existence of 
remarkable deposits of lead and cop­
per established. Antimony has been 
extracted from a mine in Morton’s 
Harbour in Notre Dame Bay; and 
near Kelligrews, in Conception Bay is 
a manganese lode from which 3,000 
tons of ore have been taken. At 
Pilley's Island cupreous pyrites was 
successfully worked for many years, 
but a severe fall in the price of sul­
phur per unit has caused its suspen­
sion.

“Gold has been found in many parts 
of the island, particularly at Sops 
Arm and Mings Bight in White Bay. 
The mine at the latter place Is well 
equipped, and the lode—8 ft. wide— 
held an average» of 12 dwts. to the 
ton, but for some cause it was sus­
pended. As the gold lodes of New­
foundland are in all probability en­
closed in the same Silurian strata as 
the gold measures of Nova Scotia, one 
can certainly believe that gold must 
exist wherever their basset edges 
come to the surface.

“In addition to the precious metals,
. there are immense deposits of high

million tons of excellent hematite ore, 
which is exported to Sydney, N.S., and 
to Germany, and there is an admitted 
profit of over a dollar per ton. The 
scams are intercalated in Cambrian 
slates, and are so favourably situated 
for economic exploitation that the 
cost f.o.b. is less than Is. 6d. per ton. 
Yet, notwithstanding this brilliant 
success, other hematite beds in the 
Cambrian, as well as extensive mag­
netic deposits in the Archaean, re­
main untouched for want of capital."

“Which do you believe are the 
n étais which predominate?”

There need be little hesitation in 
affirming that in the future, as in the 
past, copper will, after iron, be the 
metal most sought for. On the 
northern shore of Green Bay several 
rich mines have been worked, and 
have given good profits, notably Tilt 
Cove mine, which’has paid large divi­
dends for many years. The outcrops 
of copper ores in Green Bay and 
Notre Dame Bay are very numerous; 
but, although the indications have 
been extremely promising, rarely has 
any important sum been spent. All 
the mines that have been worked, and 
all the ores that are known, are 
situate immediately on the coasts, 
and as the copper-bearing rocks — 
known as the Quebec Formation— 
prolong themselves for a hundred and 
fifty miles into the interior, there are 
immense areas awaiting the pros­
pector. The copper-producing strata 
extend for hundreds of miles along 
the west coast of the island; number- 
jess outcrops of ore are known, many 
ot which hold out sufficient promise 
to justify a moderate expenditure to 
test their continuance in depth. The 
only large copper mine- working on 
the west coast if on the south shore 
of Bay of Islands. An inclined shaft 
has been sunk to a depth ot 364 ft., 
very complete machinery has been 
put up, and a remarkably fine loading 
si age built. Many of the copper ores

them. There is a large mass of this 
ore near the coast of Bay St. George, 
from which some thousands of tons of 
ore have been exported. The ex­
cellence of these chrome ores will 
one day induce capitalists to exploit 
them."

“We have heard something lately 
’bout Newfoundland coal. Have work­
able deposits been found?"

"There is no doubt in the minds of 
•hose who have been engaged in pros- 
lecting the coal measures that some 
>f the seams can be worked with very 
nofitable results. The carboniferous 
it-ries of strata, extending over thous- 
xnds of miles, is believed by geolo­
gists to be synchronous with the same 
formation at Sydney, N.S., where coal 
.as been raised and exported in con­

siderable quantities for more than a 
quarter of a century. The coal 
measures stretch across the island in 
a broad, interrupted belt from Port- 
aux-Basques to White Bay, and up to 
ho present the Government, by pits 

and borings, have prospected three 
’lasins, within which nine seams of 
aoal have been proved to exist. The 
irincipal basin appears to be at 
Jrand Lake, on the Reid-Newfound- 
’and Railway, and here workable 
aeams have been intersected by the 
jorings. Many thousands of tons 
rave been utilised by the locomotives 
rf the Reid-Newfoundland Railway, 
and the St. John's Gas Company have 
demonstrated the merchantable qual­
ity of the coal. At present the vari­
ous industries of the Colony Import 
their coal from Sydney, paying a duty 
of 4s. 2d. per ton, so that the opening 
up of collieries would give rise to the 
employment of a great number of 
workmen, furnish a cheaper fuel, and 
keep tie money now expended abroad 
in the country.

Besides coal, however, there are 
strong indications of oil for at least 
a hundred and fifty miles along the 
western shores, but boreholes only 
have been sunk at an inlet from the 
Gulf of St. Lawrence known as Par­
son’s' Pond. Here a number of bores 
have intersected the Lower Silurian 
beds, one reaching a depth of 1,535 
ft.; but owing to the deficiency of 
capital the operations were so desul­
tory, and so inexpertly handled, that 
most of the wells were more of less 
damaged. It is believed by geologists 
and commercial men that, given ade­
quate funds and skilful management, 
a productive oil field would be devel­
oped. Analyses have proved the oil 
to be a crude petroleum of excellent 
quality.”—The Mining Journal.
