General opinion in Bulgaria, says
the Overseas News Agency to-day, is
that relations between the Entente
Powers and Greece will be seriously
affected by the reported disclosures
of letters found on Colonet Napier,
former British military attache at
Sofia, when he was taken from a
Greek steamer by an Austrian sub-
marine last month. Centemptuous
remarks concerning Greece, and rev-
elations regarding Serbian :military
preparations against Bulgaria before
Bulgarian mobilization, “said to have
been contained in the letters, have
made a deep impression on Bulgari-
ans.

RUSSIANS GAIN GROUND.

LONDON, Jan. 3.

It was the® Austrians, not the Rus-
sians, who began the big offensiye in
Volhynia and Galicia, according to the
Mail's Petrograd correspondent. The
attempts failed and the Russians
gafhed ground. General Flanders ef-
forts to take, Tarnopil, and break
through in the direction of Koons,
were frustrated. Field Marshal Von
Mackenzen is at Czernwitz, for the
purpose of threatening Roumania,
and for an active offensive against
the Russian. advance in Galicia.

THE KAISER'S ILLNESS.

PARIS, Jan. 3.

Press despatches from Switzerland
and Italy, continue t® affirm that the
illness of Emperor illiam is seri-
ous. It is stated that he was opera-
ted on last Wednesday successfully,
but the nature of the operation is not
specified, It is-stated that the Em-
peror is suffering from a deep-seatdd
affection - of which ,the Cutaneous
Eruption is but an ifeldental symp-

TOKIO, Jan. 3.

The
Kenkoku Maru was under charter by
a foreigner, was loaded with hemp %t
Manila, ‘and sailed for Italy and Eng-

_THE UNITED STATES.

“WASHINGTON, Jan. 3.

The -possibility of a combined at-
tack by two.foreign powers tq break
down the new Pan-American dgctrine
evolved from the maintenance by the
United States, and the acceptance by
the South amd:Central American Re-
publi¢s of the Monroe . Doctrine, is
one of the fundamental bases for the
national defence plans formulated by
the Army and Navy strategists. They
believe it essentjal in the formation
of the national military policy, ‘it
was learned to-night, to provide
against the eventuality of an assault
upon the Doctrine by either an Asi-
atic or- European Power, or even by
the alliance of two such powers which
might hurl forces simultaneously on
the Atlantic and Pacific coasts. A
navy equal in strength to those of
any 'two world powers, except Brit-
ain, and an army prepared to fight
for the integrity of the pan-American
idea anywhere in pan-America, is the
ultimate aim of the plans of military
experts. Ten years is the time tha
Navy General Board believes the Uni-
ted States has in which to  prepare
for a re-adjustment of the world for-
ces, which will follow the European
war. In setting "1925 as the time
when the U. S. Navy should equal any
afloat, which means reaching the two
power standard of the British Navy,
the board estimated as much time as
would elapse before the shock of the
present war had passed sufficiently
to permit any of the belligerents to
look to South or Central America foi
Colonial development or trade ag-
gression. The plans of the army War
College would be consumated in six
years. They take the position that the
United States must have sufficient
troops and; ships to land forces in
any threatened pan-American coun-
try to meet an . invader. All these
preparations, it is now known, have
been presented by . strategists to the
Administration as essential to the
support of the Monroe Doctrine, so
that the United: States may be able to
act alone, if necessary, to preserve

to Aid in Coal Crisis.|

The Daily News regrets
to hear the note sounded
in the Telegram last
evening. We do not in

the slightest degree regret what we
said, We quoted a paragraph in the
Manifesto of Sir Edward Morris point-
ing out_that the Government was
pledged to deal with the situation then
exisfing. Sir Edward then stated
that the price of coal was a national
grievance., The price now {s about
sixty per cent higher in the city, and
for householders much. more difficult
to obtain even at the present rates, If
it was a national grievance then it is
a much more intense national griev-
ance now, We pointed out that we
drew “attention to these matters with
A view to urging on the Government
the need of drastic action immediate-
1y, We recognized also “that the
War had added to the difficulties of
the situation by making tonnage dif-
fleilt to get and made freights high
when tonnage is obtained.,” We also
pointed out that the situation had been
aggravated by the sale of our large
steel iee steamers to the Russian
Covernment and expressed the
opinion that this eonstituted a good
ground for asking the Admiralty to
a8sign to the CGovernment a large
collier for coal carrying. Instead of
making the question a partisan one,
we carefully avoided that attitude by
asking the CGovernment, if it ‘needed
backing to call Parliament to meet
on the shortest notice,. This request
implied support from the Opposition
in measures calculated to relieve the
gituation by bringing the price of coal
down to a normal rate. To make
this offer more definite and copper
fasten it,

