A Happy Christmas !
Once again our readers 
will exchange the old 
familiar wish, and once 
again we give it to them. 
Let us bo sincere and 

confess that there is little around us 
of the associations that used to be­
long to the words, little enough, at 
first sight, to inspire the happiness 
that did in truth belong to the season. 
This is the fourth war Christmas.

Vet even so we may, without vio- 1 
lence to our better feelings, still keep 
Christmas as a day apart and with 
much of the old gladness. The things 
that the war has killed were the 
things least worth. If they contained 
much that was bright and joyous, they 
held also much selfishness and 
thoughtlessness, in place of which a 
new sympathy and a new charity have 
been born the world over. These 
Christian virtues are present now as 
never before in our celebration of the 
great Christian feast. The poor, the 
sick, the little children, the sufferers 
of the war, these the first objects of 
our generosity, these and the brave 
lads who defend us on sea and land. 
Certainly, any man who has made 
them his need suffer no self-reproach­
es if he find his Christmas a happy 
one, need check himself no whit in the 
enjoyment of it. And the Christmas 
message and promise are still there. 
Peace is not so far distant that we 
cannot see it. When it comes at 
length, it will be the true peace 
“among men of goodwill.” To-morrow, 
when in church and chapel men hear 
again the greatest story of all the 
ages, it will have a meaning for them 
which it has not had in twelve cen­
turies. Lowly Bethlehem and the 
Holy City are now not alone the goal 
of Christian hopes but the seat of 
Christian rule. In the deliverance of 
the holy land we sec foreshadowed the 
deliverance of Europe and of the 
world. To that greater goal let us 
steadfastly set our eyes. When it is 
won the world will see at last the 
Christmas message fulfilled. There is 
no better, no more hopeful thought for 
us to keep in mind this Christmastide.

LONDON, Dec. 22.
Reuter’s correspondent with the

on operations around Jerusalem says: 
The Mount of Olives makes the must 
wonderful observation post in the 
world, the clear atmosphere causing 
6,000 yards off to look like a pistol 
shot away. The River Jordan’s wind­
ing course is clearly visible and mo­
tor boats skimming the Dead Sea. The 
Mount of Olives, 2,641 feet above sea 
level, lies 1,000 yards east of Jerus­
alem across the valley of Jehosophat. 
Fifteen miles farther east is the shore 
of the Dead Sea which is 1,292 feet 
below the level of the Mediterranean.

LONDON, Dec. 23.
(Via Reuter's Ottawa Agency.)— 

Seven thousand decorations have been 
conferred to date on members of the 
Canadian Expeditionary forces for 
valor in the field and for outstanding 
war services. Seven officers and 
twelve men have gained the coveted 
Victoria Cross, 306 offlers have re­
ceived the Distinguished Service Or­
der, six have gained the bar to the 
Distinguished Service Order, and 105 
Canadian nurses have received the 
Royal Red Cross. There have been 
one K.C.B., 16 C.B.’s and three K.C.M. 
G.’s bestowed on Canadians, one 
thousand and ten officers and 26 of 
other ranks have been decorated with 
the Military Cross, one hundred and. 
eighty-eight foreign medals have been 
awarded to Canadians—64 to officers 
and 124 to men. Men in the ranks 
have been rewarded with 676 Distin­
guished Conduct Medals and six re­
ceived bars to the D.C.M., four thous­
and three hundred and twenty-four 
have received the Military Medal, 125 
received bars to the Military Medal, 
and three received the second bar. 
Sixty-three have earned the Mritor- 
ious Service Medal.

MELBOURNE, Australia-, Dec. 23.
(Via Reuter's Ottawa Agency.)— 

Returns now complete of the voting 
in the referendum on conscription 
show that 938,000 ballots were cast 
against and 764,000 for—a majority 
against conscription of 174,000.

LONDON, Dec. 22.
(Via Reuter’s Ottawa Agency.)— 

An Australian correspondent writing 
in the Times says it is important that 
the issue of the referendum should not 
be misunderstood. It is, he says, a 
clash of opinion regarding procedure. 
The anti-conscriptionists consider that 
voluntary enlistment will provide 
sufficient reinforcements and they 
fear that conscription would interfere 
with agriculture and mining, which 
are essential to the prosecution of the 
war. All recognized political parties 
in Australia agree that the war must 
be continued until victory is achieved.

