Scientists have much difficulty in
settling the point as to whether the a
light of day penetrates the obsscuroI
depths of the sea; and the fact that
some animails found at a depth ex-,
ceeding 700 fathoms have no eyes, or
a very faint indication of them, while
others possess very large and protrud-
ing .eyes, helps to make the dispute
all the more lively.

When rain is coming the
leaves shut together like the shells o
an oyster. For a day or two before
rain comes their stems swell to an ap-
preciable extent, and stiffen so that the
leaves are borne more uprightly than
usual.

! ing grasses.

The fingers of which the leaves of
the horse-chesnut are made up keep

is known as the poor man’s weather-

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The Dictafor’s Slate.

Tha edict has been issued; the fiat
gone torth that the slate of Govern-
ment ~andidates for the districts in
the forthesming election shall be
mainly members and officials of the
Fishermen’s Proiective Union. The
Western districts are to have North-
arn and FEastern men, but we find mno
montion of Western men going to
Morthern and Eastern districts. The
selection has been made by the Dic-
tator. and. yesterday’s Advocate an-
nounced the “winners” for nine dis-
tricts, beginning with St. Rarbe and
working around to Twillingate, omit-
ting, however, St. George’s, Placentia
and St. Mary’s, Ferryland, St. John’s
East and West, Harbor Main, Harbor
Grace; Carbonear and Bay de Verde.
These nine will of course be split be-
tween the other wing of the Govern-
ment and the Opposition, but the nett
result, according to the rosy calcula-
tions and expectations will be a bal-
ance of power in the next House of
‘Assembly held by the F.P.U. candi-
dates, who being sworn to abide by
the decision of the President in all
matters, state and political, will be
wholly and entirely subservient to
the wishes of one man, and will be
used by him to serve his own auto-
cratic ends.

It is rather significant that in this
slate the name of the present Prime
Minister, -Sir. W. F. Lloyd, omnly ap-
pears once, wherein it is stated that
Mr. John Guppy, of Port Rexton, has
been selected to succeed the Premier
§n Trinity district. Does this mean
that the pilot has been dropped, or
does it forecast a retirement from
active politics followed by an ap-
pointment to a lucrative and less
trying position. - In any case it is
clear that no provision has been made
for the Prime Minister, so far, to con-
test any constituency. This strikes
us as base ingratitude on the part of
the dictator, whose entirely unex-
pected announcement has precipitated
a battle royal in the Government
Camp, tHe lines between the two fac-
tions therein, being most sharply
drawn. There was “mounting in hot
haste” yesterday afternoon, after the
appearance of the Advocate on the
street. The cat was out of the bag,
and all the kings horses and all the
kings men were doing their best to
capture the escaped feline ere it got
too far. The Cashinites refuse ab-
solute]ly to stand for the number of
Coakerites selected, and equally the
dictator refuses to budge. As a cele-
brated general once said, when re-
quested to evacuate an untenable mili-
tary position: “I am here; I remain
here,” so the W. P. takes .a similar
stand, and neither frontal attacks nor
flank movements, so far, have had
agy effect in routing him.

Building Invaded Last Night

We are asked by Sir Patrick Me-
Grath, Editor of the Evening Herald,
to publish the following statement re-
garding the invasion of Herald build-

ing last night and the destruction of
certain parts of the main press. The
facts as we give them, were furnished
our reporter by Sir Patrick himself.
The marauder cut out one of the
panes of glass in the north end of the
building, and then let himself through
the aperture thus made. He then cross-,
ed over to that part of the building
where the newspaper press was situ-
ated. He then (that is supposing only
one man was present), disconnected
the two rollers, w.'h are situated
unnderneath the mp.chine. The two
rollers were also taken awas;. but ‘the
screws, etc., were left on the floor.
Furthermore the perforator on the
roller was smashed, as if done with a
hammer or something of the kind.
The fastenings of the rubber were
also disconnected and it appeared that

the intention was)\to take the rubber
away altogether but apparently some
of the machinery was too compli-
cated for the worker. The cutter was
alio plied out of shape but was soon
fixed by the pressman this morning.
1t is hardly probable that the work
was done by one who had intimate
knowledge with press machines, as in
such a case some vital parts of the
machine could have easily been taken
away and the press put out of com-
mission for months. The work, ap-
parently could not Have taken much
time. It is probable that the Herald
may publish again to-morrow by the
use of temporary rollers, etc.,, until
the requisite parts can be secured.
We were also informd by the Editor
that since the fire of last year he has
received many anonymous letters in-
timating that that fire was an in-
cendiary action, and threatening other
things in future, and it seems pretty
certain that last night’'s attempt was
but the sequence of the letters sent.

