WASHINGTON, Nov. 13.
I Suited States’ concrete pro- 
| be&l for the limitations of Naval Ar- 

®ta—the crux of the Arms Con­

ference—was presented to-day by Sec­
retary Hughes at the very opening of 
the first session. A naval holiday, in 
which all building programmes should 
be abandoned, and the older ships of 
present navies scrapped, was the key­
note of the United States’ proposals. 
Mr. Hughes laid down four general 
principles—1, That all capital ship­
building programmes either actual or 
projected, should be abandoned ; 2,
that further reduction be made 
through the scrapping of certain of 
the older ships; 3, that in general, re­
gard should be had to the existing 
naval strength of the powers concern­
ed; 4, that capital ohip tonnage should 
be used as measurements of the 
strength for navies and proportional 
allowance of auxiliary combatant 
craft prescribed for. The United 
States programme would scrap all 
capital ships under construction, fif­
teen in number and - fifteen of the 
older battleships; Great Britain would 
stop construction on her four new 
ships of the Hood type, and scrap all 
her second and first line battleships 
up to the King George V. class; Japan 
would abandon plans for two battle­
ships and four battle cruisers, not yet 
laid down, and in addition would 
scrap three capital ships and four 
battle cruisers In process of construc­
tion and all ten of predreadnonghts 
and battleships of the second line. 
As to the replacement programme the 
United States Government proposed 
that no more ships be laid down for 
the next ten years, and that the maxi 
mum replacement tonnage figure be 
fixed providing eventually for 600,000 
tons for the United Sattes, 600,000 
tons for Great Britain and 400,000 
tons for Japan. The proviso also 
would be included permitting replace­
ment of capital ships when they were 
twenty years old, and prohibiting the 
construction of any ship built In re­
placement with tonnage of more than 
36,000 tons.

Tokio, Nov. 4.—Lord Northcliffe's, 
condemnation of the Anglo-Japanese, 
alliance and his warnings to the Aus- j 
trattans and Filipines to be on their, 
guard against Japan are evoking a 
large amount of Shiticism from all sec- j 
tions of the Japanese press. The Yo- 
miuri in a long editorial states :

"If the Japanese people are hard 
pressed by the world wide anti-Japan­
ese antagonism disseminated by such 
a powerful organ as the London Times 
they may alter their national policy, 
on the far east form its foundation and 
unite with the Chinese, Indians, Mo­
hammedans, Egyptians, Negroes, and j 
even the bolshevists in a colossal al- j 
liance. What then will be the superior­
ity of the white race, especially the [ 
Anglo-Saxons? We are hopeful that ! 
Lord Northclilfe properly will observe j 
the actual state of our people who j 
patiently are bearing insults from the , 
powers.” | " •

Want to Scrap» It.
In another editorial the same paper

vsays:
“We had supposed that Great Brit­

ain would not take sides with the Un­
ited States, but would remain neutral 
in case a war breaks out between the 
United States and Japan, but now Lord | 
Northcliffe syas that Great Britain j 
and the dominions would array them­
selves with the United States. Under 
such circumstances it would be best 
for us to abolish the Anglo-Jananese 
alliance of our own accord.”

Sees Washington Deal.
According to the newspaper Jiji, the 

Anglo-Jananese alliance, which is re­
garded as an obstacle to the limitation- 
of armaments, is likely to be brought 
up at the Washington conference, ow­
ing to the frequently stated British 
desire for a three party agreement 
which would include the United States. 
The Jiji also says that it would be im­
possible to imagine a naval agreement 
without a political agreement, which 
would be necessary for an understand­
ing of the open door.

The article, which is believed to be 
officially inspired, goes on to say that, 
if this is impossible, then it is essential 
that there be some agreement regard­
ing China, indicating that Japan would 
be willing to make concessions in this 
respect.

Critic of Consortium.
“The consortium,” the article says, 

“was organized for the purpose of 
checking Japan’s independent loan ac­
tivities. but to-day its spirit is one of 
international and administrative con­
trol of China. Apart from the question 
as to whether China's finances, rail­
ways, and communications should be 
placed under international control de­
finitely, international interference in 
China’s affairs will increase as the con­
sortium becomes more active.

“Although Japan is opposed in prin­
ciple to international control, as far 
as practice goes, she will have to bow 
to this inevitable tendency. An un­
derstanding between these powers 
will have an important bearing on the 
international situation in the far east.”

