Sir Philip Gibbs, th§ famous jour-
nalist and novel some inter-
esting storfes of life behind  the
scenes in newspaper-land in “Ad-
ventures in Journalism” (Heine-
mann).

Exposing an Explorer,

It was 8ir Philip who was respon-
sible for revealing to the world the
fact that Dr. Cook, who claimed to
have discovered the North Pole, was
an imposter. The author was sent to
Copenhagen to chronicle the return of
the supposed hero, and after many ad-
ventures Sir Philip succeeded in inter-
viewing him.

‘He was so struck by Cook’s pecul-
far conduct that his suspicions were
waroused. Several times Cook contra-
dicted himself. The journalist went
away and, knowing his fate rested on
his judgment, wrote an attack on the
explorer, which when published in his
paper aroused a storm throughout the
olvilized world. Later events show-
od Gibbs was right,

Sir Philip tells an amusing story
of a banquet to Dr. Cook which he
attended. “I had travelled: across
Burope with a ragor and a tooth-
brush,” he writes, “and had no even-
ing clothes. For a shilling translat-
ed into Danish money, I borrpwed
the dress suit of an obliging young
waiter. He was a taller man than I,
and the sleeves of his coat fell al-
most to my wrists. .. .. His waist-
coat was also rather grease-stained.”

In the Waiter’s Clothes.

In this attire he proceeded to the
Tivoli Palace, where the banquet was
held. Being late, he had to ascend
the great marble steps alone.
