In education, therefore, 
In this broad sense as it pertains to 
the home and to the school lies the 
prevention of man social ills. In the 
wider spread of education, in the at­
tendance at school of all children of 
school age. and in a high sense of 
parental responsibility lies the rem­
edy for juvenile depravity and Juv­
enile crime. In the City of St. John's 
juvenile offences of a more or less 
serious nature are altogether too 
common, and various remedies have 
been suggested for meeting the evil. 
The evil can be mitigated, if not alto­
gether removed, by the attendance at 
school of large numbers of children 
who now fail to attend ; and second­
ly, by greater vigilance, stricter su­
pervision and in general a higher 
sense of duty and responsibility on 
the part of parents and guardians.

MISSION IN ST. JOHN’S.
Arrangements have been made for 

holding a Mission in the Cathedral 
and St. Patrick’s during the coming 
Lent. The services of four Jesuit 
Fathers from New York have been 
secured, and the Mission will open in 
the Cathedral on next Sunday, the 
first Sunday of Lent. Two weeks later 
a Mission will open at St. Patrick’s 
terminating on Passion Sunday. It Is 
now four years since a regular Mission 
has been held, and having regard to 
our large Catholic population, the 
time for another has now come. The 
faithful are earnestly exhorted to 
avail of the spiritual graces which 
the time of a Misson affords, and it 
is to be hoped that every member of 
the congregation, not prevented by ill­
ness, will faithfully perform the exer­
cises of the Mission. A Mission is a 
time of assiduous devotion to the 
higher things of life and to the super­
natural, and surely one week of the 
year Js-not too much to give to a mat­
ter of such paramount importance on 
which eternal issues depend. It is 
to be hoped that the Mission may be 
productive pf much good, that it may 
bring down God’s blessing upon us, 
and that its results may be evident 
in the spiritual and moral life of our 
people.

LENTEN OBSERVANCE.
The Rules and Regulations for the 

coming Holy Season of Lent are the 
same as those laid down in former 
years. The Church in these modern 
days has mitigated considerably her 
ancient Lenten rigour. She does not 
now demand from her children the 
same rigorous fasts and mortifications 
as in times past This does not, how­
ever, indicate any departure from Her 
teaching on mortification and self- 
denial. It is merely a necessary con­
cession to the changed condition of 
modern times. Her principles with 
regard to mortification and pennance 
are the same as they were when St 
Paul laid down Her teachng in the 
early days of Christianity: “If you 
live according to the flesh you shall 
die, but if by the spirit you mortify 
the deeds of the flesh you shall live." 
—(Rom. VIII. 13.) Her principles 
are the same as they were when Our 
Lord proclaimed so repeatedly in his 
public teachings : “If any man with 
come after Me let him deny himself 
take up his cross daily and follow 
Me."—(Matt XVI. . 24). It is, there­
fore, necessary for us to enter into the 
spirit of the Lenten Season by self- 
imposed mortification and voluntary

Catholic children are educated in 
Catholic school^, which schools are 
either partially assisted or wholly 
maintained by the State. In the Unit­
ed States the national system of edu­
cation is purely secular. No religious 
teaching is permitted in the schools 
which are ■«'holly non-religious in 
character. The effect of this system 
is seen in the decline of religion and 
the growth of materialism, and its 
causing serious concern to thoughtful 
minds for whom God and Christ re­
main the vital factors of salvation 
in time and in eternity.
EDUCATION IN NEWFOUNDLAND.

With the system of education by 
law established in this Colony we 
have every reason to be satisfied. The 
principles on which it is founded are 
eminently just and reasonable, and in 
general meet the conditions which 
should govern Church and State In 
the education of a people. The State 
provides, according to its circum­
stances, the’ means for the education 
of its youth. It exercises supervision 
over the purely secular side of tlie 
training given, whilst at thejsame time 
due and proper regard is shown for 
the conscientious convictions of the 
various religious bodies to which its 

allegiance.

These are the fundamental prin-

education Inculcated by the Catholic 
Church. The Church, the primary 
object of whose existence in this 
world is to save the souls of men, 
never loses sight of man’s eternal 
destiny, never ceases to insist that 
the supreme object of man’s life jn 
this world is the salvation of his soul.

