It will be seen, therefore, that ihe house
of Birkeacleuch bad been originally a strong-
hold, for not only did it occupy such a defen-
sive position, end had been consiructed so as
to take advaniage of that posiiion to the full,
but its {ront nppmu(h biad at one t'me been
equally well gnaided. A deep trench, now
dry and parti .|||_\ filled with earth, showed
that a moat had oace been there, while marks
of a drawbridge were to be seen at the en-
trance door, and above was a rampart, with
parapet sull entire, and behind 1t room
for a number of armed men, who, from heir
