CAPTAIN BERNIER.

He Speaks of His Projected North Pole 
Search.

Montreal, Feb. 27.—Opt. Bernier, 
who will make an attempt to reach the 
North Pole, addressed the members of 
the Ontario Land Surveyors’ Associa­
tion at the Engineers’ club to-day, up­
on Iiis plans ifor the voyage. Capt. Ber­
nier said it would be of little real ben­
efit to simply plant a flag on the pole, 
but he intended to have with him men 
of science who would bring back a great 
deal of valuable knowledge. He had 
studied all of the vessels nsed in Arc­
tic voyages and believed his model was 
the best that could be secured. He 
would fit out at Vancouver or Victoria 
and send his last message from St. 
Michaels, although during the voyage 
balloons would be freed at intervals, 
and buoys dropped with messages, by 
means of which he hoped intelligence 
of the crew’s whereabouts would he 
communicated to the outside world.

J. W. Tyre'll, of Ottawa, and others 
spoke in support of a resolution favor­
ing government help to Capt. Barnier's 
project, which resolution w«nartried.

COLLISION NEAR YARMOUTH

British Steamer Sinks a Stranger and 
May Herself Be Lost.

London, Feb. 27.—Early yesterday 
morning the British steamer Chamois 
collided near Newarp lightship, three 
miles cast of Yarmouth, with a steamer 
whose name has not yet been ascertain­
ed in London. The unidentified steam­
er sunk and a boat which put off from 
her was swamped. A few of her crew 
scrambled on board the Chamois. Four 
of the crew of the Chamois, while 
searching for possible survivors, lost 
their own vessel, but reached the light­
ship, from which they were rescued. 
The Chamois has not yet been heard 
from, and it is feared that she may also 
have foundered, which would make a to­
tal probabiy of thirty lives lost.

CAUGHT NAPPING.

Liberals Have Only Nine Majority in 
First Division.

Ottawa, Feb. 25.—Election bets de­
pendent on the government’s majority 
on the first .party division of the session 
may now be paid. There were cheers 
loud and long from the Conservative 
benches when the figures 
nonneed 59 for Mr. Fielding’s motion to 
adjourn the debate on the beet root 
sugar bounty question, to 50 against. 
The Liberals are furious against the 
whips for their mismanagement, but it 
is said the real cause of the trouble is 
the absence of the Quebec Liberals, who 
are sulking because they got a hint 
that there would be no increase in the 
sessional indemnity this session.

BIGHT HOURS.

Bill to Restrict Work in Mines Passes 
Second Reading.

London, Feb. 27.—The House oif Com­
mons to-day, after a lengthy debate, 
passed the second reading of the hill re- 
stricting the work of minera to eight 
hours daily, by 212 to 219 votés. The 
bill is a private measure. The oppon­
ents of restriction of hours of labor in­
sisted that such action would enormous­
ly enhance the price of coal. Sir Alf­
red llicks said the country during the 
past year had had an object lesson of 
the effect on trade of dear coal. The 
British government had to buy bridges 
in the United States for Uganda, Egypt 
and Burmah. The railroads bought 
rails in the United States, and even coal 
had to be imported into this country. In 
the United States miners produced 50 
per cent, more coal than they did in Eng­
land. not because they were more skil­
ful, but because they worked ten hours 
per day.

Capetown, Feb. 25.—It is reported 
here that Commandant General Botha 
with seven thousand Boers has brok­
en away from General French’s pursuit 
in the direction of Komatipoort.

Capetown, Feb. 25.—The Boers are 
attacking the village of Richmond in the 
central part of Cape Colony and rein­
forcements have been despatched from 
Hanover road.

De Aar, Cape Colony, Feb. 25.—Gen. 
Dewet accompanied by Mr. Steyn re­
crossed the railroad north of Kranskuil 
and south of Orange river station yester­
day. The Orange River rose fjve feet 
last night. Heavy rain is still falling 
and it is believed to be impossible for 
the Boers to cross the stream. They are 
being closely followed by Col. Thorny- 
croft who left here yesterday by rail. 
Several other columns are converging on 
Gen. Dewet.

London, Feb. 25.—The secretary for 
war, Mr. Broderick, discussing 
tion to publish the proceedings of courts 
of inquiry, said it was still the purpose 
of the government to make a general in­
quiry into the conduct of the war in 
South Africa, when the war was sub­
stantially ended. Nobody could say it 
was substantially ended while 200,000 
men were engaged in the military oper­
ations.

The government in the meanwhile had 
investigated twenty painful incidents of 
surrenders of British troops. A large 
number of officers had been made ac­
countable, and ten had been dismissed. 
No officer returning from South Africa 
would be employed at home without 
Lord Roberts’ and Lord Kitchener’s re­
commendation. 'Scarcely a week passed 
without an officer being removed or 
otherwise punished.

Lord Cranborne, under secretary of 
the foreign office was asked in the House 
of Commons to-day by Sir Ellis Ash- 
med Bartlett, Conservative, if the gov­
ernment had any information confirm­
ing the Russo-Chinese agreement regard­
ing Manchuria, mentioning the clauses 
in the agreement referred to in a de­
spatch to the London Times from Pekin, 
published on February 20. Among the 
clauses referred to were provisions that 
all the military and other officials shall 
be appointed subject to Russian approv­
al; that each province shall have two 
Russian officials, one in command of the 
Chinese police, and the other to control 
the railway, and China shall not be al­
lowed to build any railroad in Manchu­
ria. Sir Ashmed Bartlett also referred 
to other articles previously published.

The Under Secretary replied that the 
government had no official knowledge of 
the terms of the Russo-Chinese agree­
ment, but had been informed that it 
includes most of the provisions enumer­
ated. He added that the Russian gov­
ernment gives verbal assurances that 
the agreement was one of a temporary 
and provisional character.

Lord George Hamilton, the Indian sec­
retary, answering a question regarding 
the looting at Pekin, replied that the 
British troops had been forbidden to • 
loot. Stringent measures had been tak­
en, Certain articles of value which had 
been left in the summer palace after the 
Russian evacuation, were in possession 
of the British. They would be return­
ed to the Chinese when peace was estab­
lished.

London, Feb. 28.—The Pekin corres­

pondent of the Times, wiring yesterday, 
gives a precis of the draft of the Man­
churian convention. He says: "Russia 
requires China to sign a convention con­
sisting of twelve articles, 
says the Czar is willing to forget the 
recent hostilities in Manchuria, and con­
sents to allow China to resume the civil 
government.

“ The other articles virtually place 
complete control in Russian hands. 
They exclude Chinese troops and forbid 
the importation of arms. They demand 
the degradation of high officials impli­
cated in the recent disturbances, and 
exclude persons of any other nationality 
from holding official positions in Man­
churia, or drilling Chinese soldiers or 
sailors anywhere in Northern China.

“Article 8 provides that in Manchuria, 
Mongolia and Chinese Turkestan, no 
railway, mining or other concessions 
shall be granted to persons of any other 
nationality, nor can China herself con­
struct any railways.

“ No land around Niu Chwang can be 
leased to foreigners.”

The remaining clauses deal with in­
demnities.
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London, Feb. 28.—Bennett Burleigh 
wires to the Daily Telegraph from De 
Aar under Tuesday’s date as follows;

“ The Orange river remains high. Our 
columns are tightening their grip upon 
Steyn, Dewet and Hertzog, near Petrus- 
viile, and our patrols have been engaged. 
I anticipate that a general action is 
about to be fought, and that the colli­
sion is likely to prove serious."

London, Feb. 27.—Gen. P Tenon's most 
.eeent success combined with the 
.tages gained by British forces in South 
Africa have created a most hopeful feel­
ing in the war office here. Lord Rag­
lan, under secretary for war, described 
it to-day as being “The thin edge of the 
wedge,” and this is also the opinion of 
military critics who reiterate that while 
war could not be expected to end with 
a sudden stroke, this constant capturing 
of men, guns, supplies and horses meant 
that the operations would soon be re­
duced to a dacoit stage. Gen. French is 
the hero of the hour on Pall Mall, 
though of course Kitchener’s controlling 
hand is recognized under every circum­
stance.

This statement is 
made on the best authority. It is re­
garded here also as practically certain 
that the proposition will be adopted 
unanimously.

Germàn officials emphasize the fact 
that the proposition is non-German, but 
that Germany is friendly to it.

The report of the suicide-af Ying Lien 
and Chao Shu Chino is officially con­
firmed, but the report that Count von 
Waldersee has ordered a discontinuance 
of punitive expeditions is not confirmed, 
although it is regarded as very prob­
able.

London, Feb. 28, 2:23 p.m.—The war 
secretary, Mr. Brodrick, announced in 
the House of Commons this afternoon 
that he had no official information of 
the surrender of Gen. Botha.

De Aar, Feb. 28.—Latest advices in­
dicate that though a few of Gen. De­
wet’s men have crossed the Orange 
river, Generals Dewet, Steyn and the 
l-nlk of their forces, including Hertzog’s 
command, are camped on the river bank 
waiting an opportunity to cross.

