It wdfcs tor tits forsgotii* reasons, and others 
similar to them, tliat the Bible Temperance 
League was formed some time ago. It has 
made no public demonstration, but has been, 
quietly yet widely extended; every man and 
woman who approves of and is willing to act 
on the three following resolutions: beiag virtu- 
ally a member of it.

Keeolutions of the Bible Temperance 
League :

I. That the Bible, as a text book In our pub­
lic schools, is quite sufficient to teach our chil­
dren what Christian temperance is. and to 
warn them agidnst the danger, the sin and -the 
great evils or intemperance.

II, That we shall not allow any book of 
man’s composition to hike the place of the 
Bible in teaching our children the nature and 
duty ot temperance. Therefore, since attempts 
areoeing made to introduce Into our public 
schools what is called a text book on temper* 
ance, writffen by lir. Richardson, we shall 
neither purchase It for our children nor allow 
them to read it, nor to be present in school 
when it Is read.

CnrisUac temperance. *L It is .opposed 
to the plain teaching of the Bible concerning 
wine.
