Nice, France, May 20.—The trial of
Edward Parker Deacon for the murder of
the Frenchman M. Abeille, whom 'he
* found in his wife’s apartments at the Hotel

The trial opened at 9.30 and lasted all
day. There wasan immense throng .in
attendance. The Count du Moiron, pro-
cureur of the Republic, represented the

rosecution. Mr. was represented

y Maitre de Mange, a celebrated Paris
lawyer; M. Goirand, an o%u&lly well-
* known lawyer of Paris; Frank Pilotte of
tte Nice bar, and Solicitor Brett of Cannes.
The Abeille family, though not taking an
rt in the proceedings, were represen
y Maitre Lairolle.

The jury from the very outset paid
marked attention to the evidence. It was

urely a Nice jury, composed of tradesmen
in the city and a few petty land owners,
but obviously men of fair intelligence.

Deacen’s Painful Story.

Mr. Deacon recounted his relations with
his wife from the marriage until 1890. Their
life, he said, wasa happy one until they
made the acquaintance of Abeille, That
was in 1887. Abeille’s visits to the Deacon
home were at first rare, but'they subse-
quently became so frequent that he object-
ed. Finally these visits led to the breaking
of the happy domestic relations that had
th;ubo(m existed between himself and his
wile.

Mr. Deacon said after his suspicions were
aroused violent between himself and
his wife became frequent.  His mother-in-
law and brother-in-law were informed as to
status of affairs. They said jealousy was
at the bottom of the trouble and
counselled moderation. Acting on their
advice he renewed hiz amicable relations
with Mrs. Deacon, but he resolved to watch
her closely. About this time he was suffer-
jug from &“ tion of the st h and
went to Hamburg. Mrs. Deacon started
for St. Moritz. While Deacon was at Ham-
burg he received anonymous letters stating
that Abeille was with his wife. Deacon
wrote to her saying she must cease
all acquaintance with Abeille. Al
though he then had mo doubt. as to
his -wife’s fidelity, = still there was
a scandal he could not tolerate. He
wrote Mrs. Deacon that she mustchoose
between him and Abeille or let him have a
divorce. Deacon promised to be a good,
loving husband, but insisted that Mrs.
Deacon must break off her relations- with
Abeille.

She made no reply to this letter for ten
days, then she wrote she had taken time to
consider the contents of his letter. She
said she was not responsible for the

L ipresence of Abeilie at St. Moritz: Her

rvous system, she added, was too much
affected by Mr. Deacen’s tyramnical con-
duct and she could no longer stand it.
Deacon could do whatever he liked.

In another letter Mrs., Deacon said she
couldn’t stand such insults as her husband
offered her, and said all relations between
them should cease. Thenceforth they
would only communicate with each other
through her lawyer.  $he added that Dea-
coft had better go to the United States and,

ive her a rest. Mrs. Deacon knew that
er husband had to go to the United States
at this time on matters of business.
Nervous, Shy, But Oatspoken,

In reply, Deacon wrote that he would
like to see his wife in Geneva before he
started for the United States. She replied
that she was very nervous and that it would
be better for them both not to meet.

Then Deacon sent a telegram stating he
was going to St. Moritz to see her, but a
reply came that Mrs. Deacon was on the
point of leaving St. Moritz with the Coun-
tess Grammont for the lakes.

Deacon went to Geneva. While there
he he heard that Mrs. Deacon had met
Abeille at St. Moritz and had ;gone " to the
lakes with him. The Countess de Gram-
mont’s party had not gone with Mrs.
Deacon. . Deacon sent a telegram to the
Hotel. Promontonio in Grison, Switzer-
land, asking if Mrs. Deacon and
Abeille . had arrived there. He received
a reply that they had left there together
some days before. Some days afterwards
Mrs. Deacon came to Geneva, and the ex-
planation she gave left him in doubt-as to
whether the reply he had received from the
hotel people did not do his wife and Abeille
injustice.

Slow to Learn,

A friend he met in Geneva persuaded him
that there was not.h'mﬁ proven against his
wife and he :Sologize to her for the ac-
cusation he had made. Reconciliation fol-
lowed and the family went to Aix. From
Aix Deacon went to Paris and thence pro-
ceeded to e, where he took a steamer
for America. Shortly before the steamer
sailed Ke received a loving telegram from
his family.

