PPP ACTIVITY. IID ERNE TAKE POISONThe Times Jack Datam, a Port Arthur Convict, Again 
Behind the Bara.

Port Arthur, Sept. 29.—Jack Dahm, 
who broke jail here three years ego, 
ed to town last night. Thomas Connor at 
that time was serving In the capacity of 
turnkey and has been hankering 
to get hie hands upoh Dahm. His time 
came to-day when he met Dahm on the 
•tweet. No sooner did the ex-turnkey see 
hie victim than be was onto him and in a 
very few minutes had him safely behin'd the 
bats at the Government buildings.

The crime with which Dahm was charged 
and for which he was awaiting trial at the 
time he broke jail was that of entering a 
shack occupied by a Mrs. McEwe, near the 
creek, breaking open a trunk and extract­
ing therefrom a number of silver watches, 
one gold-filled watch and a number of 
chains. He was arrested and while wait­
ing trial was put to work in the jail kitchen. 
He picked the lock on the kitchen door with 
a knife and decamped, 
summer of 1890, and he stayed away until 
now, hoping, no'doubt, that his little ’esca­
lade would be forgotten. Dahm will be 
iried for jail-breaking on Monday before 
the magistrate and after that will have hit 
original charge to answer for.

Michigan River Rreake Into a Mine At 
Crystal Falls—Eighteen Men sne-

Crystal Falls, Mich., Sept. 29.—With 

a terrific rush the water of the Michigan 
River broke through a bed weekened by 
mining into Mansfield mine between 9 end 
10 o’clock last night, drowning 28 men who 
were at work directly under the cave-in. 
There were 46 men in the mine when the 
accident occurred, but 18 of them who were 
working in lower levels managed to escape. 
None of the bodies have been recovered and 
it is believed it will be necessary to dive 
right through the channel of the riyer be­
fore they can be secured.

The caretaker of the cemetery said no 
certificate of burial was furnished, and no 
religious ceremony held at the grave.

The Sudden Death of a Brockton Ma 
chinlet Causes Many Sensational Bu 
mors—The Doctors Find Traces of 
Poison In the Deceased's Stoi 
Inquest Opened Last Night.

It Is Feared the Result Will Be Fatal—
Narrowly Escaped Death on the Pre­
vious Day—Was Engaged to Give Per­
formances In the Winter Gardens, Ger­
many, and the Crystal Palace, London.

The probability ia that Clifford Cal varie y 
of this city, champion high wire walker of 
the world, has made his last publio appear- 

that capacity. Mr. H. E. Jackson 
last night received a letter from his father,
Mr. E. 8. Jackson, Calverley** manager, 
giving particulars of the accident at Tren­
ton, N.J., which indicates that Calverley’s 
injuries are of such a nature that should he 
recover, which is doubtful, he will be unable 
to give any more performances.

Additional particulars of the accident show 
that Calverley went up on a ladder early in 
the day to one If the landing stages with his 
sack, baskets, hoop and other appartenais 
used in his ^eat.in the afternoon. He then 
lowered his balancing pole, and as be drew 
up the other end of the rope it caught in one 
of the steps of the main pole. in order to re­
lease it, Calverley jerked the rope, and 
as he did so the second time it sud­
denly got clear of the steps and Calverley 
pitched forward off the landing stage and 
fell to the ground, a distance of 57 feat. As 
he fell he %tried to grasp bis cable, but was 
too far on one side to enable him to do so.
The shrieks of the thousands present as bis 
body, attired in bis ordinary street apparel, 
descended were terrible, and when he reach* 
ed the ground he rebounded and then lay as 
dead. Ho was immediately conveyed to his 
dressing tent, where several doctors gave 
him prompt attention, and he was conveyed 
to St. Fraucir Hospital. It was here found 
that his injuries were of a very serious 
character. Both his arms close to the wrist 
were broken, the right so badly that it is 
feared he will lose his hand. His right ankle 
was also badly fractured, and in addition to 
other injuries he was suffering from con­
cussion of the brain. He remained 
scious till early yesterday, when about 9 
o’clock, he recognized his manager, Mr.
Jackson, and asked him what had happened.
He was told that he had met with an acci* 
dent, when be replied : “I didn’t fall off my 
wire, did If’ It is impossible to say as yet 
whether he will recover.