We now pledge the support of the
Opposition to any reasonable measure
or measures which will bring down
the price of coal to the normal one.
We have consulted with the leaders
of the Opposition In the House of As-
sembly, and we are in a position to
make an offer of co-operation. Let
the Executive call on the leading mem-
bers of the Opposition and consult
with tifem as to a common policy to
deal with the situatien.

We have already pointed out that
the situation is a difficult one for coal
importers. They hold stocks, it is
true, brought here at lower freight
rates than they can, of themselves,
msL_ke to-day. They are also bound by
contract to supply factories afgcon-
tract rates, and many of them are
husbanding their stocks to meet their
contracts, in order to avoid losses
from supplying coal, brought here in
future at advanced freight rates. The
sufferers from this course are house-
holders and others who have no con-
tracts with coal dealers. It is emin-
ently.a situation which calls for Gov-
ernment intervention. Take to-day’s
niessage nv it will be seen that in
spite of the heavy commandeering of
British shipping during the past sev-
enteen months of the war, the Ad-
miralty are not hesitating about re-
quisitioning ships for the conveyance
of food or other necessaries, Coal is
a prime necessary in Newfoundland,
especially during the next three
months,

LONGER LIFE OF PARLIAMENT.

Under the Parliament Act the life
of the present Parliament, fixed at
five years, comes to an end in Janu-
ary. -A General Election in war time
is impossible, and the Government
will therefore introduce the long-
promised measure to prolong the ex-
istence of Parliament. The bill,
which is under the charge of the
Home Secretary, will be called “The
Parliament and Registration Bill.”
‘When the war broke out on August
4, 1914, the statutory life of this Par-
liament had - still about sixteen
months to run. The new bill will, I
learn, provide that the life of this
Parliament shall extend to sixteen
months after the conclusion of th2
war, In other words, when the war
ends the Parliamentary situation will
be exactly as it was on August 4, 1):4
—-that is, the present Parliament will
still have a possible statutory life of
sixteen months. For any General
Election which may take place a new
register will have to be compiled, and
provision is made for a scheme with
this obect to be worked out—it may
be on lines which will satisfy those
who favor electoral reform.

LONDON’S NEW DRINK RESTRIC-
TIONS.

On November 29th London came
under the new and - stringent drink
restrictions. The hours are from 12
noon to half-past two, and from six
to nine ol week days, and from one
to three and six to nine on Sunday.
The drastic rule by which no liquor
may be sold for consumption off the
premises between Thursday and Mon-
day is not enforced, but the sale of
liquor for consumption elsewherse
ceases in the evening one hour ear-
lier than other sales. It may safely
be said that London takes the new
rules quite quietly. An agitation has
been carefully’ conducted for the past
fortnight to rouse public ,opinion to
resist such restrictions, ‘but it seems
to have entirely failed in its object. T
am told that the London publicans

. are very disappointed in this connec-

tion by the small support they have
received from the distillers: and
brewers. The latter are said to have
declared that whatever the publicans
might lose, it would not much affect
their own output, for the consumption
will go on through other channels.
An indication of this is to be seen in
the great activity in the off-license
trade. The largest wholesale traders
in London -are now tremendously
busy, and one hears of "applications
being made for extended hours at the
bond so that the extra goods can be
got out for consumption. Much
soreness is being engendered amongst
on-license traders at the apparently
unassailable prosperity of the off-
licensees.

Russia’s Day, celebrated in London
on November 18th in a manner to
which the demands of war have ac-
customed the whole country, found
the Metropolis as generous as ever.
The.capital of the Empire may com-
pare unfavorably with some of our
cities in its tendencies to depression
and querulousness. It has 8o been
criticised, not only by shrewd obser-
vers at home but by officers on leave
from the front. But to none does it
yield in its admiration for the magni-
ficent endurance of the Russian peo-
ple, and their incomparable deter-
mination to pursue the war to the

MESOPOTAMIAN FIGHTING AND
BABYLONIAN RESEARCH.