MELBOURNE, Australia, Dec. 23.
(Via Reuter's Ottawa Agency.)— 

The latest returns in the voting on 
the referendum place the result as 
follows: For conscription, 792,000; 
against, 967,990; majority against, 
175,990. This does not include the 
soldiers’ voto now being counted in 
London.

HONG KONG, Dec. 22. 
(Via Reuter’s Ottawa Agency.)— 

The Legislative Council has sent 
£10.000 to Rt. Hon. Walter Long, Col­
onial Secretary, as Hong Kong’s con­
tribution to the Halifax Relief Fund.

American Ship
in Distress.

RESCUED BY S. S. PORTIA.

The S. S. Portia, Capt. Joe Kean, re­
turned from the Western route on 
Saturday evening last, after an event­
ful trip. Storms and dense tog were 
continuous for the entire trip. On 
her way west the ship was obliged to 
shelter at Rose Blanche for a day, 
owing to a severe blizzard that raged. 
She got there on Tuesday, the 11th 
instant and the following day at noon 
Capt. Kean received a wireless mes­
sage that the American steamer Ad­
rian Iselin was in distress near Cod- 
roy. The Portia immediately pro­
ceeded to her assistance. The Ameri­
can, being light in ballast was unable 
to steam against the high seas and 
strong gale that prevailed. She was 
riding at anchor in Caplin Cove, very 
near the land and was in a perilous 
predicament. Occasionally the after 
part of her struck the rocks. At first 
the captain of the stranger was going 
to beach her, but later decided to hold 
on with two anchors out and take 
chances until assistance reached him, 
though the ship was gradually drift­
ing towards the shore. There was lit­
tle abatement in the storm when the 
Portia got there and the crew of the 
American had their life-belts and life 
boats ready to leave. Capt. Keean put 
a tow line aboard, though it was only 
after great difficulty that the Iselin 
was got under way, as her 
chains and anchors were fouled and 
it took a long time to disentangle 
them. The Portia towed the distress­
ed steamer to Sydney. The Adrian 
Islen is a 2,000 ton ship, built in 1914 
and was bound from Quebec to New 
York in ballast. An examination of 
the ship showed that she was slightly 
damaged aft and that her No. 3 tank 
was leaking.

Capt. Joe Kean has been very suc- 
cesful this year in rescuing distress­
ed vessels. Only a few months ago 
be twoed here the Lyngfjord, a large 
wheat laden ship, which had been 
stranded in St. Mary’s Bay.

The great River of Time rolling on 
and on unceasingly has brought us 
again to the festive season we call 
Christmas, and again we shall gather 
round the Christmas tree and make 
merry with the children, again we 
shall salute one another with the fa­
miliar words ‘"Merry Christmas,'1 
again we shall sing our Christmas 
carols and gather into our churches 
and hear the, great Christmas hymns 
and hear the preachers preach about 
Immanuel! The Prince of Peace! 
The Wonderful ! Christ the Lord!

A young man who had spent sever­
al years in a German University 
where his Christian faith had become 
wrecked, was talking with one of our 
Bishops on Christianity. The young 
skeptic said that he thought it was 
unfortunate that Christianity had be- ] 
come so closely identified with a 
name because, said he, “as a matter 
of course that name will grow dim­
mer and dimmer until at length it will 
entirely fade out of human thought.”

Think of the name of Christ “fading 
out of human thought." Alexander 
shall be forgotten, Solon and Socrates 
and Plato. Time might blot out from 
remembrance the names of Darius, 
Caesar, Constantine, Gregory, Napol­
eon, Newton, Wellington, or Wash­
ington but not so with the name of 
Jesus—His is an everlasting name 
that shall last as long as the sun and 
moon and stars and then when time 
shall cease to be, throughout an end­
less eternity His name shall receive 
honour and homage and worship from 
the redeemed and blood-washed 
around the everlasting throne.