lutions. They were the spontaneous
expressions of a large majority of the
citizens of St. John’s, ' and ' weére' in
every sense the resolutions of ' the
people, and not emanating from poli-
ticians, All the resolutions asked for
was that both parties be given a fair
chance to discuss the record of the
Government on the public platforms
of the eighteen districts of the coun-
try, and for the candidates to be giv-
en ample time to become_ acquainted
with the voters of the districts. It
was apparent to all that this could
not be done if the election took place
on May 8th or any date near that de-
cided upon by the Government. Com-
ing from a large body of citizens, the
resolutions should he respected as
such. The prime objection to an early
election was that there would not be

time enough between the_ jissuing of.

the proclamation and polling day, to
give the necessary mature considera-
tion to the issues that would be plae-
ed. before the country. The Prime
Minister had intimated a day or so

ago that no date had 'yet been set

for the election, and that it would be
delayed sufficiently to permit the sol-
diers now overseas to return home
and record their votes. From en-
quiries he had made he had been an-
able to see how those men could be
{ brought home in time to vote in an
:election to be held so early in May.
. 'The soldiers had been thought good
fenough to go across and fight and
risk their lives for liberty and the
fexercise- of their right to vote should
fnot be denied them.- In*1909, twenty=
eight days’ notice was given, but that
election was unique and made neces-
. fary by conditions that do not now
!eiist. No surprise was sprung on
“the people then and they were fully
familiar with the issues of the con-
test. He had much pleasure in giving
the resolutions his heartiest support.

Mr. A. B. Morine (Bonavista),
thought that the resolutions should
be treated with the utmost respect,
as they were the gspontaneous ex-
pressions of the citizens of St. John’s.
The changes in the parties of the past
two years have also brought about a
change in the way people have of ex-
pressing themselves. The popular way
now was to'ca_ll a.public meeting and
show forth the public sentiment by
a series of resolutions.

The
Governor was, therefore, in no way
responsible for the date of the elec-
tion but the responsibility must rest
on his ministers and they alone should
shoulder the blame, if blame there be.

Other information also should
be forthcoming at this session by the
means of which the people could draw
conclusions as to their record, but no
information was forthcoming. The
Prime Minister’s manifesto. cannot be
debated in the Legislature. He had
no hesitation in saying that any elec-
tion held in May was a disfranchise-
ment of the people of this country
along the lines laid down by him.

Mr J. R. Bennett (St. John’s West),
had given the matter deep considera-
tion. The resolutions were worthy of
the best thought and respect of all
It was a mistake to belittle the move-
ment as had been done in some quart-
ers. He would not in the least dis-
parage it. Some of thpse who were
present at the meeting were our best
citizens. He had seen the parade and
it impressed him very much. They
were a body of decent, orderly, law-
abiding citizens on the way to Gov-
ernment House to 18¥ their grievance
before the Governor, and they had a
perfect right to do so.'

Owing to meritorious
services he was promoted in December
last from Second Lieutenant to a full
Captaincy. The particulars of thr;
services rendered have not come to
band, but it is evident that he showed
no ordinary capacity. His father
received a letter from the Chaplain of
the Forces, congratulating him or his
son’s promoticn.: Mr. Squarey is still
with the King’s Forces in far-off Rus-
sia, and the British blood that is in him,
goupled with the Newfoundland grit,
will’ keep him to the work, as long as
there is work to be done. We con-
gratulate his father on the splendid
record of his fighting boy, and we feel
proud of Captain Squarey as a New-
foundlander. He is a worthy son of
a worthy father.—Con.