Hawaii Forts Scare Japs.
An inspired political article in the 

Asashi says:
“From the standpoint of the Japan­

ese navy the establishment of Hawaii 
as a base for a fleet twice as large as 
the Japanese navy is a menace to Jap­
an. The reason why Japanese naval 
authorities have dismissed with a 
smile the talk of war with America 
was because the distance between Ja­
pan and America rendered naval op­
erations impossible. By the bringing 
of a naval base 2,100 miles nearer 
Japan than San Francisco adds Just 
so much to the possibilities for such 
a war.

There are many people who will be 
surprised to hear that'rarely, if ever, 
ie one of Nature’s store» of gold dis­
closed by a glittering on the surface 
of soil or rock.

Take the case of Sooth Africa. Al­
though gold was discovered by Ed­
ward Button in the Sutherland Hills 
(Klein' Letaba) during the year 1868, 
the famous Witwatersrand deposits 
were not discovered until 1886 on the 
Strubens's farm at Langlaagte, near 
Johannesburg; this indicates that the 
process of prospecting must be slow, 
for though the risks attendant on this 
work are great, the reward may be 
very attractive.

. A Game of Hide-and-Seek. 
Whether gold occurs as an alluvial 

deposit or in a “reef,” it is traced by 
the prospector with the help of a gold 
pan." This is a shallow pan of light 

sheet iron with dished sides.
When “panning” for gold the pros­

pector places the sand, soil, or crush­
ed rock into the pan, and adds water 
to wet the substance to be panned. 
Then, holding the pan in a tub or 
stream of water, he adds more water, 
and by a shaking motion works the 
heavy mineral to the bottom of the 
pan. By a lapping process he ejects 
the sand until there remain only con- 

i centrâtes, among which the gold may 
j be distinguished by its colour and re­
lative heaviness.

I There are rich gold reefs which 
! shed gold very sparingly, and some- 
1 times the gold is locked up in pyrites 
i or other minerals, from which it is 
liberated by roasting or chemical 
treatment.

, Sometimes gold shed from reefs is 
obtained near the surface of river 
beds; at other times the gold is found 

Inear rock bottom, or again the pre- 
! cious metal may even occur in an old 
' river bed now covered with lava, as 
1 in the case of the “deep leads” of Cali­
fornia and Victoria.

laws which prohibited settlement on 
the Island and that principle had re­
mained in vogue until comparitively re­
cent days. Not more than a century 
ago, it was a penal offence to grbw 
potatoes in Newfoundland. Newfound­
land was the oldest colony and the 
population had doubled during the list 
60 years despite early hindrances. 
Newfoundland had had no Immigration 
for 40 or 50 years and 99 per cent, of 
the people were native born. The in­
dustries included fishing, the making 
of boats, lumbering, pulpwood and 
mines.

Although 10,000 Newfoundlanders 
had been withdrawn from the fishing, 
record catches had been made in 1917 
and 1918, and these had helped the war 
supplies materially, particularly as the 
English fishing fleets had been ham­
pered by naval operations. Newfound­
land had contributed 6,500 officers and 
men for the Newfoundland overseas 
regiment, and 2,000 had served In the 
British naval service. A million tons 
of ore had been taken from the iron 
mines during the year before the war, 
and practically all had been shipped 
to Nova Scotia, England and Germany. 
The paper mills were owned by Lord 
Northcliffe and associates. Newfound­
land was suffering from depression 
that was practically world-wide, but 
the people expected to outlive the situ­
ation, Sir Patrick declared.

"The belief is we could do better for 
ourselves than you could do for us,” 
said Sir Patrick, referring to confed­
eration plans with Canada. “There 
were no railway connections between 
Canada and Newfoundland and there 
was little farming in Newfoundland, so 
that it might be thought that Ottawa 
might not give proper consideration 
to fishing matters. One unfortunate re­
sult ot the war was the diversion of 
trade to the United States. Previously, 
Newfoundland had traded about equal­
ly with Great Britain and Canada, with 
some business going to the Lfnited 
States.

Men For The Navy.
“Canadian business interests should 

be getting more of the business. With 
confederation, Canadian goods would 
enter Newfoundland duty free tod you 
would get the advantage of an Eng­
lish-speaking province. There Is only 
the English language in Newfound­
land, and I doubt whether there Is any 
country that has each an unbroken 
strain ot English blood or not Our 
people will fish or they will leave, but 
If we come In Canada could count on 
our men for a navy.

“It should not he said that, while 
the soldiers won the war, the states­
men are losing the peace. The states­
men of all countries are not doing all 
they can to prevent another war. Some 
statesmen are Inclined to have one eye 
on the subject In hand and the other 
eye on their constituency. The people 
of countries are not asserting them­
selves sufficiently. The people are not 
exerting the influence to prevent .an­
other war. There should be some mani­
festation that steps will be taken to