! tion as is given by the State in most 
other places. Considering our reven­
ues and our resources the State pro­
vides according to its means for The 
educational needs of our people, but 
the amount voted for education in 
Newfoundland is proportionately 
smaller than in any other English 
speaking country. This serious dis­
advantage is made up for to some ex­
tent by the energies and activities of 
the various Churches whose members 
under the leadership of their Clergy 
take a deep interest in Education and 
contribute generously to the mainten­
ance of their schools. The people of 
the Colony, with very few exceptions, 
not only :n St. John’s, but throughout 
the Island generally, have been erect­
ed by, and are the property of, the dif­
ferent religious denominations, and 
thus this Immense burden of building 

i schools which elsewhere falls upon 
| the State is here borne by the Church- 
i es. In the City of St. John’s alone, 
j educational buildings to the value of 
i nearly a quarter of a million dollars 
| have been erected in the last ten 
| years by our Catholic people, and 
j these schools as well as those already 
in existence and also built by our 
people are fully up to the standards 
of similar schools abroad erected and 
equipped tiy the State. The chief ob­
stacles to educational advance In 
Newfoundland are to be found in lim­
ited financial resources, and in enr 
peculiar geographical conditions nec­
essitating the maintenance of schools 
in a number of small isolated settle­
ments scattered along many miles of 
coastline. A generation back these 
difficulties were infinitely greater than 
they are to-day, and the consequence 
Is that too many of this generation, 
through no fault of their own, but 
through sheer lack of educational 
facilities in their young days, were 
deprived of even an elementary edu­
cation. Ths state of things is now 
rapidly passing away ,and we hope 
that we have reached the time when 
the possibility of at least an elemen­
tary education is within the reach of 
every child in the Colony. To ad­
vance education, especially elemen­
tary education, throughout the Colony 
at large there is need of united co­
operation on all sides. There is need 
of united action on the part of the 
parents, the Church, and the State. 
All must do their share to improve 
and extend our educational conditions, 
the State, by providing as far as pos­
sible financially for educational needs 
of the people, and the Church and 
parents by seeing that full advantage 
is taken of the educational facilities 
provided.

er interests of religion. Since, as we 
have said, the children belong to 
their parents under God, the parents 
have the right to determine the re­
ligion in which the children are to 
be brought up. It need hardly be 
said that the education of its people 
is one of the greatest assets of the 
State. The State is bound, therefore, 
to bring educational facilities within 
the reach of the people ,and to pro­
vide the means whereby its citizens 
may receive that education which will 
enable them to reach the best ideals 
of citizenship. Though it is not the 
direct function of the State to pro­
vide religious education for its sub­
jects—that being the responsibility of 
the various religious bodies that go 
to make up the commonwealth—still 
it is to the advantage of the State to 
encourage and foster religion in edu­
cation and to co-operate in facilitat­
ing the religions training of children. 
The strength and stability of nations, 
great and small, are founded on vir­
tue, or moral law, on the Decalogue. 
In so far as civil institutions depart 
from the moral law ,to that extent 
are the element» of destruction active­
ly at work within them. Morality, 
public as well as private, le necessary 
for the stability and well-being of 
the State, and as there can be no more 
true morality that does not spring 
from religion, education must neces­
sarily be permeated with the Influ­
ence of religion. It ia necessary that 
religion should provide those safe­
guards which will prevent the abuse 
of liberty, which will prevent liberty 
from degenerating into license. If 
Society is to be kept pure and honest 
and Just, if It Is to possess Christian 
virtues, if it is to jbe obedient to hu­
man law, the individual must be 
taught the truths of Christianity and 
the observance of the law of God. It 
is, therefore, to the highest interest 
of the State not merely to permit but 
to foster and encourage the religions 
element in the education of Its citi­
zens. This is becoming more and 
more generally recognized by men of 
all shades of religions belief, who see 
in religious schools the only hope for 
the preservation of those basic truths 
on which the whole, structure of 
Christianity rests. It is recognized 
by leaders of thought not only in the 
Church but in the States as well. The 
Educational system of England and 
Canada, as far at least as elementary 
and secondary schools are concerned, 
are based on a recognition" of the 
necessity of religious teaching In the 
schools and of co-operation with the 
various religions bodies that go to 
make up the community. In both 
these countries educational legislation 
is founded on the endeavour to 
harmonize the rights and duties of the 
State with the teaching of religion in 
the schools in accordance with the 
conscientious convictions of the var­
ious classes of its citizens.

French Birdman
Fall Near Goal

PARIS, Feb 6.—French airplane 
pilots have failed In their attempt at 
a non-stop flight from Estampes, 
France, to Dakar, in French West Af­
rica Captain Lemaitre and Lieut.