According to inhabitants who reside 
along the riverside, this would be impos­
sible for at least four days. The indi­
cations are that Dewet intends moving 
eastward with the object of crossing the 
line between Norvals Point and Naauw- 
poort.

Thomycroft is pushing from the west, 
while several columns are ready to meet 
the Boers in every direction.

Last night there was a storm, rain and 
thunder extending over a wide area, 
and it is expected that the river will 
again rise.

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A HUGE STRIKE.

Engineers on Great Lakes Have Decid- 
to Tie Up Traffic.

Cleveland, Ohio, Feb. 27.—As a result 
o£ the refusal of the Lake Carriers’ As­
sociation to grant the demands of the 
Marine Engineers for additional help to 
engineers on steamers, the national 
president, George Uhler, this afternoon 
declared a strike in force, affecting 
about 1,800 engineers on the Great 
Lakes. The action was precipitated by 
a letter received by Mr. Uhler to-day 
from James Corrigan, chairman of the 
executive committee of the Lake Car­
riers’ Association, in response to an in­
quiry asking, what action, if any, the 
vessel owners proposed to take in refer­
ence to the engineers’ demands. Mr. 
Corrigan’s letter stated that the execu­
tive committee of the Lake Carriers’ 
Association did not consider the request, 
and that he did not know whether they 
intend to do so, or when the committee 
will meet again. Upon the receipt of 
this communication, National President 
Filler at once sent out telegrams to all 
lake ports, notifying -members of his or­
ganization not to either assist in fitting 
out boats, or to go on them after the 
opening of -navigation, until advised to 
the, contrary. Prominent vessel owners 
today freely expressed the hope that 
the engineers might succeed in tying up 
lake commerce nntil July 1, as it would 
r whit in high carrying rates later, and 
theteby insure a most -prosperous year 
for the owners. On the other hand, 
1 ’resident Uhler declares that his or­
ganization was never in better financial 
condition for a long struggle than at 
Present. The strike ordered effects oil 
members of the organization on passen­
ger as well as freight boats. It is un­
derstood that fully 65 per cent, of the 
engineers on the Great Lakes are mem- 
levs of the organization.

Griffin & Co., stated that while they 
had had a few enquiries for perish­
able stuff, the Yukon trade was not as 
hopeful as they would wish. He un­
derstood that in potatoes particularly 
and provisions generally Dawson was 
well supplied. However, it was quite 
possible that the opening of navigation 
would find the Yukon short of stocks 
when perhaps a heavy demand might 
he made on British Columbia. He was 
certainly hopeful that the trade would 
be np to last year.

Peter Erickson’s Carelessness 
Explodes a Charge and 

Costs His Life.
CONFLICTING RUMORS.

MRS. NATIONLondon Papers Publish Two Different 
Stories of Botha.

London, Feb. 26.—The Daily Chronicle 
publishes a rumor that Lord Kitchener 
has met Gen. Louis Botha to arrange 
terms of surrender of the Boers and 
that an armistice of 24 hours has been 
granted the Boer general to enable hini 
to confer with the other commanders. 
According to the Daily Chronicle the 
cabinet council yesterday considered this 
new turn of affairs.

“It is reported that Gen. Louis Botha 
is moving on> Emiloland, MiddSeberg,” 
says a despatch to the Daily Mail from 
Pietermaritzburg, “and that two peace 
delegates from Belfast, Messrs. Dekock 
and Meyer, have been shot.”

During the coarse of. a statement an 
public business, Mr. A. J. Balfour, the 
government leader, mentioned the fact 
that the supplementary estimates for 
this year would be very heavy.

No attempt was made by Mrs. Nation 
to handle the advertising columns, and 
whiskey advertisements filled several 
pages.

Rossland, Feb. 26.—Peter Erickson, a 
Swedish miner, and an old-timer in the 
camp, while blasting this morning at 5 
o’clock on the 500-foot level of the Le 
Roi mine, was killed by a missed charge. 
The missed charge was in a back or 
upper hole, which Erickson .was endeav­
oring to clean out with the usual 
scraper employed. Finding a small 
stone had jammed in the hole just above 
the powder, Erickson took a bar of iron 
and endeavored to loosen the stone. On 
sending in the bar with a thud,’the im­
pact exploded the powder, the charge 
coming out of a hole sloping upward, 
struck the unfortunate man in the breast 
inflicting such a wound that he died 
within a couple of minutes. A mucker 
standing behind Erickson was struck by 
a flying rock on the left arm, but was 
not seriously injured, the body of the 
unfortunate Erickson acting as a shield. 
Erickson’s partner, was kneeling in 
front of Erickson, scraping ont a hole, 
and he escaped uninjured. It was in 
the same breast of rock that Leon Bod­
kin was killed a week since.

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CHINESE BEHEADED.
But the Ushers Hold Him Back 

and No Blows Are

tie Advocates Government En­

Condemned Officials Publicly Executed 
in Pekin.

Pekin, Feb. 26.—Chib Siu, former 
grand secretary, and Hsu Cheng Yu, 
son of the notorious Hsu Tung, were 
publicly beheaded to-day. The street 
in which the execution took place was 
guarded by French, German and United 
States troops. -

The condemned officials were taken to 
the ground in carts and escorted by a 
company of Japanese infantry. Uhih 
Siu met his fate in a dignified manner, 
walking from the cart calmly and fear­
lessly. Hsu Cheng Yu was stupified 
with opium. They were both dressed 
in their Chinese official costumes, with­
out the insignia of their rank.

Paris, Berlin, London.
Paris, Feb. 26.—To-day’s session of 

the chamber of deputies ended with an 
uproarious scene such as has not been 
witnessed for many months. Heretofore 
the chamber lias discussed the Law of 
Associations bill with much moderation 
and with an avoidance of inflammatory 
language, but a word uttered this even­
ing by Baron Xavier ReiUe, deputy for 
Castres, provoked a storm, which raged 
in the chamber for fully half an hour.

Articles nine, ten and eleven of the bill 
had been adopted, and the deputies were 
discussing article twelve, which provides 
that any association composed mainly of 
foreigners whose headquarters is abroad, 
may be dissolved by decree.

Numerous amendments had been sub­
mitted to this clause, and Baron Reille 
moved an amendment with a view of le­
galizing any association the manage­
ment of which is composed of French­
men. In the course of his speech, he 
quoted from Savary, the member of the 
National committee, who stigmatized the 
condemnation of Louis XIV. as ‘•assas­
sination."

Immediately the Radicals and Social­
ists burst into loud protest, M. Julien 
Anterne Sirnyan, one of the deputies 
for Macon, shouting, "You have to 
thank that ‘assassination’ for the fact 
rhat your grandfather became a baron” 
(alluding to Marshal Sonilt, Baron 
Reilles’ 'grandfather).

Others called upon him to withdraw 
the word “assassination.”

Baron Reille remained in the tribune 
without replying.

The rightists cheered him and the 
1 eûtests hooted him. Members shouted 
to one another across the floor of the 
chamber.

M. Bernard Cadenat, one of the de­
puties of Marseilles, who is a revolu­
tionary 'Socialist, fell into a furious 
rage at a retort from M. Jean Plichon. 
moderate Republican, and rushed to 
strike him. The ushers threw them­
selves between the two men and held 
hack M. Cadeniati. who gesticulated 
wildly and shook his fist at M. Plichon.

A veritable pandemonium drowned 
the sound of the President’s bell, al­
though M. Desohanel kept it ringing 
vigorously.

A number of Radicals and Socialists 
demanded that he should resign for not 
calling Baron Reille to order. When 
the uproar had somewhat modified, 
Baron Reille, who is a young Conserva­
tive, agajn quoted from Savary: “The 
interest you have in vengeance is noth­
ing in comparison with the interests of 
liberty,” applying .the quotation to the 
anti-clerical policy of M. Waldeck Rous­
seau.

This created renewed tumult, the 
rightests cheering Baron Reille, while 
the leftests protested, banging the lids 
of their desks in unison and producing 
an ear-splitting din.

Finally M. Desckanel succeeded in put­
ting the amendment to a vote, the cham­
ber rejecting it by 365 to 17.

M. Paul Gouzy, Radical Socialist de­
puty for Daillaie, then ascended the tri­
bune and said: “I was absent from the 
chamber when the name “assassin” was 
applied to those who saved the father- 
land and condemned a traitor to death, 
but I take up the insult because my 
grandfather voted for the death of 
Louis XVI."

M. Augustine Fernand Dermal, Con­
servative deputy, interjected: “The re­
gicides refused to appeal to the people. 
They committed assassination.”

The tumult was revived for a moment, 
but it subsided, and M. Gouzy was al­
lowed to continue.

“I regret,” he said, “that the Presi­
dent of the chamber permitted such a 
word to be uttered without a repri­
mand.”

To this M. Desohanel replied: “The 
lesson to be learned from the incident 
is the inconvenience of introducing his­
torical digressions into the discussions of 
the chamber. Everyone ought to re­
frain from evoking the passions and 
hatreds which are tearing France asun­
der."

The uproar continued during the Pres­
ident’s remarks, and at their conclusion 
the chamber adjourned until Thursday.