Mr. Deacon returned to France in 1891
and found Abeille was paying daily visits

< to his wife.

The president of the court here asked;

Detectives Who Didn’'t Detoct.

“You set detectives to watch your
wife 2”

Mr. Deacon replied: “*I employed two
detectives. One of them.. reported that
Mrs. Deacon was 'meeting Abeille at a
house in the Rue Penthieur, I wanted the
detective to arrange with a commissary
of police to surprise Mrs. Deacon
at one of these meetings. The detective
appeared unable to make this arrange-
ment.”

In the meantime the broils between
Deacon and his wife were revived and these
led to a mutual desire for a divorce. ~Mrs.
Deacon told him - a divorced woman lost
her social position in Paris and he offered
for the sake of the children if she wanted
a divorce to let her proceed against him.
Both detectives failed to supply absolute
Froof of his wife’s infidelity and he there-

ore ceased to employ them.

Deacon said he only wanted to get at the
truth. One of the detectives reported
that Mrs. Deacon was meeting a man
about 25 years old and passing an hour to
an hour and a half with him in a cabinet,
but Deacon was convinced he was lying.

Mrs. Deacon learned thai detectives
were watching her and ' she became highly
incensed. A number of scenes followed
between Deacon and his wife.

A Compromising Letter.

The procureur: You found at Newport
in a drawer of your wife's desk a letter of
a compromising nature?

Mr. on: Yes, and when I asked m;
wife what the letter meant she admitted
that it was fromn Abeille.

The procureur: And that response did
not startle you?

I, Jack Hodson, am tired of life, and bid
good-bye to all my friends in this world.
All through drink I have Iost all friends,
and 1 am in. this world alone. hoever
finds this will please inform my friends at
Browu House, herstburg. Good-bye.

i . Jack HoODSON.

Hodson was a stonemason and had been
employed on the new Methodist church
since work had been commenced
there. For about two weeks be-
fore he left he had been on a spree.
All the workmen agree that the writing
resembles Hodson’s very much, and says he
was very despondent the day before he was
last seen and believe he took his life.
Hodson was a single man, about 32 years
of age, and although the men have worked
for some time with him they know nothing
definitely of his family, but believe he has
a father and mother and five brothers living
in Port Burwell, Elgin county, Ont.

v A Bump on a Log. . |

Mayor Fleming to a select company of re-
" porters assembled in his office the other
morning repudiated the charge that he was
an obstructionist and drew their attention to
the fact that as soon as a contract was plac-
ed before him he signed it. This is a return
to a somewhat primitive view of the range
of @& chief magistrate’s usefulness.
The city bas mnow been 80 long
used to originating emergy on the
part of its chief magistrate that it will re-
tarn with a very bad grace, indeed, to the
bump-on-a-log style of mayor. In the same
interview he informed his bearérs that he
was engaged in pushing the project of ‘secur-
ing an entrance to High Park by way of
High Park-avenue. Now it is known
to some of his warmest support-
ers in council that not much more
than a week ago a committee, of which
the Mayor was a member, drove out to in-
spect the lay of the land in that locality.
The Mayor threw cold water on the
enthusiasm of his fellow-committeemen by
violent opposition ta the High Park-avenue
entrance and was found to be unaiterably in
favor of Duncan-street as the means of en-
trance.

BRIDGE ACROSS THE BOSPHORUS.

Rumored Intention of the Turkish Gov-
ernment to Twin Two Continents.

CuicAco, May 20.—T. Fitzgerald, a Lon-
don engineer, whose name is known in con-
nection with the construction of the famous
Forth bridge, is in the city en route to
England from Mexico. e predicts the
building of a bridge across the Bosphorus to
Constantinople.

«From information which I have lately
received I expect at an early date to hear it
officially announced that the Turkish Gov-
ernment has actually arranged to do this,”
he said.

«T'his will bridge Asia and Earope where
now ferry boats are the only means of com-
munication, The estimated cost of the
work is $20,000,000, only $1,000,000 less
than the cost of the Forth bridge.

believe that the tunnel under the’