While walking the wire the previous day 
Calverley had a close call for his life. He 
was running up the incline to the landing 
stage, when his foot slipped and he fell. He 
managed in falling, however, to tiutow his 
arm over the wire and hung there by his 
armpit The crowd, thinking it was part of 
the performance, cheered wildly. Calverley 
pulled himself up on the wire and descended.

Who Calverley Ia.
Calverley was born in Clarksburg, Ont.,

22 years ago, where his father resides, but he 
is at present in' Toronto. For many years 
Calverley was employed with A. B. Hornsby 
of the Ontario Galvanized Works in this 
city, and was employed on all the church 
steeple work, including the galvanizing of 
the cross on the spire of St. James’ Cathe­
dral. It was while employed on this work 
that he conceived the idea of walking a wire.
He made his first attempt at wire walking in 
Rosedale on May 24, 1892, and three weeks 
later gave a public exhibition at the Island.
He crossed Niagara. Oct. 12, 1892, in six min­
utes eight seconds, tho best previous record 
being that of Dixon, in minutes. Cal­
verley again crossed Niagara on July 1,1893.
On July 4 be was billed to break his own re­
cord, which he did, crossing the gorg 
minutes 33 1-5 seconds. He continued giving 
exhibitions at Niagara throughout July and 
the first week in August. In all he crossed 
the gorge successfully over 30 times, includ­
ing a trip at 9 o’clock on the night of July 4.
Since then he has beer, walking every day. 
with the exception of one week, when he had 
to cancel an engagement on accotint of hav­
ing his hand injured by a wire guy striking 
it at Orchard Beach.

It was the intention of Manager Jackson 
to take Calverley to the Winter Gardens,
Berlin, about Pec. 1 to give a series of per­
formances in the German capital. He also 
had an engagement to walk between the 
Blondio towers in the Crystal Palace,
London, during Christmas week. These 
engagements, of course, will have to

Thomas Henry Herne, aged 4ji, a wood 

machinist, residing with his wife and fonr 
children at 96 Margueretta-street, near the 
Dundas bridges, joined Loyal Queen City of 
the West Court of Independent Foresters on 
Sept. 6, taking oat an insurance policy for 
$1000, At 2.30 Thursday afternoon Herne 
died under circumstances of so suspicious a 
nature that Dr. Rae, the lodge physician, 
decided that it would be advisable to hold an 
inquest

The Inquest was opened at the Brockton 
Club House before Coroner McConnell last 
evening, and sufficient evidence was produc­
ed to lead to the belief that Herne died of 
poison. The supposition of the neighbors is 
that it was self-administered—that Herne 
deliberately insured his life for $1000 and 
then committed suicide.

The Argentine Rebellion Said 
To Be Crushed Out. once In

FROM WEALTH TO POVERTY.
De Mellos. the Braxilllan Rebel, Captures 

an Important Strategie Point—Intense 
Distress Among the English Striking 
Miners and Funds Started for Their 
Relief—France Gives Russia a Coaling 
Station Near Slum—Pallas, the Bomb 
Thrower, Court-Martialed.

Barcelona, Sept. 29.—General Campos, 
who has submitted to a surgical operation, 
ia very feverish though no serious results 
are anticipated.

The Anarchistic bomb-thrower Pallas ia 
defiant and declines to retain counsel. He 
says he is w«U able to defend himself and 
would repeat the deed if able. He would 
refuee a reprieve if it were offered him. 
Pallas will be court-martialled on 
Saturday, the civil authorities not 
having accepted General Campoe’ offer 
to turn over the prisoner to them.

The police to-day discovered a cue con­
taining a dozen bombs of a new type and a 
machine for making them.