The course of the Mesopotamian ex-
pedition is being followed with keen
interest by the group of distinguished
scholars interested in Babylonian geo-
graphy and research. The locality now
reached by the British forces was of
supreme importance to the ancient
world, because, within a circle of a
hundred miles, there lie the sites of
the cities by which the Mesopotamian
plain was dominated throughout the
whole period of written history. The
northward drift 8f the political cen-
ter of the land began when “Ur of the
Chaldees” was abandoned for settle-
ments further up the Euphrates, and
it was realized by -all the great cap-
tains of antiquity, from Amraphael,
King of Shinar, to Sargon, from Sen-
nacherib to Cyrus, from Alexander to
Haroun al Raschid, that the true cen-
ter of dominion lay in the narrow neck
where the Euphrates and the Tigris
lay closest together, This is why
Babylon and Selencia, Ctesiphon and
Bagdad, draw to themselves. the en-
vious eyes of conquering soldiers, why
German ambition has sought to se-
cure this- region for its Asiatic cap-
ital, why our own statesmen have re-
solved to eliminate from the future
an inimical settlement whose influ-
ence would be felt as far as Egypt
and Aden on the one hand and Per-
sia and India on the other.

Fourth and fifth year medical stu-
dents were sometime ago recommend-
ed by the War Office to continue their
studies and to proceed - to qualifica-
tion with all possible speed. Those
junior to them in the curriculum are
permiited to enlist in the combatant
branches of the army. I understand
that the military authorities are ‘be-
ing urged that when third-year stu-
dents ‘do join the army arrangéments
should be made by which they should
not lose association with medical
work, and that they should be attach-
ed to the-Royal Army Medical Corps.
The idea is that in such circumstan-
ces they would be more likely to re-
sume their medical studies at the
conclusion of the war. Of course, it
has been suggested in the House of
Commons and elsewhere that third-
year medical students should be ex-
empted altogether from military ser-
vice, This suggestion has found no
favor in officlal circles and the one
that they should be associated with
the Royal Army Medical Corps is put
forward after the rejection of the
proposal that these young men should
be exempted, Whether the second
suggestion will receive any more en-
couragement than the rest remains to
be seen. Medical students, by educa-
tion and temperament belong admit-
tedly to the class from gvhich excel-
lent junior combatant officers are
supplied, and it is at least open to
doubt whether the military authorities
will be prepared further to restrict
the source from which they are
drawn.

COMFORTS FOR TROOPS.

Patterns of comforts for troops at
the front will in future be “sealed” by
Sir Bdward Ward, the Director-Gen-
eraf’of Voluntary Organisations, who
has now, after consultation with re-
presentative members of the drapery
trade, completed the details of the
plan by which it will be assured that
our soldiers receive really necessary
and useful articles. The Drapers’
Chamber of Trade, which' represents
the whole of the retail drapers of the
United Kingdom, is co-operating with
Sir Edward Ward, and will appoint
representatives in each of the towns
.approved by the Director-General.
Standard patterns of comforts—
shirts, pants, vests, body belts, bed
jackets, etc.—will be supplied 1o
these representatives, who will make
a flat pattern of each garment and
also one completed article. These

If the
garments do not conform to the
standard patterns they . will be
promptly rejected, for the object of
the scheme is to see that the men at
front and the hospitals get garments
which will be of service. . Another du-
ty of the drapery experts is to see
to the proper packing of articles. Sec-
retarial work for the whole of the
country is to be given by the Charter-
ed Institute of Secretaries, who have
volunteered for this duty- under the

| scheme.

STAMPS AS PAPER MONEY.