Blot Christ’s' name out of earth’s 
literature and you have little else than 
ruins left. Poets sing of Him, his­
torians write of Him, and in poetry 
and prose His name is written large 
on the face of the world’s books. Blot 1 
Christ’s name off history and you j 
have records incomplete. Blot Christ ! 
out of the world Of Art and the 
greatest masterpieces are despoiled , 
and the charm is gone. Blot Christ’s ! 
name out of Religion and the church ! 
must go and the pulpit will have no 
preacher because it was Christ who 
founded the church and Christ insti­
tuted preaching and the preachers’ 
business is to preach Christ and the 
Cricifled.

“We will pull down your churches,” 
said an infidçl to a pious peasant dur­
ing the French Revolution. “You 
cannot touch the stars,” was the wise 
reply of the simple man. Voltaire 
predicted in 1760 that before the be­
ginning of the nineteenth century 
Christianity will have disappeared 
from the earth. French infidelity j 
reaped a dreadful harvest through i 
the rejection of Christ and Christian­
ity, but thank God that great suffer­
ing nation is now creeping back to 
God, to Christ and the church.

That nation and people always be­
comes the best and greatest which 
counts Christ into its reckonings and j 
plants the Cross upon its soil. Why 
has dear old England stood strong 
and great for nearly a thousand 
years the bulwark of religion, the 
custodian of the Bible and the pror 
lector of Protestantism? England 
counted Christ into its history and 
government and life! Tc-day as 1 
wrfte, the newspapers have it in heavy 
type that the British have taken Jer­
usalem from the Turks! Hallelujah!
No wonder that London holds a i 
Thanksgiving Service in St. Paul's 
and sings the Te Deum! No wonder 
that throughout Jewry there is great 
n jolting! The, Jews at length are 
coming into their own. King David's 
City is going to be restored to David’s 
seed and thus God has again honored 
Old England with being His chosen 
servant in bringing to pass one of the 
most significant events of the great 
world war!

This year it must be Christ and 
Christmas and the War! Oh ye New-

presents Bozzaris in the eventful bat­
tle against the Turks as cheering his 
troops on in the words:—

Strike—till the last armed foe expires, 
Strike—for your altars and your fires, 
Strike—for the green graves of your 

sires,
God and your Native Land.

This Christmastide as of yore we 
look toward .Bethlehem and to Christ 
the Prince of Peace. Again do we hear 

j the angels sing: “Glory to God in -the 
Highest Peace on Earth” and aéôve 
the din and noise of battle we are 
soothed and comforted by the “Name 
that is above every name." We would 
close this hasty sketch with some

ITALIANS TAKE THE OFFENSIVE.
The Italians on the northern line 

in Italy between the Brenta and Piave 
Rivers have -ceased for the time being 
at least their defensive warfare 
against the attacks of the Austro- 
Germans and assumed the offensive 
with signal successes on several sec­
tor#, attacking positions which the 
enemy earlier in the week captured. 
Near Monte Asolene General Diaz's 
troops have regained a considerable 
portion of the terra and held it not­
withstanding the terrific artillery 
fire that was turned upon them. The 
German office is endeavoring to be­
little the success of the offensive 
which it asserts was repulsed, and 
shows that the effort of the Italians 

is a determined one, the troops to 
the west of Monte Asolene delivering 
seven attacks against the enemy 
front. An admission is made in the 
German communication that the Ital­
ians also have taken the initiative in 
fighting at Monte Selare and Monte 
Vertica, but it is declared that their 
attacks in these sectors as on Monte 
Asolene were without success. Com 
parative quietude still prevails on the 
British front in France and Belgium, 
and along the French line running 
from the region çf St. Quentin to the 
Swiss border, except for bombard­
ments and minor infantry operations 
from the Verdun region to Hartmanns 
Weilerkoff. In Alsace the artillery 
activity has been pronounced on 
various sectors. The situation in 
Russia continues obscure, although 
such reports as are coming through 
indicate that the Bolsheviki movement 
is losing ground in the face of op- 
position, they being opposed by the 
Ukranians and followers of General 
Kaledines. The Bolsheviki commis­
sioners are declared to have declined 
to accept the Rada’s offer to the 
Bolsheviki and to demand that the 
Ukraine cease aiding Kaledines’ for­
ces and give the Rada an opportunity 
to reconsider its action. As indica­
ting that the Rada has finally declin­
ed to give heed to the dictates of the 
Bolsheviki is the report that a defin­
ite alliance has been formed between 
Kaledines’ followers and the Ukran­
ians. A despatch from Petrograd 
says an unofficial report in circula 
tion in the Russian capital is to the 
effect that the Germans have rejected 
the peace terms put forward by Bol­
sheviki delegates. Recent despatches 
having indicated that the peace pour 
parlers in progress at Brest-Litovsk 
were merely preliminary to the peace 
conference which is to assemble 
there next Tuesday and which is to be 
attended by German and Austro- 
Hungarian Foreign Ministers.