St. Paul's Cathedral
The announcement that Sir 

Christopher Wren’s masterpiece, 
St. Paul’s Cathedral, is in im­
minent danger of collapse, owing 
to structural weaknesses which 
have been discovered in the piers 
supporting the dome, has been 
received with apprehension not 
only in Great Britain but 
throughout the world. Its beauty 
and grandeur of design, its won­
derful historic associations, and 
the fact that it forms the rest­
ing place of Britain’s “Mighty 
Dead,” including such men as 
Nelson and Wellington, have 
caused it to be regarded by 
Britishers everywhere with 
pride and reverence, and certain 
it is they will readily make 
every sacrifice to preserve it.

At present a great controversy 
is going on as to what must be 
done in order to make it safe. 
Certain repairs were effected in 
1915. At that time Mr. Alex­
ander Drew, a consulting engi­
neer, expressed the opinion that 
the work done was useless. 
Again in 1921, Sir Francis Fox, 
an eminent engineer, was so 
thoroughly convinced of the 
danger which threatened the 
structure, that he laid the mat­
ter before the King with the re­
sult that a commission was ap­
pointed. In the report made by 
them it was declared that the 
building was safe, and that 
nothing more was required than 
the strengthening of the sup­
ports.

Individual architects, how­
ever, have reported to the con­
trary, and so firmly convinced 
is Mr. John Todd, the District 
Surveyor of the City Corpora­
tion of the precarious condition 
of the building that he has de­
clared it a dangerous structure, 
and has ordered it to be closed 
to the public.

The Cathedral authorities 
seem disinclined to accept his 
views, and hold that by grouting 
the piers, that is, by forcing 
cement into them, so as to 
solidify the rubble which forms 
the cone of the piers, sufficient 
support will be given to the dome 
to insure its safety. The archi­
tects claim that the delicate task 
of removing the piers altogether, 
and rebuilding them from a con­
siderably lower depth than that 
chosen by Sir Christopher Wren 
for his foundation is essential, 
as nothing but solid stone is 
capable of supporting the enor­
mous weight of the dome.

When first the condition of the 
piers tvas discovered, The Times 
made an appeal for funds in or­
der to effect repairs. The esti­
mated cost was £200,000. Within 
a fortnight it was subscribed. 
The undertaking insisted upon 
by the architects would cost ap­
proximately £2,000,000 and 
would take about twelve years 
to complete. The figures are 
somewhat stupendous, and it 
can readily be understood that 
the prospect of closing the Ca­
thedral for such a length of time 
is viewed with dismay by the 
clerical authorities. On the other 
hand, it is not a matter in which 
cost or any other consideration 
will weigh with the public when 
they are convinc§d.jhat the pro­
posals made by the experts are 
imperative. St. Paul’s is the 
greatest of England’s sacred 
edifices and it is also a

Radiology
(By DR. HAM V

In Radio, as In everything else, it 
is the little things that count. At­
tention to details makes for success. 
Attend to the details of your diagram, 
your volting your insulators, your 
aerial, and last but by no means the 
least,, your ground connection. A 
loose or dirty ground connection just 
rolls up trouble for you.

If you are a beginner and have de­
cided to build a tube set, be vise and 
start with a single tube regenerative, 
you can add the audio amplifier when­
ever you wish or can afford to do so. 
Then when you have passed the “re­
generative age,” you might try your 
skill with a neutrodyne set. The 
super-hetrodyne Is conceded to be the 
best receiver to-day, but it requires 
mechanical skill to .construct, and 
ability,to operate^ successfully.

The length of your aerial depends 
on the type of set you are using. With 
a crystal set the aerial should be at 
least 100 ;or 120 feet long. With a re­
generative set the aerial should be 
about the same length as for a 
crystal set. If you are using a 
couple of stages of Radio frequency 
you will find that 75 to 100 feet is 
sufficient on account of > getting so 
much static and interference from a 
longer aerial. And it you are using 
a super-hetrodyne you should use an 
outside aerial of not more than 60 
feet. The best kind or aerial wire to 
use is tbit made up of three or more 
strands. Bare copper wire soon 
oxidises when exposed to the atmos­
phere, and the film of corrosion which 
forms on the wire offers a small re­

sistance to high frequency radio cur­
rents For this reason you should use 
enamelled wire for your aerial", pro­
vided your pocket-book can bear the 
added cost.