Toronto, Feb. 26.—The annual meet­
ing of the War Eagle Mining Company 
was held here at noon to-day. In mov­
ing the adoption of the report of the 
directors, Mr. T. G. Blackstock, vice- 
president of the company, said:

’ “It would be useless for me to attempt 
to disguise the fact that the result of 
the year’s operations has been in a 
measure disappointing. On the other 
hand, it may be said that quite too much 
has been made of the adverse circum­
stances encountered in the development 
of the seventh level. We have during 
the past year passed from the richest 
level into the leanest. As was seen 
from the report submitted, the develop­
ment of the sixth level, which was con­
tinued during the earlier part of the 
year, had shown that level to have the 
finest ore bodies so far opened up in the 
mine. Subsequent work, however, has 
shown that these ore bodies a,re not con­
tinuous in size, and grade down to the 
seventh level, but have been broken up 
into several smaller chutes of lower 
grade.

“Nevertheless, as this is an occurrence 
which happens in almost .all mines at 
some level or another, without prejudice 
either to the size or richness of the ore 
bodies below, it was in a way to have 
been anticipated.

“Both in the Le Roi and Centre Star 
mines similar lean zones have occurred, 
while below them as rich and even richer 
ore bodies than those above have been 
picked up.

“Mr. Kirby’s assumption, therefore, of 
the values to be found below the sixth 
level would seem amply justified, and 

much more probable than those 
extremely pessimistic views which have 
been apparently entertained and cur­
rently circulated by candid friends.

“None of us can see into the ground. 
We can only draw conclusions from 
what we see above, and noting that 
tile Le Roi and Centre Star mines, with­
in a few yards’ distance, have opened up 
some of the finest ore bodies at a depth 
of as much as 300 feet below our sev­
enth or lean level, we may infer that 
the conditions favorable to the deposi­
tion of high grade ore still exists in the 
mine.

“With reference to the accounts, over 
4?243,000' of the increase in the indebt­
edness is due to the taking over of a 
controlling interest in each of the fol­
lowing properties, namely: The Moni- 
ta, Pilgrim, Mugwump and Rossland 
Red Mountain. These properties adjoin 
the War Eagle on the dip side of its 
vein, and were acquired for the com­
pany upon the recommendation of the 
late manager, Mr. J. B. Hastings.

“The directors are satisfied there will 
be uo difficulty in disposing of the com­
pany’s interest in these properties for 
more than they cost, ng soon as the 
smelter question is settled ahd the mine 
is shipping at its full capacity.

“These claims, however, are so im­
portant to the War Eagle that it is pro­
bable it will be found better to make 
some arrangement regarding them which 
will prevent the indebtedness from 
-standing in the way of paying dividends 
later on, father than to part with the 
-control of them entirely.

♦‘Early in February, 1900, shipments 
were stopped on the recommendation of 
Mr. Kirby, our general manager, for the 

-double purpose of enabling ns to intro­
duce certain economies and to increase 
our development. For reasons which 
have already appeared from the mana­
ger’s report, shipments were not resumed 
until the end of the year.

“The labor troubles, which were in an 
acute stage at the time of the last an­
nual meeting, have since been settled,

“This settlement has enabled us to 
introduce the contract system, under 
which the costs of mining have been re­
duced by from 30 to 50 per cent., while 
the rapidity with xvhich the operations 
of the mine can be carried on has been 
greatly increased.

Such reduction would follow in the costs 
of freight and treatment as will enable 
the mine to greatly increase its output, 
thereby making a further reduction on 
the cost of raining -and development 
ratably per ton. With these reductions 
on the cost of mining and -treatment, and

■out a maximum tonnage with a mini­
mum of cost, and as it seems from pres­
ent indications altogether probable, the 
War Eagle and Centre Star mines will 
soon have their own smelting plant.

Mr. Howard C. Walters, managing 
director of the Britannia, who in Novem­

Asked for an expression of opinion up­
on the ore mining industry in the prov­
ince, Mr. Walters said:

“The subject is too eloquent in its pos­
sibilities for more than a generalization 
at this time, but the fact is that never 
before was so great an opportunity pre­
sented for the province to take its posi­
tion as oue of the great independent ore 
producers of the world. In the United 
States the several metal producing ore 
metal marketing combinations control 
rhe mineral production, expanding or 
contracting it at will, rod in their exul­
tation they claim to control the output 
of British Columbia mines as well. Why 
are they able to do so? Because at this 
time the ore output of mines of the pro­
vince is carried south into the States or

Convention on the Other Hand 
Will Not Relinquish In­

dependence. Capetown, Feb. 25.—It is reported that 
the Influential commandant, Piet Folle, 
and several hundred Boers In the 
Dewetsdorp district are willing to surren­
der If the commandant shall receive a pro­
position direct from Gen. Kitchener.

Havana, Feb. 26.—Gen. Gomez visited 
Governor-General Wood this morning, 
and assured him that stories of unrest 
at the continuance of United States in­
tervention were false, and that he had 
been misreported in statements to the 
effect that he favored the immediate 
withdrawal of United States troops, and 
giving Cuba absolute independence. If 
they withdrew now, he feared blood­
shed would be beyond doubt. Within 
sixty days the Cubans would be fighting 
among themselves. Gen. Gomez added: 
“ If the announcement was made to 
withdraw, I would go with them.” 
Gen. Gomez recommended the fact that 
the United States was responsible for 
the establishment of a stable govern­
ment in Cuba, and it could not without 
such conditions be brought about. The 
work of handing over the reins of gov­
ernment to the new republic was an 
undertaking involving much time and 
labor, and a large amount of study and 
experience on the part of Cubans in the 
work of self-government. The general 
also said the element in control of the 
municipalities was not working in the 
interests of Cuba. The officials were 
inexperienced and could not be given a 
free hand. It would mean the destruc­
tion and ruination of the island.

Gen. Wood said the greatest difficulty 
experienced was in getting the conserva­
tive element interested in municipal 
government. His purpose was to bring 
the best element to the front. The com­
ing municipal elections would pave the 
way for the elections to be held under 
the electoral law being drawn up by the 
convention.

Gen. Gomez had no objection to the 
outline of the future relations between 
the United States and Cuba, as recom­
mended by the Senate of the United 
States. He thought, however, that it 
would be better for the United States 
to lease land for naval stations, instead 
of purchasing outright.

The convention discussed the proposed 
relations in secret sessions this after­
noon and evening. It is understood a 
laree number of the delegates are un­
willing to admit the riglc of the United 
States to intervene in Cuba in times of 
peace, or to establish naval stations.

After a discussion of several hours, 
the constitutional convention adopted 
one article defining the proposed rela­
tions, namely, that Cuba would not 
make treaties with any country that 
would endanger the sovereignty of the 
republic, or allow the islands to be. made 
a base of war operations against the 
United States or any other country.

How Old People Smelter Will be Built This Fall 
by the Owners of the Tyee 

Property.MAY BE HEALTHY AHD 
LIVE HAPPILY AS 

THE YEARS 
ROLL ON-

Ore Is being carried In ttiree steamers 
to the Tacoma smelter from the- Lenora: 
mine at Mount Sicker. Thio Has been the 
record for some weeks past, and it is like­
ly to be kept up for the rest of the year, 
as the owner of the property, Mr. Henry 
Croft, has a contract to deliver 25,000 tons 
to that smelter this year. The tram which 
was built from the mine to the line of the 
E. & N. railway has been completed and 
haujing ore for a month or more and at 
present the shipments from the mine are1 
at the rate of 105 tons per day. The tramp 
line is some seven miles in length and 
strikes the railway near Westholnu station. 
Here the cars have to be transferred to 
the E. & N. and thence to the water, for 
transshipment. It is the intention of the 
owners to extend the tram to the water’s 
edge another mile and a half, when the 
shipments will then be made direct. The 
steep grade on the line requires the use of 
a geared engine instead of one with1 the- 
usual side drive rods.

Speaking of the mines of the Mount 
Sicker district generally, Mr. Pellew-Har-- 
vey, who has just returned from a few 
days’ visit to the properties said there can 
be no doubt In the minds of all Interested' 
in the development of mining on Vancon- 
ver Island, that this camp is a demonstrat­
ed success. The achievements of Mr; Croft 
are ample proof for the most skeptical. 
Mr. Croft, Mr. Harvey said, deserved the 
greatest credit for the way in which, he had 
held on to the property and had at la-st 
made It not only a shipper but a payer- 
He was entitled to all the reward he was 
now reaping. The result» of the shipments 
are eminently satisfactory, as the figures 
Mr. Harvey gave will show. The average 
values of the ore now being shipped total 
$18 per ton, and as that is the smelter re­
turns, and therefore represents gross rev­
enue, It can readily be seen that the- Le­
nora mine is a factor In the mining Inters 
ests of the province. Mr. Harvey Is con­
sulting engineer for the mine and is there­
fore In a position to know of what he 
speaks. He has also a reputation for con­
servative views on all matters connected 
with mining.