Pallas Court martlaled.
The court-martial of Pallas commenced 

to-day. The court is composed of a colonel 
and five captains. The prisoner was 
brought into court with his hands 
tied behind him, but the president ordered 
hie bands to be released. The prisoner took 
a seat near the Pre.ideu’t table and com­
menced playing with the lids of the ink­
stands. The president ordered him to face 
the court and answer to the accusation 
which prosecutor read. When he had finish­
ed Pallas declared would commit the deed 
a hundred times if it were possible. He 
had no accomplicea and was only sorry he 
had failed to kill General Campos, whom he 
had hated since he defeated the Republi­
cans in 1874. As the hearing proceeded 
Pallas became so insolent that the President 
ordered that he be removed from the room.

Later " he was brought back to hear the 
address of the prosecutor, who demanded, 
in the name of outraged society, that the 
prisoner be shot. Pallas thereupon jump­
ed up, and shouted that he agreed with the 
prosecutor. Couusel for the defence ap­
pealed for clemency for the prisoner, 
whose mind, he said, had been unhinged by 
demoralizing literature and evil companions. 
To this assertion Pallas dissented by shak­
ing his head. The President declared that 
nothing remained but the eènsideration of 
what sentence ehonld be imposed. It is ex­
pected he will be sentenced to-morrow.

Herne's Sickness and Death,
Herne worked as usual on Wednesday last 

at the Cobban Manufacturing Company’s 
works, Hayter-street, where be has been em­
ployed as a wood-machinist for the past 
Year. On quitting work at 6 o’clock he 
was apparently in the best of health 
and joked with several of his companions. 
Herne arrived home at 6,30, eats a particu­
larly hearty supper and at 7.30 left the house 
to collect an account that was owing to his 
12-year-old boy for delivering papers. On bis 
way back he dropped in to see Shoemake r 
Joseph Beatty at College aud Margusratta- 
streete and remained with him until nearly 
10 o’clock. He arrived home shortly after 10 
and conversed with his wife until 11 o’clock, 
when she retired. Herne wens up to bed 
shortly afterwards.

The Churches and Exemptions.

Notice is taken of the fact that one of the 
Methodist churches in Toronto proposes to 
follow the example ot the most prominent 
Baptist church In the same city, in offering 
a voluntary tribute of municipal taxes to the 
city. The hope is indulged by some sanguine 
natures that these precedents will draw 
many like submissions after them, but is 
likely to prove delusive. So Jong as the mak­
ing of the division between Cæaar and God 
rests with the church, the role will continue 
to be that Caesar’s share will be nothing. 
All the experience ot the past points 
in this direction. The churches have 
their secular side, and fnany of them 
are continually in financial straits, at their 
wit’s eud, to know how to “finance” from 
year to year. "With mortgage loans *and 
interest accounts they are painfully familiar. 
In this condition they are not in the habit 
of making voluntary offers of taxes which 
they ore not legally obliged to pay. Minis­
ters’ salaries are no longer exceptionally 
empted; the change was the effect of law. 
not of voluntary tender. And the churches 
no longer escape one form of tax, that levied 
for local improvement, even iu the city of 
Montreal. If they are to share the burthen 
of municipal taxes generally it will be under 
the compulsion of law.

DID HE EXCEED HIS POWERS? I1

TO-DAY»™NEXT WEEKOspoodby*e Friends Clalmthe Mead of the
Morality Department Has Rendered the 

City Liable to Heavy Damages.
There promise to be some interesting de­

velopments in connection with the arrest of 
William Gardner Osgoodby, Alfred H. Gob- 
bett and William H. Stacey on a charge of 
defrauding the public. The prisoners did 
not appear to be perturbed in the slightest 
degree over the matter. They seem to be 
perfectly satisfied that the prosecution will 
end in smoke, and threaten to enter suits 
for damages against Inspector Arcbabold, 
Crown Attorney Curry and the 
city of Toronto for illegal seizure of the 
sate in the offices of the defendants.