The shortage of small coin for
change has been the cause of an in-
teresting innovation in Russia. To
meet the difficulty postage stamps of
the value of 10, 15, and 20 kopecs
have, since the first of October, been
in use as paper money. At the same
time they can be used for postage, but
they are printed on stouter paper and
have an overprint on the back in
biack which denotes the new use to
which they have been put. It is not
intended to keep thém in use for long,
and currency notes for these small
values are being prepared. This is
not the first time a Government has
resorted to this expedient. About 45
yeai‘s ago the current postage stamp
designs formed the central portion of
the 5, 10, 15, and 20 cent banknotes in
use.in the Republic of Uruguay. I
have olso been shown a mnew “war
stamp” from New Zealand. The cur-
rent halfpenny stamp with head of
King George is overprinted with The
words “war stamp” and two stars. It
is used in reality as a war tax in addi-
tion to the ordinary postage.

THE WIDOW OF ‘A BONAPARTE.

A curious little footnote to history
of a kind is to be found in the an-
nouncement of the death in a nursing
home at the age of 84 of the widow of
Prince. Louis Lucien Bonaparte. It
gseems a far cry now to the quaint
Napolonic philologer who repaid this
country for the ‘asylum it afforded
him by almost the first attempt to pro-
vide a systematic racord of its dia-
lects. If one ever knew that he was
married one had forgotten it, for the
marriage seems to have ended in a
mutual recognition of incompatibility
and a separation. Conjugal happiness
was scarcely perhaps to be looked for
in a life controlled by the obsession of
linguistic research and the amassing
of a philological library choice . en-
ough and representative enough to
claim a guinea for the price of its
sale catalogue. Perhaps one has
some glimpse of the reasons of the
failure of life on this side in the
geeining lack of sentiment or of hu-
mour which selected “The Song of
Solomon” as his medium for dialecti-
cal record. At his instance “The
Song of Solomon” made its succes-
sive appearance in the dialects of
Somerset, Dorset, the Scottish Low-
lagds, and other parts of the coun-
try—versions which may be almost as
valuable in their way as a phono-
graphic record, but are certainly
weird enough to make Solomon him-
gelf and the scholars résponsible for
the asuthorised version of “the song”

the Bonaparte family, to which the
‘death of this obscure old lady puts a
belated close.

WAR AND THE CHRISTMAS BOOK.

The “National Book Fortnight,” or-
ganised by the Publishers’ Associa-
tion, began on' November 22nd a
plucky attempt to persuade the pub-
lic that they ought not to economise
cn books—at any rate most London
bookshops show a poster appealing to
you to take a book home. It is hoped
that this effort will do something to
save the,Christmas book season, for
which the prospects are by no means
bright. War is hitting the book
trade by concentrating the buyers’ at-
tention upon war books, which are ex-
tremely short-lived and not at all pro-
fitable as the staple of shops. The
sale of general literature has fallen off
seriously, and expensive books, which
always bring the biggest returns, are
hardly selling at all. This Christmas
there will be very few of the guinea
and half-guiena books illustrated by
famous artists which are usually pro-
duced specially for the Christmas
present trade. This kind of book is,
of course, a luxury, and luxuries are
not in fashion. Some beautifully pro-
duced colored books are coming out
to be sold for the benefit of various
military charities, but the booksel-
lers say that although many people
buy these books who in ordinary
times do not buy books at all, this
does not compensate for the shrink-
age in the ord@nuary trade. The
cost' of producing books has increas-
ed by probably 25 per cent owing to
the rise in paper and the cost of
labor. There is a fairly good demand
for éheap reprints, of light Jiterature
to be sent out to the trenches and the
training camps, but here the booksel-
lers have to meet the severe.compe-
tition of the voluntary libraries. It is
true that a good many people now-
adays will buy a book with the inten-
tion of sending it to the soldiers after
they have read it. In the South of
England, at any rate, there is not
much evidence that the war prosper-
ity of the artisan is benefitting the
bookseller.

CAPTURED FROM GERMANY.