HUGE FORCES IN ITALY.
With the French Armies in North­

ern Italy, Thursday, Dec. 20.—A care­
ful compilation of the strength and 
disposition of the tremendous Austro- 
German forces, which was originally 
concentrated for the Italian offensive 
and probably have been augmented by 
troops from the Russian front, has 
just been completed by the French 
military authorities. The summary 
shows that between the middle of 
November and the middle of Decem­
ber the bulk of the enemy forces have 
been steadily shifted from the Lower 
Piave line to the sector between the 
Vider or Upper Piave and Asiago 
Plateau, the part that is held by the 
French, until the forces which are 
now trying to batter their way into 
the northern Italian plains have been 
nearly tripled. This army is all the 
stronger because of the fact that it 
includes fully seven German divisions 
known to be engaged against the Al­
lies. “This formidable strength of 
the invader accounts for the scatter­
ed gains that have been recorded dur­
ing the last fortnight, culminating in 
the capture on Tuesday of Mont;e 
Asolene. These positions are only 
a few miles from the plain proper 
and therefore as in the case of the 
Col-Della-Beretta captured a few days 
previously, their requisition is a valu­
able position flanking the other moun­
tains, which still are held stubbornly 
t>y the Italians, who, although the ene­
my is able to control movements to 
and from the otherwise strategic 
heights, are gradually relinquishing 
a few points and falling back on this 
sector upon a new line. The Italians 
are again strongly and strategically 
located. They have made the enemy 
pay dearly for each yard of ground 
gained and have put up a determined 
defence that augurs well for the fu­
ture, especially since the French are 
successfully holding every foot of 
their line and have strong reserve 
forces behind their battle fronts. The 
Italian troops by the end of October 
had increased their forces on the Asi­
ago sector and by the middle of No-

ANOTHER AIR RAID ATTEMPTED

LONDON, Dec. 23.
An air raid was attempted by the 

Germans against English coast towns 
at- 6 o’clock last night. One raider 
was forced to descend close to the 
coast and its crew of three were cap­
tured. A second attack developed 
about 9.30, when a few bombs were 
dropped in Thanet. The raiders did 
not penetrate further inland. No 
casualties or damage reported.

SOME BIG CAPTURES.
LONDON, Dec. 23. 

Further progress by the forces of 
General Allenby at two points in 
Palestine were reported in a state­
ment issued last night by the war 
office. It reads : General Allenby 
reports at midnight, Dec. 20-21—Our 
troops crossing Nahrelau, four miles 
north of Jaffa, on the Mediterranean, 
on rafts and light bridges seized 
Khurbet Hadrah, Sheik Muainnis, 
Leerrekket and El Nakharas. These 
localities are near the mouth of the 
river, and include the commanding 
ground three miles north of it. They 
captured three hundred and five pris­
oners, 11 of whom were officers, and 
ten machine guns. Other forces cap^ 
tured Rasezzandy, two miles north­
east of Bethany, taking 30 prisoners 
and two machine guns. General Al­
lenby also reports the following cap­
tures since the commencement of op­
erations, 99 guns and howitzers with 
carriages, about 400 limbers, waggons 
and other vehicles, 110 machine guns, 
more than 7,000 rifles, 1,800,000 rounds 
of small armament munition, and 
more than 508,000 rounds of gun and 
howitzer ammunition, besides various 
other stores.