MARKET LETTER.
(From Our Boston Correspondent)
In determining theXtrend of the

stock market at any given time, in 
showing when it ha^ ceased to advance 
or to decline, statistical averages of 
stock prices are of great value. But 
taking such an average, comparing it 
with levels reached In the past and in 
that way estimating that stock prices 
are either high or low and therefore 
should be bought or sold is a most 
amateurish proceeding. The Dow- 
Jones stock averages are probably the 
most widely used of any. The indus­
trial average, making adjustment for 
the General Electric dividend, recently 
crossed 125. Its previous record high 
for all time had been 119.62 made on 
November 3, 1919. Undoubtedly it is 
beyond thé understanding of many 
people how any sane observer could 
predict further substantial gains in 
stock prices. To many the market ap­
pears to have reached a dizzy height.

On account of changes in capitaliza­
tions and probably a desire to make it 
more representative in view of changes 
in industrial conditions, the make-up 
of the Dow-Jones industrial average 
is quite different from what it was in 
November, 1919. In fact, making ad­
justments for stock dividends and 
share split-ups which have since oc­
curred, the twenty stocks now used 
sold at only about 102 on November 3,

1919 as compared with an actual clos­
ing price for the stocks then used of 
119.62. A hasty conclusion might he 
that industrial stocks, instead of being 
only a few points higher than their 
previous high level, are in reality very 
much higher; in fact, that another bull 
market has been placed on top of a 
previous bull market. Such a conclu­
sion would be absolutely incorrect. In 
the first place, the stocks were select­
ed as being representative in 1923 and 
1924 rather than in 1919.

The above simply makes clear that 
past price levels are of little value in 
predicting future price levels. Condi­
tions to-day are not the game as they 
were five years ago or even a year ago. 
Because American Sugar and U. S. 
Rubber are selling less than half as 
high as they were in 1919, they are 
not necessarily good purchases. And 
because American Can and American 
Locomotive are selling twice as high, 
they are not necessarily good sales.

Precedent really provides the basis 
for every prediction as to the future 
of stock prices. B.Ut as regards price 
levels, precedent will result in some 
very incorrect conclusion being drawn, 
unless allowance is made for economic 
changes that have taken place and the 
natural tendency .of the common.stocks 
of soundly managed industrial com­
panies to increase in value along with 
the natural growth of the country and 
the scope of their operations. What 
the level of stock prices was one, five 
or ten years ago might just as well he 
forgotten. Once security prices acquire 
momentum in an upward direction, 
they will continue to move upward, 
with normal reactions, until money 
conditions change from favorable to 
unfavorable or far-sighted interests 
perceive that the next change in busi­
ness conditions will be for the worse 
rather than the better. Once the major 
trend of stock prices turns downward, 
it will continue so, with the usual sec­
ondary movements in a contrary direc­
tion, until trade difficulties are in pro­
cess of being remedied and credit con­
ditions have become favorable. How 
the general level of security prices 
compares with past levels is really 
one of the last factors which should 
be considered In forming speculative 
programs, instead of one of the first.

At the present stage of the market 
we would warn against being influenc­
ed by the general bullishness which 
prevails. We believe that the optimism 
Is Justified. But. in every bull market 
there must come times when the buy­
ing power of those bullishly inclined 
is temporarily exhausted and the ef­
forts of professional traders to dis­
lodge stocks weakly held prove suc­
cessful. We believe that at the present 
time conditions are favorable for such 
a development and would strictly 
avoid those stocks which have been 
speculative favorites.

JUDGE LACROIX’S REPORT ON 
JUVENILE OFFENDERS.

During 1924, four thousand, ^five 
hundred and eight-nine children un­
der 16 years, appeared in the Montreal 
Juvenile Courts. Of this number, less 
than one and one-halt per cent, were 
old offenders, according to the annual 
report of Judge Lacroix. The record 
is considered exceptionally good when 
reports from other large centres 
show that the number of old offenders 
rues from eleven to fifteen per cent. 
In the various offences charged, theft 
led the list with a total of 602. In­
corrigible delinquents had 161, dam­
aging property, 169, and 64 were 
found guilty of immoral conduct.

Sixty-one adults were arrested for 
various offenses especially for the 
violation of Article 29 of the Juvenile 
Delinquent Act which deals with any 
act contributing or promoting to any 
child being or becoming a juvenile de­
linquent in the sense of the law. Of 
this number 32 were convicted, sev­
eral men and women serving jail Sen­
tences at the close of the year.