Mr. Harvey is directly In charge as man­
aging engineer of the development work 
now going on in the Tyee property, which 
adjoins the Lenora. The owners of this 
property have capital enough provided for 
two years’ development, and they Intend 
to go on for this year attempting to real­
ize on the values already proved In their 
property. There is over 1,000 feet of shaft­
ing and tunnelling driven* the main shaft 
being down 240 feet and the face of the 
ore body being 24 feet, on- which numerous 
crosscuts have been made. The mine is 
equipped with the best of machinery, in­
cluding Knowles pump, air compressor, In- 
gersoll-Sargen* drills, and: other appliances. 
Thirty-five men are employed at the mine 
steadily, and there is at a conservative 
estimate, at least 28,000 tons of ore in 
sight, all of proved values, made In fre­
quent tests. The assays have shown an 
average of from $4 to $5 In gold, 4 ounces 
silver, and from 8.5 to 10 per cent, copper

When the period of development is past 
and the company begins to realize on their 
property, It Is their intention to smelt 
their own ore. Work on the smelter will 
be begun In September next, it Is likely, and 
it will be built on the waterfront a few 
miles from the property. A site has al­
ready been selected. A second stack will 
be erected, and then the company will be 
prepared to do custom smelting and to 
purchase ores from other properties. Al­
together, Mr. Harvey predicts a bright 
future for the camp and that future Is 
not distant.

Of that priceless treasure Brit­
ish Columbia has contributed more, per­
haps, that her fair proportion. Full 
many a one of her gallant sons who but 
one short year ago left her shores in 
the full strength of youth and in the 
promise of a glorious manhood, is sleep­
ing his last long sleep beneath the sun- 
parehed plains of South Africa. But, 
sir, they have mot died in vain. Far- 
reaching as has been the effects of the 
going forth to battle of the two Can­
adian contingents, and of the Strath- 
eona Horse on our British connection, I 
believe its results to Canada as a whole 
are more important still. Canada first 
felt the true heart throb of national 
unity when she beheld her children, ir­
respective of race or creed, French and 
English, foreign born and native sons, 
standing shoulder to -shoulder in a for­
eign land, fighting for that flag which 
floats as proudly over the citadel of Que­
bec as it does over the parliament build­
ings of Victoria, and is there, as here, 
honored and revered as the emblem of 
liberty to all and license to none. All 
honor then, say I, to the gallant young 
fellows who went forth to buttle with 
the fair name of Canada in their keep­
ing, and who by their bravery on the 
field of action wrote that name high up 
on the scroll of fame and cast over it a 
halo of glory that time will be power­
less to dim. The action of the govern­
ment is to be commended in giving 
marked approval to their conduct b.v 
gathering together as many of them as 
possible to lend lustre to the opening of 
the present session, and still more so, by 
declaring it to be a part of their policy 
to give grants of land to such of them as 
may desire it. They are made of the 
material that British Columbia requires 
in its citizens—men of strong arms and 
stout hearts, who will push forward the 
development of the immense natural re­
sources of the country.

It was with keen pleasure, Sir 1 take 
it, that the people of the province read 
that portion of the King’s Speech that 
contains the programme of the govern­
ment—a programme that may be epito­
mized as a determination that those 
great natural resources to which I have 
just referred, shall be speedily convert­
ed into sources of wealth for the peo­
ple. It has been frequently charged in 
the past, and with truth, that the Speech 
from the Throne was more notable for 
what it omitted than for what it con­
tained. That charge at anyrate cannot 
be made against the present document, 
and the matter it contains shows, I 
think, on the part of those who have the 
management of public affairs, a deter­
mination to inaugurate a bold progres­
sive policy and to grasp the opportunities 
that are at hand.

The great rise in the price of paper, 
maintained as it has been for a 
considérable length of time, and show­
ing as it does no sign of decreasing, has 
doubtless turned the attention of the 
government to the possibility of estab­
lishing within the province a great pulp 
industry, inasmuch as the raw material 
is here so abundant and is almost 
everywhere associated with such magni­
ficent water power, as renders its succes- 
fnl commercial production a certainty. 
Experience has proven that government 
aid to new industries, when that aid is 
granted with a due regard to the pub­
lic interest, has ever resulted in good to 
the commonwealth. I doubt not when 
the government policy goes into effect, 
the like result will be obtained in this in­
stance. But, sir, whilst we must ever 
be on the alert to promote new industries 
in the province, we must not lose sight 
of the necessity of bringing those which 
already exist to the highest state of per­
fection. Perhaps in the past, in our anx­
iety to develop our mineral resources, 
we have been but too forgetful of the in­
terests of agriculture. I can speak with 
all the more freedom on this subject, in­
asmuch as in the riding which I have 
the honor to represent in this house, the 
relative importance of these two great 
industries, farming and mining, is per­
haps more evenly balanced than in any 
other electoral district of the province.
I shall have something to say of the 
mineral possibilities of West Yale when 
I come to deal with the railway policy 
of the government. For the present, let 

remind the house that the develop­
ment of our great mineral wealth will 
achieve little for the betterment of Brit­
ish Columbia as a whole, if the major 
part of the profits of that development 
are sent to foreign countries to purchase 
supplies that should and could be pur­
chased within the confines of cur own 
territory. In the riding of West Yale, 
sir—and I doubt not the same condition 
of affaire exists in a great many other 
portions of the province—ere to be found 
men who have given their life-time to 
turning barren tracts of land into fertile 
farms. They are of those who form the 
bone and sinew of the people—men who 
love the province as a country to which 
they have given all they possessed of 
strength and manhood. Yet these men 
in the past, and even at the present 
time, have not unfrequently been forced 
to see their produce rot in their cellars 
and granaries, whilst the same commo­
dities are imported from foreign coun­
tries, and hauled past their doors to sup­
ply the mining districts of the province. 
This condition of things is owing partly 
to defective rail communication, and 
partly because the freight rates on such 
communication as does exist renders 
competition with those foreign imports 
an impossibility. I am glad then to see 
that the government intends to. if pos­
sible, obtain such changes as will ensure 
the expenditure of a portion at least of 
the cost of opening up and operating our 
mines in the purchase of farm supplies 
within the province. Iu this way. sir. 
will be built up two great classes of citi­
zens, the most desirable that any coun­
try can possess—farmers and miners— 
and the prosperity of the one class will 
be inseparably bound up 
perity of the other. Th 
mentioned in the Speech for the pro­
motion of agriculture by the encourage­
ment of dairy farming and the exten­
sion of the principle of small holdings, 
will likewise have a beneficial effect, and 
shows that the government has deter­
mined to do all in its power to bring this 
great industry to the highest state of ef­
ficiency possible. And very wisely, for 
after nil is said and done, we must re­
member that it is the farmer that feed- 
eth all, and that no matter what the re­
sources of the province may be. the 
country which cannot raise the neces­
saries of life within its own boundaries 
must always pay tribute to the country 
which can; and the greater that tribute 
the poorer the country paying it. I look 
forward, sir, with confidence to a 
healthy expansion of agriculture within 
the province as a result of the policy of 
the government. We have the farms 
and we have the mines that will furnish 
a market for the produce of these farms 
—what we require is proper rail com­
munication and fair freight rates. These 
tile government promises to obtain. The 
construction of the proposed railway

He did not wish to be understood as en- traversed by these roads. (Applause ) 
dorsing all that they had said There Mr. Turner explained that the delay In

? wb,ch tbey bAd sJi'd completing certain roads and constructing 
that he could not agree with. On the others 
question of the proposed grants of lands 
to South African volunteers, Mr. Brown 
said the government could count on the 
approval of every member of the opposi­
tion and paid a high tribute to the mem­
bers of the Canadian contingents.

Concerning the proposed amendment 
to the school act, he failed to see how 
the Hon. member for West Yale could 
refer to it as an able policy. There was 
nothing in the speech to indicate the 
nature or scope of the amendment. The 
same ambiguity applied to the whole 
speech. He proceeded to criticise the 
public school system of British Colum­
bia as antiquated and defective, and 
declared the people were not getting the 
value of the large sum annually devoted 
to education. He would like to see the 
government make an advance towards 
the improvement of the system. The 
frequent change of text books was a 
matter that might easily be remedied.
The cost of books is a serious matter 
to people of small means and large fami­
lies. The proposal that the government 
should print and publish the text books 
was a good one and worthy of earnest 
consideration.

He was glad to see a reference to the 
encouragement of the wood pulp indus­
try and he hoped something tangible 
would result.

Mr. Brown congratulated the govern­
ment on the references in the speech to 
the promised assistance to the dairy in­
dustry. He assured the government 
that the opposition was prepared to sup­
port any measure that will tend to pro­
mote the prosperity of the whole pro­
vince such as the promised effort to se­
cure a reduction of freight rates.