Said one of the defendant’s counsel yester­
day: “No doubt the inspector based his law 
for tbs seizure of the safe on the decision of 
Judge O’Connor in the famous coal conspir­
acy trials of 1886, when he refused to order the 
surrender of the books of Mr. Bums, which 
had been seized by Detective Reburn. But 
that was a different case altogether. Detec­
tive Re burn did not exceed his powers in 
that instance, it being,known that the books 
were material evidence in the suit In this 
case the arrest of the three men was made 
without evidence to warrant their detention, 
and then the safe was seized, carted to the 
police station and bored open by a locksmith 
in an unsuccessful attempt to secure evidence 
against the accused In the Burns case the 
judge held that the plaintiffs had grounds 
for a civil action for trespass against the offi­
cer* Do not be surprised if you see an infor­
mation lodged against Inspector Arcbabold 
under the criminal statutes for larceny of that 
safe.” Said a largrtaxpayer yesterday: “It is 
about time the immense expenditure 
this city is put to by the Morality Depart­
ment over the trial of cases which are in­
variably dismissed was put a stop to. 
Thousands of dollars are squandered every 
year by this department without any result­
ant good. The effect of Arcbabold’s prosecu­
tions is neither to convict those whom he 
proceeds against or to stop the alleged evil 
which he claims exista. There are too many 
sleek individuals fattening at the public bin 
in this city and the over-burdened taxpayer 
has to foot the bill.”

It will be remembered that a year ago 
Professor A. P. Colman of the School of 
Science and three others spent the summer 
in exploring the mountain regions in the 
vicinity of Mount Brown in the Rockies.

Athabasca consists of two large streams 
instead of one as had been supposed. 
The party had with them on this expedition 
two Stoney Indians. Jim Jacob, a near 
relative of the famohs Chief Jacob, and 
Mark Too-young-man, who acted as guides. 
They followed the Sunwapta (Violent River) 
to Fortress Lake, going further tbau the In­
dians themselves go. Mr. L. B. Stewart, 
lecturer in surveying in the School of 
Science, made a careful map of the district 
passed through. After collecting specimens 
of rocks, fossils, etc., the party returned;;well 
satisfied with their trip and fully determined 
to return to finish the work begun. The 
object of their journey was to reach Mount 
Brown, which they determined to do the 
following

They provided tbemselvce among other 

things with ponies and a canvas boat weigh­
ing about 60 pound* This time they dis­
pensed with guide* as they had gone over 
the greater part of their journey before, and 
they found that they knew more about the 
district than the Indians themselves, having 

far beyond where the Indians are ac­
customed to go.

They reached Athabasca Pass by following 
the course of Whirlpool River, which leads 
otft of the Upper Athabasca River. Often 
they had to cut their way through the deep 
growth of underwood that obstructed their 
passage, as they traveled along trails that 
had not been used for years, and that were 
consequently so overgrown that they could 
in parts be scarcely distinguished. More­
over, the rivers which last year _____
low as to be easily forded were this yi 
swollen that without the boat which 
foresight had provided they would not have 
been able to con tin no their journey. • 

Stream after stream was crossed in the 
same manner. The horses were driven 
through the water, the men crossing in the 
boat and continuing their journey as before. 
Thus they continued up the cold, rugged 
mountain passes and down into the shaded 
valleys on towards their destination. Many 
times they were above the tree-line, where 
the cold was so intense that no man could live 
through the night exposed to it, though the 
season was midsummer.

Here no fires could be had, as there was 
nothing to furnish fuel, so the venturesome 
explorers had each evening to retreat to the 
tree-line. This necessitated sometimes a long 
journey, a* for instance, when an elevated 
mountain pass had to be- traversed or • 
mountain peak scaled.