The color printing trade in this
country formerly dominated by Ger-
many is on the whole shaking itself
free from these old trammels. Two
firms, Raphael Tuck and Sons and
Gale and Polden;ihave made’'a tre-
mendous fight "togvvﬁrovme England
with all-British / Christmas cards,
Christmas gift books, calendars, etc.,
for this end of the year.: The artists
were always here and ‘'a certain
amount of the printing and produc-
tion, but never before have British
enterprise and British artists had the
field clear that they have upon this
occasion. Raphael Tuck especially
feature Christmas and New Year
cards and calendars and the result of
this occasion is beyond even this
house’s previous righ records. Over
three thousand different types of
cards have been issued besides a large
array of other novelties, including the
ever green ‘“Tuck’s Annual” a sub-
stantial illustrated volume for the lit-
tle ones.’ Gale and Polden have is-
sued for the end of the year trade be-
tween 30 and 40 large and small gift
books all in colors and all wonderful
examples of new British enterprise in
color printing. It is believed 'that
never again will Germany get back
her lost trade in these goods with this
country. M

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The Comments of
G. K. Chesterton,

He Candidly Shows Where We Huaye
Been Wrong and Where Right—
How Salisbury Was Wrong and
Cobhett Was Right—How the Eng-
lish Can Save England.

Mt G. K. Chesterton has written a
witty and wise little book, rather mis-
leadingly called “The Crimes of Eng-
land” (Cecil Palmer and Hayward.
18. net). :

The opening chapter is addressed
in the form of a letter to ‘‘Professor
Whirlwing,” because “your name in
the original German is too much for
me.” If this “Professor Whlrlwlnd"
reads the book right throligh he will
be more impressed with the rightness
of England than with its so-called
crimes.

Where We Were Wrong.

Here is Mr. Chesterton’s “Catalogue
of the real crimes of England.”

“We were very wrong indeed when
we took part in preventing = Europe
from putting a term to the impious
piracies of Frederick the Great.

“We were very wrong indeed when
we allowed the triumph over Napol-
eon to be soiled with the mire and
blood of Blucher’s sullen savages.

“We were very wrong indeed when
we allowed the pezmefﬂ King of Den-
mark to be:robbéd in broad daylight
by a brigand named Bismarck; and
when we allowed the Prussian swasgh-
bucklers to enslave and silence the
French provinces whicH they could
neither govern nor persuade.

“We were very wrong indeed when
we flung to such hungry adventurers
a position so important as Heligoland.
We were very wrong indeed when we
praised the soulless Prussian educa-
tion and copied the soulless Prussian

aws.”

“Yet there is one part of life aad
history in which T would assert the
absolute spotlessness of England. . In
one department we wear a robe of
white and a halo of innocence. Long
and weary as may be the records of
our wickedness, in one direction we
have done nothing but good. Who-
ever we may have wronged, we have
never wronged Germany. Again and
again we have dragged her from un-
der the just yvengeance of hér ener
mies, from the holy anger of Maria
Teresa, from the impatient and con-
tem’ptuous common-sense of Napoleoi.

“We have kept a ring fence around
the' Germans: while they sacked Den-
mark and dismembered France. And
if we had served our God as we have
served their kings, there would not
be to-day one remnant of them in pur
path, either to slander or to slay us,

Never Wronged Germany.

Lord Sallsbury’s Humour,

“The late Lord Salisbury, a sad and
humorous man, made many public and
gerfous remarks that have been prov-
ed falge and perilous, and many pri-
vate and frivolous remarks which
were valuable and ought to be immor-
tal.

“He struck dead the stiff and false
psychology of ‘social reform,” with its
suggestion that the number of pub-
lic-houses made people drunk, by
gaying that there were a r}umher of
bedrooms at Hatfield, but they never
made him sleepy. Because of this it
is possible to. forgive him for having
talked about ‘living and dying na-
tions’; though it is of such sayings
that living nations die,

“In the same spirit he included the
nation of Ireland in the ‘Celtic fringe’
upon the west of England. It seems
suficient to remark that“the fringé
is considerably broader than the gar-
ment. But the fearful satire of time
has very -sufficiently avenged (he
Irish nation upon him, largely by the
instrumentality of another fragment
of the British robe which he cast
away almost contemptuously in the
North Sea. The name -of it is Heli-
goland; and he gave it to the Ger-
mans, °

History of Two Islands.

“The subsequent history of the two
islands on either side of England has
been , sufficiently ironical, . If Lord
Salisbury had foreseen exactly what
would happen to Heligoland, as well
as to Ireland, he might well have
foumL no sleep at Hatfield in one bed-
room or a hundred. In the eastern
isle he was strengthening a fortress
that would one day be called upon to
destroy us. In the western isle he
was weakening a fortress that would
onie day be called upon to save us.