One feature Inaugurated during the 
year was the disposal of boys found 
guilty of various offenses on various 
farms in order to take them away 
from demoralizing influences in the 
city. Forty-seven so placed are giving 
great satisfaction both to farmers and 
to court officials.

An average of 200 children report to 
the Juvenile court every month. This 
obligation of forcing young Juvenile 
delinquents to report at dates fixed by 
the court has been crowned with suc­
cess. Instead of condemning them to 
a fine or to detention, the Judge in­
augurated this new method of oblig­
ing the children to appear at different 
dates and to produce notes or reports 
from their parents or from the 
teacher or principal of their school, 
therein stating that they had attended 
school regularly and that they con­
ducted themselves properly. Of times 
when there are between 125 to 175 
children reporting there are only one 

| or two that the Judge is obliged to 
i repunish.

istipn of 278 girls was car­

ried out ahd of this number ten per 
cent, were found to be suffering from 
venereal disease, but since last Sep­
tember the number of girls brought 
before the court for immoral conduct 
has decreased about 40 per cent.

"The offences mostly committed by 
juvenile delinquents consist of theft in 
all forms. It is easy to convince your­
self by looking at the table relating 
to the classification of offences. Since 
we have declared war on receivers of 
stolen goods, that is to say the people 
who buy objects that have been stolen 
hv young delinquents, we find that the 
number of offences for theft have de­
creased by about 26 per cent”

"In looking over the different oper­
ations of the Juvenile court contained 
in this report, it shows that this court 
has become very important not only 
by the results that is has obtained but 
also by the large number of cases of 
all sorts which It has been called upon 
to decide.

"The jurisdiction of this court 
should not only extend to the limits of 
tho city of Montreal but should extend 
and include the whole district of Mon­
treal and surrounding districts. It 
must, with all necessity, that the re­
putation of the young generation of 
our Province be preserved and main­
tained intact. The consequences of 
publication of misdeeds of the juve­
niles is terrible. Whereby the juvenile 
courts offer an adequate protection 
and special treatment for juvenile de­
linquents.

“It is also urged that the Jurisdic­
tion of the Juvenile Court should on 
all young delinquents extend to the 
age of 18 years inclusive, as it is writ­
ten in the Federal Law on thjs sub­
ject. passed in the year 1921.

"The Juvenile Court should also 
have jurisdiction relating to the adop­
tion of children as much for the re­
ligious institutions as by the citizens 
who are desirous of adopting chil­
dren.

"In view of the speejal character 
and the privacy of the Juvenile Court, 
It should be administered separately 
under the responsibility of the Jqdge 
and should not be under the jurisdic­
tion of the clerk of the peace, as ex­
ists, at the' present time, because the

BIG ACTSEditor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir.—I have read several re­

port» or comments on the unsafe 
condition of our Dry' Dock and the 
need of repairs which, it is said. Is 
estimated to cost In the nieghborhood 
of about $4,000,000 to put It In good 
condition. The present Dock cost to 
build and equip $560,000. It it cost 
that much to build I am at a loss to 
know how it will cost $4,000,000 to re­
pair it. In view of this enormous ex­
pense and the congested condition of 
the western portion of our harbor re­
garding shipping, I would like * to 
throw out a suggestion in reference 
,to building a new Dock of stone or 
cement which I believe would not 
cost near the above amount. We have 
all the stone we need near at hand 
and very easy to obtain as the South 
Side hill is close by, and we need not 
put our present Dock out of commis­
sion for a whole year, which, it is 
said, will be the time required to re­
pair it.

The late Commander Robinson 
when taking soundings above the 
Long Bridge discovered that we had 
25 to 27 feet of real mud bottom, 
‘which would be very easily dredged 
out, and he suggested (it my memory 
serves me right) building the Dock 
above the Bridge so as to give all the 
waterway possible to the harbor, 
knowing full well that we would need 
it in the future. Our Government of 
that day, unable to see no further 
than their nose, end believing that our 
city would never make any advance­
ment, insisted in having the Dock 
built where it is to-day, to the injury 
of our harbor. If I mistake not it was 
said that a Dock of the same dimen­
sions as the present one could be 
built of stone for the said $550,000, 
which would have stood for all time, 
and would have cost very much less 
for its upkeep.