Touching the railway question the gov­
ernment did not go far enough. It was 
a disappointment to see no reference 
in the speech to government ownerstyp 
or railways. It had been argued by 
honourable members on the government 
side of the house during the last elec­
tion campaign that a line from Bound­
ary country to the coast was an en­
gineering impossibility, but now that 
they found themselves securely in their 
seats they declared the feasibility of tne 
road—how could they explain 'this com­
plete volte face? He acknowledged the 
necessity of a railway to the north end 
of Vancouver Island, the only question 
was the cost and the terms upon which 
such a road could be secured. With re­
gard to the proposed railway to the 
Northern boundary of the province, he 
would like to know what route was to 
be taken. Such a road would necessar­
ily be costly and might not be perman­
ent. It would be well to move cautious­
ly in malting a bargain for this railway.
The province had suffered in the past 
from unwise bargains with railway pro­
moters and in the future the government 
should carefully guard the interests of 
the people in making contracts for rail­
way construction.

Mr. Brown deplored the mining ac­
cident at Cumberland and hoped the 
government would make a searching 
investigation, in order if possible to find 
out the causes, so as to guard against 
similar disasters in the future. He was 
in accord with the government in defer­
ring the appointment of a mining 
mission, 'but he thought the mining act 
was susceptible of some much needed 
amendments.

He hoped the government would per­
sist in doing all possible to remedy the 
evils of Asiatic immigration. He trust­
ed the cabinet delegates to Ottawa ex 
plained that the British Columbia gov­
ernment was a strictly nonparty one.
The government had proved its non- 
pnrtizan character by lopping off all the 
official heads in sight.

Mr. Brown then proceeded to criticise 
thé government for neglect to mention 
many important matters. He said the 
timber regulations were calculated to 
drive out capital and impede the pro­
gress of the country.

Mr. Eberts—“What are the defects?”
Mr. Brown declined to go Into particu­

lars; he understood that the regulations 
were bad. He thought the good roads 
movement should have been given some at­
tention. He believed that about 50 per 
rent, of the appropriations for roads and 
bridges was wnsted.

Mr. Well»—Where?
Mr. Brown was proceeding, not noticing 

Mr. Wells* question—
Mr. Ebert»—The chief commissioner of 

lands and works wants to know where that 
happened

Mr. Brown was not prepared to name a 
specific case. He said It was told him by 
persons who professed to know and had 
been referred to in some of the papers.
He did not wish to throw personal blame 
upon the chief commissioner, but he felt 
that reform and a better system should be 
adopted in road making. He complained 
of the late date at which the house had 
been called together and feared that sev­
eral important matters would be delayed in 
consequence.

Mr. Murphy rose to correct Mr. Brown’s 
statement that he (Mr. Murphy) had oppos­
ed the construction of the Coast to Koot* 
enay railway. He had always warmly sup­
ported the road, but opposed Its being built 
by the government of the province.

Hon. Mr. Turner complimented Mr. Mur­
phy on the excellence of his speech, which 
he said was the best he had ever heard on 
a similar occasion In his long experience 
In the house. It was gratifying to welcome 
to the legislature such talented young men 
as Mr. Murphy, who was a native son of 
British Columbia. He also paid Mr. Dickie 
a compliment on h!s businesslike remarks.
In seconding the address.

The remarks of the honorable the mem­
ber from New Westminster, while Intended 
for a criticism of the speech from the 
throne, were In reality so void of anything 
that could be construed into severe criti­
cism that they could only be accepted as 
commendation. Mr. Turner explained that 
the government had considered the matter 
of printing school books, but had conclud­
ed that the hooks could be produced much 
cheaper by the publishing houses.

The government ownership of railways 
was a very serious question for a province, 
far too serious to be undertaken without 
the most careful consideration. The experi­
ence of colonies that have tried the experi­
ment has been far from satisfactory. In 
one colony the latest available statements 
show that the government owned ronds 
are a failure. The freight rates are enor­
mous and the passenger- rates 1b. some 
eases ns high as ten cents a mile. The 
roads are badly equipped, slow and In every 
way unsatisfactory, and the government Is 
looking about for some remedy. The change 
that the present government when In oppo­
sition opposed the construction of the Coast 
to Kootenay railway was groundless and 
unfair; on the contrary, had It not been for 
the action of the honorable gentleman and 
his friends of the opposition, that road 
would be built and running to-day. (Ap­
plause.) Their opposition had defeated the 
construction of the road at a time when 
the province could have borrowed money 
to build It on the most favorable terms, 
and delayed it until the present less favor­
able condition of the money market. Mr.
Turner denied that the province had been 
overreached in the past in granting aid 
to railways, and went on to show that al­
though the Shuswap & Okanagan, and 
other roads, appeared to be an expense, 
they were really paying back all that had 
been expended by the province. If not In 
actual cash from their earnings, at least 
Indirectly In increased revenue created by 
the Increase of population, and the estab­
lishment of new Industries la the country

was mainly caused by the lateness 
In making the appropriations last 
and the bad weather coming on early. 
He ridiculed Mr. Brown’s statement about 
the political leanings of the cabinet and" 
informed that gentleman that no civil serv­
ants had been discharged during the pre­
mier’s absence at Ottawa. Perhaps Mr- 
Brown would wish something of that kind 
to happen so that the opposition might 
have a grievance, of which they seemed 
to stand sorely In need. (Applause.) The 
ministers did not go to Ottawa to talk 
politics, they went on business and to pre­
sent the demands of the province in an in­
telligent way; they went to promote the 
best interests of British Columbia, and be 
was happy to be In a position to feel that 
they had succeeded to a very gratifying 
degree. (Applause.)
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Mr. Gllmour, Vancouver, added his con­
gratulations to those of the previous 
speakers to the mover and seconder of the 
address. He was glad to see the promised 
amendment to the school act and hoped ft 
would afford relief to poor people who now 
felt the burden of the high prices of school 
books. He trusted the reference to the 
wood pulp industry would materialize Izr 
such a manner that the British Columbia 
Coast would soon be furnishing paper to 
the Oriental market, 
made a mistake in neglecting to take no- 
active Interest in the good roads movement. 
Mr. Gllmour then entered upon a long dis­
cussion of the merits of the government 
ownership of railways, contending that the- 
experiment had been successful in other 
countries. Last year a company offered 
to build a road Into Yukon without a bonus 
or land grant but for some reason, the- 
offer was refused ; It seemed to be the policy 
of the government to see the gold of the- 
North carried out of the country by some 
other route.

He urged 
the government to encourage shipbuilding, 
and proceeded to make some sarcastic re­
marks about the mission of the ministers to 
Ottawa, closing by assuring the govern­
ment that the opposition would soon occupy 
the treasury benches.

Cap.t Tatlow, Vancouver, said the honor­
able member for New Westminster bad 
taunted the Independent members of the- 
house for having shown government lean­
ings. For his part he was happy to say 
that he felt that he could, as an Independ­
ent, give the government a hearty support, 
so long as it adhered to a policy that was 
calculated to advance the interests of ;he

The dairy and creamery industry has 
given good results in various parts of 
the province. The creamery in the 
stituency I have the honor of so quietly 
representing has proven an unqualified 
success, last year the sale of creamery 
products brought in onr district $19,500, 
a most acceptable amount and a great 
boon to the farmer—whereas in the past 
prior to the installation of the creamery 
it was customary for him to send his 
batter to the different towns and receive 
therefore merchandise, a fair exchange, 
but for obvions reasons not all that 
could be desired. It will be most satis­
factory to the country to learn that the 
government has a vigorous railway pol­
icy. The road from the boundary dis­
trict would in the light of recent events 
seem an absolutely necessity to the suc­
cess of the mining and business inter­
ests of that country and could have but 
one effect on the coast cities. A rail­
way to the north end of Vancouver is­
land is also necessary. I know of no 
argument against it also I have no doubt 
but the government will advance infor­
mation and data that will leave no 
doubt as to the advisability of a road 
to the northern boundary of the province 

The industries of the province are in 
a prosperous condition on that point 
there is no question. Generally speak­
ing wages are good, if not better than 
in any other part of the world where the 
conditions for living are as favorable as 
in British Columbia and if the big heart­
ed wage earners of this province could 
be induced to practice the economy it 
would be necessary for them to practice 
were they living in some other part of 
this continent they would be more pros­
perous and there would he less discon­
tent. There are few men of mature 
years in straightened circumstances in 
British Columbia who have been bless­
ed with good health cannot look back 
upon wasted opportunities and money 
idly and extravagantly spent, which if 
saved would have assured the 
petency in their declining years, would 
at last have kept the wolf from the 
door when the shades of night were 
gathering over their lives. Business 
men as a rule are succeeding and min­
ing is coming more to the fore each year. 
Complications have arisen which have 
hampered the mining industry, but each 
year sees more shipping mines and a 
greater out put than the proceeding one 
and I believe we can confidently look for 
ward to the day when British Columbia 
will be one, if not the greatest, mining 
country on earth. Our greatest need 
is capital and then more capital 
the member for Rossland has tersely 
said and Sir, we want that capital Invested 
on intelligent lines, and I am glad, Sir, that 
in the speech from the throne there is 
no suggestion of any narrow minded 
measures which will have a repellent 
effect upon that commodity. This broad 
country requires cultivation along simi­
lar lines. It is useless to beckon cap­
ital with one hand and repulse it with 
the other and while it continues to flow 
this way business will be good, wages 
will continue good, in short we will he 
prosperous. Our mining laws have been 
characterized by conpetent judges, the 
best in the world, capitalist and pros­
pector, considered, but if the government 
can still further improve them so much 
the better nothing is too good for this 
country.