10,000 Feet Above Sea Level.
But this was taken as a matter of course 

by these men,* who love the saddle and the 
mountain* So 

mind

they climbed several bold and high moun­
tain peaks, from which the view of the vast 
extent of country that lay stretching away 
beneath their feet was magnificent. The 

g highest peak they climbed has an elevation 
of 10,500 feet above sea le vet The sight that 
greeted the eye from this elevation was 
especially grand. Fifty mighty glaciers lay 
glittering in the sun and immense areas of 
snowfields stretched away into the distance 
through the thin, clear mountain air. It was 
a sight that few men are allowea. to see once 
in a lifetime. *

The Globe is trying its best, as we take it, to 
create the idea that the American market is 
almost a necessity for the Canadian farmer 
and lumberman. It it can succeed in mak­
ing Canadians believe that their only salva­
tion is in getting into the markets of the 
United States, and if it should turn out, 
as is not unlikely will turn out, 
that the Americans will refuse us their 
markets on anything like fair-terms, then 
The Globe will be ready to say that we must 
have them at any price, even at the cost of 
national suicide. If we don’t; getjwhat The 
Globe says is now promised and which it 
makes out is so essential to our .welfare then|its 
next argument will be in favdF- of com­
mercial union, if not annexation. That is 
the point to which all The Globe’s political 
arguments lead.

We don’t wish to put Canada in this false 
position or to let the Americans imagine 
that their

w

markets are a necessity 
to us. Everyone admits that in 
some things access to the American 
market would be a benefit to us, but we are 
not prepared to go the length of telling the 
Americans that their markets are of “vast 
importance to our miners, lumbermen and 
farmers.”

The loyal Canadian journal and politician 
will, first of all, teach the doctrine of self- 
reliance,' and in the next place will enforce 
the idea• that if Canada cannot have the 
markets of the United States on a fair and 
reasonable basis she can manage to - find a 
market elsewhere for whatever surplus pro­
ducts she has to sell.

Scare Bulletins.

Assessment Returns.

Maughan’s assessment returns, as made pub­
ic yesterday, are the increased assessment 
of $1,646,284 and the alleged decrease of 2517 
in the population. As to the latter there is 
a general opinion that a mistake has been 
made. Real estate men state that there are 
less empty houses in the city to-day than 
there bast been -at any time during 
the past three years. There is no 
visible evidence of a decreased population iu 
Toronto other than the Commissioner’s fig­
ures.

In collecting tho figures as to 
population the assessors exercise no particu­
lar care. The figures cannot be relied upon 
in the slightest degree. We venture to say 
Commissioner Maughan would not dream of 
swearing to their correctness. As to the as­
sessment there is no doubt the figures are too 
high by several million dollars. Notwith­
standing the big drop in real estate our as­
sessment this year is higher than it ever has 
been.

THE ASSESSMENT DEPARTMENT.
Years ago The Monetary Times said 

,lthe Assessment Commissioner looks upon 
the citizens as tax-paving animals.” As 
the Commissioner has not. experienced any 
change of heart it is not likely that the 
financial organ has changed its opinion, 
which is shared by many citizens. Mr. 
Maughan, the chief of the Assessment De­
partment, is an honorable, conscientious 
man, always affable and ready to give in­
formation. His high reputation has enabled 
him to do more mischief than any other 
official in the City Hall. His desire to 
swell the assessment has amounted to a 
mania. Let times be good or bad values 
must be increased. Without using any 
threats his views permeate and influence 
every official under him. Weak men allow 
their own judgment to be overriden by the 
dominant ideas of their chief, and those 
who could not agree with the commission­
er’s views were liable to be left out next 
year on some pretext or other. An 
assessor who does not believe that real 
estate is annually worth more than the 
previous year is not wanted in the assess­
ment department.

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should regulate the foundation of 
finances, by following close upon the heels 
of an unhealthy boom, Mr. Maughan has 
inflated his pet, his idol, to the 150,000,000 
figure, and now by changing 
round, by getting rid of those who cannot 
see through his magnifying glasses, he 
hopes to at least prevent his idol from 
retrograding. He might as well try to dam 
Niagara Falls with a broom. The law re­
quires land to be assessed at such a price as 
a creditor would accept it to discharge an 
honest debt. On this basis Toronto real 
estate is over-assessed $10.000,000. If annual 
assessments are continued for the next two 
or three years a reducing assessment will be 
the order of the day.