“In that day his trusted ally,’ Wil-
liam Hohenzollern, was to batter our
ships and boats from the Bight of
Heligoland; and in that day his
old and once imprisoned enemy, John
Redmond, was to rise in the hour of
English jeopardy, and be thanked in
thunder for the free offer of the Irish
sword, All that Robert Cecil thought
valueless has been our loss, and oll
that he thought feeble our stay.!”

A Blography v. A Life. v

Mr. Chesterton . declares that it 1s’
the English ruling class and not the
English who rule England, and he

of those men who oxlst to prove the
distinetion between a blography and a
life. ¥rom his blograpfiles you will
learn that he was a'Radical who had
once been a Tory. From his life, it
there were one, you would learn that
he was always a Radleal because he
was always a Tory. Few men changed
less; it was round him that the politis
clans lke Pitt chopped and changed,
like fakirs ‘dancing round a sacred
rock. .

“Hm secret is buried with him; it is
that fe redlly cared’ ab'but the Eng-
liph pe,ople He waq cpnservative be-
cause he caréﬁ for their past, and 1ib-
eral because he cared’for their fu-
ture,  But he was much more than
this. He had two forms of morak
manhgod very rare in our time; he
was ready to uproot ancient Buccess-
es, and he was ready to defy oncom-
ing doom.

“Cobbett was defeated because the
English people was Wefeated. After
the frame-breaking riots, men, as
men, were beaten; and machines, as
machines, had beaten them. Peterloo
was as much the defeat of the Eng-
lish as Waterloo-was the defeat of the
French. . . . Though Cobbett some-
times overshot the mark of truth he
never shot away from it like Froude.

“There are, as it were, valleys of
history guite.close to us, but hidden
by the closer hill]s. One, as we have
seen, is that fold in the soft Surrey
hills where <Cobbett sleeps with his
still-born English Revolution.”

Saved by the English.

Coming to the “awakening of Eng-
lend” in 1914, Mr. Chesterton says
that England . was saved by a forgot-
ten thin—the English. Simple men
with simple motives, the chief one %
hate of injustice which grows simpler
the longer we stare at it, it came out
or their -dreary tenements and their
tity shops, their _fields and
their suburbs and the factories and
their rookeries, and asked. for the
arms of men. In a throng that was at
last three million men, the islanders
went forth from their island, as sim-
ply as the mountaineers had gone
fcrth from their mountain, with their
faces to the dawn.”

“England was justified of her child-
ren,” says Mr. Chesterton, “when that
‘strange thing happened.’

“Prussia, now at last armed to the
‘teeth and secure’y of triumph, stood
up before the world and solemnly,
like one taking a secrament, conse-
crated her campaign with a crime.
She entered py a forhidden door, one
which she = had herself forbidden—
marching upon France through neu-
tralized Belgium, where every step
was on her broken word,

Two Facts,

“The statistics of non-combatants
killed and tortured by this time only
stun the imagination. But two
friends of my own have been in vil-
lages sacked by the Prussian march,
One saw a tabernacle containing the
Sacrament patiently picked out in a
pattern by shot after shot. The other
saw a rocking horse and the wooden
toys in a nursey laboriously hacked
to pieces. Those two facts together
will be enough to satisfy some of us
of the name of the Spirit that had
passed.”

Something Singular.

the wonder of that “strange thing
which happened” in a chapter on the
Paftle of the’ Marne.

“Day after day thig living death en-
dured. And day after day a certain
dark truth began to be. revealed, bit
by bit, certainly’ to the" incredulous
wonder of the Prussians, quite possi-
bly to the surprise of the French, and
guite as possibly to the surprise of
themselves; 1hat there was something
singular a.po‘t the British soldiers.

“That singular thing may be ex-
pressed in a variety of ways; but it
would be almost certainly expressed
insufficiently by anyone who had not
had the ‘moral courage to face the
facts about this country in the last
decades before the war. It may per-
haps be best expressed by saying that
gsome thousands of Englishmen were
dead: and that England was not.

Then the English went forward
through the wood that is called Crecy,
and stamped it with their seal for the
second time, in the highest moment
of all the secular history of man.

Christendom was Delivered.

“But it was not now the Crecy, in
which English and French knights had
met in a more coloured age, in a bat-'