I have been told that the Halifax 
Dry Dock, which is much larger than 
ours and built of stone, costs less 
money and requires practically no re­
pairs. Now if our Dock is going to 
cost $4,000,000 to repair it, why not 
devise some means whereby it. might 
be built above the Bridge in the 
vicinity of the Gas Works? Built of 
stone or concrete, I think it could be 
very satisfactorily done and just as 
cheaply (provided it was put up to 
tender), because on the Southside it 
would need only to be faced up with 
^tone against the bank, and the north 
tide could be faced up the same way, 
jnd the refuse or clay' could be 
thrown on the back. A Dock could be 
built on the same plans as the one we 
have at present, but somewhat larger.

Then again I believe a Dock could 
be constructed so that a ship could 
be lifted up with say three or four 
locks, and the said locks could be sup­
plied from the ponds on the hill 
which could be tapped so as to fill the 
locks. In addition the Waterford 
river could be used for the raising of 
chips from sea level, thereby eliminat­
ing the need of power for pumping 
water out of the Dock as in the pres­
ent case. The dumping that is now on 
the South Side road could be dug 
hack and faced up with a stone or 
concrete wall which would give am­
ple space for ships to pass up and 
down to the Dock entrance. The 
present machine shops could remain 
as they are at present, and the old 
Dock and coal sheds could be turned 
into whatever would be thought 
suitable. With the old Désola re­
moved and a draw or swing bridge 
replacing the Long Bridge, ships 
could pass up and down to their des­
tination. I hope that a more abler 
pen than mine will throw some light 
on the matter, as I am an amateur on 
construction work. Trusting I have 
not trespassed too much on your val­
uable space, I remain.

ENGLAND’S BIG VICTORY AT 
CRICKET.

MELBOURNE, Australia, Feb. 18.— 
By an innings and 29 runs England 
won the fourth test cricket match of 
the present series and their first test 
match with an Australian eleven since 
1912, at Kennington Oval. The game 
was brought to a sudden and dramatic 
finish by the collapse of the Austral­
ian batsmen, which considering the 
easy wicket, was surprising.

Australia had followed on for their 
second innings, of which they had-1 
already lost four wickets, when they 
met disaster. Tate, the clever young 
bowler from Sussex, was the chief in­
strument of destruction. He bowled 
magnificently, and was materially 
helped by two fine catches by Strud- 
wick, who was In brilliant form.

Taylor, who yesterday helped the 
Australians with 69 not out, was 
bowled In the fifth over to-day when 
he reached 68. He was the highest 
Australian scorer In both Innings, 
having 86 to his credit in the first 
Andrews followed him with the three 
runs, and Kelleway was the next dis­
missed when he reached 42, 23 of 
these made yesterday Ponsford last­
ed for 19, Richardson fog three, and 
the tenth wicket, Oldfield was taken 
for eight.

The Englishmen were vociferiously 
cheered at the finish which came at 
the stroke of 1.30 p.m. The crowd 
surged on the ground and followed 
the teams to the pavilion.

A. E R. Gtlllgan, ot Sussex, the Eng­
lish captain, was congratulated by 
Lord Forster, Governor-General of 
Australia, and Earl Stradbroke, Gov­
ernor of the State of Victoria, while 
Collins, the Australian captain, was 
one ot the first to tender hie compli­
ments.

Right to Kill Trespassers
EXPLAINED BY LORD CHIEF 

JUSTICE.

feb24,tu,th,s,a

The right of a man to kill a tres­
passer In his .house was explained by 
the Lord Chief Justice In the Court of 
Criminal Appeal when the court 
quashed the conviction of Israel 
James Hussey, a colored men, who 
was sentenced at the Centrale Crimin­
al Court to twelve months’ hard labor 
for unlawfully wounding. .

It was stated that an attempt was 
made to eject Hussey and his wife 
from their room. Hammers were 
thrown at Hussey through a hols 
under the door pan#, and he fired a 
revolver three times to frighten the 
attackers. Hie assailants were in­
jured. A pamphlet entitled, “The 
New Rent Act Explained," was found 
in Hussey's pocket. .

LAW DEFINED.
"The law is,” said the Lord Chief 

Justice, "that in defence of his house 
the owner or hie-family may kill a 
trespasser who Would forcibly dis­
possess him, in the same manner as 
he might by law kill in self-defence a 
man who attacked him personally, 
with this distinction, however, that in 
defending bis house he need not re­
treat, as in other cases of self-defence.