Another measure which is promised, 
shows a careful study of the affairs of 
the province. I refer to the proposed 
bill to amend the School Act. We are 
all convinced—no one more so that my­
self—that in the matter of schools, we 
cannot afford to retrograde. In the fu­
ture that country will progress most rap­
idly amongst whose people trained intel­
ligence is most widely diffused. British 
Columbia can point with pride to its sys 
tern of state education. But, sir, there 
never yet was a system evolved by the 
human mind which was not susceptible 
of improvement, and it is a fact of which 
we are all aware, that our educational 
bill yearly absorbs a large portion of the 
revenue. If, therefore, the Minister of 
Education can evolve some scheme 
whereby the present high efliciency of 
the schools can he maintained and even 
improved, whilst the charges on the rev- 

of the province is reduced, he will 
deserve the gratitude of the people. 
There are many other matters in the 
Speech to which I would like to refer, 
but I do not intend to take up two much 
of the time of this house. I cannot, sir, 
however, resume my seat without briefly 
referring to the sad accident that oc­
curred at Cumberland a few days ago, 
which resulted in so many bread-winners 
being snatched away from their families 
by the cruel hand of death. The sym­
pathy of the whole province has gone out 
to the widows and orphans in their ter­
rible bereavement, and knowing the peo­
ple of British Columbia as I do, I am 
convinced that that sympathy will 
assume such tangible form as will pre­
clude the posihiiity of physical privation 
being added to their sufferings. It is a 
relief to learn that apparently every pre­
caution .that should have been taken was 
observed. The mine was examined be­
fore the men went to work, so that the 
fatality seems to have been one of those 
unfortunate accidents which no exercise 
of human foresight could have averted. 
. Apart from this regrettable occurrence, 
it is pleasing to be assured bv the gov­
ernment that our mining industry has 
shown progressive, healthy expansion 
during the past year. The proposed re­
vising of the mining laws, and especially 
the railway construction to be promoted, 
will without doubt render that expan­
sion much more marked in the future. 
On the whole, sir, then I take it, the 
government’s programme is one that will 
commend itself to every one who wishes 
to sec the province take its proper place 
in the march of progress. It is rumored 
—I know not with what truth, but since 
the leader of the opposition is quoted 
the authority, I would not presume to 
doubt it—it is rumored, I say. that 
result of the Vancouver election, the op­
position is going out of business. Well, 
sir, if that is the case, the gentlemen 
opposite should be much indebted to the 
government for bringing down a policy 
that will let them down so easy, inas­
much as it is conceived in the public in­
terest. I suppose, however, that as long 
ns we have party govern meut, the oppo­
sition, like the poor, will be always with 
us, and possibly that is not without ben­
efit to the country, when its office is pro­
perly exercised. I take it, though, sir. 
that what the province demands from 
this house is less politics and more busi­
ness; less striving for party advantage, 
if I may be permitted to say it, fewer at­
tempts to set class against class, and 
greater regard for what will promote the 
interests of the people as a whole. Ours, 
sir, is a noble heritage. Few countries 
have been so amply endowed by Provi­
dence with natural wealth as British Co­
lumbia has been. True, the physical 
difficulties to be encountered here in 
converting that wealth into commercial 
profit, are greater than in a great manv 
other ports of the world, bnt the reward 
to be obtained is commensurate with the

STREET SPRINKLING.

Alderman Williams brought up the 
matter of street sprinkling at the meet­
ing of the City Council on Monday 
night.

THE ADDRESS TO THE KING

The resolution adopted by the legisla­
ture yesterday to express the feeling 
of the people of British Columbia to­
wards our late beloved sovereign and 
her august successor is very appropriate 
in form and language. Equally so were 
the well chosen words with which Mr. 
Dunsmuir moved it and those employed 
by Mr. Brown as seconder. When the 
Premier said that in no part of the Bri­
tish Empire is there a more profound 
feeling of loyalty not only to the Crown 
but to the person of the sovereign than 
in British Columbia, he uttered what is 
the simple truth. We do not claim to be 
more loyal than others but we are equal­
ly so even with those who live in the 
very shadow of the throne itself, and we 
have given abundant proof of the fact.

It was highly satisfactory to hear the 
Premier say that he thought some per­
manent memorial to Her Majesty ought 
to be erected in the capital of this pro­
vince, a city whose people will always 
be proud that it bears her distinguished 
name, and it was almost agreeable to 
hear Mr. Brown, who doubtless voiced 
the sentiments of the Opposition, concur 
in this view.

A Colonist advertisement appears in 
this morning’s paper, and we want to 
direct particular attention to it.

BARRIERS TO PROGRESS.

It has frequently been pointed out 
that one of the barriers to the full and 
speedy development of mining in this 
province is the unreasonable price asked 
by so many prospectors for their dis­
coveries. This is a matter upon which 
legislation is, of course, out of the ques­
tion. if a man finds what he thinks is 
a mine, he has a perfect right to ask 
what price he pleases for it. 
legislature has a right to say 
long he shall hold his discovery with­
out developing it. We are not writing 
in the hope of bringing about any 
change in the law in this respect, but 
■only to endeavor to promote a better 
appreciation of the mistake of holding 
for extravagant prices. A gentleman, 
who has had a good deal to do with 
placing British Columbia properties, said 
to the Colonist recently that he found 
two principal barriers to progress in this 
line, one of them being what we have 
just mentioned, and the other the un­
certainty of the public as to what the 
legislature was going to do with the 
law.

Speaking on thé first point, all we can 
hope to do is by frequent reference to 
what we regard as mistaken policy on 
the part of prospectors, to lead them to 
see how much better it is to sell for a 
good profit, than to hold a property in 
the hope of realizing a fortune out of it. 
If a prospector wishes to retain an in­
terest in his discovery, he can usually do 
that. Indeed, we are inclined to think 
that the man who is willing to retain 
an interest stands rather a better chance 

-.of selling in most vases than one who 
wishes to sell outright, 
to keep an interest is at least 
Vee that the discoverer thinks his prop­
erty is worth something. Moreover, it 
■erty is worth something. Moreover, it is 
true of mining that there are as good fish 
in the sea as ever were caught, and if 
miner can make a handsome profit out 
of one discovery and get some one to go 
on and develop it for him, while he looks 

' for something else, he stands a chance 
of benefiting himself much more than 
he would by sitting down and trying to 
sell any undeveloped property. We 
know that ail this is hackneyed, but it is 
too often lost sight of, just the same, 
and it will do no harm to remind people 
about it.

In regard to changes in the laws, and 
especially those relating to the taxation 
and operation of properties, it would be 
a very excellent thing if the legislature 
could reach something like a finality and 
then let matters rest until the mining 
industry had made something like sub­
stantial progress. A day or two ago a 
gentleman said that he thought the 
policy of the government in regard to 
mining ought to be to pass such laws as 
the members want. We dissent from 
any such view. The legislation should 
be what the government thinks the in­
dustry requires for its best development 
in the public interest. Individual 
hers of a legislature may, for one reason 
or another, prefer something which is 
not m the public interest, 
not always be the best judges of what 
the country demands. They may take 
local views of the question. They may 
be prejudiced in certain directions. It is 
the duty of the government to determine 
what the law should be and to do every­
thing in its power legitimately to 
its passage. We make these observa­
tions, because we are quite well aware 
that some members of the house think 
the manner in which questions of this 
kind should be dealt with is to take 
them np in caucus and let the majority 
rule. The proper way is for the gov-

legislation, and while members are al­
ways at liberty, just as the general pub­
lic ere at , liberty, to suggest amend­
ments, they should be prepared to cast 
the responsibility of the legislation upon 
the government.

Notwithstanding the repeated failure to 
secure legislative enactment, enabling the 
officers of the home to assume the local 
guardianship of the neglected and deserted 
children coining under their care, it is

The advantages that 
would accrue are so obvious, not only to 
the institution itself, but to the province 
at large, that it is difficult to realize why 
any hesitation should be shown in propos­
ing legislation that experience has shown to 
have been eminently successful elsewhere.

The report of the president of the ladies’ 
committee to be read to you to-day deals 
with many interesting matters in connec 
tion with the internal management of the 
home, and is very encouraging. Grateful 
reference i» made thereto to large, contribu­
tions of clothing, food, fuel, etc., made 
during the year, which has enabled us to 
carry on the work with so small an ex­
penditure of cash, and which, together with 
the energetic and successful exertions of 
our deputy treasurer in collecting arrears, 
has, for the first time in many years, per­
mitted a substantial reduction of $2.ooo of nnr mortgage debt, which now stands at 
$7,500.

uen it is borne in mind that ^ hon­
orary treasurer’s report submitted here­
with. only covers a period of ten months, 
the increase from nearly all sources of 
Income Is particularly gratifying, while, on 
the other hand, the usual current expendi­
ture (by the judicious economy of the ladies 
committee, who still continue the manage­
ment of the internal affairs of the home) Is 
less than the corresponding period of last 
year, and it is -pleasing to note that this 
has been done without curtailing or impair­
ing the general efficiency of the institution 
nr, so far as we know, depriving one needy 
or orphan child of the benefits of the home.

The very full details given In other re­
ports give a fair idea of the work of the 
Institution during the year and need not be 
further referred to except perhaps to empha 
size the expression of thanks to those who 
have been so kindly assisted in various 
ways in the beneficent work of the home in 
directing In the right way the large num­
ber of destitute and orphan children under 
our care, and who. most probablv. but for 
this and kindred institutions, would become 
a burden upon the community and workers 
of mischief in many ways.

We commend the good work to the hearty 
good-will and active sympathy of the bene­
volent people of British Columbia.

He thought it was best to have 
matters so arranged that the monthly 
charge of $6 be collected regularly and 
promptly in such cases, as it was almost 
impossible to get in large arrears such 
as were standing.

The conclusion of tne honorary trasnr- 
er's able and exhaustive report was 
greeted with applause, and Mr. N. 
Shakespeare, in a brief way, compli­
mented the honorary treasurer on the 
splendid manner in which his work had 
been done, and moved the adoption of 
the report, whicli was carried.

The Annual General Meeting of the Company was held at Its head office, in 
Toronto, on February 6th, 1901. Among those present were Hon. .Sir Mackenzie 
Bowell, William McKenzie, Dr. F. R. Bec les, (London), Hugh N. Baird, Charles 
McGill, F. G. Cox, A. E. Ames, S. J. Moore David Smith, Hon S. Casey Wood,

The annual report and Financial statements were submitted as follows:
The Directors have pleasure in submitting their report upon the business for 

the year which ended December 31st, 19<x>.
1. NEW BUSINESS.—During the year 1423 applications for $3,847,000 of assur­

ance were received; of these 1320 for $3.107.000 were accepted and policies granted, 
yielding a new annual premium income Of $121,403.05; the balance, 103 for $740,000, 
were declined or not completed.

2. TOTAL BUSINESS —The total amon nt of assurance In force on December 31st, 
1900, was $9,226.350—an Increase of $2,08 3, 725 In the year.

3. INCOME.—The Income from premia in a amounted to $319,860.30, and from In­
terest to $36,272.74, making a total Income $356,133.04. The Income from annual 
premiums (exclusive of single payment prem|um8 an(j purchase money for annuities) 
amounted to $314,410.30, an increase of $9g_582.88 over that of the preceding year.

4. ASSETS.—The assets amounted to $1, 102,092.24. an increase during the year of 
$171,648.96.

5. CLAIMS.—The net amount ÜlN?oUties becoming claims by death was $3o,- 
808.04. The increase In the amount pal,] to policyholders and annuitants over that 
disbursed in 1899 was $26,539.14. The death claims were again considerably less 
than the amount expected, although the Company’s estimate was based upon the 
Select Life Tables deduced from the Instl tute of Actuaries’ (Hm.) Experience, which 
takes into account the recent selection of a88ured lives.

6. RESERVES.—In computing the reserve8 to be retained to meet liabilities 
under assurance and annuity contracts, the conservative Interest rate of 3% per 
cent, was assumed, although a much higher rate than this was earned by the Com-

Early last week ranchers residing on 
Mayne and Saturna Islands advised ’he 
provincial government and the customs 
that numbers of Japanese were illegally 
entering the province from the Ameri­
can side via the cordwood camps on 
the islands, smuggling goods with them. 
Instructions were at once given to the 
Immigration Officer, W. H. Ellis, to pro­
ceed to the islands and investigate anl 
enforce the provisions of the immigra­
tion act. Accompanied by Constable 
Cox of the provincial police, and K. 
Toku. Japanese interpreter, Mr. Ellis 
proceeded to Mayae island on Thuzs- 
day last, and on that day and Friday, 
visited three of the Japanese cordwood 
camps on Mayne Island, and also made 
a visit to Pikes Landing on Saturna.

In the" three camps visited on Mayne 
Island some 89 Japs are engaged in the 
cutting of cordwood, principally for the 
Eraser river canneries and so far as 
could be learned the Japs were from the 
Fraser as well as the boats they used. 
The goods on hand, principally flour, 
were local brands. The Japs fare out­
side of the flour and rice, is secured 
from the bay and the woods—deer, wild 
fowl and fish—and, if permitted, they 
will soon have the islands where they 
operate denuded of the deer. They se­
cure these animals by surrounding them 
and driving them into the water where 
they club them from boats. The wild 
fowl are surrounded by boats and driven 
towards nets in the water by which 
they are snared.

Camps of Japanese also exist on Pen­
der, Prévost and Galiano Islands, and 
many thousands of cords of wood are cut 
each winter. Several of the “boss ’ 
Japanese own the land operated on, and 
lease the firewood timber from adjacent 
ranchers. They are not particular, 
however, as to where they cut the trees 
and complaint is made by ranchers that 
they are stealing the wood from their 
holdings and from public lands as well.

The foundation for the story that the 
Japs were smuggling in is chiefly in the 
incident of the landing of a boat-load 
on Saturna late in January.
Japs came from a camp on Mayne Isl- 
nd and on their passage from the Fraser 
to it. They wandered for a number 
of days in the Gulf landing on Saturna 
to cook their food.

The delegation to Ottawa was an ex­

traordinary expedition. The province 
had six zealous representatives there, 
who were ignored by the ministers, 
whose mission was therefore futile. They 
went there with all the pomp and cir­
cumstance of petty royalty, with the 
noisy demonstrations of a Chinese funer­
al. The house was not informed of wihat 
they had done simply because they did 
practically nothing. For a. couple of 
•weeks after their arrival at Ottawa, 
they went around explaining that they 
came to prepare the way for a greater, 
i Ivanghter. And when the greater man 
oame they presented their case in each 
a way as to convince the Dominion gov­
ernment that they were incapable of ad­
ministering the affairs of a great prov­
ince.

Taking up the railway question, Mr. 
Mclnnes said the progress of mining and 
other industries had been retarded for 
want of railways. The lines proposed 
in the Speech from the Throne were ne­
cessary. He favored the line from the 
Coast to Kootenay. It was necessary 
to the progress and well being of the 
southern portion of the province, and it 
slionld be built within British territory, 
and so controlled us to conserve the 
trade and profits of the mines and in­
dustries to the people of British Colum­
bia. He approved of an all-Canadian 
route to Yukou, which should be the out­
come of the proposed road to the north­
ern boundary. A line to the north end 
of Vancouver Island, besides opening up 
the magnificent potential resources of 
that country, would shorten the time to 
the Orient by a day and a half. The 
great natural wealth of Vancouver Isl­
and was scarcely understood. He 
learned from the Minister of Mines’ re­
port that the total production of gold of 
the province up to date was $61,000,000, 
while the value of coal mined on Vancou­
ver Island amounted to $44,000,000, and 
the coal deposits of the Island 
yet only very partially developed. This 
■and other lines should be built, and the 
government should build them. If the 
C. P. It. could build the transcontinen­
tal road, British Columbia could build 
roads within its boundaries. He would 
vigorously oppose land grants to any rail­
way company; he would prefer giving 
cash and binding the company to deal 
fairly and equitably with the people. 
The Dominion gave the Crow’s Nest 
Pass $11,000 a mile, but in return the 
government got full control of the 
freight rates and considerable reductions 
in the rates on the eastern section of the 
C. P. R. There was keen rivalry be­
tween The V. V. & E. (Mackenzie ami

reforms are necessary to relieve the 
growing burden of public school expen­
diture. The efficiency of the schools of 
the remote country districts must not 
be sacrificed for the benefit of the more 
favored dwellers in the cities, and al­
though the government would wish to 
extend the system instead of curtailing 
it, some measure must be adopted 
which, while maintaining the general 
efficiency of the schools, will confine the 
cost of maintenance within reasonable 
bounds.

The encouragement of small holdings 
was a wise measure which he was sure 
would commend itself to the house. 
Wherever it had been tried it had 
proved highly successful, and he felt 
convinced that an industrious man of 
small means could do more and show 
better results with 20 or 40 acres than 
with an immense block of bush land, the 
very thought of which was enough to 
discourage him.

Many complaints had been made in 
the past of the unfairness of the mining 
laws to prospectors and poor men. He 
had given the matter much careful con­
sideration and had studied how best to 
emedy the alleged grievances, and had 

finally arrived at the conclusion that the 
best thing to be done was to appoint a 
commission of practical mining men to 
examine into the whole question and 
suggest the best remedies. However, 
the Dominion government had decided 
to appoint a commission to enquire into 
exactly the same matters, and he 
thought it better to delay the appoint­
ment of the provincial commission until 
such time as it could act jointly with 
that appointed by the Dominion, and 
thus secure the benefit of the experience 
of both bodies. (Applause.) Mean­
time there were some changes contem­
plated in the Mining Act, which, he 
might say, would apply to placer mining 
regulations. It would be found that the 
amendment would not disturb vested in­
terests, and the amendments for the 
most part would be framed in the inter­
ests of the prospector and the struggling 
miner. (Applause).

Mr. McBride then proceeded to dwell on 
the weakness of the opposition. Martlnlsm 
was dead and now the remnant of his fol­
lowing were willing to throw themselves 
into the arms of the Liberal party, but the 
Liberals did not want them. He denied 
emphatically and forcibly that he had used 
his official position to assist or Influence 
electors In favor of the Conservative candi­
dates at last Dominion elections, 
fled any person to prove him guilty of 
snch conduct and he regarded it as unfair

and, as a matter of fact, he had appointed 
a majority of Liberals.

Mr. McBride bitterly criticised the hy- 
pocracy of the leader of the opposition 
on the question of government railways, 
sketching the history of the Fed “River 
Valley Railway in Manitoba which had 
been built by the government of which 
Mr. Martin was a member and then sold 
to a railway company because it was a 
losing concern. Notwithstanding this Mr. 
Martin had shouted from every platform 
In British Columbia that the salvation of 
the province depended in government owner 
ship of railways. He would hesitate to be 
a party to. pledging the province to a 
policy which might involve it in millions 
of debt and whch had proven unsatisfac­
tory in other countries showing that 
rule government railways did not pay and 
werè not successful in the countries using 
them. If if were possible, if he could see 
his way clear, to adopt the policy which 
in theory was an Ideal one, he would glad­
ly do so. But experience all pointed to the 
fact that the matter was one which any 
government should hesitate 1;ot.adopt with 
eut being perfectly satisfied that it was in * 
the best interests of the people to do so.
In any bargain which the government en­
tered into for the construction of railways 
they deemed it their sacred duty to safe­
guard the rights and interests of the people 
of British Columbia and he felt assured 
the house would lend its support when the 
proper time came in assisting them to 
make the best arrangement possible for 
the benefit of the province. (Applause.)

Mr. McBride then argued the wisdom of 
the policy of the government regarding 
Asiatic immigration, . incidentally scoring 
the member for North Nanaimo, and his 
profound alien labor bill, and took occasion 
to convey the thanks of the government 
to the Colonial Secretary of Natal for his 
interest and kindness in furnishing informa­
tion and material in connection with the t 
Mongolian labor question. The govern­
ment was preceeding firmly but with due 
caution in the matter of ante-Mongollan 
legislation. It would be folly to re-enact 
laws that had been disallowed at Ottawa, 
the better plan was to frame their legisla­
tion in a manner that would be within the 
constitution and would commend itself to 
Ottawa and Whitehall. In this way and 
In no other could they secure the object 
of their desire, the exclusion of Mongolian 
laborers, (Applause). Mr. McBride closed 
an able and lengthy address with an elo­
quent tribute to the memory of Queen Vic­
toria and a patriotic eulogy of King Ed­
ward resuming his seat amid prolonged ap­
plause.

Mr. Green, Kaslo, like the other speakers 
praised the mover and seconder of the 
address. He also complimented the pre­
mier on his feeling tribute to the memory 
of Queen Victoria. Proceeding Mr. Green 
said it afforded him pleasure to see that 
the government proposed to encourage cap­
ital to establish industries In the province 
but there was one important industry 
which they had failed to allude to in His 
Honor’s speech. The Coast to Kootenay and 
the railway to the north end of the Island 
were not as important in his opinion as that 
to the northern boundary of the province. 
But none of these, important as they all 
were conid compare with the question 
which he was about to bring before the 
attention of the House. He spoke as rep­
resenting the views of the richest mining 
districts of the province where this ques­
tion overshadowed all others. But it was 
not a purely local question tt affected the 
Slocan intimately, but the whole province 
in scarcely a less degree. He referred to 
the smelting and refining of silver-lead ores. 
The production of lead ore had risen In 
East Kootenay in one year from nothing 
to 38,000,000 pounds. In Slocan the pro­
duction bad increased in a twelvemonth 
from 16,660,000 to 20,000,000 pounds, and 
it was still growing when the American

Mr. Turner 
had usurped the Premier’s office on that 
occasion and made a speech bristling 
with misstatements.

He found fault with the government 
for not having exhibited signs of respect 
and mourning on the public buildings at 
Nanaimo during the period of mourning 
for the Queen’s death 

Mr. Mclnnes considered1 that the 
words of sympathy for the Cumberland 
sufferers in the Speech should have been 
supplemented by a substantial grant for 
their relief. He trusted the government 
would place a suitable sum in the es­
timates for this purpose. The coal min­
ers of Vancouver Island had been seek­
ing legislation for some time, which 
would give them more .protection from 
accidents, and he urged the government 
to neglect their appeals no longer. On 
the last petition presented to the house 
were the names of four men who were 
killed at Cumberland.

Mr. Brodrdck replied that the British 
conduct was humane. It .was not true 
tbat the country had been devastated 
deliberately, and by Wholesale. Farm 
houses had been burned for cause, and 
portions of the country had been devas­
tated because it had been fought over 
five or six tilmes. _ In some cases the 
Boers deserted their houses and the Kaf- 
fire burned them. The secretary, during 
his remarks, re-affirmed that the govern­
ment had not the slightest intention of 
giving way in the question of independ­
ence.

WEDNESDAYS PROCEEDINGS.
Yesterday was uneventful in the legis­

lature. The continuation of the debate 
on the address took up the whole after­
noon, and it will be continued to-day. 
The feature of yesterday’s debate was 
the speech of Hon. W. C. Wells, chief 
commissioner of lands and works, who 
delivered a brief, meaty address, in 
which he rapidly reviewed the adminis­
tration of his department since his 
accession to office; answered the charges 
made against him in a frank, convincing 
and manly way that might easily dis­
arm his detractors, and briefly outlined 
his plans for the future. His remarks 
were listened to with attention, and 
were frequently interrupted with loud 
applause from both sides of the house.

Three of the leading lights of the 
opposition were absent—Messrs. Martin, 
Brown and Houston—a fact which gave 
Mr McPhillips an opportunity to up­
braid them for inconsistency in accusing 
the government of a desire to delay 
business on the opening day of the ses­
sion.

The debate on the address will prob­
ably be brought to a conclusion to-day.

The house met at 2 o’clock p.m. After 
prayers by Rev. W. D. Barber, the fol­
lowing petitions were presented.

DEBATE ON THE SPEECH.
-Mr. Clifford, Cassiar, in resuming the 

debate on the address in reply to the 
Sneech from the Throne, challenged the 
statement of the member for North Na­
naimo, that the government had dis­
charged public officials for no other rea­
son than that they were Liberals. With 
regard to one case mentioned, that of 
the mining recorder for Atlin, he desired 
to explain that he was responsible for 
that officer's dismissal. When he visit­
ed Atlin last year, several miners com­
plained to him of the incivility and in­
solence of tbe miring recorder. It was 

• also allegèd that Mr. Bictie was taking 
advantage ot his position to acquire 
mining claims. He considered the man 
was not a fit person for mining recorder, 
and recommended his dismissal. He was 
well aware that Mr. Bickle was an of­
fensive partisan, a strong Grit, but it 
was hie unfitness for office, and not his 
political leanings that ' led the speaker 
to ask for his dismissal. If any blame 
lay for the dismissal he was willing to 
shoulder it, the government had only 
acted upon his strong recommendation. 
Mr. Bickle afterwards asked him to re­
commend him for another government 
position in Porcupine# district, and 
threatened if he did not support his ap­
plication, he would oppose him in every 
I-nblic way, and would get Mr. Mcln­
nes to “roast” him in the house. He 
considered a man who would descend to 
such methods was not fit to occupy an 
office of trust.

Mr. Clifford paid a high tribute to the

Along the coast the fishing industry, still 
In its infancy, has assumed important 
proportions, and promises to become in 
time the centre of the salmon canning 
industry. Along tbs COflBt are Immense 
areas Of epriiee of a superior character, 
just the material required for pulp. The 
miffing industry on the Skeena and m 
other parts, is progressing satisfactorily, 
but cannot be expected to reach large 
proportions until it is given railway com­
munication. He was, therefore, pleased 
to note that the government had decided 
to push on am all-Canadian railway to 
the northern boundary of the province. 
There should be no hesitation in build­
ing that road, for the latent resources 
of the country were such that in a very 
few years one railway will be found 
quite insufficient to accommodate the 
trade of the district. (He was going to 
ask for a charter for a railway from 
Byea to Bennett, for which he was net 
asking a cent of money or an acre of 
•ind. Mr. Clifford complimented Mr. 
W. H. Ellis for his efficient work in con­
nection with the recent anti-Oriental 
Immigration Act.

He would like to ask,the member for 
North Nanaimo for a definition of the 
term “Turnerism,” which he was so 
fond of casting across the house. “In 
preference to ‘ManiiiiKin' and *McIn- 
nesism,’ ” said Mr, Clifford, “give me 

, ‘Turnerism’ everv time.” He concluded 
by complimenting Mr. Turner .on the 
services he had always so ably rendered 
the province.