It is surprising that 6 man of Mr. 
Maughan’s experience, who was here dur­
ing the panics of 1857 and 1877, should 
have committed such grave errors of judg­
ment. By this want of discretion and sagacity 
in the management of liis department 
much misery and hardship has resulted to 
thousands of citizens and the end is not 
yet. A few years ago an assessor was 
prosecuted, by a private citizen for under­
valuing. Mr. Maughan promptly dismissed 
this assessor. If an assessor be now prose­
cuted for over-valuing will Mr. Maughan 
dispense with his services ?

In Montreal a large addition has been 
made to tho assessment and the papers are 
quite hysterical over it and point to Toron­
to as a terrible example of the evils of over­
assessing. How humiliating that we should 
be scornfully pointed at by Montreal 
warning to be avoided!

Property has largely depreciated in value 
and with a fair and honest assessment 
every ratepayer should, expect a reduction 
in his assessment. Bat weak end incom­
petent assessors àre employed who, because 
they have been accustomed to increase the 
values annually, must continue the 
tice. They have not enough brains to dis­
tinguish between a speculative value and 
the value that, a man would put upon it if 
he had to take it as cash in pay­
ment of a debt. As an example 
of the assessment, tak^ the case of a cen­
tral property sold the other day at public 
auction for $6720. This property is assess­
ed tor $10,020, just 50 per cent, too much. 
Yet the Assessment Department say that 
central property is yet under-assessed, and 
propose to increase it. It is just a question 
how maty more turns ot the tibrew the citi­
zens can sfaud. The commissioner believes

he is doing bis duty by keeping up the 
assessment, no matter what suffering and 
loss this policy entails. It is time he was 
undeceived. Every over-valuation should 
be appealed at once.

Yesterday Assessment Commissioner 
Maughaù completed the figures for the as­
sessment of 18Ô4.

There is an increase of over $900,000 in 
the real property, a slight increase ip in­
come, an increase of over $600,000 in per­
sonal property, or a total increase of 
$1,500,000 in the whole assessable property 
of the city of Toron ta

Extensive reductions have been made in 
the outlying districts to east, west and 
north, but these reductions, extensive as 
they may appear, have been more than 
counterbalanced by the value of new build- 
in Js erected last iall and during the past 
summer, and by an increase of assessment 
in the heart of the city where last year’s 
valuations have proved uo be low.

It will be noticed that the real 
property in No; 6 Ward, representing that 
section of the city west gof Dovercourt- 
road, has been reduced by over three- 
quarters of a million dollars, and this, 
notwithstanding large building operations, 
.especially in the southern portion’ of the 
ward. Ward No. 1 shows a reduction of 
$296.558, and over $100,000 have been 
struck off the northern section of Ward 
No. 5.

The loss in valuation thus made is 
counterbalanced as follows:

That section of the city bounded by the 
bay, Jarvis-street, .Shuter-street, Albert- 
street and Simcoe-street, in other words, 
the bueiness centre, shows $800,000 increase 
in real property. At least $100,000 of this, 
however, is made up by the assessment of 
the C.P.R. alternative site, which was e±- 
empt last year as city property. The in­
crease of real property ^n Ward 2 may be 
misleading, as $500,- 
is a valuation of 
the Gas Company, which 
hitherto unassessed..

Ward 4, division 3, shows an increase of 
over $395,000 in real property. Land 
values in certain parts of this ward have 
been reduced, but there have been new 
buildings erected to the value of nearly 
$300,000.

The increase in personal property is made 
;>lain when it is explained that the Toronto 
Electric Light Company are assessed for 

$300,000, the Toronto Incandescent Com­
pany for $400,000 and the Telephone Com­
pany for $100,000. These assessments are 
now made for the first time.

To institute a fair comparison between 
the assessment of 1893 and 1894 deduct 
from the latter the sum of $2,000,000 for 
new buildings, the alternative site, and gas 
mains, from “real property” and $700,000 
from “personal property.” It will thus ap­
pear that the laud valuation of the city has 
been reduced by nearly a million 
dollars, and that the income and personal 
property assessments remain nearly the 
same as before.

There is a decrease in the exempt pro­
perty of $25,862 and a decrease in popula­
tion ot 2517. The figures:
